Honor Came on ?trst Ballot.
Brown’s High Record
Was in Order

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 19.—Judsge
Henry P, Brown of Cleburne, Texas,
was elected supreme vice chancellor
of the supreme Jodge, Knights of Pyth-
ias, yesterday on the first ballot. The
vote stood: Brown 87 votes, Judge
George M. Hanson of Calals, Maine, 23,
Judge R. H. Jackson of Pittsburg 19
and Richardson of Virginia 14.

It was a ¢lear Texas victory, fought
out on clean lines. After assembling
here, there was considerable juggling
with the political situation In the su-
preme rank. Hanson and Jackson be-
gan to figure heavily, but after re-
peated conferences it was impossib.a
for them to get together and unite on
one man. It is sald numerous with-
drawals, etc., provided Judge Brown
would make certain promises in return
for two years hence. This he persisted
in refasing to do to the end, and when
he was elected yesterday he went in
absolutely unincumbered and pledged
to no men nor faction of men, He has
said In conference that under no other
conditions would he accept the ruling
power of Pythiandom in the United
States and Canada, which now has the
welfare at stake of 750,000 men,

The election came immediately after
reconvening the supreme lodge yester-
day morning. There were 153 votes
cast, 77 being necessary for a choice,
Texas found eight of thelr supportery
absent, hut they were not needed.

Colonel J. T. Bonner of Tyler, Tex-
as, made a speech nominating Judge
Brown and it was a gem of eloquence,
being recelved in the convention hall
with . great applause. Among those
who quickly seéconded Brown's nomi-
nafion were Ritchey of Ohilo, Ellis of
Alabama, Hinson of New York, Cony-
bear of Canada and Jones of Nevada.

Henry Parrish Brown of Ollve lodge,
No. 31, Cleburne, Texas, who was eleet-
ed the supreme vice chancellor of the
order_ of Knights of Pythias of the
world, at the New Orleans session of
the  supreme lodge, Wednesday, was
born at Marion, Ala.

MURDERED BOY
FROM OKLAHOMA

Father Identifies Amarillo

Victim as Son

There is always a home open to him when he becomes
too old and Infirm to further battle with the cares and
vicissitudes of life, and the great pity is that there
is so few, ol this class now left among the race. The
niegroes of county need to awaken to the real sit-
qatton and \mlearn many of the things they have here-
tafore leoopged as gospel truths. They must get rid
of the idle and vicious element of their race, teaching
thelr sons and daughters that there Is mothing more
honorable than honest toll. Booker T. Washington is
preaching thé right kind of doctrine to the negroes. In
a recent address In tae city of New York he sald:

Again, I am most anxious, and I know that in this
respect it.is the sentiment of every conservative mem-
ber of pur race that our race everywhere bears the
reputation of a law-abiding and law-respecting peo-
ple; - If' ¢thers would break the law and trample
it under foot, let us Jeep and respect it and teach
our childrén to follow our example. In this connection
I repeat what I have urged on a recent occasion,
every lota of influence that we possess should be used
to ' get rid of the criminal and loafing elemeént of our
people and then make decent law-abiding citizens.

To the members of my race wno reside in the
northern states let me utter the caution that, in your
enthusiastic desire to be of service to your brethren
in the south, you do not make their path more thorny
aud diffiedlt by rash and intemperate utterances. Be-
fore giving advice to the negro in the south, the negro
in the north should be very .sure that what he ad-
vises is that which he himself would be willing fo
take into the heart of the south and put intogpractice.
Be careful not #o assist in lighting a fire which you
will have no ability to put out.

Some may think that the problems with which we
are grappling will be better solved by inducing mil-
lions of our people to leave the south for residence in
the north, byt I warn you that, instead of this being
a solution, 1t will but add to the compliggtions of the
problem. - While condemning the giving of promi-
nence to the work of the mob in the south, we should
not fail to give due credit to tnose of the waite race
whe stood manfully and courageously on the side of
law and order during the recent trying times thru
which this section of our country has been passing.
During the raclal disturbances the country very sel-
dom hears of the prave and heroic acts of a certain
element of southern’ white people, whose deeds are sel-
dom heralded thruout the press.

The indiscriminate cgndemnation of all white peo-
ple on the part of any member of our race is a sul-
cidal and ‘dangerous policy. We must learn to dis-
criminate. We have strong friends both in the south
and in the north, and we should emphasize and mag-,
nify the efforts of our friends more than that of those_
who wish us evil. I have said we must differentiate
between white people in the south. We cannot afford
to class all as our elemies. The countwy ‘must. learn
to differentiate between the peeople. We must frankly
face the fact that the great body of our people are
to dwell in the south, and any policy-that does not
seek #0 harmonize the two races and cement them Iis
unwise and dangerous.

THE KITCHEN GARDEN

The farm gardens, “market gardens”
and “truck gardens” eof today are the
producers of a multitude of “miscel-
laneous vegetables” almost unknown
fifty years ago. In the census of 1890
the large increase in garden products
was recognized, and a systematie count
of their bulk and valae was made. It
is possible, therefore, to make a ten-
year comparison of the increase of
such products, and this records the re-
markable increases from 190 per cent
to 200 per cent in the five several di-
visions of the country. The North At-
lantic states had a well developed in-
dustry in “garden products” before
1890, which accounts for the relatively
low increase. However, 190 per cent in
ten years, while the population in=-
creased only a trifle over 20 per cent,
is amazing.

Heredity is a thing we may specu-
late upon, It is more apparent among
horses and dogs, sheep and chickens,
than it is among human beings. There
is the myth that Marcus Brutus was
the son of Julius Caesar: there is the
Scandal that Anne Boleyn was the
daughter of Henry VIII; there is the
absurdity that Francls Bacon was the
son of Queen Elizabeth—these con-

coctions of the fancy for the credu-
lous,

Let us take the family of Plantage_
net and go back no farther, the Black
Prince, a splendid hero—

Poictiers and Crecy tell the victory —
Was the son of one of the greatest
kings who ever wore the English pur-
ple, and the father of one of the weak-
est kings of English history. What-a
glorious story is that of Henry V—
Shakespeare’s Prince Hal. His queen
was that Kate of France who was the
ancestress of the house of Tudor, a
grand dame of Queen Bess, and yet
the son of England that she and “Hal”
gave the English throne was that hap-
less weakling, Henry VI, who, tho his
queen was the heroic Margaret of An-
Jou, perished miserably before the arms
of the “White Rose.”

William the Silent was the first
statesman of a grand epoch, and his
son, Maurice of Nassau, was the most
accomplished soldier of a generation
that produced Spinola. What an illus-
trious family it was—that house of
Orange! William III of that line, whom
Macaulay considered the greatest man
of his time, had coursing his veins
the bloods of Orange, Bourbon, Plan-
tagenet, Stuart, Tudor, Lorraine. There
is no finer-bred man In profane his-
tory, few greater statesmen, and no
stouter soldier. Marlborough’s son dield
early, but Berwick was his nephew,
the marshal of Louis XIV, who was
more like Bayard than any other, and
none of us can read the history of
his defense of France from the atfack
from the- direction of Savoy without
reminder of Robert E., Lee. A differ-
ence is that Lee falled and Berwick
succeeded. What a different story his-
tory would tell if Berwick had not
beeén barred from the English throne
by the bar-sinister? If Arabella
Churchill, instead of Ann Hyde, had
been the wedded spouse of James II,
in all probability the Stuart dynasty
would now be regnant in the British
empire. Charles Edward, hero of bat-
tle, and “Prince Charley” of song, was
Berwick's nephew, and a direct lineal
descendant of that duke of Guise who
restored Calals to France by one of
the most heroic feats in the annals of
war.

Another striking example of heredity
is that of the two Willlam Pitts, and
these we may supplement with Hester
Stanhope, of the third generation,
granddaughter of the great Chatham.
It would be hard to tell who was the
greater man or greater orator, the first
or second Pitt. Both ruled England
when England could only be ruled by
eloquence. Their great rival, Henry
Fox,” and the more eminent Charles
James, father and son, also present a
marvelous example of heredity. We are
told that the younger Fox was the
greatest parliamentary debater who
ever spoke our tongue, and we can
readily belleve it after reading his
crushing reply to Pitt in the debate
on the breach of the treaty of Amiens,
Not so learned as Burke, not so bril-
liant as Sheridan, perhaps not so elo-
quent as his rival, the younger Pitt,
in- reply he was the greatest orator
our tongue has known. He was the
most lovable man in the world, despite
the worst training in the world. Reared
by a fond father, who could deny him
nothing, at sixteen he was a complete
reprobate. Before he was thirty he
had dissipated in riotous llving one
of the most opulent private fortunes
in Europe, An inveterate gambler, he
was ever unfortunate at hazard, and
would rather be cheated at play than
not to play at all. He was a drunkard
and roue, and when Pitt explained to
wondering French statesmen how such
a man could fill so great a place in
the English public, he said: “You have
not been under the wand of the ma-
gician.” Fox was a direct descendant
of Charles II by a child of the left
hand, and if Georges 1II could have
had his fondest desire, an aunt of Fox
would have been queen of England.
Had it been so, there would have been
no American revolution in 1776,

In our country there have been two
families conspicuous for heredity—
Marshall and Adams. This Mr. Hawes,
who is the first orator of Missouri,
is the nephew of Thomas F. Marshall
the first orator of Kentucky, who was
the nephew of John Marshall, the first
jurist of America. There are four gen-
erations of the Adams family all dis-
tinguished for intellect and character.
The late W. C. P. Breckinridge was
the grandson of Willlam O. Preston,
himself a magnificent orator, and the
grandson of the father of Patrick
Henry. Thomas Jefferson, John Ran-
dolph of Roanoke, John Marshall and
Robert E. Lee all sprang from & Ran-
dolph who flourished-in Virginia in the
colonial pertod. :

he *is now monarch of 38,000 acres of
wild highland territory, having a water
frontage along Dornoch firth of twen-
ty-two miles.

There are on the estate four villages,
two rivers, six lakes, a forest, bird
coverts, golf links, a mountain range,
and a long line of hills, all owned by
the American steel king.

The Carnegile kingdom has a popula-
tion of 1,500 farmers and crofters, all
of whom are compelled to obey Carne-
gie’s dictum because he is their land-
lord. Eighty ground servants are em-
ployed to keep the estate in order, be-
gides thirty others who find work In
the castle. This corps of 110 retainers
Jdncludes every kind of worker from
bagpipe player and gamekeeper to
electriclan and carpenter,

Carnegie’s most pressing desire at
present is to buy the town of Dornoch,
the county seat of Sutherland, which
joins the Carnegie estate on the east.
Dornoch has a thirteenth century ca-
thedral, where Carnegie attends
church, and a sixteenth century castle
ruins,

Dornoch, however, is owned by the
Duke of Sutherland, one of the great
Scotch noblemen, who, tho he owns
over a million and a quarter acres of
land, declines to sell Dornoch to the
American commoner, Carnegie makés
repeated offers to the duke, which are
periodically refused.

Carnegie has spent over $1,000,000 on
Skibo and he is willing te spend as

The castle has seventy-seven rooms
for the use of Mr. and Mrs, Carnegie
and their little daughter, including
twenty-five bedroems and six recep-
tion reoms. So many of them are
tucked away In corners that Carnegle
has been known to be lost in his own
house, The castle is four stories high.

The grounds about the castle require
the care of eleven gardeners, working
all the time. There are three conser-
vatorjes and seven flower beds to be
looked after, besides three gardens
where berries and vegetables are
grown, Creepers cover all masonry iIn
the gardens, and hedges of laurel serve
as fences,

The bath is the most beautiful in
Great Britain, It is made of white
marblé with walls of marble and glass,
and a sllding glass roof.

This is the regular routine of the
castle. No matter who the guests may
be, on a visit to the Bkibo monarch,
they are awakened every morning at a
quarter to eight by the screech of &
piper, then they are expected to follow
the routine.

“What need had they for a senator:
