PRINCIPALS RE-HIRED

Additions To School
Curriculum Discussed

Additions to the curriculum 
In Frlona schools for 1970-71 
took up a major portion of the 
regular monthly meeting of the 
Frlona Independent School Bo­
ard of Trustees.

The school Is running a sur­
vey at the present time to see 
if It has a need for a speech 
therapist, primarily for grades 
one through eight. A minimum 
of 60 children needing therapy 
Is needed for a full-time thera­
pist.

It Is thought by the school 
board at this time that the scho - 
ol will have a therapist next 
year.

Also discussed was the kind­
ergarten program, to be Instl 
tuted for children aged five 
years seven months through 
six, from families of 53,000 or 
less Income per year, and cer

tain educationally handle apped 
children.

School board members also 
discussed initiating a course on 
the harmful effects of drugs and 
narcotics In the near future. 
They are awaiting guidelines 
from the Texas Fduration Ag­
ency on the subject.

The definite guidelines on the 
program have not been received 
as yet, according to Superin­
tendent Alton Farr.

The board also voted to Ini­
tiate a girls track program for 
Frlona High School this spring 
In preparation for the 1971-72 
school year when the Interscho­
lastic League will official­
ly sponsor the sport.

At the present time, the pro­
gram Is under the sponsorship 
of the Texas High School Girls 
Track Association, aixi has a

state meet sponsored May 15- 
lb In Abilene.

In other business, contracts 
of principals Raymond Cook, 
Tom Jarboe and J.T. Gee, and 
school counselor Baker 1 Juggins 
were renewed for the next two 
years.

Also renewed were the con 
tracts of high school coaches 
W.L. Cleveland, Ray DeBord 
and 1 wug I odd and Junior high 
coaches I arry I tyess, John Mo­
rrow and Jackie Morgan.

High school coaches Bob 
Owen and F.G. Crofford still 
have a year remaining on two 
year contracts.

The board purchased two 66- 
passenger school buses for next 
school year. It discussed pur 
chasing new band uniforms, but 
a decision was postponed until

the next board meeting.
Also discussed was the pos­

sibility of becoming affiliated 
with the Texas Association of 
School Boards.

The tentative school calendar 
for 1970-71 was approved. 
School is to open earlier, on 
August 24, as there will be a 
minimum of 180 teaching days, 
compared to the 175 this year.

Holidays are scheduled for 
Labor Day, Maize I >ays (to be 
selected), teachers district 
convention. Thanksgiving (Nov. 
26-27), Christmas (Dec. 23- 
Jan. 3), and I aster (.April 8- 
13). Final day of Instruction 
Is slated for May 25.

Teachers will be on a 10- 
month contract, and will have 
10 days of In-service training 
during the year.

Since that time, many other 
cities. Including Amarillo, have 
passed the sales tax. and many 
are reaping benefits for city 
funds.

Blackburn and Mrs. V.J. Z e­
ro an. Mrs. Zeman has already 
resigned from the board anti 
her resignation was accepted 
this week.

Deadline for filing far any of 
the above offlcea la March 4.

Signs of building activity got 
off to a relatively slow start 
for 1970 according to official 
records released for the month 
of January by the City of F rl­
ona.

Only two building permits 
were Issued during the month, 
one new home (529,000) and one 
storage house (5100), for a total 
of $29,100. T his compared to 
three building permits Issued 
during the same month in 1969, 
amounting to $48,000.

However, there are a couple 
of sizeable permits which have 
not been Issued as yet, one for 
the 60 apartment units, and one 
for Frlona State Hank's new bu­
ilding.

Three new w ater meters were 
Installed, to bring the totpl num­
ber of active meters In the city 
tr> 1192 at the end of January. 
There have been 71 new water 
meters Installed In the city 
during the past year.

other records released by 
City Manager Jake Outland 
showed that tax colle< tton on 
January 31 stood at $91,851.74, 
or 91.21 per cent of the total 
tax roll of $102,893.82. This Is 
the lowest percentage on the ab­
ove date In the past 10 years.

Records showed that a total 
of 9,354,700 gallons of water 
were pumped during the month, 
an average of $11,823 gallons 
per day.

No new sewer taps were made 
during January, but a total of

81 w ere made during the 
ca lendar year 1969.

Three fire alarms were soun­
ded during the month. The one 
Inside the city limits amounted 
to some $800 loss at I Jarrell 
Thompson’s gun shop, 1311 Main.

Police department records 
showed 32 arrests during the 
month of January, 24 for traf 
flc violations, three each for 
drunkenness and vagrancy and 
one each for worthless checks 
and driving while Intoxicated.

Street department records 
showed that the cold weather 
delayed the removal of Christ­
mas decorations until January 
9. Many days of street patch­
ings and grader maintaining 
were necessitated by the snows 
Iste In December and Jan­
uary 18.

Trash collections were very 
Irregular during the month due 
to snow drifts and wet alleys. 
Chains were kept on the rear 
fires of the packer truck moat 
of the month.

Religious Foundation 
An I niportant Item

Most employers will attest to the fact that the best 
employees are those who are solidly affiliated with the local 
communities in which they live. It is. also, true that those 
employers who take an active interest in their communities are 
usually better employers. Both become partners in the commu­
nity s affairs. It all combines to build the company, the 
community and all of the inhabitants profit by it.

The local churches are extremely important to the growth 
and the continued existance of the community. There is some­
thing solid in the sight of the church buildings. They become 
obiects of pride among the local citizenry, if they are maintained 
properly.

Gordon Manes. Chairman of (he Board of Hanes Corpora­
tion, believes in encouraging the company’s more than 10,000 
employees in some thirteen plants, distribution centers and sales 
offices across the country, to take an active interest in their own 
individual churches.

.  In 1969, m a unique program, the Manes Corporation
contributed almost $4,000 to 37 churches This was the fourth 
year of the program. And the total to date of contributions to aid 
churches is $39,930. The money does not go to some far off 
church group with large operating budgets, it goes only to the 
churches of employees community churches.

For the construction of a new church, the company 
contributes $25 for each employee who is a member. If the 
church ■ s undergoing renovation the sum is $15, per employee/ 
member.

Mr. Manes said, “Quite 
obviously, the amount we give each year depends on how much 
church builduig is going on It would please us to be able to 
contribute 10 times the amount we do.”

We would hope that other large corporations will institute 
similar programs of community service. Local churches need this 
kind of support Men and women of faith built this great nation 
We need more of the same to preserve it

Before preparing the mer- 
li^uc shell, line a cookie sheet 
with unglared brown paper on 
which you have traced a large 
heart or small hearts If you 
wish Individual servings.

Beat 4 egg whites until fro 
thy then add a half teaspoon 
cream of tarter and gradually 
add one cup sifted granulated 
sugar. Beat until the mixture 
Is stiff.

Add s half teaspoon vanilla 
and a few drops of red food 
coloring.

Now. using a pastry tube or 
tablespoon, outline the heart 
ieslgn with the meringue. 
This makes a border. Then 
build up the outer edge of the 
border to about a half Inch and 
In the center put Just a bit of 
meringue for a base.

Bake In a slow oven 275 de­
grees until set. The large he 
art will take about onr hour to 
cook--the smaller onrs from

25 to 50 minutes.
To remove the meringue ea­

sily from the brown paper, lift 
the paper and all from the pan 
and place a damp towel on the 
warm cookie sheet. Replace 
the paper and meringue and 
after a minute of steaming the 
meringue will loosen from the 
paper.

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WARD BOND RETURNS TO TELEVISION************************************************ 
Pro News Men Have Human Side, Too

li\ Krrf-lanrr Writer, Kay Knight
The hard-nosed, cold-facts atmos­

phere m which KVII's Pro News 
men work might suggest that the 
men themselves should he stern and 
insensitive

A casual chat in a rare calm 
moment reveals quite a different 
picture

Take dim l’ratt. for example As 
KVII's Managing Editor, Jim must 
put his twenty-two years of broad­
casting experience on the line lie- 
fore each newscast, it's up to him 
to determine which of the thousands 
of daily happenings will be of great­
est interest to area viewers It's the 
kind of job that would make a lesser 
man cringe

Rut Jim Pratt is a big man with 
a big friendliness He approaches 
bis awesome duties with the calm 
confidence that big men always 
seem to have In the whirlwind of 
frantic activity lieforc every news­
cast Jim can l»e seen at the center 
of the storm, guiding his staff stead 
ily through preparations for the 
broadcast just moments away Un­
ruffled. hi* directs editing of a film 
story, decides a script question for 
one of the reporters, explains to the 
producer how the sequence of shots 
will go, and diplomatically fields a 
call from a complaining viewer 
Wlule others in the same shoes 
might appear harassed. Jim is col­
lected. cool

I asked him what his secret was 
“Well," h< s a id .  maybe it s like 
that little sign over there says— 
‘Anyone who can keep his head in 
all this confusion lust doesn't un­
derstand the situation

okay, count modesty as another 
Jim Pratt trademark He does, in­
deed. understand tin* situation. As­
sociated P re s s  and t PI awards for 
lH*st newscast. Ix*st story, and liest 
documentary attest to his aware­
ness His understanding of the situa­
tion won him the CHS News Fel­
lowship to Columbia University and 
the I M A Man of the Year Award 
in 1963 When he says something, he 
knows whereof he sjx'aks

As a political science scholar, Jim 
expresses concern for the future 
"The sociological lag must catch up 
to the technological advance." he 
says "If not. the imputation explo­
sion w ill produce self-annihilation or 
( .ins. legalization erf genocide "  To 
Jim and Dorothy his w ife of twenty- 
three years the future is an impor 
tant matter "We have four daugh­
ters who'll have to live in it

Roger Davis, the other half of the 
anchor team on Pro News, pursues 
more immediate problems through 
his efforts on the Hotline feature 
Designed to expose and correct s|>e- 
cific problems revealed by viewers. 
Hotline under Roger’s direction— 
has provided the individual citizen 
with the means to get action on his 
grievances

In "real life"—that is. off-camera
Roger is the same man you see 

on your home screen generally se­
rious. but gifted with a subtle, 
sharply - honed wit that contrasts 
pleasantly with the gentle, homey 
humor of Jim Pratt It was Roger 
who started the good-natured feud 
with Pratt as to whether a broken 
area in street pavement was a 
"chuckhole" <as it is known in his 
native Pennsylvania', or a "chug- 
hole” las ex-farm lx»\ Pratt main­
tains'. To this writer's knowledge, 
the question remains unresolved

Such exchanges between the two 
provide brightness anti optimism to 
leaven the often disheartening char­
acter of today's news

In the more entertaining world of 
>|mrts Woody Van Dyke sparkles as 
one of the really true "sports " With 
abandon befitting a Darrell Royal 
on fourth down. Woody jumps in 
with Iwith feet Controversy swirls 
in his wake After each of his re 
ports, the ring of the newsroom 
phone is inevitable And inevitably 
the comments run the gamut from 
"Hey, Woody, you're absolutely 
right give 'em the dickens’", to 
the k*ss complimentary. "What 
kmda ding-a ling sportscaster an*

you7" Rarely is there a middle 
ground But then. Woody is not a 
middle-of-the-road guy.

Woody's greatest concern? (let­
ting the Dallas Cowboys into the 
S l I J H T  Bowl!

If there is anyone on the Pro News 
team who must endure more tor­
ment than Van Dyke, it would have 
to U‘ Channel 7's Weatherman. Bill 
Stone This affable man-of-the-ele- 
ments faces the formidable task of 
predicting the behavior of Nature's 
most unpredictable phenomenon But 
Stone stands square to the odds, 
draws deep from nearly thirty years 
experience, and fires his forecast 
I’ve checked tip on the results his 
aim is good

Perhaps Bill’s accuracy can lx* at- 
tributed to his long experience with 
the i s Weathei Bureau and t s 
\ir Force iret'db where many lives 

were dependent on his oracle powers
Absorbed with the weather and its 

study. Bill speaks of social problems 
in the jargon of his trade He sees 
the greatest difficulty hefronting cur­
rant society as being "Pollution 
not only atmospheric, hut in the per­
sonal lives of individuals ”

Like I said, his aim is good
Jim Pratt. Roger Davis. Woody 

Van Dyke Bill Stone four men who 
breathe and live an austere, punish­
ing, demanding profession that few 
of us could survive Y’et these four 
men leaders of the KVII Pro News 
team meet their individual chal­
lenges with the cool jxiise of pro­
fessionals. and still find time to 
human

You've gotta admire guys like that
