COLUMBUS, Ohio, Jan. 15.—8ugges-
tions for improvement in the breeding
of members of the human race, as well

as animals and plants, will be consid-
ered at the annual convention of the
American Breeders’ Association, which
opened today. A committee of six scl-
entists, appointed by Dr. W. M. Hays,
assistant secretary of agriculture, has
been investigating the subject and will
present its report to the convention,
which is expected to authorize a se-
ries of practical tests, Dr. Hays, the
originator of the plan, has long been
noted as a breeder of animals of plants
and before becoming connected with
the federal agricultural department he
was In charge of the Minnesota ex-
periment station. Another famous
member of the breedery assoclation 's
Luther Burbank, the California plant
wizard. The association has a mem-
bership of over 1000, including some
(t)t the foremost scientists of the coun-
ry.

One of the members of the commit-
tee Is Dr, Alexander Graham Bell, the
inventor of the telephone, who sub-
mitted a report on the Intermarriage
of deaf mutes. Professor Bell declares
that such unions result in deficient
progeny and the assoclation will prob-
ably ask for the passage of laws pro-
hibiting such marriages. The union
of blind persons or those otherwise
deprived of their senses is also ¢ton-
demned by Professor Bell.

Major Charles E. Woodruff, a sur-
geon of the United States army, Is
another member of the committee and
has submitted a report on the effects
of immigration. Major Woodruff de-
clares that statistics prove that the
blonde races cannot exist in this coun-
try and will soon die out entirely.
Nervous diseases, consumption and
cancer are the foes of American
blondes, according to Dr. Wooodruff,
and will in a short time accomplish
their utter annihilation. He also de-
clares that all Europeang who have
lived among simple and primitive sur-
roundings soon degenerate after com-
ing to America. The Buropeans best
suited to. thrive in this country are
the Greeks, Slavs, Armenians, Huns,
Servians and Bulgarians, Two-thirds
of the insane and consumptives of this
country, sccording to Dr. Woodruff, are
found among the blonde peoples who
have come here from northern Europe
or thelr direct descendants.

SAN ANTONIO, Texas, Jan. 15.—

of Immigration for Texas, shows that
& total of 274 foreigners came into
Texas thru Rio Grande-ports during
the month of December. Twice as
many who applied for admission were
refused for various reasons, By far

the larger number of these were
Syrians.

84 thos.e admitted over two hundred
were Japanese who had come to Mex-
ico, ostensibly to work in the coal
mines, but soon after deserted and
came to Texas. Within the last two
months aver four hundred Japs have
come to Texas and there is every in-
dication that the number will increase
from mopth to month. All are remain-
ing in Texas and adapting themselves
to labor conditions and will soon be a
ron‘nldable factor, During January the
various lgunl!np companies operating
between the west coast of Mexico and
Japan are wunder contract to deliver
nearly ten thousand Japs to various
Mexico contractors. Eventually it is
believed that 75 per cent of these im-
migrants will find their way to Texas.
From this it can be easily seen that
the Jap question will soon become a
serious one in Texas,

Some of the Japs admitted into
Texas are skilled mechanics, such as
engineers, electricians, machinists and
various other oceupations which they
had an opportunity to master in Japan.
For these positions they are making
appMcation at prices fully two-thirds
less than that which is now being paid.
This is sald to be espé ly true of
the position of stationary neer, an
occupation of which the Japs are very
fond. Some predict that all Ameri-
can engineers on the border will be
replaced by the Japs within three
ycars.,

In the Orient, where once the Scot-
tish engineers had an almost complete
monopoly as engineers cn the locomo-
tives, the steamboats and in the mines,
the Japs now have an equally great
monopoly and they do the work well.

C. D. WHITE IS PRESIDENT

Speaksr Calls Attention to Lax Meth-
ods of Assessing, Which Should
Be for Full Legal Value

The meeting of the tax assessors of
the state, called at the instance of Tax
Assessor White of Fannin county, was

called to order at 10:30 o'clock Tues-
day morning, with about thirty asses-
sorg and collectors in attendance.

Mr, Francis of Travis county was
elected -temporary chairman and Mr.
White of Fannin county, temporary
secretary.

A comanittee on permanent organ-
ization was named, as follows: Ed-
wards of Red River, De Wise of La-
mar and Hancock of Cooke. That com-
mittee recommended the selection of
the following for permanent officers:
' Charies D. White, president; R. Lee
Tillery of Tarrant, as secretary. Re-
port adopted.

Mr. White stated he was inexperi-
enced In parliamentary work, but he
felt that they all understood why they
were there. They were the bases of
all taxation in the state and he knew
no reason why they should not meet
and organize with the view of doing
their duty even more fully than they
did and securing a harmony in the
method and form of doing +hat work.

Mr. Teague of the comptroller's of-
fice was called for and read his state-
ment. He is chief tax clerk in the
office and is in charge of that. de-
partment of the comptroller's office
dealing with taxation. Complimenting
the work of assessors generally, the
importance of the office was enlarged
upon. He understood the purpose was
not to secure new legislation, but to
enter on a more thoro understanding
of the present law.

Honest valuation of all property
would, in his opinion, permit the re-
duction of the rate to 10c, and then
leave a surplus,

He gave a general review of the tax
laws, following that with higgviews of
the law of assessments, using settled
questions only in reaching his conclu-
stons. The greatest field for work of
the assessor is in the matter of per-
sonal property, for the vast sums an-,
“der that which escape or evade
taxation ‘are- known to all. He gave
some figures in the matter of money
assessments for instance, and showed
that for the whole stule there was
less money liable to taxation, accord-
ing t6 the returns,. than the Fort
Worth bank deposits alone.

It is not the law to use, &8 so mahy
do, 50 per cent or ‘80 per cent of the
estimated value as the basis for assess-
ments. The true and full value is the
proper assessment.

EXTENSIVE PLAN
TO RECLAIM LAND

Senator Clapp Has Scheme to
Raise Drainage Fund

By Associated Press.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15—An ex-
tensive plan for the reclamation of the
swamp and overflow lands will be con-

sidered at an early meeting of the
senate committee on public lands. The
scheme is advanced in a bill intro-
duced by Senator Clapp, which pro-
vides for the establishment of a
“drainage fund,” from all moneys re-
celved for the sale of public lands in
Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Illinois,
Indiana, Jlowa, Louisiana, Michigan,
Minnesota, Mississippl, Missouri, Ohlo
and Wisconsin, except the 5 per cent
set aside by law for educational and
other purposes., Under the bill the sec-
retary of the interior, is directed to
make examinations and surveys for the
construction of works for the drain-
age of the swamp lands, and report to
congress on or before July 1, each year
as to the results. The reports are to
include estimates of all contemplated
works, quantity ana location of lands
which can be reclaimed and all facts
relative to the practicability of the
yroposed projects.

The company is sald to be capitalized at $500,000,-
000, with Louis F. Swift at its head. J. Ogden Armour,
bitherto the foremost among the Chicago packers, is
sald to be about to retire, but it may be several years
befora it will B possible for him to withdraw from
the enterprise in which he is interested.

The crushing criticism of the stock yards Industry
which found its climax In the recent federal investiga-
tion, is sald to be responsible for Mr. Armour's deci-
gion towithdraw from the enterprise, which his father’s
genius made famous, thruout tfie world.

These are the companies sall to have bean fncluded
in the merger:

Swift & Co., Armour Packing Co., Nelson, Morris
& Co., Libby, McNeill & Libby, Anglo-American Pack-
ing and Prevision Company, Omaha Packing Company,
Hammond Packing Company, Contlnental Packing
Company, Hately Brothers, Lipton Packing Company.

The organization is the outcome of negotiations
started some (ime ago to form an English holding con-
cern to weld the packling .interests into a single force.

It is understood that Lrmour, Morris and the Swifts
will figure as separate leaders, even under the com-
bine agreement, but that they will work together as a
single concern.

The best thing the packing interests ef the coun-
try can do at this time is to be just as good as possi-
ble, and let the feeling tnat has been stirred up in
the past smouller away until it is forgotten. For it is
a very safe proposition that the next time the pack-
ers afford an opportunity for a blow to be struck in
their direction it is going to be one that will be felt
by those who encounter the heftiness with which it is
administered.

NEW YORK COTTON
ACTS VERY BULLISH

Professionals Have Faith in
Future Prices

NEW YORK, Jan. 75.— Futures
opened a little better than yesterday's
close, followed by a stronger under-
tone. The sentiment ameong the talgnt
seemed bullish, tho no particwlar dull
demonstrations were in evidence in the
early trading, further than a slow ad-
vance which was made to about the
noon hour, Such operators as Mitchell,
Cone and Riordan were good sellers
on the small advances, while outside
business was very small on calls.

This Dbeing trye, the large
movement, it is claimed, should have
little influence on the mabket. From
this viewpoint the bull side claims that
it {s quite reasonable to expect some
recovery from the present low line,
after a decline of 60 points. But until
the receipts fall off it is not expected
that the bull side will gain much sup-
port from the outside,

The spot markets have maintalned a
great firmness, and have operated to a
great extend independent of the con-
ditions of the future market. The de-
mand has been strong, and tho mill
takings were not s0 great in the figures
given in the last report of ‘the visible
supply, this is not regarded seriously
by the bulls. Speot cotton refused to
follow the fortunes of the speculator,

Interesting Meeting Promised for Tues-
day Night When Mayor and Coun- ;

The situation in the wrangle between
Mayor W. D. Harris and his counecil

Telegram. The only added feature to
the story as told in The Telegram Mon-
day is the publishing in a morning pa-
per the day and hour for which Mayor
Harris has called the special meeting.
