Now or Never

\ merle an Cancer Suciely
Is the long-awaited "cancer 

breelclhrough" near?
A few recognized authoilties have 

suggested that it may be. But the 
word, "breakthrough.’’ is left un­
defined. And few, if any, will 
hazard a guess as to Just when this 
bles-sing may come to pass. They 
dont say how near is near.

Unhappily, it must tic said at the 
outset, nothing in the published 
accounts or in confidential reports 
of thousands of scientists working 
on the cancer problem now sug­
gests that new cure Is at hand. As 
things stand, the 260,000 Americans 
doomed to die of cancer in 1959 
will die on schedule—unless some­
thing unforeseen happens.

That a "breakthrough" will come 
to pass eventually few now wtuj 
deny. This is a strange and en- j 
couraging contrast to the attitude' 
of scimitists and informed docUus 
of only a decade ago, when the 
consensus seemed to be that cancer, 
by and large, never would be con­
trolled.

In this series, we will try to out­

line where we now stand, proapeets 
for the immediate future, the 
course of future progress and the 
possiblUtlee of a sudden and sur­
prising development which would 
drive cancer from its grim emi­
nence as the sectmd most prolific 
killer of this century.

What Is A Breakthrongh?
For our purposes, a cancer break­

through would be any developmexit 
which would a) prevent a sub­
stantial precentage of cancers which 
now occur, or b) bring about the 
cuie o ladvanced cancers—the kind 
against which medicine today is 
completely helpless. ]

In a sense, and within the frame­
work of this delinition. the last 
twenty or so years have seen a 
cancer breakthrough—or, more ex­
actly. a “sneakthrough." Just re- 

' cently we have found that one In 
three cancer patients is saved; the 
figure used to be one in four.

This salvage of human life has 
not been due to research advances 
so much as to the application of 
common sense by patients and of 
good medical practices by doctors. 
The patients became suspicious of 
their symptoms and brought them 
to the attention of the physicians 
in time—and the doctors cut out 
the cancers or burned them out 
with radiation before they could 
seed distant parts of the b ^ y  and 
foreclose on the patients' lives.

It was one saved in four.
Now it Is one in three.
When will It be one In two?
It could be one in two right now 

—and without a .single new dis­
covery. One-half of today's cancer 
victims die not so much from can-

and fear. And maybe poverty. 
They could be saved by the best 
cancer detecUim and treatment fa­
culties now available. But they 
must go to the doctor In time. And 
the (loctor must know what to do 
-  and do It quickly.

Some Cancers C:in Be Prevented 
The best way to beat cancer la 

to prevent It. The oiUy way to pre­
vent it now is to avoid the things 
that cause it

More than 400 chemicals have 
caused experimental cancer in ani­
mals; and their use m food and 
drugs has b^en cut tailed 

Excessive X-ray.s cause cancer; 
and, whUe they must be used to 
diagnose and treat certain illnesaes, 
they should not be used capricious­
ly. Long-susuuied over-exiiosure 
even to sunslune causes skin can­
cers; and within reason, this abuse 
too should be avoided 

Chemical.' and physical Irritants 
are believed to give rise to pre- 
cancerous conditions. Comnton 
sense and good personal hygiene 
eliminate many irritations. Non­
healing injured ti.ssues should be 
Icoked at by one's doctor.

Among the liabtts suspect of caus­
ing cancer, cigarette smoking has 
gained the most attention. Re­
sponsible authorities do not dis­
pute the fact that, statUtically, cig­
arette smokers have many times 
the risk of lung canger nm by non- 
smokers. And more and more in­
vestigators are finding cheraicala in 
cigarette .smoke which cause cancer 
when applied to experimental ani­
mals. Each must decide for him­
self whether or not to smoke. They 
ore your lungs—and your life.

One big life-saving advance 
adopted during the lost decade Is 
the technique of removing fluid 
from various body areas and ex­
amining it under the microscope 
lor the presence of cancer and 
pre-concerous cells This has been! 
highly effective in findmg uterine 
cancers, while they are still early' 
and curable; and scientists are us­
ing similar procedures In other ̂ 
areas of hidden and dreadfully 
Icadly cancers—such as the lung 
and stomach.

Pasture deferment is another 
necessary step In a paature im­
provement program. Deferment aU 
lows the weak plants to gain vigor 
and produce a good seed crop. It 
also gives new seedling* the oppor- 
tunity to become well established 
before being graaed.

Once a range has made enough 
Improvement to be graaed. It should 
be properly graaed so as to Insure 
a high level of production. At least 
2.000 pounds of cover and litter 
per acre should be left on the 
ground to give protection to young 
.seedlings, to aid In conserving 
water and to protect the grass from

extreme temperatures. Proper um  
alao aieana leaving approximately 
one-half of the plant to piwvldo 
thla cover and litter and to main~ 
teln the health and vigor o f each 
plant.

Bill Carter wanted !o 
become an expert with the castini; 
lod for an entirely different rca^ 
son. Bill's one and only goal wus 
not to take fish but to catch the 
eyes of the guys who buy fishing 
equipment. You sec. Bill u a 
tackle uUesmon.

8o Bill learned to cast, and to 
cast expertly. Now he gets the 
undivided attention of everyone 
w hen he takes rod and reel In 
hand.

Bill learned to cast from every 
conceivable position. He learned 
to cast with the reel In his shirt 
pocket, detached from the rod. He 
learned to cast with the lure m his 
hand, on the ground, even between 
his teeth.

Whether it Ls a between the legs 
cast, or his bow and arrow cast, 
or any of his wide repertoire, all 
ere accurate casts.

Naturally Bill u.ses a rubber cast* 
ing plug, without hook.s, for his 
trick casts, for safety reason. .̂ But 
1,1s bull's-eye accuracy Is amazing.

At 20 ptuvs Bill can wind the 
aire iiroiuid a person's extended arm 
—at the elbow, at the waUt, or 
about the finger, with the ea.-̂ e that 
comes only from a markamr’.n

He ran flip a cigarette out of a 
‘ target's" mouth, at 20 paces, with­
out the subject rcrlizing he's been 
"lobbed."

We'Ve bo.m told that BUI can iiop 
(lie ashes off a cigarette without 
olsturbitii; the fag itself. That, too, 
at 20 paces, mind you

So proficient has he become, and 
so frequently Is he called upon for 
oemonstrations. that Bill now has 
devised a black light stunt whereby 
some of his casting tricks are done 
with the use of fluorescent and gan- 
tion material.

A truly great guy with the cast­
ing rod and lecl is BiU Carter.

Where did he learn the tech­
niques? When we asked BUI Cart­
er about that he surprised us 
again. He said. "Indoors, whiling 
my time away waiting for pros­
