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1840,000 Worth Off New Work Is 
Ready Iff 12 Easements Secured

Only 15 more easements are 
necessary to complete legal 
work preparatory to beginmng 
construction on 12 retention 
dams in th e  Turkey Creek 
Water Control District, all of 
which is within the Cross Plains 
area.

Engineers have estimated that 
the federal governinont would 
spend approximately $70,000 on 
each of the 12 projects, result­
ing in an expenditure here of 
approximately $840,000.

Preponents of the project 
have been working two years 
Co comply with ill provisions of 
the fwdersl government and 
push the conservation program 
into reality. They have recent­
ly been advised that federal 
monies are now available and 
esriMurked for this work if the 
necessary easements can be se­
cured.
