AAA To Be Ready By
Last Of We
or Cotton

Information released from Washing-
ton is to the effect that the new AAA
soil conservation plan may be re-
leased the latter part of this week, and
a few days following appropriations |
from the $500,000000 budget will be |
started to farmers.
While no detailed information has
| yet been given out, officials have drop- |
ped guarded hints that payment for
diversion of cotton lands may be at
the rate of five cents a pound for the |
cotton which would have been produc-
ed. Previously farmers’ groups had rec-
ommended six cents per pound pay-
ment.

It is also stated that as soon as|
plans have been completed the new
AAA is expected to move quickly in the
cotton, wheat and corn regions. Farm-
ers will probably be asked to organize
state, county and community control
committees when the full announce-
ments of plans have been made.

T. G. Miller, cooperator of the Watson
home demonstration club. Mrs. Miller
added, “Since we need one leafy, green
or yellow vegetable every day, I had
much rather have the carrots fresh
so that I can serve them in so many
ways.”

. Winter Manuring Pays

Top-dressing the wheat crop with
manure in mid-winter has ‘increased
the crop by six bushels to the acre,
and clover hay 830 pounds at the Ohlo
experiment statlon, according to Rob-
ert M. Salter, agronomist, These results
were on wheat that had received 300
pounds of superphosphate at seeding
time. On land lacking a supply of
phosphate, results would not be so
good. Rate of application was four and
one-half tons to the acre in making the
test.

Buckwheat for Cows

Buckwheat can be used in feeding
dairy cows up per cent of the
grain ration, says a writer in Prairie
Farmer. It has about the same protein
content as a half-and-half mixture of
ground ear corn and oats, while it

Every foot of soil of average tes-
ture is capable of storing and holding
against the pull of gravity the equiv-
alent of about three inches of rainfall.
In a soil eight feet deep, this is a
storage capacity of 24 inches.

If every drop of normal rainfall
from now until April 1 runs into the
soll, the total is 9 to 10 inches, which
is only half enough to fill our soll to
its field capacity.

From ‘300 to 1,000 pounds of water
are required by growing plants to pro-
duce one pound of dry matter. A sin-
gle corn stalk may absorb and transpire
through its leaves as much as 55 gal-
lons of water during its development.
This amounts for a full stand of corn
to over 20 inches of water, an amount
In excess of the average rainfall dur-
ing the corn-growing season. The dif-
ference must be drawn from the re-
serve of moisture accumulated In the
soil In winter and early spring months.
