T.homas t(M)k three suspects 
to Austin Tuesday of last week 
to undergo a polygraph test in 
connection with the possible 
arson. Results of the test, ad­
ministered by Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety person­
nel, are not final at this time, 
according to the city marshal 
One other suspect .whic.h had 
not been available, is scheduled 
to also undergo the polygraph 
test within 15 days

Thomas said that each of l.he 
suspecLs had implied that the 
other susjH'cts wore po.ssibly 
involved in the fire.

The marshal al.so stated that 
investigation into the matter 
Is definitely being continued.

There have been several bills 
inUxMluced Lhis session which 
should be of great concern to 
the fieople involved in the bus­
iness or agriculture This bill 
would remove the exemption 
from  the limited sales, excise 
and use tax for machinerv or 
equipment used exclusively or
