D iabetes M onth; 
P ro g re s s  n o ted  
a g a in s t a n c ie n t  
d isease

Diabetes, chronic, incurable dis­
ease that is among the worst causes of 
amputations, blindness and death 
among Texans, has defied medicine 
throughout history. But in this decade 
alone, particularly in the last year, the 
methods of diagnosing and seating 
the disease have made what some 
health officials are calling giant 
strides.

During American Diabetes Month 
in November, the Texas Department 
of Health (TDH), the Texas Diabetes 
Council, the American Diabetes As­
sociation and local diabetes projects 
throughout Texas will urge the public 
to learn more about diabetes, its risks, 
and the recent advaiKes in fighting . 
the disease.

Diabetes is the body's inability to 
convert to energy the sugar found in 
the bloodstream. In a person without 
diabetes, the hormone called insulin 
breaks down blood sugar into fuel. 
People with diabetes are unable to 
produce and use enough insulin to do 
that job.

When blood sugar levels are con­
sistently high, they can cause per­
manent or fatal damage to internal 
organs, the circulation and the ner­
vous system. That damage, if not 
aggressively treated and controlled, 
commonly leads to blindness, kidney 
failure, amputations, heart disease, 
strokes and death. Annual direct and 
indirect cosu of diabetes in Texas are 

>more than $4 billion.
Since diabetes' symptoms often go 

undetected for years, people at high 
risk should be tested for the disease. 
Nearly 900,000adult Texas residents 
have been diagnosed with the dis­
ease, and an equal number is e.sti- 
mated to have the disease but have not 
been diagnosed. Diabetes dispropor­
tionately affects minority popula­
tions. In 1995 in Texas 11.4 percent 
of African-Americans, 9.3 percent of 
Hispanic and 5.8 percent of whites 
had a diagnosis of diabetes.

Important developments in com­
bating diabetes in this decade have 
included:

• 1993, scientists confirmed the 
theory that strict management of 
blood sugar levels of people with 
diabetes can prevent or delay blind­
ness, kidney disease, amputations 
and other complications associated 
with diabetes.

* Researchers identified genetic 
mutations that were primary causes 
of certain inherited types of diabetes.

*Ncw medications to help the body 
use insulin more effectively in regu­
lating blood sugar levels were intro­
duced, making possible a broader 
array of diabetes treatments.

*Texas and a few other states began 
this year to participate in a federal 
project to encourage diabetes patients 
to get annual influenza vaccinations 
to curb their greater susceptibility to 

' UK ITii and pneumonia.
*Also in 1997, the guidelines for 

sugar levels in the blood in diagnos­
ing diabetes were lowered, meaning 
that diagnoses could be made and 
treatment begun at earlier stages of 
the disease.

•The 1997 Texas Legislature 
passes laws simplifying patients' in­
surance or Medicaid eligibility for 
supplies and services to manage dia­
betes.

•Public awareness about the dis­
ease and the latest developments of 
treating it has increased demand for 
early detection and treatmcnL as well 
as for more advanced research.

According to Debra F. Owens, TDH 
director of the Texas Diabetes 
Council, the new developments have 
enhanced the council's efforts to ex­
pand a variety of diabetes prevention, 
detection and education services in 
Texas.

Since its beginnings without fund­
ing in 1983, the council has expanded 
its annual budget to nearly $4 million 
to pay for community-based diabetes 
education and statewide public 
awareness campaigns and to provide 
annual eye examinations for low-in­
come people at risk for the disease. In 
addition, the council has created the 
core services to be offered by a new 
diabetes research and treatment cen­
ter for the state, the Texas Diabetes 
Institute of San Antonio, which will 
open in 1998.

'The institute will offer excellent 
service and treatment to the South 
Texa3 population which is hard-hit 
by diabetes. But just as important, the 
results of its research will benefit the 
whole state with improved methods 
of professional and patient education 
about the disease," Owens said.

When llic Slock Market col lapsed in 
1929, it set in molfon economic 
conditions wc know today as the 
Great Depression. With millions 
thrown out of work, families found it 
increasingly difficult lo care for ihcir 
older or disabled relatives. Churches 
and other organizations which tradi­
tionally had provided assistance lo 
families were overwhelmed by re­
quests for aid.

These tremendous burdens 
prompted Congress to consider leg­
islation creating a six;ial insurance 
program lo guarantee l inaneial secu­
rity to older or unemployed Amcri- 
ciuis. Overwhelming bipartisan sup­
port lor the measure (372-33 in the 
House; 777-6 in the Senate) assured 
iLs passage. President Franklin D. 
Roosevelt signed the bill into law on 
August 14, 1935.

Ilic original StKial .Security Act 
provided "olil age" insurance lo the 
elderly and created a system ol iin- 
emphiymcnl insurance lo be admin­
istered by the slates. Workers and 
their employers each were required lo 
contribute a matching percentage of 
income as a premium for the old-age 
insurance. Upon reaching age 65, 
workers who had paid into the system 
could expect lo receive a monthly 
benefit for the rest of their lives. In­
terestingly (and not coincidcnuilly). 
average life expectancy in 1935 was 
not quite 62 years.

Originally, only workers in eexn- 
mcrcc arxl industry were required lo 
pay one percent of their incomes up to 
a maximum coniribulion i>l S3(K) 
annually. Subsequent amendments 
expanded the list of professions re­
quired lo pay into the system as well 
as the |x:rtcniagc ol irKomc and the 
maximum contribution. Ttxlay, vir­
tually all workers must pay 6.2% of 
their incomes up lo a maximum

conuibulion of $4,0.54.80 annually 
and very few professions now are 
exempted. ^For example, the Presi­
dent, Members of Congress, farm 
workers, and some clergy pay Sixial 
Security taxes just like everyone else. 
Consistent with the original legisla­
tion, employers still are required lo 
match their employees' conirihu- 
lions. Self-employed individuals 
must pay 12.4%.

Whal happens to the Uixcs paid to 
Social Security? 3 he funds arc 
credited to the StKial Security Trust 
Fund and a large portion of the re­
ceipts ;irc immediately paid back out 
in the lorm of benefits to current 
beneficiaries. In reality, tixlays 
workers are laxeil in order to pay 
uxlay's Ix’neliciaries. a system re­
ferred to as "pay-as-you-go." The 
system has hecn siistainahle as long 
as those in the workforce signili- 
canlly outnumber those receiving 
benefits and workers have been 
willing lo be taxed at rates sulficicnl 
lo susUiin benefits (dr current ben- 
cniclarics. Obviously, this system 
canmn last if the workcr-io-recipicni 
changes significantly anil, iinfonu- 
naiely, the problem will become in­
creasingly critical over the next de­
cade.

Sixial Security’s future problems 
arc the result ot oik' main factor; 
demographics. In other words, miwc 
of us arc living longer at the same 
lime Froptiriionally fewer biihics arc 
being born. This trend will come loa 
crisis point when the Baby Biximcrs 
(those bom between 1946 and 1964) 
begin to retire in about 15 years. 
Unilcrst.'inding this dilemma is cru­
cial’ to uiiiicrsuinuing now foetal 
Security works and whal it will be 
like in the luiuie.

What Is Rolfing?

Rolfing Movement Integration is a 

system of movement education 
based on the concepts developed by 
Ida P. Rolf, Ph.D., the creator of the 
Rolfing process.

Rolfing Movement focuses on de­
veloping balance and support for 
action in the gravitational field, on 
learning to move harmoniously with 
gravity, and on evoking an open and 
responsive body in which inner 
strength and centered-ness can be 
chosen instead of outer tension and 
armoring. The results are increased 
grace, ease, and efficiency in 
movement; a more powerful sense 
of self; and often the relief of 
physical stress caused by gravity- 
resistant movement patterns.
