Stowers has written a children's 
book A Hero Named George that is 
appropriate for 3rd and 4th graders. 
It informs youth of the pitfalls of 
using drugs. The book is used in 
schools for drug education.

Everyone in this area has memories 
about this place. I can't wait to see 
what he creates.

His book review inspired me to 
read his books, as he was so 
interesting and personable. It is 
obvious why his writing talents have 
been recognized throughout the 
years. The Cross Plains Public 
Library was very fortunate to secure 
such an acclaimed author^oumalisL 
Once again. B illie Loving 's 
connection as a former teacher of 
M r. S tow ers b en efited  our 
com m unity . She should  be 
extremely proud of this particulv 
student, as he has already left his 
mark on literature.

The state sales and use tax analy­
sis for Callahan County has been 
reported for the first quarter of 
1999 by State Comptrdler John 
Sharp's office on Monday, Octo­
ber 11.

Sharp reported gross sales, for all 
Industries in Callahan County, for 
the first quarter of 1999 at 
$12,578,710 which was 3.0% 
lower than the gross sales of 
$12,968,883 reported during the 
first quarter of 1998. Gross sales 
are the total amount of all sales, 
leases and rentals of tangible per­
sonal property and all labor arui 
service charges made during the 
reporting period.

(Jse tax purchases for the first 
quarter of 1999 for all industries in 
Callahan County amounted to 
$51,136. Use tax purchases are 
the cost of all taxable items re­
moved from Inventory for personal 
or business use and all purchases 
on which no Texas sales tax was 
paid or use tax accrued.

The amount subject to state sales 
and use tax in the first quarter of 
1999 in Callahan County was 
$5,201,814. The amount subject 
to state sales and use tax is caku- 
lated by taking taxable sales arxl 
adding use tax purchases.

The number of busirtess loca­
tions in Callahan County, with a 
sales and use tax permit which filed 
a return, was 256. There were 271 
permits issued during the same 
quarter the previous year.

The gross sales for the retail trade 
division in Callahan County for the 
first quarter of 1999 was 
$6,606,413 which is 12.9% higher 
than the 1998 first quarter gross 
sales of $7,619,703.

The use tax purchases for the 
retail trade division in Callahan 
County for the first quarter of 1999 
was $20,128.

The amount subject to state sales 
arKl use tax for the first quarter of 
1999 was $4,003,786 for the retail 
trade division in Callahan County.

The number of reporting outlets 
in the retail trade division in Calla­
han County totalled 141 for the 
first quarter of 1999. There were 
155 reporting outlets during the 
same quarter in 1998.

A litUe boy noticed that his father prayed regularly each morning at the breakfast 
table for the poor -  for God 'to  help the poor.' He had also noticed that his father 
never gave the poor anything. One morning at the conclusion of the father's prayer, 
the son said to his father, 'D ad , I wish I had your m oney.' "Why, Son?' asked the 
father. 'Because if I had your m oney. I'd help God answer your prayer.'

Jam es addressed the problem in his letter of the New Testam ent. ‘ If a brother 
or sister is naked and destitute of daily food, and one of you says to them , 'Depart 
in peace, be warm and filled,' but you do not give them the things which are needed 
for the body, what does it profit?' In pointing out the difference in dead faith and 
alive, active faith, he also exposed the sin of hypocrisy -  just like the httle boy did 
to his father.

WTU seeks approval for fuel 
surcharge and fuel factor change

West Texas Utilities Com pany 
(W T U ) has filed a request with the 
Public Utility Commission of Texas 
(P U C T ) to recover approximately 
$6.4 million in under-collected fuel 
costs and interest from retail cus­
tomers. W T U  has also requested 
approval to increase the fuel fac­
tors used to recover fuel costs that 
the company incurs to provide elec­
tric service in the future by approxi­
mately $ 15.9 million a year. Under 
P U C T rules, utility companies do 
not make a profit or incur a loss on 
the fuel portion of the bill.

W TU  proposes to recover the $6.4 
million in under-coyections through 
a surcharge over the sbr-month 
period from January through June 
2000. W T U  also proposes to in­
crease the factors used to calculate 
the fuel charge portion of the bill 
beginning with December 1999 
bUls.

Th e  P U C T  requires investor- 
owned utilities in Texas, like W TU , 
to forecast the annual cost of fuel 
to gerrerate electricity at their power 
plants. Based on these forecasts, a 
fuel factor charge is devebped to 
recover the cost from customers. 
When actual costs for fuel are sig­
nificantly more than what custom­
ers are paying  th ro u gh  their 
monthly bills, the P U C T  allows the 
utility to request permission to re­
cover the additiona l am ount 
through what is called a “sur­
charge”. When the fuel costs are 
anticipated to change from their 
current levels for an extended pe­
riod of time, the electric utility may 
request permission to adjust the 
monthly fuel factor used to calcu­
late the fuel charge portion of cus­
tomers bill.

Approximately 68 percent of the 
e ie c ^ K y  sold by W TU  is produced 
using natural gas as the boiler fuel 
or comes from power purchases 
that are affected by prevailing ruitu- 
ral gas market costs. Gas costs are 
expected to be approxim ately

21.2% higher during the period from 
December 1999 through Novem ­
ber 2000than the levels upon which 
W TU 's  current fuel factors are 
based. T o  keep the increase in the 
overall cost of its fuel and pur­
chased power costs below the ex­
pected 21.2 percent increase in 
natural gas costs, W T U  continues 
to take steps to reduce fuel costs 
including:

• Using coal generation to the 
fullest extent reasonably possible.

• Using purchased power when 
available at prices below the vari­
able generaton costs at W TU 's  
gas-fired plants.

If approved, the proposed sur­
charge will increase the average 
monthly bill for a basic residential 
customer who uses 1,000 kilowatt- 
hours of electricity by approxi­
mately $1.84 or 2.5% during the 
six-month period from January 
through June 2000. Th e  effect of 
the surcharge will vary depending 
on the rate schedule under which 
the customer takes service.

Th e  proposed fuel factor will in­
crease the average monthly bill by 
approximately $3.25 or 4.3%  for 
residential customers who use 
1,000 kilowatt-hours of electricity 
per month, beginning in Decem bw 
1999.

A  monthly electric bill is made up 
of two components that include 
the base rate plus a fuel charge. 
Senate Bill 7, the electric utility 
restructuring legislation that was 
recently passed by the Texas legis­
lature, required utilities to freeze 
their base rates, beginning Sept. 1. 
1999.

W TU 's  requests for the fuel re­
covery surcharge and fuel factor 
increase are not a part of base 
rates. Utilities cannot raise base 
rates, however, the P U C T allows 
recovery of under-collected fuel 
costs and adjustments to the fuel 
factor to more cbseiy mirror esti­
mated future costs.
