Kye pulled her all the way across 
the parking lot of Colonial Oaks 
Nursing Home. Her finger swelled 
so that her ring had to be cut off. She 
was upset that he didn't stop sooner 
and Kye was in big trouble for not 
being considerate.

Then we got a riding lawn mower 
and this took Kye's fancy. I had a 
great helper until the new wore off. 
Of course, he would mow a while, 
itn.li u&v; «Tiuic~spiii uuwii me roao 
and wheel it around on two wheels.

Callahan Co. commits to ensure 
safety for employees saving $3,076 
on Workers' Compensation bill

AUSTIN—In a recent ceremony, 
Callahan County was awarded 
$3,076 for the enhancement of 
their safety efforts. The award 
comes from the Workers' Com­
pensation self insurance pool in 
which Callahan County partici­
pates. This self-insurance fund is 
owned and operated by Texas 
Counties and County related politi­
cal subdivisions.

In 1999. Callahan County offi­
cials took a pro-active stance on 
improving workers’ safety by imple­
menting several safety improve­
ment measures recommended by 
Texas Association of Counties who 
administers the self-insurance pool. 
The Texas Association of Counties 
accident prevention criteria ensures 
that their safety program provides 
a comprehensive safety effort on 
the part of Callahan County in 
exchange for Workers' Compen­
sation savings.

The resolution to participate was 
adopted earlier in 1999 by the 
County Judge, Hon. Roger Corn, 
County Commissioners Hon. 
Harold Hicks, Hon. David Bryan 
Farmer. Hon. Tommy Holland and 
Hon. Orville Charlie Grider and also 
endorsed by County Sheriff. Hon. 
Eddie G. Curtis.'

A board of county officials over­
sees the county's partnership with 
300 other Texas counties and pub­
lic entities in a non-profit Workers' 
Compensation self-insurance pool 
and made approximately $3,076

available in exchange for the en­
hanced safety effort. The board 
has "Invested" this money with the 
County, confident that the com­
prehensive safety efforts will pay 
off for Callahan County, their em­
ployees, and other members of the 
self-insurance pool.

Texas Association of Counties 
(TAC), which administers the pro­
gram, provided safety specialists 
at no additional charge to the 
county to assist in realistic, cost 
effective measures for accident 
prevention.

TAC's Mike Strawn, who over­
sees this initiative stated, “it's great 
to see County officials taking their 
safety efforts seriously."

He added, “There are so many 
things that.county officials can let 
fall through the cracks and unfor­
tunately, many taxpayers would 
never know. Safety programs usu­
ally fall into that category, so see­
ing this commitment is a testament 
to these officials working together 
to prevent unnecessary accidents 
and'save on Workers' Compensa­
tion Costs to taxpayers."

Strawn also stated, "Our board 
has thrown in these incentives on 
their Workers' Comp bill, which 
should lead to some really sub­
stantial long term savings. Some­
times, the best thing that comes 
out of these programs is keeping 
people from getting hurt on the job 
and seeing improvement in morale 
and productivity."

Three units 
were dispatched and kept the fire 
from spreading.

Many young adults of the present 

may not have found it necessary to 
acquire the skills needed -  for the 
practice of this outdated chore.

Nylon I know in (he mid to late 
19S0's was available. By the early

ordinary clothes hanger and left to 
drip dry. Although it was usually 
still necessary or advisable to touch- 
up such garments with a warm iron 
to maintain that "just stepped out of 
a bandbox" look. Later, by the early

to mid 70's, it was sometimes not 
even necessary to do that. With the 
invention of the clothes dryer 
womens ironing duties soon took a 
nosedive.

W TU's parent company 
submits plan in Texas 
for transition to competition

West Texas Utilities Company’s 
parent company, Central and South 
West Corporation (CSW) (NYSE: 
CSR), today filed with the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas 
(PUCT) its business separation plan 
required by Texas Senate Bill 7 on 
Electric Restructuring (SB 7). The 
business separation plan describes 
the approach proposed by CSW to 
separate, or “unbundle,” the activi­
ties of each of its Texas electric 

.operating companies into three 
entities. While the plan is directed 
to meet the requirements of the 
Texas restructuring iegislation, the 
separation plan should also meet 
restructuring requirements antici­
pated in Arkansas, Louisiana and 
Oklahoma.

CSW is the parent company of 
Central Power and Light Company 
(CPL), Southwestern □ectric Power 
Company (SWEPCO) and Public 
Service Company of Oklahoma 
(PSO), as well as West Texas Utili­
ties Company (WTU). CPL and 
WTU operate In Texas. SWEPCO 
operates in portions of Texas, Loui­
siana and Arkansas. PSO operates 
In Oklahoma.

CSW's separation plan describes 
the proposed approach that will be 
taken to separate the traditional 
activities of its integrated electric 
companies to provide for competi­
tion in Texas. By Jan. 1,, 2002, 
utilities must separate their opera­
tions into three basic units:

• A retail electric provider (REP), 
which will sell electric service to 
retail customers:

• A power generation company, 
which will produce the electricity; 
and

• An energy delivery company 
(transmission and distribution, or 
T&D), which will deliver the elec­
tricity to the customer.

Based on the experience by other 
utilities in other states, the total 
cost to restructure the entire CSW 
system to implement retail compe­
tition In its states could range from 
$100 million to $200 million.

“The plan will ensure a smooth 
transition for our customers while 
providing a cost-effective way to 
separate the energy delivery, gen­
eration and retail business func­
tions to comply with SB 7," said 
Mark Roberson, CSW vice presi­
dent of regulatory affairs. “The pro­
posed separation is intended to 
minimize restructuring costs for the 
benefit of our customers.

“The plan envisions a two-stage 
structural separation," Roberson 
continued. “The first stage will be 
the structural separation of the 
management and control of the 

_ transmission and distribution ar­
eas from the generation areas of 
the corporation and the creation of 
a separate retail electric provider. 
This would occur on or before the

Jan. 1, 2002, start date for retail 
competition in Texas.

“The second stage would occur 
after a transition period of up to six 
years following the Jan. 1, 2002, 
start date," Roberson said. “By Jan. 
1,2008, CSW will have resolved in 
a cost-effective way existing con­
tracts that restrict transfers of asset 
ownership and would have trans­
ferred legal ownership of generat­
ing and T&D assets to the new 
entities. By that time, operating 
staffs also would have been trans­
ferred into the separate generating 
and T&D companies.

Taking this two-stage approach 
is expected to potentially save ap­
proximately $35 million in refinanc­
ing costs that likely would occur if 
there were a requirement to trans- 
ferassetownershipby Jan. 1,2002, 
according to Wendy Hargus, CSW 
treasurer. Consequently, CSW is 
asking the PUCT to provide a deci­
sion on an accelerated basis as to 
whether it will allow its proposed 
two-stage approach.

“Under the proposed two-stage 
structural separation plan, sepa­
rate books and records would be 
kept for each business unit," Hargus 
said. “Office, computer systems, 
accounting systems and similar 
equipment would be segregated, 
and the employee Code of Con­
duct would restrict information ex­
changes among employees of the 
businesses. Ownership of the power 
plants and T&D facilities will con­
tinue on the books of our individual 
electric operating companies dur­
ing the transition period."

“Our goal in CSW's reorganiza­
tion planning is to maintain the 
efficiencies and economies that 
have been achieved by the CSW 
system through consolidation of 
similar activities over the last sev­
eral years," Roberson said. “At the 
same time, we must ensure that we 
meet the requirements mandated 
by Texas SB 7 while allowing the 
flexibility to meet the requirements 
of Arkansas Act 1556, as well as 
any restructuring requirements 
mandated in Louisiana or Okla­
homa.”

Central and South West Corpora­
tion is a Dallas-based public utility 
holding company that owns four 
CI.S. electric utility subsidiaries with 
1.7 million customers, a regional 
electricity company serving 2 mil­
lion customers in the United King­
dom, and non-utility subsidiaries 
involved in energy-related invest­
ments as well as subsidiaries that 
offer telecommunications, energy 
efficiency and financial transac­
tions. On December 22, 1997. CSW 
announced a definitive merger 
agreement for a tax-free, stock- 
for-stock transaction with Colum­
bus, Ohio-based American Elec­
tric Power Company, Inc.

Cold Weather Tips 
To Help You And 
Your Pets Survive

K looks as if winter has arrived 
and cold temperatures can present 
problems to indoor arxl outdoor 
pets. Here are a few reminders that 
can help you and your pets enjoy 
the season with minimal risk.

IfIDOOR: The bedding area 
should be draft free.

—If he gets wet while outside, 
thoroughly dry off your pet to pre­
vent catching a chill.

—Warm furnace air may cause 
your pet's coat to become dry and 
brittle. Keep him from sleeping too 
close to warm air vents. If the air in 
your home is particularly dry, you 
might want to place a couple of 
small pans of water near the vents 
to add a little moisture.

—If you have a fireplace or wood 
burning heater your pet likes to 
curl up in front of, make sure he is 
properly protected from popping 
cinders and ashes.

—Indoor pets exercise less during 
colder days, so remember your pet 
needs adequate exercise.

—Salt and other chemicals used 
to melt ice or to give humans trac­
tion can irritate and burn your pets 
feet. Be sure to check its feet after 
every walk and wash the pads care­
fully. Chemicals can also burn the 
pet’s mouth and throat, so make 
sure you get there first before the 
pet licks itself clean.

—If your pet is a small or short 
haired breed and you notice him 
shivering when he’s outside, you 
might want to put a sweater on 
him.

OUTSIDE: Housing should be 
facing away from the wind, water­
proofed, draft free and the door 
should have some sort of covering 
over it. He should have plenty of 
bedding, straw, blankets, and/or

rugs.
—Ideally the bedding should be 

placed on a platform just a few 
intfl^es off the ground. Since the 
dog will be warming its winter home 
with its own body heat, the struc­
ture is best kept small—no more 
than 12 inches longer or three 
inches higher than the dog’s body.

—On colder days cats like to curl 
up on a warm car engine. Be sure 
your cat is not under the hood 
(honk your horn or give the auto a 
solid bang) before starting your 
car.

—Depending on your pet’s weight 
and current health status, you might 
want to increase his food rations by 
one fourth. Extra carbohydrates 
and starches providethe additional 
fuel and energy needed during 
colder weather.

—Pets should never drink chilled 
or icy water. It may upset the stom­
ach and bowels.

One of the most common prob­
lems seen this time of year is Anti­
freeze intoxication. People chang­
ing their car’s antifreeze in prepa­
ration for winter should guard 
against accidentally poisoning their 
pets. Animals are naturally at­
tracted to ethylene glycol’s sweet 
taste. Consumption of little more 
than two teaspoons per five pounds 
of body weight, can be lethal for 
most dogs or cats. Ethylene gly­
col, a colorless, odorless, active 
substance in antifreeze, is broken 
down by the body into a  number of 
toxic substances. Signs of poison­
ing include, “drunk and disoriented" 
behavior, fluid in the heart and 
lungs and kidney failure. Affected 
animals can be treated if the owner 
sees their pet drink antifreeze, but 
rapid attention is critical.

As a result of these designations, 
family-sized farm operators in both 
primary and contiguous counties 
are eligible to be considered for 
low-interest emergency loans from 
the Farm Service Agency (FSA).

The FSA will consider each loan 
application on its own merits, tak­
ing into account the extent of losses, 
available security, repayment abil­
ity, and other eligibility require­
ments.
