Project Pride will not hold their
annual membership dinner this year.

Then in 1989, a group of interested
citizens, with ideas to promote the
city, met to organize. (There was not
a Chamber of Commerce at that
time).

A contest was held asking for
suggestions for a name. Project
Pride was chosen with a motto, "A
Caring Community". By-Laws were
adopted and tax exempt status
obtained. All this and much more
was realized by October 1989.

Fund-raisers began and one of the
first project was the purchase of the
Howard Home. Restoration began
and continues. An annual Howard

Day observance is hosted in June
each year with fans from all over the
world attending. The home is open
throughout the year by appointment.

Realizing the need for sponsorship
of a number of other projects,
Project Pride set about collecting
supportand, as aresult, things began
happening. Project Pride was the
original sponsor of a city-wide
Christmas program and still
participates along with Kiwanis,
Library and Chamber of Commerce.
A lighted yard display, costing
several thousand dollars, is placed
on Project Pride property each
season. Spring city-wide clean up,
fix up was originally, sponsored by
Project Pride and continues. Over
$2000 was contributed toward the
purchase of new EMS ambulance,
and bleachers were purchased for
the Little League Park. A
promotional advertisement is placed
in Texas Travelers Magazine each
spring and a reception is held in the
fall to introduce new school
personnel.

Plaques have been placed on a
number of buildings and homes
recognizing their historical value to
the city. Effort is made to participate
in other city activities, festivals, etc.
whenever possible. The most recent
undertaking was the building of an
open pavilion, 30 x 40 feet with
restrooms and kitchens, which is
available for use by the public.

In order to continue these public
service projects we must depend on
community support. We fee sure
you will want to become involved.

November jobless
rate falls to 3.3%

The unemployment rate in Calla-
han County for the month of No-
vember 2000 dropped three-
tenths of one percent to 3.6 per-
cent, according to jobless figures
released Monday, January 15 by
the Texas Workforce Commission.

Of the 5,958 civilian labor force in
Caliahan County, 5,762, were em-
ployed during November 2000,
and 196 were unemployed, giving
the county an unemployment rate
of 3.3%. The county's unemploy-
ment rate one year ago in Novem-
ber 1999 was 4.3%.

Callahan County's unemploy-
ment rate was 3.6% in October of
this year and the unemployment
rate was also 3.6% in September
and August of 2000. Of the 5,998
civilian labor force in the county
during October, 5,783 had jobs
while 215 or 3.6% were unem-
ployed.

Previous monthly jobless rates in
Callahan County included: 3.6 %in
September 2000, 3.6% in August,
3.8% in July, 4.5% in June, 3.8% in
May, 3.7% in April, 4.1% in March,
4.4% in February, 4.4% in Janu-

ary, 3.9% in December 1999 and

4.3% in November, according to

the unemployment figures.

Big Country area counties, bor-
dering Callahan County, and their
unemployment rates for Novem-
ber 2000 include: Brown, 3.6%;
Coleman, 6.3%; Eastland, 3.6%;
Jones, 2.7%; Runnels, 3.7%;
Shackelford, 3.2%; Stephens,
4,2%; and Taylor County, 3.2%.

The unemployment rate in Texas
for November 2000 was 4.0%, the
same rate as during the previous
month of October. The state's un-
employment rate one year ago in
November 1999 was 4.4%.

Of the 10,448,500 civilian labor
force in the state, total employ-
ment was 10,032,700 in Novem-
ber. The total number of unem-
ployed in November 2000 was
415,800.

The United States unemploy-
ment rate was 3.8% in
November 2000. The U.S. unem-
ployment rate for the previous
month of October 2000 was 3.6%.
The United States unemployment
rate one year ago in November
1999 was 3.8%.

With Personalized License Plates

ABILENE— Why keep your
thoughts to yourself when you can
share them with everyone else onthe
road? The Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDOT) can help
you express yourself with a set of
personalized license plates for your
car or truck.

Currently displayed on more than
65,000 vehicles, personalized plates
are the state's most popular specialty
tags. The so-called "vanity plates”
run the gamut, from first and last
names to company names and clever
messages or phrases. Each
application for a personalized tag is
carefully screened for obscene or
offensive messages. The license
plates are manufactured by the
Texas prison system in Huntsville
and sent to the customer within two
weeks of application.

Personalized plates are available
for $40, in addition to the price of
regular vehicle registration. Fees

from personalized tags go to the

General Revenue Fund, where they
are used for a variety of state
services and programs. In aone-year
period ending August 31, 2000,
personalized tags accounted for
approximately $2.8 million of that
fund.

Motorists who want a set of
personalized plates can get them at
any time, regardless of when their
vehicle registration expires.
Applications for these tags are
available at all county tax assessor-
collector offices and on the Internet
at www.dot.state. tx.us.
Personalized license plates
accommodate up to six characters;
however, some specialty plates are
limited to five characters.

* Overweight: as many as 80
percent may be overweight at the
time of diagnosis;

*Older than 10 years of age and are
in middle to late puberty, although
cases of Type II diabetes in children
as young as four years old have been
documented,;

Obesity, a contributing factor to
diabetes, is on the rise in the United
States and is blamed for the high
number of children with diabetes. In
the United States about 14 percentof
childrenage 610 11 and 12 percentof
adolescents age 12 to 17 are
overweight. Obesity is not only
caused by poor eating habits, but
also by the sedate life-style that
children are leading. Too often, they
entertain themselves in front of a
television or computer instead of
engaging in some form of physical
activity.

People with Type II diabetes often
have no symptoms at the onset of the
disease although the following
symptoms have been attributed to
people with diabetes:

* Increased thirst and hunger;

* Increased urination;

* Weight loss in spite of increased

* Impotence in men;

* Cessation of menses in women.
* Bleeding gums; '
* Ear noise or buzzing;

* Diarrhea;

* Depression;

* Confusion or Irritability;

* Cuts and bruises that are slow to
heal; \

* Tingling and numbness in the
hands or feet. :

School nurses are helping to
identify early warning signs of
diabetes. According to Dr. Stanley
Fisch, a Harlingen pediatrician,
"The Texas Department of Health
has a program called ANTES which
allows school nurses to look for
early signs of diabetes much like
they test school children's spines for
scolosis." By identifying early
warning signs, more children are
getting treatment for a dangerous
disease before it gets out of hand.

Parents need to stress good eating
habits to their children. It is never
too early to set them on the course of
eating nutritious foods low in sugar,
fat, and high in fiber. Instead of
watching TV or playing on the
computer, parents should also
encourage their children to be
physically active and play outside.

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Texas Senate Review

77th Regular Session Opens

AUSTIN - The Texas Senate con-
vened Tuesday, January 9, the
start of the 140-day 77th Regular
Session of the Texas Legislature.
The first Session of the 21st cen-
tury began with the traditionai cer-
emonies in a chamber packed with
the Senators’' family and friends
beneath a crowded public gallery.

The session began with the invo-
cation, followed by the roll call and
swearing in of the Senators re-
elected last November and the
chamber’'s only freshman, Sen.
Todd Staples of Palestine.

The Dean of the Texas Senate,
Sen. Carlos F. Truan of Corpus
Christi, offered Senate Resolution
(SR) 1, the first resolution of the
77th Session, in tribute to Gov.
Rick Perry. Perry, accompanied by
his wife, Anita, addressed the full
Senate in session for the first time
since he resigned as Lt. Governor
to succeed President-clect George
W. Bush.

“The good news is we have 140
days to make a difference in Tex-
ans' lives,” Perry told the members
of the chamber over which he used
to preside.

Lt. Governor Bill Ratliff, selected
by the Senate on December 28 to
serve out Perry’s term as presiding
officer of the Senate, showed a
humorous side to the proceedings
in the traditional recognition of the
Doctor of the Day, introduced by
Sen. Jeff Wentworth of San Anto-
nio: “Thank you for being here,
doctor,” Ratliff said. “We sincerely
hope you're not needed.”

Sen. Truan then offered SR 2, the
adoption of the Senate Caucus
Report naming senate officials
elected by the members. This
session’s Caucus Report adds an
unprecedented new official, Secre-
tary of the Senate Designee Patsy
Spaw. The Secretary of the Senate
is elected by the Senate as its chief
executive administrator.

Spaw will replace Betty King, who
will retire following this session af-
ter 24 years as Secretary of the
Senate and 52 years of service to
the Texas Senate.

“We consider Betty King the
Mother Superior of the Senate,” Lt.
Governor Ratliff said, “and she al-
ways be, | think.”

Next came the nomination and
election of the President Pro Tem
of the Senate, Sen. Chris Harris of
Arlington. Following unanimous
election by his peers, Harris in-

voked the name of a giant figure in
Texas politics, the late former Lt.

- Governor Bob Bullock.

“Ithink if he were here today, he'd
try to say something nice, give me
a slap on the back, and then he'd
tell me to get back to work,” Sen.
Harris said.

2002-2003 Budget Recom-
mendation iniroduced

Sen. Rodney Ellis of Houston and
San Angelo Rep. Rob Junell on
Wednesday, January 10, an-
nounced the introduction of the
Texas General Appropriations Bill
for the 2002-2003 biennium.

The General Appropriations Bill
sets budgets for every state
agency and outlines the state's
general spending priorities for the
next two-year budget period.

Ellis, chair of the Senate Finance
Committee, said the $108.2 billion
budget proposal takes into ac-
count both current economic fac-
tors as well as future consider-
ations.

“This budget reflects the realities
of a strong but possibly cooling
economy,” Senator Ellis said. “It
allows us to meet the basic needs
of Texas for the next two years
while tackling several important
challenges that impact our future.”

Junell, who chairs the House Ap-
propriations Committee, said the
proposal will serve as a vehicle for
legislators in both chambers to use
to craft final legislation setting the
state’s next two-year budget.

“The State of Texas can run
smoothly on this budget,” Rep.
Junell said. “It makes the right
investments and sets forth the pri-
orities of the legislature for the next
two years. Over the next few
months we will work together to
make a good budget even better."”

The introduced bill dedicates the
bulk of the budget to education
and health and human services,
which together account for almost
75 percent of the total. The $108.2
billion represents a 6.2 percent in-
crease compared with the current
budget.

“There are several important pri-
orities | look forward to working to
address this session,” Ellis said,
“including increasing funding for
the TEXAS Grants Program, pro-
viding health insurance to our
hard-working Texas teachers, giv-
ing state employees a pay raise
and maximizing participation in
the CHIP program.”

But Ellis and Junell said the

House and Senate will have to
carefully weigh priorities during the
legislative process.

“Unfortunately, there are more
bright ideas than there are dollars
to pay for them,” Ellis said. “We
have to make tough decisions and
fund initiatives that will help build a
stronger foundation for Texas."

Finance Committee Hears
Budget Testimony

The Texas Senate Finance Com-
mittee met Thursday, January 11,
to hear invited testimony on Sen-
ate Bill 1 (SB1).

SB 1 is the bill that will become
the General Appropriations Act,
which will set every state agency's
budget and outline Texas' general
spending policies for the 2002
2003 biennium. The proposed
budget totals $108.2 billion, a 6.2
percent increase over the current
budget.

The committee, chaired by Sen.
Rodney Ellis of Houston, heard
testimony from six witnesses, in-
cluding representatives from the
Legislative Budget Board, who laid
out the details of the proposed
budget for the committee mem-
bers, and the Office of the Comp-
troller, who gave the Comptroller's
Biennial Revenue Estimate.

In Session on Thursday, Lt. Gov

ernor Bill Ratliff distributed a letter
to the members of the Senate
naming the Veteran Affairs and
Military Installations Committee
chaired by Corpus Christi Sen.
Carlos F. Truan. Also appointed to
the committee were Sens. Eliot
Shapleigh of El Paso (vice-chair),
Troy Fraser of Marble Falls, Tom
Haywood of Wichita Falls and
Leticia Van de Putte of San Anto
nio.
- Also in Thursday's Session, the
Senate adopted Dallas Sen. David
Cain's Senate Concurrent Resolu-
tion 4 (SCR4), which will provide
for a portrait of former governor
and current President-Elect
George W. Bush to be hanged
beside the portraits of all former
Texas governors in the Capitol
Rotunda.

The Senate also unanimously
adopted Senate Resolution 5
(SR5), offered by Sen. Royce West
of Dallas, in honor of the anniver
sary on Monday, January 15, of
the birth of Dr. Martin Luther King,
Jr. The chamber will not convene
on Monday in honor of the day and
stands adjourned until 11:00 a.m
Tuesday, January 16.

Why Natural Gas
Bills Are Higher?

During the last year I have been
traveling throughout the state
discussing the challenges facing the
Texas natural gas industry. As the
demand for natural gas is increasing,
we are seeing the tightening of
supply.

Experts in the energy field expect
the U.S. demand for natural gas to
grow during the next decade. By
2010, it is projected to be more than
30 percent over the 1998 level. In
addition to the national demand
picture, Texas natural gas
consumption has been increasing
steadily over the last six years. The
biggest driver for that growth is gas-
fired electric generation.

On most residential and
commercial gas bills, gas is a "pass-
through" cost. Utilities make no
profit on the cost of gas; they simply
pass through to the consumer what it
costs the utility to purchase the gasin
the marketplace. When natural gas
costs increase, consumers face
higher bills. When natural gas costs
decrease, consumers pay less.
Utilities make their profit from
distributing the natural gas to
consumers. In most cases, the rate
that a utility charges for distributing
natural gas is approved by the city in
which itserves, butin some casesthe
rate is approved by the Railroad
Commission of Texas.

The cost of natural gas is market
based, subjectto the forces of supply
and demand, and changes
frequently. The major cause of
recent high natural gas prices has
been uneasiness in the marketplace
over natural gas supply. Simply put,
the injection rate of gas into storage
was oo slow to comfort the market
for this winter's heating season.
Consumption of natural gas in the
summer is usually relatively low,
which allows excess gas to be
injected into storage. However, gas

that would otherwise have been
injected into storage was being used
to generate electricity to run air
conditioners.

While natural gas imports have
been rising significantly in recent
years, the United States may be
running into some short-term supply
constraints. Several years of
relatively low prices have slowed
down exploration and drilling for
new sources of supply. During the
first downturn in 1986, the oil and
gas industry lost over 500,000 jobs
nationwide. In addition to that
number, another 50,000 jobs were
lost during the most recent downturn
of 1998-1999, which lasted over 18
months.

The recent higher prices should be

. causing an increase in drilling

opportunities, and in fact rig counts
have increased significantly from a
year ago. However, at the
Commission we are seeing a decline
in drilling permits and completion
permits for natural gas wells. This
should not be happening. This
shows that we have lost talented,
qualified people in the industry who
have the ability to identify and
explore new fields, drill new wells,
and increase production. The new
wells that will be coming on line
may not begin to yield significant
increases in actual production until
later in the year.

The demand for natural gas most
certainly exists, and the resource is
in the ground. The problem ishow to
stimulate production and ensure that
the necessary infrastructure to move
gas to consumers remains available.
In the long run, the market will
answer most of these concerns. But
regulatory and legislative policies
will certainly influence how quickly
the market responds. I believe that
with the growing demand for gas by
electric generation in Texas, the
Railroad Commission and the Texas
Legislature should be considering
policies to increase the production
of natural gag.

This legislative session, I will
suggest we address this issue of high
natural gas prices by looking long
range. Political policy is sometimes
looked at as a short-term fix when
prices are either too high or too low.
We should view energy issues from

_alongsterm perspective-and seek 1o

help stabilize the industry, which
should result in lower prices for
consumers and businesses. The

legislature will need to look at what
we can do to help revitalize the
industry, encourage people to invest
their money in Texas energy
projects and encourage the skilled
labor to return.

I have testified to the legislature
about policies and incentives for
investing capital in the Texas oil and
gas industry. This will ultimately
lead to competitive electric rates for
Texas consumers and businesses
and the reassurance that enough

supply of natural gas is available to
meet electric and human needs. I
have confidence that the natural gas
exploration and production
companies will eventually increase
production, however that will take
time. I will continue working with
industry on how technologies and
opportunities can be applied today
to ensure that Texas can meet the
challenge of providing the natural
gas to fuel electric generation and
other growing demands.

"Some Things Even
Government Can't Make Equal”

"All men are created equal”. This
phrase means that, before God and
man, I have as much value as you do.

It
does not mean I am as smart as you
are, or have the same setof goals you
do.

Being equal does not mean being
the same. Government cannot
legislate your race, hair color, eye
color, height, weight, sex appeal or
intelligence.

Government cannot even legislate
whether you use your intelligence.
And our attempts at legislating
economic equality in the form of
welfare, taxes, business regulations
and minimum wages have all been
generally unsuccessful. We cannot
legislate honesty. We cannot
legislate ambition, nor its darker
companion, greed.

It would be ridiculous to legislate

those things. Yet we have tried to

legislate intelligence downward by
teaching to the lowest common
denominator rather than teaching
students up to the level of their
individual potential.

The government did not decide
that our kids would not all be equal
in intelligence. That comes from
God, or from nature if you're an
atheist. The government cannot
ensure thatevery kid learns the same
amount, no matter how hard they try.
Intelligent kids will always learn
more than less intelligent ones. So
why this charade?

Back in the 60s, we were
categorized by supposed ability.
They didn't like the titles A, B and C
as they could be discriminatory, so
they chose X, Y and Z. Maybe the Z
kids didn't understand what that
meant, but those of us in the X group
sure did. Then mainstreaming
became the law, because schools
were discriminating against those
who were considered "below
average” or "retarded" by teaching
them according to their ability and
not urging them to enter essay
contests which offered college
scholarships as prizes.

Now everyone is taught only what
the lower group can understand, so
that there is no possibility of giving
preferential treatment to those with
higher capabilities. Then schools
institute programs like the Gifted
and Talented Education (GATE)
program, which take smart kids out
of the classroom for a limited time
each week and - guess what - teach
them according to their ability!
What a novel concept!

This "justice" in the form of
teaching everyone exactly the same
curriculum has resulted in a greater
injustice to'those who can easily
accomplish much, much more. We
have sacrificed our future
technological, scientific and
busincss talent for the sake of
"fairness”. No wonder our math
scorcs arc lower than Japan's.

This is not a question that should

WTU files request to
increase fuel factors

AUSTIN—Natural gas prices,
which have continued to skyrocket
over the last several months, have
forced American Eleatric Power’s
(AEP) West Texas Utilities Com-
pany (WTU) subsidiary to file a
request with the Public Utility Com-
mission of Texas (PUCT) on Janu-
ary 19, 2001 for permission to
increase fuel factors used to calcu-
late the fuel charge portion of cus-
tomer bills. This requést is neces-
sary in order to reflect the current
expected costs of fuel.

If approved as requested, the new
fuel factor would increase the typi-
cal WTU residential customer bills
by $10.65 per month beginning in
March. The requested fuel factors
will recover over the period March
through December 2001 an addi-
tional $43 million in expected fuel
costs.

"Natural gas prices in December
2000 were three-to-four times
higher than prices during Decem-
ber 1999," said David Carpenter,
AEP director of Texas Regulatory
Services. “Despitethefactthat43.4
percent of WTU's generation is fu-
eled by low-cost coal, the sheer
magnitude of the continued in-
creases in the price of natural gas
since last summer forces WTU to
request a fuel factor increase.”

Fuel costs are an expense of gen-
erating electricity, which WTU must
pay to fuel suppliers. WTU does
not make any profit on fuel costs
as the PUCT requires that these
costs be passed through to cus-
tomers at the price paid by WTU.

Investor-owned electric utilities in
Texas, like WTU, are required by
the PUCT to use fuel factors based
on cost estimates to collect the
projected cost of fuel used to gen-
erate electricity at their power
plants. When the actual cost of fuel
exceeds that which customers are
paying in their monthly bills, then
WTU under-collects the costs of
fuel used for the generation of elec-
tricity. When fuel costs are antici-
pated to change from their current
tewzie feramsntamded perizd-=f
time, the electric utility may re-
quest permission to adjust the
monthly fuel factors used to deter-
mine the fuel charge portion of
customers’ bills.

Without the increase in fuel fac-
tors, WTU projects that it will un-

der-recover fuel and purchased
power costs by approximately $43
million for the period from March
through December 2001. Conse-
quently, WTU is requesting per-
mission to adjust the fuel factors
used to calculate the fuel charge
portion of customer bills. At some
point in the near future, WTU likely
will have to request permission to
recover through a surcharge fuel
costs that the company has under-
recovered over the last several
months.

If approved as requested, the new
fuel factors would go into effect in
March. The new fuel factor would
increase bills for typical residential
customers using 1,000 kilowatt-
hours a month by $10.65 a month
for the period from March through
December 2001.

However, the typical W/TU resi-
dential customer does not use
1,000 kWh per month. Based on
the most recent twelve months of
data available, a typical WTU resi-
dential customer uses, on average,
904 kWh per month, which means
that the new fuel factors would
result in a monthly increase of
$9.19.

We all owe a debt of gratitude and
remembrance to the coal oil lamp,
which sat in the window of many
cabins and houses lighting the way
for many fathers, sons, grandfathers
and other loved ones to come home.

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Take Temperature to
Avoid Temptation

HOUSTON— Reaching for a
thermometer instead of fatty snacks
might curtail the urge to overeat.

Behavioral psychologists at
Baylor College of Medicine are
testing whether monitoring body
temperature and deep relaxation
techniques can help control
overeating triggered by stress or
negative emotions. In times of stress
the body pumps blood away from
the extremities to reduce potential
bleeding, causing cold hands and
feet.

By recognizing the signs of stress,
chronic overeaters gain insight into
why they overeat, according to Dr.
Ken Goodrick, an associate
professor of family community
medicine at Baylor.

"One of the main reasons people
give for overeating is that they are
stressed, depressed, or feeling
insecure," Goodrick said. "They
choose comfort foods to feel better
and soothe their feelings."

Goodrick gives study participants
an electronic thermometer to
monitor their skin temperature
whenever they feel stressed or want
to overeat. Study organizers also
teach participants relaxation
techniques, such as deep breathing,
to help cope with negative emotions.

To relax and avoid overeating,
Goodrick offers the following
strategies:

*Set aside 20 minutes a day to

the pageant.

relax. Choose an activity that is
enjoyable and is not work related,
such as taking a walk, yoga or
reading a novel. Such activities
sustain energy and make you feel
better longer than eating a candy bar
or a handful of potato chips.

*Practice the "747" method of
breathing to relax. Inhale deeply for
seven seconds, hold for four seconds
and then exhale slowly for seven
seconds. Use this method for two or
three minutes whenever you feel
stressed or overwhelmed.

*Take five-minute break for each
hour of work. Use that time to
practice deep breathing, stretching
or looking at something pretty, like a
flower. Just a few short minutes of
relaxation can boost your
productivity.

*Pay attention to how your body
feels. Many people go through the
day becoming tenser and tenser, and
yet they donothing about it. Periodic
stretching can help relieve tension
that produces sore muscles in the
neck, shoulders and back.

"We are a stressed-out society, and
few of us know how to relax,”
Goodrick said. "Yet we have an
overabundance of food around .to
comfort us. Through our study, we
hope to make people more aware of
the relationship between their
emotions and eating and help them
leamn other ways to cope,"”

Already Low Unemployment
Dips To 3.7 Percent In Dec.

AUSTIN—December's
seasonally adjusted unemployment
rate in Texas dropped to 3.7 percent-
- the lowest monthly rate since
January 1974--the Texas Workforce
Commission (TWC) announced.

"December's unemployment rate
was the third consecutive monthly
reduction,” said TWC Chair Diane
Rath, "reflecting Texas' strong job
growth."

Nonagricultural employment
grew by 31,400 jobs this month, the
third-highest increase during the
year.

"Led by amonthly gain of 700 jobs
in Electronic Equipment
Manufacturing, Durable Goods
Manufacturing added 2,200 jobs in

December,"” said Commissioner
Representing Labor T.P.
O'Mahoney.

"The Wholesale Trade industry
grew by 2,800 jobs in December,”
said Commissioner Representing
Employers Ron Lehman,
"representing a solid annual job
growth rate of 3.5 percent.”

The lowest unemployment rate

among the Metropolitan Statistical
Areas (MSAs) in December was 1.3
percent in Bryan-College Station.
Austin-San Marcos was next at 1.6
percent, followed by 1.8 percent in
Lubbock, Amarillo and San Angelo
tied for fourth at 2.4 percent.

The highest unemployment rate
was 12.1 percent in McAllen-
Edingburg-Mission, followed by
7.1 percent in Brownsville-
Harlingen, 6.7 percentin Beaumont-
Port Arthur, 6.6 percent in El Paso
and 5.6 percent in Laredo.

"Along with the low 3.7 percent
unemployment rate, more than
256,000 jobs were added in the last
year for a strong 2.8 percent job
growth rate," Rath said.

Fraser bill designatihg
FM 604 as ICBM Highway
clears committee

AUSTIN—A bill authored by Sen.
Troy Fraser, R-Horseshoe Bay,
designating a stretch of FM 604 as
the Atlas ICBM Highway won unani-
mous approval today by the Sen-
ate Committee on State Affairs.

“Texas has not commemorated
the significant contribution of the
Convair Atlas Intercontinental Bal-
listic Missile, and its important role
during the Cold War as an awe-
some deterrent weapon system,”
Fraser said in testimony before the
committee. “Hopefully this willhelp
boost tourism in the area, and help
preserve the historical value of these
sites.”

Senate Bill 183 specifically desig-
nates the portion of FM 604 that
stretches from State Highway 351
in Shackelford County to State
Highway 83 in Taylor County, as
the Atlas ICBM Highway, and pro-
vides for the Texas Department of
lransportation to erect signs in

accordance with the designation.

Fraser noted that Dyess Air Force
Base in Abilene was home to the
Strategic Air Command's 578th
Strategic Missile Squadron, which
operated the region's 12 Atlas
launch sites during the height of
the Cold War with the former So-
viet Union. The sites operated from
1961 to 1965.

FM 604 connects five of the Atlas
launch sites, located nedr Clyde,
Denton Valley, Oplin, Lawn and
Bradshaw.

“This is the first time Texas has
officially recognized a specific (_old
War mission executed in our state,”
said Larry Sanders, founder of the
Atlas ICBM Historical Society.

Fraser noted that the bill also has
the backing of the Taylor County
Historical Commission, and the
commissioner's courts in Callahan,
Shackelford and Taylor counties.

Drew McDaniels is the Assistant
Director and Curator of Collections
at the Museum of the Great Plains
and a consultant with the University
of Illinois at Champagne Urbana in
charge of the overall design and
construction layout of the North
American Indian Gallery there. He
isworking with the Callahan County
Historical Commission tracing
Spanish routes in this area.

Quanah, as a young
brave, made frequent raids in
Oklahoma, New Mexico and Texas,
including this area. He was never
defeated, but voluntarily went to a
reservation and led the Comanches
down "the white man's road."
During the rest of his life he fought
for the rights of the Indians living on
reservations, making trips to
Washington, D.C. to solicit votes on
their behalf. He became a friend of
Theadore Roosevelt, who visited
him in his home. Parker became a
rancher and was a good friend of
people such as Charles Goodnight
and Tom and Burk Burnett. _’

DALLAS—Battling one of the
coldest Decembers in North Texas
history, customers of TXU Electric
& Gas fired up their heaters and
nearly doubled their use of natural
gas, leading to a 140 percent in-
crease in the average residential
bill from one year ago.

With this past December tying for
the third coldest in North Texas
history, the average residential cus-
tomer used 92.5 percent more natu-
ral gas than December 1999, The
average cost of natural gas rose by
24.6 percent since last year,

In response to higher natural gas
bills, TXU Electric & Gas continues
to offer immediate relief through
the average billing plan to gas cus-
tomers. The average gas customer
could reduce this month’'s pay-
ment by about 40 percent through
the average billing plan.

“Since last month was so cold,
customers used much more natu-
ral gas to stay warm as opposed to
last year," said Helen Burt, vice

“TXU Electric & Gas helped keep
customer costs lower by purchas-
ing natural gas with long-term con-
tracts when the market price was

lower. Even though increased na-
tional demand for natural gas has
pushed the market price more than
three times higher than last year,
our customers saw a much lower
increase in fuel costs,” Burt said.

TXU Electric & Gas has not prof-
ited fromthe increased market cost
of natural gas and does not make
a profit on the sale of natural gas.
The customer and TXU Electric &
Gas both pay the same amount for
natural gas. TXU Electric & Gas
makes its profit from the delivery of
natural gas to the customer.

Since offering immediate pay-
ment relief last week, TXU Electric
& Gas has received many phone
calls from fustomers who have
chosen to switch to average billing.

'f customers opt for average bill-
ing, a rolling 12-month average
will be applied effective with this
payment. The customer then will
pay the estimated monthly aver-
age with minor adjustments based
on the actual balance.
