There’s ronlly no secret to pro­
ducing peaches which are worm- 
free at harvest time. But if you 
want them that way. it's ume to 
take action.

The insects which produce the 
worms can be contnoilnd if a good 
spray program is earned out. Once 
the insects get a t u n  and worms 
get into the peaches nothing can 
be done.

To do an effective )ab of con­
trolling peach inseot trees should 
be sprayed when 75 percent of the 
peuls have fallen from the blooms 
Then 10 days later when the shuck 
splits, then three more times at 
two week intervals should follow the 
shuck split -ttige spraying This 
makes a total of five spray ap­
plications. If you haven't sprayed 
any to date you are already behind 
with a spraying or so. hut don't let 
that keep you from suning Insects 
are just now becoming very active

As (or the spray, I would sug­
gest using either methoxychlor o' 
malalhion These materials are 
readily available from feed and 
seed stores, drug stores or other 
firms which handle insecticides.

Combinations of insecticides and 
fungicides may be used on fruit 
trees and make excellent sprays (or 
use on peaches

I Livestock producers are urged to 
oontinue a close watch over all 
animal wounds Weather conditions 
are favorable for screwwonn fly 
development and spread Stockmen 
are urged to continue submitting 

I worm samplea to the Mission Lab 
for positive identifleation There 
have been several samples sub­
mitted from the county to date. So 
far all have been negative.
