remedy.
The hiirc*en of a cure rests par­

tially on medical men themselves, 
who must act t j  protect their hon­
orable calling from radical, and 
perhaps diaastruus measures. Per­
haps it roots even more on gov­
ernment not intruding into the len- 
titive doctor-patient relationahip. 
Responsibility falls on the public 
who. whatever happens, will con­
tinue to pay the bills.

Last year, individuals and groups 
spent more than $60 billion on 
health. This is almost 7 percent 
of our National Gross Product. So 
it is one of the biggest businesses 
in the nation Of this sum. S2C 2 
billion went tor personal medical 
care. By comparison. In 1950 the 
bill was about $20 billion. Fully 
half this $50 billion increase can 
be chargad In price nae alone.

Many factors conspire in these 
price rises. Inflation generally la. 
of course, first. Thu in turn has 
put pressures on those who make 
medical<are work, to increase hos­
pital charges

There have been tremendous ad­
vancements in medical hardware. 
These are machines undreamed of 
a generation ago. which help make 
people well—sometimes at great 
coal

There have been countless Im­
provements In surgical techniques, 
saving many lives that a genera­
tion ggo would have been lost—but 
again, costing lot.s of money.

There hat been an almost pheno­
menal development In medicines 
that cost millions in man-hours and 
research to disco\-er. They have 
saved lives that are beyond price.

Results leas dramatic have been 
caused by Oos’ernment thrusting It­
self into health programs adding 
the heavy hand of bureaucracy to 
mushrooming medical cost. Estimat­
ed cost of medicare and medicaid 
payments is placing a threatening 
burden on our social security sy­
stem.

Pres­
sures are building up for more 
Federal health programs devised, 
administered and pax! (or by taxes 
from all the people. All sorts of 
schemes have been prapnard. yet 
many are vague, undefined and In­
novative. I

The socialization of medicine does 
nothing to divert deterioration of 
services or reduce its price. Other 
countries, which are trying It, have 
found it stifles the medical profes­
sion which has raised America’s 
medicine to eminence. The protec­
tion of that eminency and per­
sonal relationship with the patients 
and those that administer to them, 
is the duty of both the medical 
system and of the public which 
depends on it.

The Ways and Means Commit­
tee of the Congress is struggling to 
find better answers to a mounting 
problem. Unless there are better 
solutions found, the entire health 
system Is In Jeopardy.
