By patience 
and by gentleness and firmness and 
by common sense he can he taught 
all those things; a lot quicker than 
we humans could. His lessons could 
be made a jolly romp for him. You’ve 
been making them a horror. No won­
der he doesn't get anywhere with 
them.

It Is 
little in our thoughts In winter, or, 
Indeed, In summer either, since It U 
so small and swift thut It escapes no­
tice, In spite of the bright fawn o f its 
top coat. But now nnd then It Is 
found In winter, asleep In a bird's 
nest. There Is evidence that at times 
the mice will make homes for them­
selves, as they have been found sleep­
ing among reeds In warbler-llke nests 
cunningly placed at a height safe from 
rising water.—Family Herald.

FEED COW ’S MILK
TO ORPHAN LAMBS

In feeding, orphan lambs many think 
that cow's milk should be diluted with 
water, hut since the analyses of ewe's 
milk sliows it to he richer In fat than 
cow's milk tills practice Is entirely un­
necessary. For the first week the 
orplmn should hnve some ewe's milk, 
If possible. A good way to get It Is to 
take the lamb to the ewes whose 
lambs are not yet old enough to tuke 
all the milk.

The orphan should be fed milk 
often, but It should not be given a 
large amount at one time until it Is 
two or three weeks old.

Upon the first day of its life an 
ounce (two tablespoonfuls) Is a lib­
eral feeding and It Is safer to feed 
only half that amount, but It should 
be fed at least every two hours.

It is most convenient to feed the 
milk from a bottle to which Is at­
tached a medium-sized nipple of the 
swan-hill type. The bottle should be 
kept thoroughly dean and the milk 
should he fresh and at a natural tem­
perature; that Is 100 degrees. In or­
der to maintain the temperature, the 
bottle containing the milk should he 
kept in a vessel partly filled with 
water heated to 100 degrees or slight­
ly above.

After the lamb Is two or three 
weeks old, it Is not necessary to feed 
It more than two or three times a day. 
Sometimes an ewe lias two luinhs and 
only enough milk for one. In such a 
case It Is usually possible to bring the 
lambs along nicely by supplementing 
her supply with cow’s milk. As they 
learn to eat grain nnd hay, the milk 
feeding can be gradually diminished 
and finally discontinued.

Steer Feed Experiment
Gives Beneficial Data

Experimental steer feeding was con­
ducted during the winter of 1024-1025 
at the Caldwell substation of the 
Idnho agricultural experiment Rtntlon. 
Fifty two-year-old Hereford and 
Shorthorn steers, purchased In Owy­
hee county last November, were used 
In this experiment. This group of 
steers was divided Into five lots of 
ten each and fed the following rations 
for a hundred-day period:

Lot 1— Long a lfalfa  hay and corn.
Lot 2— A lfa lfa  meal and corn.
Lot 3— Chopped a lfalfa  hay and corn.
Lot 4— Long a lfalfa  hay, corn silage 

and corn.
Lot &— Long a lfalfa , hay and barley.

Shelled ground corn was used In the 
first four lots and ground barley In 
the fifth lot.

The feeding period being over on 
March 27 the steers were shipped on 
that date and sold on the Portland 
market March 30. The average shrink­
age was 48 pounds per head. Mftrket- 
lng expenses amounted to 75 cents per 
hundredweight.

The prices received and the dress­
ing percentages for each lot were as 
fol low s:

Lots 2 and 4 topped the m arket at 
|9.00 per cwt. Each o f these lots 
dressed out 60.3 per cent.

Lots 1 and 3 each brought JS.75 per 
cwt. The dressing per cent o f  these 
lots w as 59.9 per-cent.

Lot 5 sold at $8.50 per cwt. and 
dressed out at 59.6 per cent.

In the coolers the carcasses graded 
as follows: 22 choice, 26 good, 1 me 
(Burn and 1 poor.

Care of Little Pigs
At furrowing time the herdsman 

Should be at his post, for it Is then 
that he has the elinnee to save some 
of the young pigs, nnd In some cases 
the sow. When the pig is born It 
has some small needle teeth, or arti­
ficial tusks. Some of the best herds­
men make It a practice to remove 
these. After farrowing It Is a good 
rule to feed a thin slop containing 
a double handful of ground feed the 
second day, and gradually Increase 
this amount as the pigs are able to 
take the milk.

Most people like plain cottage 
cheese, whether made at home or 
bought. It is especially pleasing in 
summer and can be used In a great 
many ways. It Is often eaten, either 
salted or unsalted, with sugar and 
cream or whole milk. Rich sweet 
cream Is usually blended with it when 
It Is to he served in this way, but 
sour cream or melted butter tnay be 
used Instead.

Flavor Combines Well.
The flavor of cottage cheese com­

bines well with a number of other 
flavors. Berries, peaches, or fresh 
fruits served with it are good; also 
canned fruits, dates, raisins, or other 
dried fruits, brown sugar, maple sugar, 
honey. Jam, marmalade, or chopped 
nuts. The European combination of 
gervals or cream cheese with “bar-le- 
duc” strawberries or currants cun 
he closely duplicated by creamy cot­
tage cheese and strawberry or currant 
preserves.

Broken nut meats, chopped pimen­
tos, finely cut green peppers, diced cu­
cumbers, or other crisp vegetables 
may also be mixed with the eheese to 
make appetizing combinations, sug­
gests the United Stntes Department 
of Agriculture. Horseradish, onion 
juice, parsley, und cottage eheese blend 
well in flavor. The dry eheese, when 
made, should he seasoned well, packed 
Into buttered earthenware or enameled

dish, chilled and turned out on plat­
ter to be served In slices. Ground 
sage may be used for seasoning, if 
liked. When put up for sale cottage 
cheese may be packed In cylindrical 
boxes made of waxed cardboard.

Especially Fine in Salads.
Cottage cheese lends Itself espe­

cially well to salads. If enough is 
used, the salad may lie the main dish 
of the meal. French mayonnaise or 
boiled dressing go well with cheese 
salad. The cheese may be formed 
into balls or slices, molded in small 
cups, or passed through a pastry tube. 
A small quantity of finely ground left­
over ham or corned beef may be mixed 
with cottage cheese, mustard used us 
seasoning, and the whole served on 
lettuce leaves with dressing. Other 
foods that combine well with cottage 
cheese in salads are crisp, fresh vege­
tables; cooked or canned vegetables; 
fresh canned dried or preserved fruits, 
nuts, olives, rice, potatoes. With the 
last two some highly flavored and 
bright garnish like beets, pimentos, or 
green peppers should he used; and 
celery, cucumbers, green peppers, crisp 
lettuce, or cabbage may he added to 
give succulence. Ground raw carrots 
and onions combine nicely with cot­
tage cheese.

Almost any of the foods that are 
used ordinarily with cottage cheese, 
either In serving in plain or In salad, 
can he combined with It for sandwich 
filling.

Home Canning Methods
for Various Products

The bureau of home economics of 
the United Stntes Department of Agri­
culture Is frequently asked why the 
water bath method of processing may 
be used In the home canning of fruits 
ind tomatoes, whereas nonacid vege­
tables must be processed under pres­
sure.

The explanation given is that for 
successful canning the temperature ap­
plied should ordinarily be the lowest 
possible that will Insure a safe prod­
uct. While no growing, or so-culled 
vegetative, bacteria will survive for 
any length of time at the temperature 
of boiling water (212 F.), some bac­
teria are able to go into spore form. 
These spores ure killed only by very 
long-continued heating at boiling 
temperature, especially if the fruit or 
vegetable being canned has juice that 
Is ulkaline or only very slightly acid. 
When the Juices are acid, us in fruits 
and tomatoes, all forms of bacteria are 
killed more quickly at 212 degrees 
Fahrenheit, which is the highest tem­
perature possible in the water bath. 
A water both canner is commonly un­
derstood to lie any covered vessel 
of sufficient depth for the Jars or cans 
to be completely immersed while proc­
essing, nud equipped with a rack or 
false bottom which permits water to 
circulate around the Jars or cans. A 
wash boiler frequently answers the 
purpose In the household.

Corn, pens, beans, and other vege­
tables that do not have acid juice need 
to be processed under steam pressure 
at temperatures higher titan 212 de­
grees Fahrenheit, und for this reason, 
the steum pressure canner is recom­
mended for canning them.

Coloring and Perfuming 
Soaps Is Not Hard Task

Various colors may be obtained by 
using aniline dyes. Dissolve a small 
quantity of dye in water and add slow­
ly until the proper Intensity of color 
desired is attained. The following 
are used quite extensively in coloring 
soaps: Red. rhodamlne B., yellow, 
fluorescein, green, nnpthol green B.

Various shades, such ns orange, 
chumois, salmon red, can he obtained 
by mixing the fluorescein und rhoda­
mlne B. Your druggist cun supply you 
with these coloring compounds. Sa­
ponification of the grease should he 
nearly complete before adding coloring 
solution, as an excess of lye will de­
stroy the coloring.

Perfumed soaps are made by the ad­
dition of artificial perfumes known as 
essential oils.

Two Essentials 
of Sweet Clover

For Soil-Building Purposes 
It Supplies Organic Mat- 

ter and Nitrogen.
When sweet clover Is grown solely 

for soll-buildlng purposes the question 
often urlses as to when one should 
plow It under. As a fertilizer, sweet 
clover furnishes two essentials of a 
good soli—organic matter and nitro­
gen. The maximum amount of or­
ganic matter 1r undoubtedly obtained 
from sweet clover the second year 
when It comes into bloom. Prof. C. J. 
Willard of the Ohio experiment sta­
tion, however, says that the maximum 
amount o f nitrogen Is obtained about 
May 1, the second year after seeding. 
Between that date and the full-bloom 
stage much of the nitrogen In the 
roots Is transferred to the tops with­
out increasing the total amount In the 
crop.

Testa for Nitrogen.
"In one experiment,” says Professor 

Willard, “ we sowed the clover with 
the oats on April 6, 1922. The same 
fall after the oats were harvested we 
began analyzing the plants—roots nnd 
stems—for nitrogen. These tests were 
repeated throughout the following 
spring and summer. A study of the 
resulting figures shows that during the 
period of greatest top growth there 
Is a rapid transfer of the nitrogen 
from the roots to the tops. The roots, 
therefore, serve as a storehouse for 
the nitrogen during the winter, emp­
tying the nitrogen Into the green tops 
In the early spring. By the first of 
May there Is practically as much ni­
trogen in the plant as at any time 
during the second year's growth. To 
grow 100 bushels of corn requires 
about 150 pounds of nitrogen for grain 
nnd stover. Turning under a good 
stand of sweet clover during the month 
of April will add something like 175 
pounds of nitrogen, or more than 
enough to supply this large corn yield.” 

Testa Worth Remembering.
The above statements, based as they 

Are upon carefully conducted tests, are 
worth remembering. It is not always 
convenient to postpone plowing under 
sweet clover till In the spring, but It 
should be done wherever possible, first, 
because, as the above shows, one gets 
about all the nitrogen possible at that 
time, and, second, also because one 
gets about all the organic matter that 
can be plowed under to advantage and 
be of use to the corn crop that same 
year. Third, when biennial sweet 
clover is plowed under after It has 
started to grow the second spring It 
will not ’bother as a weed. If plowed 
under In the fall after seeding In the 
spring It will come up as a weed the 
following spring.

Harvesting and Storing 
Navy Beans for Winter

Navy beans should he harvested and 
threshed ns soon as ready and If In­
fested with bugs they may be treated 
by one of several methods. Fumiga­
tion with carbon bisulphide, using the 
chemical at the rate of about one 
ounce to the bushel, is very satisfac­
tory. Tills should he done In a tight 
container when the temperature Is 75 
degrees or above. The chemical is In­
flammable and fires of all kind should 
be kept away. Heating for an hour 
In an oven with the temperature from 
125 to 130 degrees will also kill the 
Insects. Seed cun be safely stored by 
sifting one part of air-slaked lime with 
twice the quantity of seed.

Birds Control Insects
in Garden and Orchard

Set the birds up to housekeeping 
and they will work for you—that, in 
brief Is the Idea conveyed In a news 
letter from the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture. The letter cites 
the example of 2.000 nests supplied 
for birds on the Baron von Berlepsch 
estate In Germany and the escape of 
this estate from the lenf-roller when 
trees on other estates were defoliated. 
Evidently the birds kept the Insects 
under control. Says the letter of the 
United Stntes Department of Agrlcul-- 
ture: “ Experience has shown that 
those who have Increased the num­
ber of birds on their property have 
had cause for satisfaction rather than 
regret.”

Cleaning Machines 
Remove Most Weedsi

Alfalfa Crop Improved
by Cutting in the Fall

Alfalfa will stand the winter better 
and give larger yields of hay the next 
season, If It Is out in the fall In time 
to permit a growth of at least one foot 
high before winter sets In. This 
growth is necessary for the winter 
protection afforded nnd permits the 
storage of food reserves In the root 
system so that the next year’s crop 
will start off vigorously and produce a 
maximum yield of hay. Experience of 
numerous farmers confirms the recom­
mendation, and, taken with the ex­
perimental dutn, nffords the basis 
for the soundest fnrni practice In 
growing and harvesting the crop.

Table Shows High Degree 
of Purity Found.

The Vermont experiment station 
points out In a recent bulletin that a 
farmer might as well expect all-wool 
garments when he buys a cheap suit 
as high-class seed when he pays a 
cheap price.

The certificates of seedsmen as to 
purity and germination are not exact, 
for that Is an impossibility, but tests 
show that they usually come very dose 
to the percentage stated, sometimes 
a decimal tinder and often a decimal 
above the guaranty, but they are sub­
stantially correct and many states 
have laws to penailze any misstate­
ments. The weed problem Is ever pres­
ent and some weed seeds, particularly n *  
in the fine seeds, cannot be entirely 
cleaned from the stock. If farmers 1 i 
knew weed seeds as well as they did 1} 
grain seeds, they would take a look at I 
cheap grade seeds and pass them by.
A reading glass would tell the tale 
readily if the farmer knew the weed 
seeds.

The cleaning processes of the big 
seed houses tuke out the largest per­
centage of weed seed and leave the 
seed comparatively clean, remarkably 
so compared with Its original condi­
tion.

The following table shows to what 
a high degree of purity modem seed 
cleaning methods and machinery have 
achieved, as proved by a statement
com plied  a fte i exam in ation  o f sam ples
from  all over the country by the Ver-
m ont experim en t s ta t io n :

Supply of Manure Limited
While manure is not a balanced 

plant food, nevertheless It should all 
be saved and applied economically. 
Enough manure Is not produced to 
meet the needs of the average farmer. 
Where the supply Is limited It Is better 
to apply four to six tons per acre 
over the entire field rather than use 
a heavy application over a smaller 
area. The efficiency per ton of ma­
nure Is greater where the small appli- 
cattona are used.

Trimming Bull’s Feet to
Prevent Various Evils

Bulls kept in close quarters with 
little exercise frequently develop long 
hoofs. This condition is not only un­
sightly but may become pulnful, so 
much so that the hull cannot stand or 
walk squarely. Then, too, it brings 
on various other foot troubles, such 
as foul foot and rot. The hoofs should 
be trimmed, or they will break off or 
disfigure the animal’s feet. With 
young animals, this trimming often can 
be done with a long-handled chisel, 
while the animal Is standing on a 
hard dirt or plank floor. The- Sole 
and the cleft between the claws can­
not be gotten at In this way, however, 
nnd oftentimes these parts cause the 
most trouble. In that event It may 
he necessary to throw and tie the 
animal.

A pair of pincers, like those used 
in shoeing horses, comes In handy in 
clipping off the toe of the hoof, or It 
can be sawed off with a fine-tooth saw. 
A shoeing knife can he used to trim 
out the sole and dead hoof, and then a 
rasp to smooth down the surface. The 
dewcluws, which often grow to great 
length, should also be trimmed off fair, 
ly close.—Farmers’ Bulletin 1412.

Harvest Soy Beans for 
Both Seed and Hay Crop

Soy beans are cut for seed when 
most of the leaves have fallen and the 
pods are nearly ripe. When the crop 
is allowed to get this ripe It can or­
dinarily he hnrvested with a fair de­
gree of satisfaction with a grain bind­
er. If the crop is cut earlier than this, 
a grain binder does not work so very 
well.

Soy beans are cut for hay when the 
lower leaves have turned yellow and 
the pods are about half filled. In this 
case It Is best to use a ntower and to 
handle the soy beans in the same way 
as ordinary hay. Full information 
along this line can he obtained from 
the Iowa station at Antes by applying 
for Bulletin 238, entitled "Soy Henna 
for Iowa.”
