UIL realigns 2-3A

The Texas University In-
terscholastic League (UIL)
has realigned a number of
scholastic sports districts in
the state including
Muleshoe’s district 2-3A,
bringing a much bigger
school into the mix.

The districts are based
on size and location and a
number of schools have
changed the number of stu-
dents, according to Mule-
shoe Independent School
District Superintendent
Gene Sheets.

The changes have appar-
ently decreased enrollment
at Dimmitt and Slaton
dropping both schools out
of 3A into 2A ball. Another
decrease in enrollment has
dropped Levelland from a
4A school into 3A and right
in the middle of Muleshoe’s
district.

“District 2 will be a five
team district, which is a
little unusual, most have six
teams.

“To be in 3A a high
school has to have between

390 and 899 students en-
rolled. This year Muleshoe
is showing an enrollment of
411,” Sheets said.

Records indicate that
Levelland’s enrollment last
year was 921 but this year
school officials said the
number has dropped to 860,
which is within UIL guide-
lines but more than double
the enrollment of Mule-
shoe.

“This is going to be
tough,” Sheets said, “but it
may be better than the other
alternative, which would
have put Perryton in the dis-
trict. That’s a four hour
drive and we couldn’t have
done that.”

Several schools around
the state joined Levelland in
dropping from 4A to 3A, in-
cluding Dallas Roosevelt,
Palestine and Wichita Falls
Hirschi.

A larger number of
schools dropped from 3A to
2A along with Dimmitt and
Slaton. Among those drop-
ping school population and
classification are Denver
City, Childress, Slaton and
Tulia.

Few apply for MPD position

The Muleshoe City
Council recently reautho-
rized the hiring of another
police officer after citizens
asked for the addition.

What the council could
not do however was tell the
department where it might
find a qualified individual.

“Everybody is having
trouble getting people to
even consider,” said Mule-
shoe Police Chief Don
Carter. “Salaries cause us
problems competing with
larger cities.”

Muleshoe City Manager
David Brunson agreed the
pay issue is a problem.

“A new police officer in
Muleshoe begins at
$23.314 while the same of-
ficer will get about $33,000

if they go to work in Lub-
bock.”

It could be the pay, in
part, that accounts for the
fact that only two of the
city’s officers have no pre-
vious connection to the city.

Even the newest hire,
Todd Cogdill, who begins
later this month, has in-laws
that live in the city.

“Cogdill was hired to re-
place an officer who re-
signed and his credentials
are good enough to stand
out anywhere,” Carter said.

But now the search for a

new officer begins again.”

“There seems to be more
need out there than people
to fill it,” Brunson said.
“We're just looking for a
good candidate.”

Counterfeit company check
caper coming to conclusion

Three people have pled
guilty, another is awaiting
trial on federal charges of
fraud and passing counter-
feit checks in a multi-state
operation that included
Muleshoe in its path.

In fact, according to a let-
ter from the Federal Bureau
of Investigation, it was the
work of the Muleshoe Po-
lice Department that helped
break the case.

The case began in May of
last year when Muleshoe
Police Chief Don Carter got
a call from Lowe’s Market-
place that they had received
a counterfeit check from a
woman identified as Tria
Wicker. The check appeared
to be a payroll check from
Manpower, a temporary em-
ployment agency.

As part of the investiga-

tion Carter called Check
Collect of Levelland, a sub-
sidiary of Lowe’s, to see if
the suspect had struck else-
where. He found that she
had indeed hit several towns
in the area but a clerk in
Abernathy had the foresight
to get a thumbprint on one
check.

Carter took a copy of the
print to Lubbock where a
computer search identified
the woman as Charmaine
Denise Hines. Hines was
arrested shortly thereafter in
Hobart, Okla. along with
Davidian Leffall, whom au-
thorities believed was an ac-
complish in the scheme as
was reported in the Mule-
shoe Journal in July.

Interviews with the two
suspects and further inves-
tigation led to the arrest of
three other suspects in the
case and the recovery of

more checks. The FBI has
reported that as of the end
of January they and the Se-
cret Service have collected
over $51,000 in counterfeit
checks, each under $400 in
value.

Carter said most of the
checks passed in this area
had the same serial number
and were made out for the
same amount, $216.20.

Both Hines and Leffall
pled guilty to bank fraud and
making counterfeit securi-
ties, as has Leffall’s wife,
Daniele Leffall. Lekena
Nekole Simmons 1s await-
ing trail on the same charges
and Virginia Gezell Ballard
is being sought as a fugitive
by authorities.

A letter from the FBI
states, ““Your department’s
diligent investigation of Ms.
Hines led to her arrest and
the arrest of Davidian
Leffall.

C. S. Lewis once commented
on those who were raising their
eyebrows, shaking their heads,
and decrying the general lack of
integrity in society. But what
after all, he seemed to be say-
ing, do we expect? His society
(and ours even more) made fun
of honesty, decency, and
integrity, and then was sur-
prised when those qualities
became hard to find. “We cas-
trate,” he wrote, “and then bid
the geldings be fruitful.”

Janet Jackson should have
worked harder last Sunday to
keep her clothes on and
Timberlake shouldn’t have been
a lowlife jerk. But if our society
wants to produce more gals who
care about decency and modesty
and guys who care about
integrity, maybe we should quit
making multi-millionaires out of
those who obviously don’t care.
Personally, I think we might
also start by refusing to pay a
single dollar into the coffers of
companies like Abercrombie &

The Muleshoe Mules
completed their first trip
around the district with a
loss to the Lubbock Cooper
Pirates and a win over the
Littlefield Wildcats.

Cooper hung on in a close
match to drop the Mules 49-
39.

The Mules may have sur-
prised the Wildcats with
their intensity. The Mules
used a very balanced scor-

The Pirates of Cooper
struck early in the opening
period to claim a 21-10 ad-
vantage after the first eight
minutes.

Cattle and calves on
feed for slaughter market
in Texas feedlots with ca-
pacity of 1,000 head or
more totaled 2.83 million
head on January 1, up 8
percent from a year ago.
According to the'monthly
report released by the
Texas Agricultural Statis-
tics Service, the estimate
was down slightly from
the December J level.
Producers placed 420,000
head in commercial feed-
lots during December, up
17 percent form a year ago
and 5 percent below the
November 2003 total.

Texas commercial feed-
ers marketed 410,000
head during December, up
3 percent from last year
and unchanged from the
November 2003, total.

On January 1 there
were 2.33 million head of
cattle and calves on feed
in the Northern High
Plains, 82 percent for the
state’s total. The number
on feed across the area
was up 6 percent form last
year and down 1 percent

from the December total.

December placements in
the Northern High Plains
totaled 317,000 head, and
8 percent decrease from the
November total. Marketing
were up 4 percent from last
month to 334,000 head.

Cattle and calves on feed
for slaughter market in the
United States in feedlots
with a capacity of 1,000
head or more totaled 11.2
million head on January 1
2004. This inventory was
6 percent above January 1,
2003.

Placements in feedlots
during December totaled
1.75 million head, 10 per-
cent above December
2002. December place-
ments of cattle and calves
weighing less than 600
pounds totaled 503,000
head; 600-699 pounds to-
taled 529,000 head; 700-
799 pounds totaled
448,000 head; 800 pounds
and greater totaled 268,00
head. Marketing of fed
cattle during December to-
taled 1.74 million head,
down 3 percent from 2002.
