manager. Shipments will he sent 
to 396 customers during that 
month which is the largest num­
ber of individual shipments that 
have been sent from here in some 
time.

Grapes will be in the number 
of plants shipped. Peaches, plums 
and cherries, all big money crops, 
for the Panhandle are just about 
equal in number. Pears, prunes 
and apples come next and are 
about equally divided. It is un­
usual for so many orders of prune 
trees to go out during one month, 
according to Landrum*. He pre­
dicts that this will be a big in­
dustry for this section within a 
short time as prunes thrive here.

Around $1,500 worth of fresh 
fruit was sold by the nursery 
during the summer months from 
the experimental orchards. Some 
three hundred varites are being 
tested out here so that customers 
and tourists can see the varietes 
best adapted to this section. 
Hundreds of tourists and visitors 
visit the Herford nursery dur­
ing the spring and summer and 
most of them are amazed at the 
large number of varietes ef fruit 
trees that we produce here. — 
Amarillo News.

The above article will convince 
any one that the people of the 
Panhandle-Plains country are 
looking forward to the fruitgrow­
ing indusrry. The Journal is very 
anxious for the Bailey county 
people to get in line and plant 
their share.

Great many people, not fam­
iliar with public health work, 
wonder what the duties of a coun 
ty nurse will be. We have be­
come so accustomed to associate 
the nurse only with bedside nurs­
ing that it is hard to think of her 
as needed in time of health. Be­
cause of uncertainty of this need 
in some peoples minds, perhaps 
it would be well to study the 
health nurse’s program and plan 
of work to see if is one that can 
be made to benefit every part of 
county.

The phase of the work most 
familiar to tlieLayity is the school 
inspection. At this inspection 
the nurse weighs and measures 
the children, tests their vision, 
inspects their throat for possible 
tonsil and adenoid conditions and 
also for an defects of their 
teeth. Notice of any conditions 
found is sent to the parents, and 
they are advised to consult with 
their family doctor.

This inspection would be of per­
haps very little value unless the 
nurse following the inspections 
made home calls to the parents 
of the defective children. All 
parents regardless of nationality 
and creed desire to give their 
children the very best chances 
and opportunities financially ed­
ucationally and physically conse­
quently if the parents really be 
lieve that their child should have 
medical or surgion attention, they 
arrange to have it done. So 
many children are found to have 
some physical defect preventing 
their mental progress.

Baby Clinics are also organized 
in different parts of the county 
at which infants and pre-school 
children are examined. The 
medical profession is always very 
liberal in donating their services 
to this work. The aim of these 
clinics is to give the parents all 
possible aid to so care for their 
children that at the time of their 
entering school they will be free 
from physical defects. If any 
defects are found they are point­
ed out so they can be corrected 
early and so much more easily 
remedied.

Classes of instruction in home 
nursing and care for the baby 
are organized and carried on to 
a finish in different parts of the 
county among women and girls. 
This instruction can not be ob­
tained in any other way except in 
taking actual nursing training. 
This instruction is partically val­
uable in communities that would 
have difficulty in securing nec­
essary service in time o f need, 
because of distances, etc.

The nurse assists expectant 
mothers in every way possible, 
through literature secured from 
State Beard of Health, demon­
stration in care of the baby, etc. 
This is really the most fundamen­
tal part of the work.

In case of illness in a home the 
nurse will go there and insrtuct 
thru practical demonstration, to 
some member of the family how 
to care for the sick one.

Numerous ether things come 
under the health nurse work. In 
every instance she is a teacherof 
health and prevention and good 
habits, and if she is able through 
these teaching to prevent a seige 
of typhiod fever, or an epidemic 
of measles or whooping cough in 
the scheols, will it not be very 
much worth while.

If the publie nurse’s work Is 
to prove a success she must how­
ever. recieve full cooperation by 
the people in the county. She is 
a county employee, and as such 
should be made to feel that she 
has the support and good will of 
the people in the county.

Arrangements have been made 
with the Martin Broadcasting 
Station at Amarillo for a program 
to be put on by the local people. 
In the next few days the program 
will be arianged and made pub­
lic. It will be advertise in the 
Amarillo News and a popular 
radio magazine. It is up to the 
people to get up the program 
and go to Amarillo and deliver it. 
With the assistance of our mus­
ic instructor, the Roubinek broth­
ers and other loeal talent with a 
speech we can give the world an 
evening of real entertainment. 
And let them know obout Mule­
shoe.

PREVENT CHOLERA 
AMONG SWINE HERD

A pproxim ately 4 per cent of the 
hogs on farm s In the U nited Staten 
died o f cholera las t year, says the 
U nited S ta tes D epartm ent o f A gricul­
ture. In round num bers the loss 
am ounted to  2,250,000 hogs valued at 
approxim ately  $29,393,000. Nine s ta te s  
each lost m ore than  100,000 heud of 
hogs from  the disease.

W hile th e  disease Is highly con ta­
gious and Is difficult to  control, the  
losses have been much h igher th an  
they should be, since a preventive se­
rum  Is available, say departm en t ex­
perts. T his serum, used before anim als 
get sick, combined w ith stric t san ita ­
tion and thorough disinfection a f te r  
ou tbreaks, is the most effective known 
control m easure.

Dr. C. C. Llpp, a South D akota vet­
erinarian , urges a thorough cleanup 
if  it has not already been done. All 
accum ulations of cobs m ust be burned. 
Then rem ove the m anure to  fields 
w here no hogs are allowed. If pos­
sible, the lots should stand  vacant dur­
ing th e  w inter. IMow all yards early 
In the spring and give the hogs new 
tem porary  p astu res for a time. Sprin­
kle the yards a s  soon as they a re  clear* 
w ith air-slaked lime.

A fter yards have been cleaned and 
disinfected, th e  pens m ust get sim i­
la r  treatm ent. Scrape out all munure, 
feed and dried accum ulations with a 
hoe o r spade. Then spray floors, 
troughs, w alls and partitions with a so­
lution of sheep dip made by adding 
tw elve tablespoonfuls of dip to  each 
gallon of w ater. Use a spray pump If 
possible because It drives the  d isin­
fec tan t Into the cracks nnd corners. 
R epeat th e  process a t frequent In ter­
vals, allowing free circulation of a ir 
and plenty  of sunshine. A fter com­
pleting the  disinfecting the en tire  in ­
te rio r o f the house should be tho r­
oughly w hitew ashed.

Such a cleaning is not expensive 
and greutly  reduces the probability of 
cholera next year. Even though no 
disease has been present on the place 
during th e  past season such a process 
is well w orth  while.

Essential Fall Factors
for Success With Pigs

A special effort should be made at 
th is season to keep the fall litte rs  
grow ing und th rifty . T he sows nnd 
pigs should be furnished w ith shelter 
from  th e  cold rains and the cold 
nights. Experience has shown p u re ­
bred  breeders th a t they cannot rely 
on the tem pera te  w in ters and tha t 
she lte r will prevent pneumonia, bud 
colds, and  general unthrlftlness. A 
m oderate  quan tity  of straw  or leaves 
should be used for bedding—not so 
much th a t th e  pigs will not be able 
to  get out of the sow ’s way.

W hen the pigs a re  old enough to 
e a t feed them  In a creep. A little  
shelled corn or skim milk Is a  good 
feed to s ta r t  them on. E x tra  feed 
pays a t tills time, th e  nnlmnl lms- 
bandrym en a t Clemson college say, be­
cause th e  pigs are  m aking a cheap 
gain and will be In good condition for 
weaning. Forage can be supplied a t 
th is  tim e by rye and rape. It Is espe­
cially desirab le  to have enough forage 
to  carry  th e  sows and plgB until 
freezing  w eather. I f  forage Is not 
available, a more liberal use of a good 
protein  supplem ent Is necessary a t 
th is tim e because the hogs nre depena- 
ing upon the feeder for their supply.

D on’t feed lice. A little  tim e and 
troub le  will rid the house and hogs of 
these  paras ite s. C rude oil or a good 
coal-tar dip will give results.

Sows After Farrowing
T he sow s should be m ade to  tak e  

some exercise and should be fed a 
m ineral preparation  consisting of 40 
per cent lime, 40 per cent bonemenl 
o r  sim ilar m aterial, nnd 20 per cent 
common salt. To th is may be added 
.05 to .1 o f a pound of sodium or 
potassium  iodide for every 100 pounds 
o f the o th er Ingredients.

The sow will get along best If she 
Is not fed th e  first 24 hours n fte r fa r­
rowing. H er first feed can well he 
the bran  and shorts which she was 
getting  before she farrow ed.

Discourage Rats 
Around the Farm

Rodent Is Robber and Pilfer­
er and Lives Off of Vari­

ous Products.
One of th e  pests w ith which th e  av­

erage fa rm er h as  to  contend Is the  ra t.
: He is by n a tu re  a robber and a pil­

ferer, living on the products of the 
farm , and giving no return . T he 
U nited S ta te s  governm ent says th a t 
th is  boarder who pays no board de­
stroys m ore than  $200,000,000 w orth 
of crops every year. In addition to 
th is money loss be Is known as an 
active agent In th e  spreading of disease. 
T his loss and  the danger of spreading 
disease to  stock and m em bers of the  
fam ily can be successfully  and com­
pletely elim inated  by th e  use of con­
cre te  In floors, basem ents and founda­
tions of farm  buildings. T he ra t’s one 
Im passable b a rr ie r  Is concrete floors 
snd  walls. These will stop him and 
effectually cut off his food supply. 
W hen th is is accom plished Mr. R at 
will hunt a  more fe rtile  plundering 
ground.

R at Menace Lessened.
W here farm  buildings a re  construct­

ed o f concrete  the m enace o f the ra t 
Is m ateria lly  lessened. If buildings 
a re  constructed  with concrete floors, 
lower p a rts  of walls, and especially 
concrete foundations, th ere  a re  no 
pockets In which the ra ts  can hide or 
moke th e ir homes. If the use of con­
crete  Is extended to  the construction 
of th e  feeding floors th e  ra t menace 
has been absolutely elim inated.

A concrete silo Is ra tp roo f because 
the ra t cannot gnaw through Its w alls 
or get nt the silage In any o ther way. 
The sam e Is tru e  of a  concrete com  
crib which Is the  favo rite  feefling 
place of ra ts . T hus the corn Is saved 
fo r the stock o r m arket. In a con­
cre te  poultry  house the poultry  nre 
free  from the danger of a ttack  by rats. 
T his will develop a feeling o f security  
on th e  p art of th e  hens, which will 
m anifest Itself In th e  g rea te r num ber 
of eggs produced. W ith concrete floors 
and w alls th e  en tire  p lace can easily 
be swept and kept c lear of all accum u­
lations under which an  occasional ra t 
m ight hide.

R ats Kept Out.
In a concrete g ranary  th e re  w-111 he 

no ra ts  to  consum e o r destroy w hat 
th e  farm er has stored  fo r his own use. 
The ra t cannot gnaw  through th e  floor 
or get In In any way excepting through 
the door. A concrete feeding floor or 
barnyard  pavem ent prevents the ra ts  
from consum ing the g rain  nnd feed 
d istribu ted  to  the live stock.

C oncrete should be used In the con­
struction  of farm  buildings ns fur as 
possible. It certain ly  should he used 
In all foundations, floors and lower 
p a rts  of w alls of la rg e r buildings. 
Sm aller buildings should be entirely  
built of It. C oncrete construction  Is 
ra tp roo f I t conserves stock, grains, 
feeds and supplies. It saves poultry, 
tl  pro tects your fam ily against dis­
eases spread by the ra t.

Plowing Deep in Garden 
Will Give Best Results

"Plow deep while sluggards sleep" Is 
ns true  today as It w as a hundred and 
fifty years ago, but It Is a slogan which 
Is not as frequently  acted  upon as It 
should be In gardens. I t Is said  th a t In 
E uropean gardens which a re  spaded, 
the gurden la often  worked two or 
even th ree  spits deep, a ’’sp it” being 
the depth to  which a spade can be 
driven Now th is depth  may not be 
necessary bu t a garden plowed or 
spaded ten Inches deep will give 
enough b e tte r  resu lts  th an  six-inch 
plowing to m ake the work well worth 
while.

At the sam e tim e the gardener should 
rem em ber th a t In any work of th is 
kind. Increasing the depth of plowing 
m ust be done gradually . I f  the garden 
or field has been plowed only six and 
one-half Inches deep, b e tte r  Increase 
the depth of plowing by a ha lf Inch or 
an inch each year, ru th e r than  Increas­
ing the whole depth all nt once. Too 
mnch of the subsoil m ust not be 
brought to  the surfuce a t one time. As 
you tu rn  the soil, bringing up an Inch 
or so of new subsoil, mix th e  ground 
thoroughly w ith the new subsoil, and 
If possible w ith m unure or compost. In 
the fall you will be able to  get one 
Inch In th is way and then In the spring 
you can get a little  more, and the fol­
lowing fall you can go down ano ther 
Inch If you choose.

“Well begun, hulf done," Is so true  
in the garden th a t It Is hard  to  pay too 
much a tten tio n  to the plowing.

For That Rainy Day
I  do not know  of a m ethod whereby 

re tu rns from farm ing can be made 
uniform  .y ea r n fte r year. Rut I do 
know th a t It Is possible fo r farm ers 
to lay aside In years of good profits 
reserves upon which they  can draw  
In years th a t a re  not so good. I  can­
not help bu t feel th a t too mnny fa n n ­
ers have reinvested  th e ir surp lus e a rn ­
ings In high-priced land when they 
should have kept n t lent* a p a rt of 
them  In m ore liquid reserves upon 
which they could readily  draw  In tim es 
of depression.—Secretary  Jard lne .

Don’t Crowd Chickens
Avoid filling th e  chicken house be­

yond Its capacity  w ith chickens. Each 
bird  ought to  have at least eight Inches 
o f space on th e  roost. T here  should 
be one open n es t to every eight hens 
o r w here trap n es ts  a re  used, one nest 
will accom m odate fo u r hens if  th j  nests 
aru visited t v r y  ty o  hours.

Manure Shed With
Carrier Is Favored

Spreading Direct From Sta­
bles Is Best Plan.

It Is generally  conceded th a t spread­
ing d irect from th e  stab le  secures the 
greatest re tu rn s  from m anure. M anure 
as ordinarily  handled Is said  to  lose 
about one-half of Its value. In many 
sections, however, every-day handling 
Is Impossible and In these cases proper 
handling can do much to  conserve the 
fertility  as well as to  keep things 
shipshape about th e  barn. T he g rea t­
est sources of loss In th e  handling of 
m anure a re  fa ilu re  to  absorb liquids 
by bedding, th e  leaching of soluble 
p lan t food from  the heap  and the 
burning up of organic m a tte r  through 
heating. These losses can be lessened 
by the free nee of bedding to absorb 
stable liquids and the building of a 
compact m anure heap which will 
lessen or p revent heating  and leach­
ing. A su itab le  clay or concrete basin 
to re ta in  such liquids a t  do leak 
through still fu r th e r reduces the loss. 
A roof Is not necessary unless It Is 
desired to pro tect the ca rr ie r  track .

A cow produces about tw elve tons of 
m anure yearly. T h is will requ ire  ap­
proxim ately 500-600 cubic feet for 
storage. As much of the m anure will 
be dropped In pastu re  you will have 
to determ ine the size required  by the 
length of tim e elapsing betw een clean­
ing the pit. If there  Is opportun ity  to 
get the track  well up It will lessen 
the am ount of floor a rea  required  and 
a t the sam e tim e secure a more com­
pact m anure heap. I f  th e  floor Is to  be 
driven on It should be m ade of one 
p a rt cem ent, tw o p a rts  clean coarse 
sand and four p a rts  crushed stone or 
screened gravel and laid about eight 
Inches thick. Use easy grades and a 
rough su rface  to  p revent slipping a» 
th e  horses haul from  th e  pit.

Hog Influenza Is a New 
Ailment Among the Pigs

New diseases ure constan tly  appear­
ing among our anim als, and the end 
Is not yet. H og "flu" m ay have ex­
isted for a long time, but w as not rec­
ognized as a d istinct en tity  In disease 
until quite recently. I t sp read  among 
young sw ine a t  the stock show two 
years ugo and  during th is Interim  has 
been reported  th roughout the United 
States.

Its p resen t nam e Is derived from 
the  fac t th a t It greatly  resem bles In- 
fluenzn as seen In people und horses. 
Young swine nre  most susceptible, and 
the m ortality  Is not high. However, 
it Is a disense th a t m ust be reck­
oned w ith In shipping anim als for ex­
hibition purposes, or fo r any o ther 
purpose. I t  m ay be recognized by 
high fever, cough, difficult b reath ing 
and congestion of the mucous mem- 
hnines. Si>ecial trea tm en t does not 
seem to be Indicated; good care Is the 
main thing. T here  Is no biologic th a t 
will protect hogs against th is  disease, 
but the disease hus not been serious 
enough to w arran t un.vone In refusing 
to  exhibit because of hog “flu.’’— 
George H. Glover, Colorado Agricul­
tu ra l College.

Satisfactory Plan for
Storing Late Cabbages

A good method of sto ring  la te  cab­
bages Is to pull them  up, roots and 
nil. and set them  side by side, w ith 
the roots down. In a shallow  trench 
several feet In length. As m any rows 
may he set out side by side as nre 
necessary to  accom m odate the cabbage 
lo he stored. The roots should be 
covered with earth . Inclose the cab­
bage bed form ed by the row s w ith a 
fram e of rails, boards, o r poles, o r by 
driving a row of stakes Into the 
ground. T h is Inclosure should be 
about two feet In height. T he fram e 
should be banked w ith d irt, and the 
top, which may he m ade by laying 
poles across the tnclosure, should be 
covered w ith strnw , hny, o r corn fod 
der. W hen It Is desired to  s tn rt using 
the cabbages, they should he removed, 
as needed, from one end of the bed. 
When the cabbages nre taken  out the 
roots should be left In place, as they 
will sprout nnd furnish  the fam ily with 
an ahundunce of greens In th e  spring

Winter Care for Bees
I ’reparlng  the  bees for th e ir  long 

w in ter vacation Is a p a rt o f the fall 
program  of work. Each colony should 
have a sufficient supply of food In 
order to w in ter through and m ake n 
strong brood before the honey flow 
s tn rts  In the spring. Pul the colony In 
a packing case for protection from the 
cold before th e  ground freezes.

Treatment of Color
of House Important

I t  Is ra re  th a t a house should pre­
se n t’ m ore than  two colors, and there  
should he nothing facetious or faddish 
ubout the ir choice.

A house is lived In too long, und 
under too rnuny conditions o f w eather 
and  season, to  say nothing of o ther 
circum stances, to  be extrem e In uny 
way. I t  need not be so neu tra l us to 
forego all Individuality, but It should 
on the whole be ra th e r conservative 
than  e rr  on the o ther side.

T he ex terio r should be neu tra l 
enough to serve aa a peaceful tran s i­
tion betw een the (surroundings and 
th e  In terio r furnish ings and to  alt h ar­
moniously and quiet in its  own 
grounds.

If  the house is finished w ith smooth 
aiding, such as  wide boards o r clap­
boards, It takes paint, but If It la cov­
ered  with rough sawed siding, such as 
ahlngles or rough boards, s ta in  should 
be used.

S tain  la a thin m aterial and  will not 
successfully tin t smooth woodwork, 
bu t It doea penetra te  deeply Into the 
su rface  of rough wood. These are 
technically known as shingle stains, 
although they muy be upplled Just a* 
well to any wood or rough surface 
w hether shingles o r boards.

P a in t should be used on smooth 
siding and trim  w here It will produce 
a  film of w eather resisting m ateria l on 
the outside of the boards, penetrating  
slightly into th e  wood liber.

Planning Adopted by
Kansas City Praised

Probably the  most .successful work 
of city planning, as well as one of the 
m ost extensive nnd beautifu l residen­
tia l com m unities in the U nited S tates, 
in the Country club d is tric t In K ansas 
City. The story  of th is rem arkable  
achievem ent o f Its originator, J . C. 
Nichols, has often been to ld—among 
o ther places, In th is magazine. But It 
deserves an occasional rem em brunce, 
says W orld's Work.

Mr. Nichols has dem onstrated  th a t 
beauty and good ta s te  can be made 
to pay for he has been consistently  
successful over a period of 15 years. 
T is comm unity Is grow ing In pop­
ulation a t the ra te  of 2,500 a year. 
Automobile parking spuces th a t do 
not look ragged, accom modations for 
the unloading of m otor trucks a t re ­
tail sto res w ithout havfng the trucks 
harass traffic or he In sight a t  all while 
standing  still, gasoline sta tions th a t 
a re  not ugly or loud—these, and a 
dozen o ther things th a t ordinarily con­
trive to spoil th e  most desirable 
neighborhood, have been brought un­
der the control o f a r t and robbed of 
th e ir power to  destroy the beauty  of 
the scene.

Explaining Increase
in Individual Homes

T he average American man w ith a 
fam ily is e ither living in a  home of his 
own, or Is looking forw ard to  the  tim e 
when he can do so. A ren ted  house 
or a city apartm en t In most cases p ro ­
vides a tem porary home only until 
such tim e as the  head of the house can 
afford the privilege of firing his own 
furnace, mowing his own lawn, aud 
patching his own back-door steps.

T his explains the constant Increase 
In Individual homes. Nobody needs 
to  read  up on building sta tis tic s  to 
learn  th a t there  Is a constant Increase 
In sturdy, w ell-built houses. Go 'Into 
any large city and ride around  the  
fringe and one will And the landscape 
c lu ttered  with partly  completed houses. 
A little  fu r th e r ou t will be found sub­
divisions w aiting fo r th e  hnllding wave 
which will soon engulf then).

New Innovations or adap ta tions to 

new uses of existing ones a re  w ithout 
end In the building industry. An In­
te resting  application of lum inous m a­
terial to house num bers Is one of th e  
la test additions to the home ow ner’s 
convenience. Tills Is a num ber deeply 
embossed In an alum inum plnque 2*4 
hy 3*4 Inches, th e  upper su rface  be­
ing coated w ith black enamel and 
baked, the lower surface being given 
a scrntclihrush finish. Then the cen­
te r  portion I* conted with a good qual­
ity  o f "TTndark" radium -lum inous ma­
terial. T his Is then Inclosed in an 
alum inum  fram e w ith clear glass.

To Beautify Highway
In order to  beautify  nnd shade the 

main highw ays of the province of 
Quebec th a t a re  w ithout trees, the 
provincial governm ent au tho rities nre 
p lanting  300.000 trees this yenr. In 
addition to  beautifying the highw ays 
nnd providing shade In the sum mer 
months, the trees will help to preserve 
the roads hy protecting them, to some 
ex ten t, from th e  elem ents.

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Newspaper Ethics 
People Should Read

Seldom a week goes by but 
some one asks regarding some 
news story they happen to know 
about, but which is not generally 
known to the public at large, 
and that person wants to know 
why it is not published. There is 
always a reason for it, and that 
reason generally is the simple 
fact that the story is not ready 
for publication. If anyone knows 
about it, it is generally because 
of leak in someone’s confidence.

Of course it is the business of 
a newspaper to publish news, 
rather than to suppress it, and 
every newspaper wants news 
while it is news. On the other 
hand, there are times when it is 
proper to withhold certain news 
items for later issues. Sometimes 
the giving publicity to news 
items may hamper certain busi- 
cess deals, embarras parties in­
terested in them, or perhaps, 
interfere with the deal intirely. 
On such occasions, if the editor 
is advised, he will generally re­
spect the wishes of the partici 
pating parties and withhold the 
story until the proper time for 
its publication. This is done as a 
matter of good business, and not 
for any reason* of partiality.

Every newspaper editor has 
the utmost respect for his sources 
of information. No reputable 
editor will betray that trust, and 
about the best way to temporar­
ily withhold a story from a news­
paper is to tell the editor all 
about it

WHY YOUR DOG DOES STRANGE THINGS

“Th# Dog T urned C arefully  A round Twice Before Lying Down.”

OLD MAN NEGLEY had brought 
his slenderly com pact little  
Dobernmnn I 'in scher dog along 

w ith him to Vine s tree t th a t day, fo r 
■conipuulonshlp In h is tiresom e round 
of lawn-mowing.

At noon the old m an parked his 
law nm ow er under a tre e  In the Vree- 
lands’ spacious back yard  und sa t 
down beside It to sam ple th e  con ten ts 
o f his dinner-pail.

The grass had been left to grow 
long  in th is p a rt of th e  grounds. A 
little  la te r  It w as to be cut fo r hay.

A t presen t It w as wavy and s ta rre d  
w ith  daisies.

The two V reeland boys and a school 
friend  of theirs saun tered  past, tow ard  
th e  house, and  stopped to  say hello 
to  the old man.

As they did so th e  D oberm ann P in ­
scher decided to Im itate  his m aste r’s 
exam ple by coming to  res t In th e  ta ll 
grass. The dog tu rned  carefully  
around, twice, before lying down.'

"I wonder why he did tha t,"  said  
Phil- Vreeland. "W hy he tu rned  
around, I mean, before he lay down. 
I ’ve seen lots of dogs do It. I t ’s 
silly .”

“Yes,” agreed Old Man Negley. “I t 's  
■silly. Ju s t as silly as fo r you and me 
to  dream  we’re  falling  off some high 
place and w ake up w ith a s ta rt. B ut 
once it w asn 't silly for folks to  dream  
th a t. Our ancestors, a million years 
ago slep t In high trees  o r on high rock 
ledges to  keep out of the  way of wild 
beasts. The fellow who fell down 
from  th a t height In his sleep w as due 
to  get a broken neck or be eaten  by 
.those sam e wild beasts.

“T h a t was th e ir w orst te r ro r  fo r 
m aybe thousands of years. T h a t’s 
w hy we keep on dream ing I t ; so a p ro­
fessor-chap told me once.
I “Well, my dog tu rn s  around fo r a 
reason som ething like th a t. ,

“F or millions of years his ancesto rs 
used to  sleep in th e  high g rass a t 
lilght. The grass stem s w ere stiff. 
T he  ground was likely to have snakes 
o r  scorpions on It. By tu rn ing  around 
th e  dogs brushed th e  stiff g rass into a 
bed, and they scared  aw ay the snakes 
or life ' scorpions th a t m ight have 
stung  them .

“Dogs, today, get th a t trick  from  
th e ir  ancestors. Some of them  tu rn  
around like tha t, even If Its only a 
h earth rug  they’re  going to  He down 
on.

“I t’s w hat th e  science sharps call a 
‘throw back.’ It may be silly (now ), 
bu t once It was a life-saver.

“T here are  a lo t of th ings our dogs 
do because the ir ancesto rs did those 
sam e th ings fo r so long. F o r In­
stance :

“W ild dogs nnd th e ir  w olf-brothers 
w ere about the only anim als tjia t ever 
have hunted Jn packs. They would 
pull down a deer o r a buffglo or some 
o ther prey, and then  th e  whole pack 
would fall upon It and eut It. They 
Were half starved.

“Often there  w asn’t enough to  go 
around, so the dog w ith dain ty  tab le  
m anners d idn 't live long enough to 
have any descendants. He died of 
hunger.

“T he strongest dog w as the dog th a t 
could bolt his food fas test und In th a t 
w ay get the biggest share  of It. He 
w as the dog th a t left his tra its  to his 
descendants—his tra its  of gulping 
down his food In big m outhfuls w ith­
ou t ha lf chew lug It, among o ther 
things.

“T h a t's  why dogs today bolt th e ir 
food fa s te r und w ith less chew ing than  
any  o ther anim al does. A ca t ea ts 
duintlly . A dog gobbles. T h a t Is why 
It is tw ice as easy to poison a dog ns 
■It Is to poison a cat. The ca t ex­
am ines first. T he dog inherit*  the 
h ab it of bolting h is ' d inner w ithout 
• topp ing  to  figure ou t w hat is In It.
• “N atu re  has helped ou t th is  t r a i t  of 
h is  by giving him gastric  Juices th a t 
dissolve alm ost anything, except poul­
try  bones, th a t gets Into his stom ach, 
'l l  you or I should ea t the th ings a 
dog eats, and ea t them  as f a s t  and 
w ithout chewing, we’d be dead.

“A nother th ing  about th e  old-tim e

hun ting  packs of wild d o g s: W hen a 
dog s ta r ts  to  bay th e  moon a t night, 
you’ve noticed how one dog a f te r  an ­
other, fo r m iles around, takes up the 
sound nnd passes it on. I t  Isn’t like 
th a t w ith any o ther anim al. F or In­
stance, If one cow moos all the  cows 
In tow n don’t begin to  moo.

"In  the  old tim es th e  leader o f th e  
pack w ould bay a t n igh t to  call th e  
res t of th e  sca tte red  dogs together 
for th e  hunt. W olves and wild dogs 
still do tha t. Every  wild dog th a t 
heard  th e  call would obey It, and he’d 
do more. H e’d send along th e  call to  
any o th er dogs th a t m ight be In hear­
ing d istance of him, and they’d pass 
It on In th e  sam e way.

“I t ’s the  ancestor-m em ory of the 
hunting  call th a t m akes our own dogs 
bark  or howl a t n ight when they hear 
a neighbor’s dog do It. And a mighty 
unp leasan t throw back it Is, when folks 
a re  sleepy.”

Old Man Negley had  tossed a m ut­
ton bone to  Ills D oberm ann P inscher 
when he sa t down. T he P inscher had 
no t finished gnaw ing all the m eat off 
it. G etting  to  his fee t and tro tting  
oyer to  a flowerbed, he proceeded to 
bury th e  bone In th e  soft earth , shov­
ing th e  d ir t back Into p lace above It 
w ith his black nose.

“T h ere’s one m ore throw back," 
com m ented the old man, nodding to­
w ard th e  busy canine. “W hen th e  wild 
dogs pulled down some prey th a t w as 
too big fo r them  to ea t all a t once, 
they  knew  th e  nex t dog or pack  of 
dogs th a t happened to  get the scent 
would finish the carcass.

“So the dog th a t had had enough 
to  ea t would bury  the re s t o f th e  
bones. H e would come back la te r  to  
dig them  up and ea t them , when he 
w as hungry  again. T h a t w as good 
common sen se ; and I don’t  doubt It 
often saved him from  fam ine. W hen 
gam e w as scarce, h e ’d ju s t re tu rn  to  
th e  p lace w here he’d burled  his d in­
n e r ;  and  he’d ea t it.

“To th is day dogs do the  sam e 
thing. T h a t D oberm ann of mine 
know s he isn’t likely to  come here 
again . H e know s he’s never In his 
life been let go hungry. B ut by old- 
tim e Instinct he’s burying th a t bone. 
B ecause a trillion  of h is ancesto rs did 
I t ; and they m ade It a p a rt o f his 
n a tu re  to  bury bones he can ’t eat.

“Y our dad wns asking me how to 
stop his collie from running ou t a f te r  
cars. T h a t’s ano ther throw back. Wild 
dogs lay In th e  bushes or long grass. 
D eer o r sheep or rabb its  would scurry  
past. If  the dog w anted  a dinner, he 
had to give chase the first In stan t he 
saw  th e  flush of anything rushing past 
him. I t w as his n a tu re  to  give chase 
to  anyth ing  th a t ran  by. T h a t’s how 
he kep t alive. It was h is sport and 
bis w ay of m aking a living. I t got to 
be an Instinct.

“In th e  bra ins of m odern dogs (espe­
cially long-haired dogs, because they 
a re  neares t to th e  wolf and the wild 
dog) th a t Instinct is still doing busi­
ness. And a pesky nu isance It is.

“A ca r goes whizzing past, and In­
stin c t m akes the dog chase It. Some­
tim es I w onder w hat they  think they’d 
do w ith th e  car If they caugh t It.

“Yes, th ere ’s a reason fo r every­
th ing  your dog does. Even If th a t re a ­
son Is som etim es a m illion years old."

Popping Corn for 8unday Supper in W inter.

(P r e p a r e d  b y  th e  U n ite d  S ta te s  D e p a r tm e n t
of  A g r i c u l t u r e . )

Though com m ent Is now used In 
o ther p a rts  of the world, pop corn 
seem s still to be a peculiarly  Ameri­
can product. W hite, fluffy kernels 
of popped corn have been found among 
preh istoric  Ind ian  rem ains In South 
America and also specially shaped 
earthenw are  Im plem ents w ith a  de­
pression in the  cen te r and a long 
handle, evidently  the equivalent of our 
modern corn poppers. In  olden days 
In th is country  th e  g rains w ere some­
times throw n on the hot coals, w here 
they bu rs t and bounded back on the 
floor for th e  children to scram ble after. 
The varie ties of com  best adap ted  for 
pop corn, methods of cultivation, pop­
pers, and suggestions fo r making such

pop-corn dain ties as pop-corn ball! 
a re  described In F arm ers’ B ulletin 553 
which may be obtained  from the 
U nited S ta te s  D epartm en t of A gricul­
ture.

Though pop corn Is m ost often eaten 
betw een meals and as a  so rt of food 
accessory, it hus a food value sim ilar 
to  th a t of th e  sam e w eight of corn 
prepared In o ther ways. It m akes an 
excellent b reak fast cereal served with 
milk or cream , and Is so used in many 
fam ilies. It Is hard  to  im agine n bet­
te r  supper fo r a w in ter Sunday at 
home than  com  popped over the oper 
fire and served hot w ith  m elted bu t­
te r  o r w ith milk and a little  salt, and 
perhaps w ith apples or o th er fru it ai 
a finish.

T he U nited S ta tes D epartm ent o f Agri­
cu ltu re  recom m ends the following way 
of p reparing  them.

Select large, firm cranberries. MVke 
th ree  small silts, ench one-eighth lle h  
long, In each berry w ith a point ig  a 
penknife. Boll the sugar and w ijter 
together until clear. Allow this Bifup 
to cool, add the berries nnd bring vjiry 
slowly to the boiling point. The sailce- 
pan should be large enough to  perb ilt 
all the berries to  float a t the top of Ihe 
sirup during cooking. If the berlles  
a re  heated  too quickly, the skins will 
bu rst before  the sirup  soaks Into the 
pulp. As soon ns the sirup bolls, tak e  
the dish off the stove and  le t It s tand  
o v e rn ig h t

N ext day drain  th e  sirup  from th e  
b erries and reduce It to about h a lf 
Its original volum e by boiling. Cool 
the sirup, place the  berries in It, h ea t 
again slow ly ; boll very gently fo r 
th ree  o r four m inutes, and allow to 
stand  fo r two hours o r more. Then 
boll gently  a th ird  tim e for five m in­
utes. Allow the berries to stand  In th e  
th ick  sirup  o v e rn ig h t; warm once 
more, so th a t the sirup  will he thin 
enough to pour easily, and drain the 
berries from  the sirup.

Spread them  on a clean cloth or 
I oiled paper to  dry. Whpn dry, the 
| berries should be bright. Arm, plump,

Use s tr ip s  of thick, soft peel free 
from  blem ishes from  bright-colored, 
heavy, sm ooth-skinned g rapefru it, lem­
ons, or oranges. Add one q u art of cold 
w ater, boll fo r one-half hour. R epeat' 
th is process until th e  s trip s  have been 
parboiled th ree  tim es, d iscarding the 
w ater a f te r  each cooking. The strip s 
should then  be tender.

D issolve th e  sugar In the  w ate r for 
th e  sirup, In a sm all saucepan, add the 
s trip s  of g rap efru it or o range peel, and 
cook rapidly for about 20 m inutes, then  
place an asbestos m at under the pan, 
and continue the boiling about 20 m in­
u tes longer, or until th e  sirup  Is all 
absorbed by the peel. G reat care  m ust 
be taken  a t  th is point th a t th e  sirup  
does not scorch, and the s trip s  of peel 
m ust be tu rned  frequently . U se a 
fork In tu rn ing  the s tr ip s  and In re­
moving them  from  the pan.

Place the peel on w axed paper until 
co o l; and, using the flat side o f a 
knife, roll the s trip s  In g ranulated  
sugar. Let the s trip s  dry out for an 
hour or two, then  w rap In waxed pn- 
per, and keep In tightly-covered tin 
containers until used. T his confection 
should keep In good condition for two 
or th ree weeks, If sto red  In a  mod- 
erately-cool place.

Candled c ranberries nnd Jellied peel 
may both be used effectively fo r dec- 
orntlng C hristm as rnkes and cookies In 
place of cherries, citron, angelica, etc. 
Those who have preserved  w aterm elon 
rind  on hand may like to  tin t It green 
w ith harm less vegetable coloring, fin 
vor It w ith a  few drops of pepperm int, 
and use It In com bination w ith the red 
of the cranberries  and th e  yellow Jel 
lied peel. Or the Jellied peel may he 
colored w ith harm less vegetable color­
ing by adding a sm all quan tity  of col­
oring to the la s t w a te r In which the 
peel is parboiled.

D ates stuffed w ith s tr ip s  of g rape­
fru it peel Instead of w ith peanuts or 
alm onds nre in teresting  und new. 
When th e  da te  p it has been replaced 
by a s trip  of the  peel, the  (late la 
closed and rolled in g ranu la ted  sugar.
