Disease, Are 

You Guilty?
More than 250,000 deaths and 

not to mention 4,500,000 cases of 
sickness every year are a result 
of neglect to take proper pre­
cautions in the disposal of waste 
materials and in this manner 
control the spread of Typhoid, 
dysentery, summer complaint 
and many other disease common 
to the human being. These var­
ious diseases are due to filth and 
dirt that could be eliminated by 
proper care and sanitary 
measures. We find that in the 
small towns where we do not 
have sewer systems, is where 
death takes its greatest toll in 
this manner. We find that one 
out of every thirteen people in 
rural districts have typhoid 
fever, one in every ten die. There 
are six times as many deaths 
among babies from summer com­
plaint as among people of mature 
years from typhoid fever, over 
two million people in the United 
States are afflicted with the hook 
worm, this disease retards both 
mind and body.

The health of a community is 
always reflected in the sanitary 
measures that govern it or the 
absence of such measures. A 
sanitary survey of the hook-worm 
situation showed that in homes 
so afflicted that one half of them 
had no toilets and the other half 
had toilets from which disease 
could be spread.

With a total of 65,041 automo­
biles produced during March, the 
Chevrolet Motor company smash­
ed all previous monthly records 
for a single month’s production 
of modern 3-speed transmission 
motor cars by any automobile 
manufacturer.

At the beginning of 1925 a 
local produce man asked Be­
hrends if he had an idea of the 
amount of produce he was 
marketing. Of course this‘ ‘till­
er of the soil” had to answer in f  
the negative. Behrends went 
home and started keeping his 
produce receipts, and found that_  
they doubled his estimate. Keep­
ing accurate records ou the pro­
duce sold from a farm, is the 
best method a farmer has to 
check up on his live at home 
program, is Mr. Behrend’s con­
viction. Often the farmer does 
not give the cow, the sow and 
the hen enough credit for financ­
ing the board bill of the home.

Now this farmer is preaching 
the cow, the sow and the hen 
for every farmer in the county.
He tells thsm just how much 0>e 
live at home method mearfs to 
his bank account. County Agent 
N. O. Dunkle is urging other 
farmers to keep a record of their 
produce sales, so that an accurate 
check can be made on their in­
come.—T. D. Moss, Hereford.

MEALS FOR A DAY

For the first menl of the (hiy, a lit­
tle seasonable fruit of some kind 

mukes a good be­
ginning. If fresh 
f r u i t s  such as 
oranges, grape­
fruit, pears or 
apples are not to 
be obtained, use 
a h a n d f u l  of 
steamed raisins 

added to oatmeal. Prunes are always 
iD season and always good, as are 
dates.

With an Increasing variety of break­
fast foods one need never serve one 
too often.

Eggs are the accepted breakfast 
dish, as is bacon. Eggs are served 
In many ways, so that they, too, need 
not appear in the same way morning 
after morning. Sausage, ham, chops 
and fish are breakfast meats that fol­
low bacon in popularity as breukfast 
meats.

Mackerel is a great favorite, when 
fresh, or salt. If salt, freshen, skin 
side up, in a deep pan of water over 
night, changing the water as often as 
possible. In the morning place in a 
dripping pan, cover with cream and 
bake about twenty minutes or until 
the fish leaves the hone. Serve with 
baked potntoes. This makes a most 
acceptable luncheon dish.

Griddle cakes, waffles, hot muffins, 
gems and todst nre the breads well 
liked for breakfast.

For luncheon one hot dish may be 
escalloped fish', vegetables, rice or 
macaroni with eggs. Codfish with 
baked potatoes, a cream soup of some 
kind; all of these are easy dishes to 
prepare. A salad Is always liked on 
the luncheon menu, and here one has 
a vast variety from which to choose.

Some kind of bread, a hot drink— 
chocolate, cocoa, tea or cotfee—with 
a small cake, with or without fruit, 
such as marmalade, preserved canned 
or fresh fruit, makes a good finish for 
the luncheon.

Pineapple Cocktail.—For each glass 
take a tablespoonful each of pineap­
ple and orange, with a bit of the grat­
ed peel. Pour over a lemon sirup or 
mixture of pineapple Juice, lemon and 
sugar, cooked until quite thick. Cool 
and add with chipped Ice.

Beane and Bacon.—Take a can of 
tender string beans, drain and season. 
Cut up two slices of bacon into small 
bits nnd brown. Iteraove the bacon 
to the dish o f beans and fry one 
small onion In the bacon fat. When 
well cooked add the beans, mix well 
and add a dash of vinegar, enough to 
season well. Serve hot with frank- 
forts.

L i g h t n i n g  Cake.—
Cream one-half cupful 
of shortening, add one- 
half cupful of sugar, four 
beaten egg yolks, three 
tablespoonfuls of milk 
and one cupful of sifted 
flour, witty (Pteaspoonful 
o f  b a k i n g  p o w d e r .  
Spread the mixture in a 
shallow pan and cover 

with the frosting below.
Froating for Lightning Cake.—Beat 

four egg whites very light, gradually 
add three-fourths of a cupful of sugar 
and one-half cupful of shredded al­
monds. Spread on the uncooked cake 
mixture and sprinkle with a table- 
spoonful of sugar, mixed with one-half 
teaspoonful o f cinnamon. Bake in a 
moderate oven.

Combination Salad.—Cut small to­
matoes into quarters or eighths, leav­
ing the sections together at the stem 
end. Arrange on lettuce nnd heap 
over them finely chopped celery, a 
quarter of thinly sliced pear and the 
tapering end of a banana, which may 
be placed In the center. Serve with 
a mild salad dressing enriched with 
cream.

Thousand Island Dressing.—Take 
one-half cupful each of olive oil and 
lemon Juice, one tnblespoonful of 
grated onion and one-half cupful of 
orange Juice, three teaspoonfuls of 
minced parsley, eight olives chopped 
fine, eight cooked chestnuts also 
chopped, one-fourth of a teaspoonful 
of salt, one tenspgonful of Worcester­
shire sauce, a dash o f paprika and 
one-fourth of a teaspoonful of mus­
tard. Shake In a mason Jar until well 
blended.

Browned Chestnuts.—Use the large 
Italian chestnuts. With a sharp knife 
make two Incisions at right angles to 
each other through the shell on one 
side of each nut. Cover with boiling 
water and let cook for half an hour. 
Pru'ln and keep hot while removing 
the shell and the thin inner skins. 
Cook in a little hot fat until nicely 
browned. Turn often, drain and sprin­
kle with salt.

When beating eggs add a few grains 
o f ialt to the egg whiles; It makes 
the frosting lighter by holding In more 
air, as the salt toughens the egg.

A few prunes and nuts sprinkled 
over lettuce and served wltfi French 
dressing makes a most appetizing 
salad.

There really Is art In stew making, 
according to Inez S. Willson, home 
economics director of the national live 
stock and meat board. Miss Willson 
Is appearing before audiences of house­
wives In various -cities, giving them 
first-hand Information on how to mas­
ter this art, together with information 
on meat selection, purchase, prepara­
tion, how to distinguish quality In 
meats, and other subjects.

The occasion for this Is a series of 
"Housewives' Meat Schools” being con­
ducted under the Joint supervision of 
the national live stock and meat board, 
the United States Department of Ag­
riculture, and Ohio State university.

Inez S. Willson, Director, Department 
I of Home Economics, National Liva

Stock and Meat Board.
Appearing with Miss Willson as lec­
turers, are A. T. Edinger of the de­
partment, and Paul Gerlaugh of the 
university faculty.

Schools of one week each already 
have been held In Cleveland, Ohio, Co­
lumbus, Ohio, and Syracuse, N. T. 
The Itinerary for the future Includes 
a number of others. A serious lack of 
meat knowledge on the part of the 
housewife Is given as the chief Incen­
tive for this meat missionary work.

Successful Floor tfo' axing
Success In waxing floors lies In ap­

plying the wax In thin coats and rub­
bing a greaj jleal. One pound will 
coat abobt 250 square feet of floor. 
After the preliminary coats of filler 
or varnish are thoroughly dry the wax 
should be rubbed on with a woolen 
cloth, a piece of old carpet or a brush, 
and allowed to harden overnight. The 
next morning the floor should be pol­
ished lengthwise of the grain with 
a weighted brush or a heavy block 
wrapped In woolen cloth, burlap or old 
carpet. Then one or perhaps two 
more coats of wax should be applied 
and rubbed down In the same way as 
the first.

GET AHEAD WITH
SPRING SEWING

Plan Ahead What to Buy or 
Make for Family.

(Prepared by the United States Department 
of Agriculture.)

Early In April your family will be­
gin to need wash dresses and other
cool clothes. You will probably be 
Inspired to take stock of what Is on 
hand for each person in the house­
hold, and to plan In advance what 
must be bought or made to complete 
their various wardrobes. Dresses that 
seemed scarcely affected by last year's 
sun when you put them away, will 
look dlseouraglngly faded when you 
take them out. And the children liave 
an unfailing habit of adding to the 
length of their legs every winter, so 
that Mary's dresses have to go down 
to Jane, and Jane’s must be given 
away to some still smaller child. Aft­
er you have let down all the hems 
that can be let down, and made all 
the changes that allow for longer or 
plumper arms, bigger necks or chests, 
you will know what materials you ac­
tually have to buy and make up.

Let ps suppose that you are anxious 
to produce the children’s school clothes 
and the house dresses you will need 
this season with the least possible 
Interruption to other tasks. You can 
make every minute count If you plan, 
and use what might be termed the 
wholesale method In sewing. This con­
sists of doing a great deal of one kind 
of work before changing one’s mo­
tions to another kind, acquiring speed 
as one goes along.

First provide a good foundation pat­
tern to fit each one who needs new 
clothes. This may be a commercial 
pattern of simple design, or one you 
have made according to measurements. 
With a little practice in using such a 
pattern you can cut from It very rapid­
ly, and vary the trimming so ns to 
seem to have many different designs. 
You don’t want to dress your family 
In a uniform, of course, but In making 
underwear If you buy enough goods of 
the same kind to 'make several gar­
ments you will use the goods to bet­
ter advantage and save time in han­
dling It.

Cut as many garments out at one 
time as you can. Pin the parts of each 
securely together with the scraps that 
match, or put It In a box by Itself. 
When you have cut even one dress 
by a given pattern the next can be 
cut a great deal faster, because you 
know how to place the pattern on 
the material In the best way. While 
you are cutting these dresses out, 
don’t forget to allow hems twice as 
deep as you need. This extra ma­
terial Is convenient when the time 
comes to lengthen the dress.

The next part of your work Is the 
machine stitching. Most wash ma­
terials have body enough and are so 
smoothly and firmly woven, that you 
can stitch many parts of your garm^ 
ents directly on the machine without 
basting. Don't stitch a seam or two, 
and then stop to turn, trim, or baste. 
That is a slow method. Stitch straight 
through the entire lot you have cut 
out, until you can do no more without 
folding or basting. Keep the parts of 
each garment together. Kfxt go 
through all the garmeptSj {rimming, 
pressing fells, putting In gathers, or 
whatever has to be done, unfit all 
the dresses are ready for more ma­
chine work. By the time you have 
stitched them once more you will have 
plenty of "pick-up” work on hand, to 
be done In odd minutes. There will be 
binding and buttonholes and pockets, 
sleeves, hems, collars, and other 
finishing work, ipuc[i o{ which must 
be in part done by hand.

Just one more hint to the mother 
who makes many little garments: /buy 
a lot o f the same kind of buttons— 
a stock design, easy to duplicate— 
and always keep a reserve card on 
hand. Then you won’t have to hunt 
to match the buttons that come off, 
and little dresses will always look 
neat.

Prstsrv* Egg* In Water Glass and Store In Cool Place In Basement.
tPrepared br the United Stetee Department 

of Agriculture.)
Fresh eggs, properly preserved, In 

water glass or lime solution, may be 
kept from six to ten months apd be 
almost as good for all household 
poses as fresh eggs, says the Un: 
States Department of Agriculture.

Place a large crock of earthenware^ 
or stone in a cool dry place where 
It can remain without being moved 
until all the eggs arc used. The five- 
gallon size la convenient Boll a suffi­
cient amount o f water to fill the crock 
aad allow It to cooL Measure out nine 
euarts of this boiled water, place la

the crock, and add one quart of sodi­
um silicate, commonly called water 
glass, which can be purchased at al­
most any drug store. Mix the solu­
tion thoroughly. More o f the solu­
tion as needed may be added from 
time to time In the same proportion*.

Eggs may be put In all at once or as 
they are obtained. Care should be 

itaken In putting them In the Jar not 
\o crack or break the shells; and the 

glutton should cover the eggs by at

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Conservation of Texas Waters.
Nature is wise in 

her provision for 
man, but •man is 
wasteful In the use 
of nature’s gifts. A 
few years ago the 
streams of T e x a s  
w e r e  regarded as 
valuable o n l y  for 
providing water for 
stock and fishing for 

Idlers. Since Texas has become a 
fanning country we; find that we need 
the waters of every stream for Irrigat­
ing our fertile valleys. The corpora­
tions are seeing the great value In 
these waters that are now going to 
waste and they are bidding for "water 
rights” along Texas rivers. The peo­
ple should be slow to part with these 
rights, for the result will be that In 
time they will merely be farming for 
the corporations that will exact every 
cent for water that the farmers can 
pay. Great storage Veservoirs should 
be built wherever possible, but they 
should belong to the people who own 
the adjacent lands and not to corpora­
tions. Texas needs a constitutional 
provision safeguarding Us waters 
from corporate control, otherwise ths 
streams will soon be under the con­
trol ct exacting corporate interests ,o 
whom the land owners will virtually 
be enslaved.

*  *  •

Irrigation Districts the Remedy.
Whatever corporations are able to 

do, the people themselves can do un­
der good management. Instead of 
giving the streams of Texas to private 
or corporate interests for the exploita­
tion of land owners, the laws should 
be so amended that only the people 
w lib own lands may use the water. 
They may organize irrigation districts 
under existing laws, but individuals 
and corporations are on -equal footing 
with land owners, and the public is 
slow to vote bonds for irrigation proj­
ects. Our laws governing water con­
trol could not have been written more 
to the liking of those who want to ac­
quire this great source of wealth. As 
the laws now stand, unless the streams 
are soon saved to the people by the 
organization of irrigation districts, 
our waters will soon pass into the 
ownership of corporations from which 
it will be impossible to wrest them. 
Right now greedy speculators have 
their eyes on every stream in Texas 
and are using every effort to get post 
session of them.

•  *  *

Texas Needs a New Constitution.
The constitution of Texas Is out of 

date. It was framed for a country 
almost without population and that 
needed but few laws. Lands were 
then worth very little and exploitation 
of the public by individuals and cor­
porations was almost unknown. Pub­
lic office was regarded as a public 
trust and not as a private snap. The 
State officials, and especially the gov­
ernor, were given large authority in 
the belief that such authority would 
not be abused. The powers of the 
governor have been increased from 
time to time by legislative enactment 
until he has, through his appointive 
boards and commissions, almost entire 
control of the State government. Dur­
ing his term of office he is an almost 
unrestrained dictator, able to bring all 
the strength of the State government 
to carry out his will, whether It be 
good or bad. Texas is In the unenvia­
ble position of being at the mercy of 
its governing head. We have exalted 
official rights and privileges and have 
lowered those of the individual. Tex­
as needs a new declaration of princi­
ples and a constitution for their en- 

-forcement that -will restore the ordi­
nary citizen to his former rights as 
a citizen and lhat will make its of­
ficials servants of the people and not 
their masters.

Hi-Jacking a Popular Profession.
Crime In every rorm appears to have 

become a popular pastime in Texas. 
We no longer speak of a “ crime wave,” 
but now have a "crime inundation.”  
Criminals no longer fear grand juries, 
stand in awe of courts, or are terror­
ized by prisons. All these apparently 
are accepted as the possible conse­
quences of the business, retarding it 
temporarily at times, hut not seriously 
handicapping It. Criminals serve 
terms or are pardoned merely to re­
sume their chosen life work, and a 
few Influential friends with money 
may almost Insure escape from puur 
lshment for crime of any kind.

Crime Should Be Punished.
The public has become too lax In 

law enforcement; too much sympathy 
is being shown convicts.' So-called 
“ prison reform” methods have result­
ed in a maudlin sentiment that has 
given encouragement to crime. Pris­
oners are no longer reformed, hut 
spend their short terms in prison 
studying new methods in their profes­
sion. Prisons have become crime 
schools, open forums in the discussion 
of methods, under the leadership of 
the most-expert in their several lines. 
The moRt seasoned criminals among 
them are the greatest heroes. We 
need to cultivate mercy, hut in failing 
to punish crime we are lending It pub 
11c support.
