I want every, full blooded 

American citizen of this district 
to read this letter and consider- 
it.

WiiHilneton.—I.e Marlnlere, said to 
be the iHsr French convict ship, sailed 
out of La Rochelle recently with 340 
convicts destined for Incarceration on 
Devil's Island, french Guiana.

Recently, also, Mexico dispatched a 
noted criminal to its lonely convict 
island. Muria Madre.

Russia has started air service be­
tween Ketn and Solovelskl island In 
the White sea to transpose prisoners. 
The famous monastery on the Island 
bus been converted into a prison.

“These three incidents show that 
the practice of maintaining convict 
colonies In the world's loneliest 
places has not entirely been given up," 
says a bulletin of the National Geo­
graphic society from Its headquarters 
at Washington,

Famous Penal Colonies.
“Devil’s island, Marla Madre and 

Solovetskl Island are in very mixed 
company historically. Virginia, St. 
Helena, Funchal, Monte Christo, Si­
beria, the Seychelles, Australia, New 
Caledonia, Andaman Islands, Tasma­
nia and Sakhalin have ull been penal 
colonies for more or less distinguished 
prisoners.

"St. Helena, Funchal and the Sey­
chelles are royal prison islands. The 
others In their time served for com­
mon criminals or unlucky politicians. 
When Elba failed to bold Napoleon be 
was placed on St. Helena, well toward 
the middle of the South Atlantic, out 
of harm and out of the shipping lanes. 
That was in 1815. He died in 1821.

"Funchal in the Azores and the Sey­
chelles on the east coast of Africa 
north of Madagascar are more recent 
prison stations. In Africa the British 
occasionally tind It expedient to ab­
sent certain native rulers from their 
subjects. So, when Prempeh, king of 
the Ashanti on the Gold coast, spilled 
too much blood, they sent him to so­
journ in the soothing climate of the 
Seychelles. Prempeh, after twenty 
years, returned to bis people, so ap­
parently he did not like the asylum. 
But the English did, so they sent 
Mwanga, deposed ruler of Uganda, to 
Join 1dm and then Kabarega of Un- 
yoro, Say.vld Khalld of Zanzibar and 
Saad Zaghul of Egypt. The Sey­
chelles detention was not nearly so ef­
fective In the case of Zaghul, who Is 
now the leader of a popular party In 
Egypt. To Funchal was sent the de­
posed emperor of Austria-Hungary Im­
mediately following the end of the 
World war. He died In exile. His 
wife and children are now in Spain.

Tourists Visit Chateau d’ lf.
“ Chateau d'lf, the castle In which 

the hero of Dumas' novel, ‘The Count 
of Monte Christo,’ was confined for 
14 years, now receives tourists from 
Marseilles. Curiously, Monte Christo, 
where Mor^J went after his escape, 
was also a penal colony Island for 
many years. Monte Christo is owned 
by Italy. It lies off the coast front 
Leghorn and about 25 miles north of 
Elba.

“Czarist Russia, for a time, sent 
18,000 prisoners to Siberia annually. 
Much of the famous Trans-Siberian 
railway was built with prison labor. 
The chief horror of Siberian exile was 
the knout. By it, or by terror of It, 
guards kept prisoners docile. The 
handle of the knout is a heavy wood 
stick, 18 Inches long. Fastened to it 
Is a thong of rawhide. About eight 
feet from the handle the thong Is split 
In three parts. These streamers are 

• three feet long. The ends are tied 
Into hard knots, although lead or iron 
hooks sometimes were used..

“ Preparatory to administering the 
knout the victim was tied face down­
ward on a rough table. Close to the 
knout wleldor stood a clerk with a 
book in which he checked the number 
of strokes ns that worthy swung them 
and called them. For the first 25 
strokes the skin was marked white by 
the lash as If a chalk mark were 
drnwn on the flesh. After that the 
thongs began to cut through. When 
a knout sentence called for 100 
strokes the last one was usually omit­
ted ns u ‘.token of lmperiul magna­
nimity.' ”

ROSE POND STILL
MECCA OF CURIOUS

Believed to Be Crater of Ex­
tinct Volcano.

Evening Shade, Ark.—Each summer, 
with Its crop of tourists, sees a re­
newed interest In "Hose pond," near 
here, which is thought to he the fllled- 
ln crater of an extinct volcano and Is 
pointed out to all newcomers us a 
natural curiosity.

“Rose l’oud" Is about twelve acres 
In extent. It Is literally us "level as 
a floor.” It takes Its name from the 
fact that when white settlers first 
came here jt was a marshy place, cov­
ered thickly with the wild rose that 
Is native to this section. One old- 
timer says he has yet to see a more 
heuutlful sight than was Hose pond 
In those days, with the early morning 
dew on the pink and white blossoms.

But the roses have disappeared 
now. The first owners found it impos­
sible to clear the pond, so thickly did 
the rose brambles grow, and water 
stood In rock-hound courses over the 
marsh. But Joseph Schales, from Ger­
many, acquired the pond.

Hay meant more than roses to 
Schales. So with a prodigious amount 
o f labor he cut the brambles and root­
ed them out of the mud, dug out the 
rocks and drained the pond.

Wild hay flourished for him and later 
owners, but suclr prosaic crops as corn 
and cotton will not grow In the pond 
with any degree of success. It Is ns 
If the spot resents giving up Its an­
cient wild heritage.

Students of geology say there Is no 
other soil in the state just like that 
of Hose pond. It resembles, so It is 
said, ashes or lava reduced to powder 
and mixed with vegetable matter 
brought In by erosion and water from 
the slightly higher ground.

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COLLEGE BOYS WORK 
WAY AROUND WORLD

Answer to Challenge of 
Their “ Prexy.”

Bombay. — Two young American 
stowaways arrived in Bombay on u 
liner from Port Said the other day, 
their only baggage being two rain­
coats, a camera, shaving set, sewing 
kit and a Bible. They were allowed 
to land and go free because their pass­
ports were In order and because the 
shipping company did not care to take 
the case to court. Incidentally the 
youths Mad worked well as deck hands 
and had won the friendship of the 
officers and crew.

Questioned in Bombay the stow­
aways said they were college gradu­
ates taking a year off to work their 
way around the world without receiv­
ing h cent from home. Their Journey 
Is an answer to a challenge made by 
their college president. Dr. P. R. Kolbe, 
who In a speech before the student 
body of Akron university wondered 
why American students no longer 
worked their way to and around Eu­
rope during summer vacations. He 
even hinted that fear of the hard 
knocks might be the cause of this 
lack of wanderlust. The two students, 
Adib Karam, twenty-three years old, 
and James \V. Mntz, twenty-two, In 
answer to the president's ehallenge, 
not only have worked their way to and 
around Europe, hut are going around 
the world. Already they have been 
through England, France, Switzer­
land, Italy. Syria, Palestine and Egypt.

Start on Leviathan.
In New York on June 30, 1025, two 

weeks after receiving their diplomas, 
the young men got Jobs on the United 
States liner Levlnthnn, plying between 
New York ana Southampton.

"We learned a little what Doctor 
Kolbe meant by hard knocks when we 
were put to work peeling onions and 
potatoes. It wasn't easy to become 
scullions so soon after our graduation 
from college.” Karam remarked rem­
iniscently. After working three months 
on this boat and then leaving It In 
England, they saw Canterbury, with 
Its historic cathedral; London and 
Wembley, and "hiked" through Kent.

Four days after arriving In Paris 
they obtained jobs. They saved 
money, saw Paris and learned some 
French.

Geneva, their next Important stop, 
was reached h.v walking through the 
picturesque French and Swiss alps. 
After riding around Lake Geneva and 
through the Simplon tunnel, they vis­
ited the famous places of Milan, Ven­
ice. Florence, Rome and Naples and 
Inspected Mount Vesuvius and Tom- 
pel I.

Work Way to Syria.
The two wanderers next went to 

Marseilles, France, from which port 
they worked their way to Beyrouth, 
Syria, In the stokehole of the l’ytheas, 
a French military transport.

In Syria they went Inland, saw 
something of the war. They passed 
two weeks In Palestine. The next leg 
of their tour wns from Jerusalem to 
Egypt. Walking to the desert and 
then stealing a ride, they arrived In 
Kantara, Egypt, after four days of 
travel. Because of the dirt and grime 
of these hard four days and their un­
shaven appearances, the Egyptian 
passport officials permitted them to en­
ter only after a thorough questioning.

Cairo, with its pyramids, the Sphinx 
nnd the Klver Nile, wns the next city 
of Interest. After spending five dnys 
there the wanderers began a 150-mile 
walk to Port Said.

After failing to find jobs on a boat 
that would take them to Bombay they 
stowed away.

So far their wanderings have cost 
only $220. Of this amount $50.50 was 
used for visas, leaving only $103.50 ac­
tually spent In living and travel for 
the eight months In which they hav» 
heen away from home.

Ilebekah made her plea 
before Isaac for sending Jacob away, 
stating her fear of Jacob’s probable 
marriage with a daughter of Canaan, 
when in reality site feared that Esau 
would kill him. Isaac at once recog­
nized the wisdom o f her suggestion. 
He knew that the success or failure 
of one's life Is largely determined by 
his marriage. It was clear that If 
Jacob were to continue In the line of 
the covenant blessing care must be 
exercised in big marrtuge. Besides, it 
is a parental duty to see that chil­
dren are well married. Ainoug Chris- 
tlans only marriage in the Lord Is 
allowable (I Cor. 7:39). Isaac, alive 
to Jacob's destiny, issued his com­
mand and bestowed upon him the 
covenant blessing which had come 
from Ood Almighty to Abraham (Gen. 
17:1). The elements embraced in this 
blessing are:

(1) A numerous offspring (v. 3).
(2) Possession o f the promised land

<▼. 4) .
(3) And everything that is Included 

In the Abrahamlc covenant (Gen. 12:
1-3 and Gen. 15:1-8).

We should learn from the experi­
ence of Jacob.

1. Be sure your siu will find you 
out.

Jacob deceived bis father. He in 
turn was deceived by his children.

2. That wrong home life lias its 
perils.

Isaac knew that the blessing was 
to be Jacob’s, yet he planned for Esau 
to have the place of prominence. He 
w h s  willing for the sake of a little 
venison to give to Esau that which 
God had planned for Jacob.

II. Jacob at Bathal.
1. The Lord meeu Jacob at Bethel 

(vv. 10-15).
With a spirit clouded by home­

sickness on the one band and by fear 
on the other, be bad a dream that 
night in which God appeared to him. 
In this dream Jacob beheld a ladder or 
stair reaching from earth to heaven, 
upon which ungels were ascending and 
descending. Above the ladder stood 
the Lord who spoke to him. This lad­
der suggests a means of communica­
tion between earth and heaven, be­
tween man and God. Jesus Christ 
is the ladder which provides us a 
means of eommunieation with heaven 
(John 1:51; 14:6; Heb. 10:19-20). Je- 
*«#. became a real ladder to us, bridging 
the chasm between earth and heaven. 
He was u real man that He might 
Identify himself with the race. He Is 
very God, really divine, that He might 
lift us up to God and secure a recon­
ciliation with Him. Earth and heaven, 
man and God. were separated by the 
Introduction of sin, but through Christ 
a means of intercourse is re-estab­
lished. Tills vision suggested to Jacob 
that the only approach to God wus 
through a mediator. The angels as­
cending and descending are heavenly 
messengers which are sent to minister 
to man through the mediatory work of 
Christ (Heb. 1:14). God spoke to him 
from the top of the ladder and assured 
him that He is the God who entered 
Into covenant with Abraham and re­
newed the same unto his father Isaac 
(v. 13). This assurance embraced the 
following:

(1) The possession of the land (v. 
13).

(2) A numerous offspring (v. 14).
(3) The promise of His personal 

presence and preservation (v. 15).
This promise was fulfilled In a mar­

velous way with Jacob and Is still be­
ing fulfilled with his seed.

III. Jacob’s Vow to the Lord (vv. 
14-22).

He set up ns a monument the stone 
which he had had for a pillow. He 
named the place Bethel, which means 
the house of God. Jacob now vowed 
that since God had so-ffraelously obli­
gated himself to perform all this for 
him. he would enthrone God as the 
Lord of his life and give back to Him 
otiertMiith of ail that was given to him.

School at Gettysburg I
Was Battle Hospital

The building that housed the first 
classical school west of the Susque­
hanna river is still standing in Gettys­
burg, I’a., says tlie Baltimore Sun. The 
icy-covered stone building known ns 
the Dobbin house, was-erected in 1774 
by Ititv. Alexander Dobbin, a native of 
Irplai d, who vaine to this country in 
1778.

For more than thirty years, Mr. 
Dobbin conducted tils school and many 
men, who later became prominent pub­
lic citizens, were scholars. Early In 
the Nineteenth century the Dobbin 
school failed for some reason not re­
ceded.

During ttie battle of Gettysburg the 
Dobbin house was used as an emer­
gency Held hospital, being at the edge 
af tlie fighting area. Men of both 
sides were cured for in the building. 
A spring of water In the basement was 
the mecca for hundreds of soldiers 
while the bnttle raged. Several fam­
ilies now occupy the property.

Tablet Throws Light
on Noah and the Ark

In 1872 George Smith of the British 
museum found an interesting tablet in 

1 Nineveh. Tlie Inscriptions were de­
ciphered by Assyriologists soon after­
ward, but I’aul Ilaupt, professor of 
Assyrlology at Johns Hopkins univer­
sity, has recently rendered a more 
complete translation. He first re­
stored the tablet to make It legible. 
Professor Haupt told the American 
Oriental society at Philadelphia that 
the inscriptions relate tlie story of 
Noah and the ark. According to this 
account, Noah cut trees dowu In the 
Jungle and made an ark consisting of 
six decks which were divided into sev­
en compartments. Two-thirds of the 
ark was under water when it was 
afloat.

"For our food I slaughtered oxen and

ering costs.This is ygor problem ,too.Think it over.

In a manufacturing business the greater 
the output the lower the cost per unit. 
Therefore all progressive manufacturing 
concerns try to increase volume o f  out­
put.

The railroads of this country are in the 
manufacturing business. They make and 
•ell transportation.

Obviously it is to their interest to sell 
their product at as low a price as possible, 
in order to increase volume o f business 
handled.

To sell at a lower price they must get 
their costs down to as low a figure as 
possible consistent with good service.

They cannot lower prices for materi- 
tds and supplies, or wages, the latter be­
ing fixed by agreements with die men and 
by the Labor Board established by law.

The only oflier way left is by more effi- g| 
cient operation— that means handling 
more freight per man employed. To handle 
more freight economically means larger Jo- 
comotives, better track and longer trains.

Laws limiting the number of cars in a 
train, or saying how many men shall be 
employed on a train, are laws which to that ^  
extent prevent lowering costs and keep "  
up rates.

Any laws that require the railroads to 
spend m oney needlessly have a tendency 
to keep up rates.

While primarily this is a  railroad prob­
lem, in the end it affects your own bust- -  
ness as well.
