The merchants of Baird can no longer 
shut their doors and go home each 
evening feeling sure that thier business 
will be safe and secure. A familiar figure, 
night watchman Glen Curtis, who has 
long looked after their business has 
resigned. 

On October 11, City Council set their 
annual budget agreeing to a merit in-
crease for city employees. But according 
to City Manager Billy George, night watch 
Glen Curtis didn't receive a raise due 
to an oversight. By the time it was 
brought to the councils attention it was 
to late to alternate any changes in the 
budge'.. 

The council agreed to contact the 
merchants of Baird to get additional 
funding in order to raise the night watch 
salary. Mr. George said that the ones that 
have been notified have agreed to this 
solution.
