Just atyear ago an earliér
TRW spacecraft, Pioneer 10,
arrived at gigantic Jupiter less than
one minute off schedule, after a
nearly two-year, 620-million-mile
voyage from Earth. It is now bound
for the dark velvet of interstellar
space, destined to be the first object
made by maa ever to leave the
solar system.

The origmad mission of
Pioneer 11 was planned as a
duplicate of the previous flight,
which cruised past the planet at a
distance of 81,000 miles. But after
Pioneer 10 had performed with
almost flawless reliabslity, defining

and

the lethal
hazards of Jupiter’s
colossal radiation belts,
NASA scientists decided
upon a daring diversion
for Proneer 11.

Mid-course changes were
made in its trajectory. Tonight,
using a map of the radiation belts
charted by its twin, Pioneer 11 will
swoop to within 26,725 miles of the
wcthm}: L"ﬂl)(l‘h‘[‘\ of violent,
inhospitable Jupiter. Then 1t will
pass behind the sun’s largest plar
on a course that will enable 1t to
survey the entire surface of the
globe, and give man his first
glimpse of both poles of Jupiter.

Pioneer 10 has reported,
imong a rich harvest of thousands
f preces of anformation, that
Jupiter's stitl-mysterious Great Red
Spot mav be'a raging hurricanc,
17.500-miles-long and hundred
years old. Pioneer I will seek to
confirm this by a more searching
examination, adding to our
knowledge of how our own weather
evolves and matures here on blue
planet Earth.

Then, using Jupiter’s huge
gravitational field to bend its path
and increase its speed to 106,000
miles an hour, the TRW-built craft
will start its five-year passage to
Saturn. After that, like Pioneer 10,
it may be flung beyond the solar
system. If that happens, both craft
will enter the region of the
consteilation Taurus millions of

years from now, the fastest,
farthest-reaching vehicles created
by humans up to our time.

Both TRW-built Pioneer
craft carry a message to intelligent
creatures: A plaque describing
man, his planet’s location, his
sun’s place in the galaxy, and the
time his spacecraft was launched.
It is easily the grandest of all
greeting cards.

But Pioneers 10 and [1
weren’'t designed by TRW just to
say hello to other Milky Way
civilizations.
