‘No Law, No Freedom'

“Law Enforcement—Does It Restrict You Unduly?”’

This is an interesting question, and it likewise was
the subject of an interesting address delivered by
Clarence M. Kelley, director of the Federal Bureau of
Investigation, before the Rotary Club of New York City
recently. .

Kelley said the question is a significant one, but
certainly not unique to our times

“It has been an issue since men first banded to-
gether into an urganized society and made a melancholy,
discovery,” Kelley said. ‘‘They found that human im-
perfection demanded imposition of rules and regulations,
with punishment for violation, in order to prevent evil
doers from destroying their society from within.

“The acceptable extent to which these self-imposed
rules and regulations control or restrict the activities
of the members of a given society has been, is, and
probably ever shall be, a debatable matter.”

The FBI chief went on to explain that the framers
of the Constitution took pains to insure that the Ameri-
can people would not be oppressed by government. They
recognized at the same time, however, that laws were
essential to assure individual freedom

He quoted the English philosopher John Locke, who
once wrote

“The end of the law is not to abolish or restrain,
but to preserve and enlarge freedom. Where there is
no law, there is no freedom. Liberty is to be free from
restraint and others. This cannot be
