Affected By Cold
in Byrd Locality

Cooking Schosl Product Used By
Expositions at Equator and
Antarctic

Canned soups and vegetables, for
the first time, have been deliber-
ately subjected to a dramatic and
sensational “quality - and - flavor”
tesi, simultaneously, at the South
Pole and along the Equator.

Results of the test were recently
announced by the Phillips Packing
Company, Inc., Cambridge, Mary-
land, following the receipt of cable-
grams and official photographs
from the Byrd Expedition in Little
America and the schponer Seth
Parker, captained by Phillips II.

The cargo of canned foods
aboard the Seth Parker passed
from the temperate climates of the
states to equatorial waters. After
being carefully checked First Of-
ficer Ives wirelessed the following
report:

“Although stored in holds where
temperatures always hover around
the 100-degree mark, flavor has
remained unaffected. Have dem-
monstrated wholesomeness and
complete dependability.”

Many American products, from
cigarettes to motor cars, during
the last few years have been sub-
Jjected to ifinumerable new and
novel tests to prove points of su-
periority in performance or serv-
ice.

WORD ORIGINS

Is Your

“COMPANION”

One Who MShares Bread” With
You?

“Breaking bread” together is an
ancient rite of friendship. And it is
the literal meaning of ‘“compan-
ion,” for this word is derived from
Late Latin companio, with a stem
companion, which wag formed
from com, “with” and panis,
“Lread.” One who shares bkead
with another is mnaturally in his
company for a longer or shorter
period, and consequently the word
corrpanion has taken on the mean-
ing ‘“one who accompanies anoth-
er,” with no longer any particular
reference to sharing bread.

“Comrade,” while its modern
meaning is similar to companion,
comes to us from a different
source. It is derived from Latin
c.mera (camara) “a chamber.” A
comrade was, then, “one who
skares a room”; comrades lived in
the same dwelling. But the meaning
of the word has broadened, and
comrades now may be those who
merely work or play together.

GAIN OF 130 PER CENT
IN FEZRUARY PERMITS

Austin, Texas, Aprii 4—Build-
ing permits in Texas increased
sharply in total value during Feb-
ruary in comparison with February
1934, according to a report by the
University of Texas Bureau of

Rusiness Reseach. There was a

decline, however, from the prev-
jous month mainly as a result of
a marked falling off of permits in
one city. Reports from 38 Texas
cities give total permits of $2,139,-
644, an increase of 130 per cent
over February a year ago but 40
per cent below that of the previous
month.
