Picture of Life of 
Hope Given Seniors 

By Pastor Sunday
Graduates Occupy Reserved Pews 

at Methodist Church Sunday 
Morning Service

Basing his remarks upon a por­
tion of the seventh chapter of Job 
the Rev. T. O. Rorie, Sunday morn­
ing addressed the 1936 graduates 
of Sonora high school at the first 
of their graduation events— known 
as the “ baccalaureate sermon.” 

Class members marched into the 
church auditorium and took their 
places in a section reserved for 
them in front of other pews occu­
pied by their relatives and mem­
bers o f the school board. On the 
church rostrum, decorated with 
flowers and potted plants, were 
seated the Reverend Mr. Rorie, B. 
F. McLain, superintendent of 
schools, and F. T. Jones, high 
school principal.

The processional, “ God of Our 
Fathers,”  was played by Miss Eliz­
abeth Francis, church pianist. W. 
E. Caldwell, school board member, 
spoke a prayer, Mr. McLain read 
the scripture and Walter E. Willis, 
English instructor, sang “ The Lord 
Is My Shepherd.”
- The Reverend Mr. Rorie told the 
graduates, sixteen in number, that 
contrary to the sixth verse o f Job 
their days were with hope. He re­
marked that their days were 
“ swifter than a weaver’s shuttle,” 
but that hope abounds for the 
young person today.

He drew a word picture of God 
weaving a fabric, made of threads 
in human lives, of which mortals 
see only the back side. In time, he 
explained, the beautiful fabric wo­
ven of threads of Education, of 
Church, of the State, will be seen 
to have a clearly defined pattern. 
As the Reverend Mr. Rorie ex­
pressed it:

“ The educated man or woman 
has the reserve, poise and dignity 
of a polished Englishman. Every­
thing is dignified to him. All of 
your efforts as men and women 
must be bent to making o f your­
selves the finest type possible in 
order that the golden threads you 
weave into your community, into 
your state, into the world will pro­
duce a beautiful fabric.

“ All of us are struggling to find 
out what life is all about. Finally, 
we will find that there is hope in 
it all and we will realize that the 
universe is a beautiful thing with 
God at the center and all things 
working and weaving together for 
good. Some day we will understand 
although now ‘we see through a 
glass darkly’.”

Washington. — “Record floods, 
causing enormous property damage 
in western Pennsylvania and west­
ern ilaryland, call attention to the 
p e c u l i a r  topography of these re­
g i o n s ,  where the industrial and 
C 'o rn in e rc ia l sections of the largest 
c i t i e s  are crowded along steep river 
l ia n k s  in narrow valleys,” says the 
National Geographic society.

“When excessive rainfall and 
melting snow raise the headwaters 
of the principal streams, floods fol­
low with terrifying suddenness in 
such closely walled rivers as the 
Monongahela, Youghiogheny, Alle­
gheny, Beaver, Conemaugh, the Up­
per Ohio, and the upper Potomac.

“ With no lowlands and almost no 
islands to spread upon and lose 
force, flood waters quickly attain 
destructive velocities that sweep 
everything before them. Bridges, 
houses, and even fair-sized buildings 
often become water-borne battering 
rams to knock down other bridges, 
houses and buildings.

In d u strie s N ear R iver.
“In the Pittsburgh district, in par­

ticular, floods are dreaded because 
most of the important electric-light, 
water-purifying, and gas plants are 
crowded close to the rivers, and 
essential services often break down 
when rising waters flood basements, 
extinguishing boilers or crippling 
machinery.

“ Nearly all the largest Industries, 
including steel, tin plate, and alum­
inum mills, glass works, packing, 
fuel oil, and coal storage plants, 
have their properties on the river 
banks or very close to them. Shut­
downs mean loss of employment 
and of Income to thousands of 
workers.

“Experience has taught the rail­
roads to raise their rights-of-way 
higher than valley floors, but in a 
few places they are low enough to 
be reached by such floods as that of 
recent occurrence. In pioneer days 
the chief turnpikes of western Penn­
sylvania were built along the crest 
of ridges that mark the level of the 
original plateau, but recently many 
important roads have been built In 
the valleys, sandwiched into a nar­
row ledge between railroads and 
steel plants, or on slag fills at the 
very edge of the streams. These 
fills have further narrowed the 
rivers, and Increased flood hazards.

“ While the newer residential dis­
tricts of such cities as Pittsburgh, 
Jolmstown, McKeesport, Homestead, 
East Pittsburgh, Braddock, Morgan­
town, and Cumberland are in the 
hills, the business districts, and the 
crowded older residential districts, 
are all within the reach of flood 
waters, .\bout once a decade base­
ments are flooded and river ship­
ping endangered. The principal 
menace, even In times of minor 
floods, however, is to healtli. be­
cause rising river waters back up 
the sewers and sometimes contam­
inate drinking water.

T h ic k ly  Settled Va lleys.
“During a flood about ten years 

ago a newspaper in McKeesport, 
Pa., had to put reporters, linotype 
operators, and other employees to 
work hurriedly removing huge rolls 
of newsprint stored in the base­
ment. If the rising water had 
readied this paper, the rolls would 
have swelled and wrecked the build­
ing.

“One of the contributing factors 
to floods in western Pennsylvania Is 
the growth of towns and cities, thus 
diminishing the number of trees and 
shrubs that help the soil to retain 
moisture. Whole hillsides along the 
Monongahela, also, have been near­
ly denuded of verdure by overcut­
ting and by constant clouds of acrid 
fumes and smoke from industries In 
the valley. The valleys are thickly 
settled, and rainwater flows rapidly 
from roofs and paved streets into 
sewers and rivers.

“Although there are a number of 
government dams in the Ohio, 
Monongahela, and tlie Allegheny, 
they are low structures, used prin­
cipally to provide a sufficient depth 
for the heavy barge traffic on these 
streams.”

Zukor. .James Walker, then mayor, 
was present and so many nights 
thereafter that the Casino in no 
time at all became known as “Jim­
my Walker’s night clnh.’’ Society 
flocked there and the corporation 
prospered. An investigation con­
ducted some time after that aus­
picious opening showed that in four 
years it had collected more than $3,- 
000,000. But as most of that great 
gross came from the pockets of the 
rich, thex'e hadn’t been much com­
plaint. Still, there were those who 
thought the city should get more 
than $8,500 a year as its share.

The present: Among those who 

cherished that thought was Fiorello 
H. LaGuardia, who was making a 
campaign for mayor. He cliarged 
that the Dieppe corporation was so 
greedy that it even took a percent­
age of the waiters’ tips. Besides that 
the playground of the public Cen­
tral park was no place for a swanky 
eating jxlace. LaGuardia was not 
elected that time. He ran again and 
was. His choice for park commis­
sioner was Robert H. Moses who 
held ideas similar to those of his 
boss. So he promptly ordered the 
Casino to close up. The matter got 
into the courts, the corporation hold­
ing that as the contract didn’t ex­
pire until 19-39, it intended to stay. 
It lost the first decision. Now it has 
lost an appeal and the Casino, the 
scene of so many brilliant affairs, Is 
to be torn down to make a play­
ground for youngsters.

No compromise: The principal 

complaint against the Casino con­
cerned prices charged for food. As 
a sort of concession, Sidney Solo- 
man, suave manager, offered price 
reductions. The cup of coffee that 
had cost 50 cents was reduced to 40 
cents and the $4 table de’hote din­
ner to $3. But Commissioner Moses 
couldn’t see any bargain for the 
people at those rates and kept up 
his figlit.

RADIO IS APPLIED 
IN HUNT FOR GOLD

Laboratories Are Set Up in 
California Town.

CANDIDATE FOR CONGRESS 
VISITS HERE WEDNESDAY

Overtime Parking Shown 
Up by Use of Peanuts

San Jose, Calif.—The peanut has 
taken its place alongside the mag­
nifying glass, the lie detector and 
other Implements for the detection 
of offenders, it was revealed here.

The plan is simplicity itself, ac­
cording to George Mestressat, San 
Jose policeman, charged with the 
responsibility of detecting overtime 
parking of automobiles in restrict­
ed areas.

Mestressat places a peanut—pref­
erably roasted—beneath a tire of 
each parked automobile when he 
starts his rounds.

On his way back, he examines 
carefully each peanut. If one has not 
broken, the owner of the automo­
bile gets a tag for overtime parking

Newshound Gets His
Story as Promised

Palo Alto, C^lif. — Laboratories 
have been established here to devel­
op geophysical Instruments for de­
tection of metallic ores beneath the 
earth’s surface by means of radio 
principles.

While the first experiment with 
the instruments developed to date 
are being made in locating gold de­
posits, it is expected that eventu­
ally the same principles can be ap­
plied in the search for copper, iron 
and other mineral deposits.

Angels Camp, one of the early 
centers of California, is being test­
ed with the radio-gold finding in­
struments and in the end it is ex­
pected that all of the old gold re­
gions in California will be rechecked 
by this latest development for any 
pockets or veins of gold that the 
’49ers and successors overlooked.

Doctor Gerhard Fisher, in charge 
of the laboratories here, is one of 
the world’s leading authorities and 
inventors in the application of radio.

After completing his university 
training. Doctor Fisher was called 
to Sweden as assistant engineer in 
one of the largest plants of the 
country. He erected Sweden’s first 
private telephone station.

In 1923 he was called back to the 
United States by Princeton univer- 
city and later began engineering 
work with the De Forrest company 
in New Jersey. In 1925 he was made 
chief engineer of the Press Radio 
Corporation of New York.

From there he was brought to 
Palo Alto by Dr. Frederick Roister, 
the radio inventor.

The two collaborated in the de­
velopment of the Roister radio com­
pass and similar Instruments of 
radio application.

Doctor Fisher, himself, is the in­
ventor of the automatic aircraft di­
rection finder.

Candidate for representative in 
the 21st congressional district, 
Dr. H. F. Miller of San Angelo, 
was a visitor in Sonora a short 
time Wednesday while on his way 
to Del Rio.

Dr. Miller, a resident of San An­
gelo five months and formerly a 
physician in El Paso, is an advo­
cate of the Townsend Plan, proper­
ly known as Old Age Revolving 
Pensions, Limited, a California cor­
poration.

The essentials in the daily diet 
of every grov/ing school child are 
these:

1. A quart of milk, “ The Most 
N e a r l y  Perfect 
Food,” in some form, 
that is, as a bever­
age, in custardsi and 
puddigs, 'cn cereals.

2. Generous serv­
ings of at least two 
vegetables, one cook­
ed vegetable, o n e  

green-leaf3F vegetable and tomato 
in some form daily. Every mother 
should be familiar v/ith the excep­
tional value of the tomato.

3. Fruit, either rav/ or cooked. 
There is especial merit in the fruit- 
juice beverages made from the 
orange, the lemon, or grapefruit, 
though tomatoes and tomato juice, 
which are less expensive, will take 
the place of the citrus fruits.

4. Egg, meat, or fish, in mod­
erate amounts as compared to the 
above basic fruits, should appear 
in every child’s diet.

5. Bread and -butter are also 
essentials. The kind of bread does 
not matter if the child is receiving 
his daily ration of fruits and veg­
etables. Lacking these, Avhole wheat 
bread is necessary.

IS 100 YEARS OLD i w a n t s  r e -e l e c t io n

Anniversary to Be Observed 
at Paris in July.

Pmis.—On July 29 Paris will cel- ; 
ebrate tlie centenary of the Arch j 
of Triumph. The arch will be il- j 
luriiinated and there will be spe- , 
cial ceremony at the tornh of the ; 
Unknown Soldier. j

Begun by Napoleon in 1800, it was : 
not until France had twice changed 
governments that the arch was 11- ’ 
nally completed under King Louis 
Philippe. During its construction 
it provoked almost as many battles 
between architects and officials as 
are commeraorated in the military 
inscriptions on its walls. |

Napoleon at first intended it as a 
memorial of the Battle of Ausler- 
litz, and then decided to include the ' 
other victories of the armies of the 
Republic and the Empire. At the 
time of his marriage to Marie Imii- 
ise in ISlO he desired the arch to  ̂
mark also the triumph of the bridal' 
procession. |

But the architects were building 
for the ages, and its foundations' 
were not yet completed. A tem- ' 
porary arch had to be constructed 
for the occasion, and tlie wmrk on 
the arch i>roper went on slowly, and 
Napoleon’s downfall put a tempo-; 
rary end to the project. During the 
next seven years the strange half-, 
finished monument remained un­
touched. But it was too solidly, 
built to destroy, and in 1823 Louis ■ 
XVIII finished It as a memorial to 
the victory of the Duke of An- 
gouleine at Cadiz.

A long controversy between ar­
chitects developed, and many plans 
were fought over and rejected be­
fore it was finally decided to re­
vert to Napoleon’s original design. 
Louis Philippe, the liberal king, did 
not flinch frorrf glorifying the 
acliievernonts of the Republic and 
the Empire. '’J'he monument cost,

Dancer Trains Years in 
Prison to Try Comeback
London.—Dorieri Deane, English 

acrobatic dancer, performed every 
night for .six years—in a prison cell.

Until a few weeks ago the dark 
hours of early morning invariably 
found convict No. 711 of Parkhurst 
prison silently practicing intricate 
steps, performing rigorous exercises 
In anticipation of the day when he 
could attempt a comeback.

Sentenced in 1029 to a six-.vear 
term for tiie alleged forgery of two 
wills, Dorien Deane, whose, real 
name is Alexander Henry, almost 
lost his reason. His hair ttirned 
white in a week as he brooded over 
wdiat he insisted was a false con­
viction.

Soon he reached a two-fold deci­
sion: First, to prove his innocence; 
second, to make a comeback in his 
professional career. And with this 
idea In mind he beiran an intensive 
training in all forms of dancing, 
continuing this strenuous work 
night after night. No prison com­
panion had the slightest su.spicion 
of his intentions.

When released Deane still was 
fired with the same two purpo.ses, 
which have kept him goin.g these 
six years past. His hair, newly 
d.ved, his physique in perfect con­
dition, Henry confided to the world 
at large that he was confident that 
the next months would find him 
hack on the st.age.

Calliope Is Built From 
Waste by Scenic Artist

Boston.—George McFadden, Bos­
ton and New York artist and scenic 
designer, has satisfied his boyhood 
penchant for circus music by build­
ing his own portable calliope.

As he explains It:
“I took the Inside out of an auto­

matic grand piano. T didn’t use the 
player attachment, anyway, and 1 
needed the bellows for my calliope. 
Then I had to reverse the bellows 
so they would puff Instead of pull.

“1 was stumped by the pipes for a 
while, but I finally figured a way to 
get them pitched properly. I just 
took lengths of brass tubing, made 
the slots In them and then kept 
shoving a cork down In them until 
I got the right pitch. Then I cut 
them and closed the end with a ‘ 
brass plug.

"The air supply was a problem.; 
I had to figure out a way to drive' 
the bellows automatically. I finally 
hooked up an electric motor In the 
cellar, and that drove It nicely.”  1

Tube Transmits Radio Pic­
tures of Small Bodies.

Philadelphia.—Through a develop­
ment, television may shortly assist 
medical science by making hitherto 
Invisible germs visible, according to 
Philo T. Farnsworth, television pio­
neer.

By use of the special tube used 
in transmitting radio pictures, 
Farnsworth explained, infantile pa­
ralysis, cold and other germs can 
be subjected to ultra-violet light 
waves which are shorter and small­
er than the rays of ordinary sun­
light

P ick  U p Germ  Im ages.

Because their size more nearly 
approaches the size of the mysteri­
ous bacteria, he said, the smaller 
rays can pick up images of the 
germs. The larger light rays are 
unable to pick up such images and 
convey them to the eye, even under 
the most powerful microscope.

But if this new method works out, 
Farnsworth predicted, pictures of 
many living disease-producing or­
ganisms will be seen for the first 
time and the work of fighting hu­
man ailments simplified.

Tube P ic k s Up Rays.
This will be possible, he con­

tinued, by placing knowm cultures of 
the bugs under a powerful micro­
scope through which a stream of 
ultra-violet light Is passed. The 
short wave rays then are picked up 
by the sensitive television tube, 
which acts much like a motion pic­
ture camera in photographing move­
ment of the bacteria.

From the tube the ultra-violet 
light Images are thrown onto a flu­
orescent screen and made visible.

Not only will medical men be able 
to see these tiny living things for 
the first time, Farnsworth went on, 
but—equally important—they will 
be able to see them alive.

LAKE TAKING FORM

Laborer,

Colorado River Now Fill­
ing Boulder Dam Basin.
Washington.—The world’s largest 

man-made lake is taking form. Be­
hind gigantic Boulder dam's mass 
of concrete, Boulder lake is spread­
ing through deep canyons and across 
deserts. Ultimately it will have a 
shoreline of 550 miles and area of 
145,000 acres, making it a dozen 
times larger than the lake above 
Assuan dam on the Nile.

“ Originally planned for power, 
irrigation and hood control, Boulder 
lake also is developing into a scenic 
gem of hrst rank,” says the National 
Geographic society.

“It may be a lake to man, but to 
animals it is a devastating hood. As 
the water rises, a foot or two daily, 
little wingless creatures scurry up 
hillsides to escape, only to hnd 
themselves marooned on rapidly 
shrinking islands. When these is­
lands are gradually submerged, the 
sparse shrubbery protruding from 
their tops bears strange ‘fruit’ of 
little rodents and reptiles.

A  M odern Noah.

"A government conservationist, 
taking pity on their plight, went 
boating into the midst of these ter- 
rihed tree-colonists, and offered a 
free ride to dry land. They sprang 
into his boat, scuttling under seats 
for cover. Crowded on a diminish­
ing island about three by six feet 
square, he rescued two cottontails, 
one jackrabbit, one desert kangaroo, 
two snakes and three lizards.

“A projecting peak has already 
been informally christened ‘Sheep 
Island,’ because of the stubborn old 
mountain sheep ram marooned 
there, which has refused to leave. 
Such incidents may occur daily as 
Boulder lake lays up treasure in 
the shape of water, wealth, recrea­
tion, safety, and beauty. Its giant 
bulk has already backed up enough 
water to flood the state of Connec­
ticut ten feet deep. Turbulent 
muddy Colorado river deepens far 
beyond the huge dam in Black can-

nnd waits quietly to be needed 
for irrigation or power, 
acquiring beauty as it loses free­
dom.

“From Black canyon through 
Boulder, Virgin, Travertine, and Ice­
berg canyons into magnificent Grand 
canyon itself, Boulder lake’s peace­
ful waters are rising. Between nar­
row reaches in the gorges, the lake 
bulges dumb-bell fashion across 
broad expanses of flat desert. Spring 
floods in May or June will lift it 
higher. It is already deeper than 
Lake Erie.

W ill W eigh 42 B illio n  Tons.

“ If a mirror could reflect this 
dashing painted river-lady of the 
desert, she would see herself losing 
her slim active figure, gaining 
weight and width on the way to a 
possible girth of 40 miles at the 
juncture of the Virgin river. Ad­
mirers estimate that her weight 
may reach 42 billion tons. And 
what a change in temperament ac­
companies her expansion into a long 
and bulging lake! Calmer, bluer, 
far more reflective, less given to 
haste and rapids scurrying around 
rocks—thus the Colorado river 
would see herself, becoming Boul­
der lake and a tourist attraction I

“ .4t intervals Boulder lake will 
lap over sunny desert, now dotted 
with dull, gray-green clumps of 
mesquit and cactus. These dusty 
areas are subject to change without 
further notice, for at the water’s 
approach, they burst into bright 
bloom with buttercup, de.sert poppy, 
evening primrose, Indian paint­
brush, and yucca.

“As great a lure to visitors is the 
knowledge that rising water in 
Boulder lake gives access to remote 
canyons, some of them unnamed or 
even untraversed by white men. ‘It 
seems intended by nature that Colo­
rado river along the greater portion 
of its lone and majestic way shall 
be forever unvisited and unmolest­
ed,’ commented an explorer, only SO 
years ago. But Boulder lake vetoes 
his prophecy.

“It will be possible for a motor­
boat to sail from Boulder dam to 
the mouth of Grand Canyon, about 
115 miles as the launch chugs, navi­
gating gorges previously almost im­
passable because of shallow shift­
ing channels or churning rapids. 
Undiscovered sprays of waterfalls, 
plunging like tinsel threads off prec­
ipices; traces of vanished Indian 
tribes; giant stone ‘faces,’ frowning 
from glacier-carved cliffs; striped 
gorges aglow with color—all await 
the explorer of tomorrow.

“While new vistas will be re­
vealed, some familiar scenes will be 
submerged and added to legends of 
sunken cities or lost continents. The 
little vacated town of St. Thomas 
will meet a watery grave. Lost City, 
site of excavations revealing Pueb­
lo and Piute Indian habitations as 
far back as 200 B. C., will be lost 
again except to archeologists in 
deep-sea diving suits.”

“ As a recreation area Boulder 
lake will offer sightseeing, boating, 
camping, swimming, fishing, and 
field study in natural sciences. Visi­
tors in 1935 numbered 365,000.’”

Museum o f  the A rctic
Leningrad.—The world’s only mu­

seum of the Arctic will be opened 
in Leningrad soon. It will house 
rich material on the history of Arc­
tic expeditions and explorations.
