There was 
no demand for chevons; they sold 
from 35 to 75 cents per head, with 
a few choice goats bringing $1.

-“The ‘mutton-goat men,’ as they 
call themselves, were out of t'oe 
market. These days are b-und to 
roll around again sooner or later. 
Shall we sit still and not try to 
create a market for our edible 
goats?

“We say ‘No!’ Now is the time 
while thousands upon thousands of 
tourists with money to spend are 
flocking to Fort Worth and Dallas 
to the Texas Centennials,

“We are working out a plan to 
send a carload of fat, young chev­
ons, yearlings and two-year-olds, 
for advertising and introducing this 
delicious meat up to a Packer in 
Port Worth, to be slaughtered and 
sold only to hotels and cafes that 
will put chevomon their menu cards 
at a reduced price, to be served 
during the Sheep and Goat shows 
October 3 to 11th, 1936.

DROUGHT AND STOCK CONDITIONS 
SEEN BY THE R. A. HALBERTS AND 

MANS HOGGETTS ON LONG TRIP
“When we saw a first-class 

Hereford herd we found, usu?lly, 
that they came out of Texas.”

That was the statement Monday 
of R. A. Halbert, Sutton county 
ranchman who returned Sunday 
with Mrs. Halbert and their daugh­
ter, Bobbie, and Mr. and Mrs. Mans 
Hoggett, from a 4700-mile trip to 
Wyoming, Idaho, Montana, Utah 
and Colorado.

No Cattle Bought 
Asked about livestock condi ions 

in that section, Mr. Halbert said: 
“The picture seems to be painted 

a bit blacker down here than it is 
observed to be by one traveling in 
that section. Of course, we weren’t 
in the Dakotas where dreu ht con­
ditions are said to be the worst.

“We saw no cattle that were at­
tractive enough in quality and price 
to merit -shipment back to West 
Texas. Without a doubt the best 
range we saw anywhere on the trip 
v/as in Sutton and Crockett cjun- 
ties,

“All of the tv.’o weeks we were 
gone we saw no rain. Some places 
appeared to have had rain recent 
ly; particularly is that the case 
in a part of Arizona. In one moun­
tain village in Colorado there had 
been a rain in the mountains above 
the town and villagers were cut 
picking up wood that had been 
wqshed down fi*om the hills.” 

Stockmen Met in Denvea*
Two days were spent in Denver 

where the Sonora people met a 
number of livestock men. Amo g 
these were Les Miles, head of the 
'oan department of the Financi 1 
Credit Corporation, George Hank , 
feeder and order buyer, nnd A1 
Cooper, salesman for Inter-Mo:.n- 
tain Livestock Commission Co. A 
cay was spent with Mr. Croper in 
the Greeley feeding section where 
only a few high grade Hereford 
cattle were seen. The section is ir­
rigated.

Cattle at Greeley, Mr. Halbert

said, were mostly crossed with Ger­
man Hereford strain. The best 
Hei'efords seen were from New 
Mexico or Texas. The sheep were 
all blackface lambs which came out 
of Colorado and Idaho, principally. 
Lambs weighed 85 to 92 pounds and 
were bringing $9.60 to $10 25 a 
hundred.

Cheyenne Rode: Seen
A few fall Rambouillet ewes were 

sesn and these were of the smooth 
type with light wool.

The famous Cheyenne, Wyo., ro­
deo was seen by the Sonorans, who 
were there the second day. Steers 
are roped the old way, Mr. Ha bert 
noticed, with the animals f  lling 
bard. Allen Holder, well known in 
West Texas rop'ng circles, broke 
the neck of one an'mal that day.

The WHR Hereford Ranch was 
visited at Cheyenne. Ninety head 
of breeding ca'.tlr, f r shov/ pur­
poses, seen there were declared by 
Mr, Halbert to be the best breeding 
animals he had ever seen.

The group went as far as Round­
up, Montana. There they saw polled 
Hereford cattle wh ch seemed to 
be in good shape. In the Montana 
section grasshoppers were thick, 
the grass was all gone and it Was 
very dry.

Signs of Rain in Arizona
The wonders of Yellowstone 

Park were seen on the trip north­
ward and on the return trip the 
Sonorans went by the Park.

In Ashton, Idaho, sheepmen said 
not as many fat lambs would go 
out of there this year as usual ba- 
cause of the drought. Wool brought 
29 cents a pound there this year. 
Rambouillet ewes and Hampshire 
lams are used principally by stock- 
men in that section.

The Grand Canyon, Painted Des­
ert and the Temple in Salt Lake 
were seen by the group who re­
turned by way of Phoenix and El 
i ’aso.

B. Early, maintenance engineetr. 

The letter in the form of a bulletin 
has been sent to H. L, Taylor, sec­
tion foreman stationed in Sonora.

Mr. Allen’s information is based 
on a trip he took to and from Mex­
ico City in early June. It may be 
‘hat by this time even more high­
way work has been done.

Suggestions made by Mr. Allen 
to those comtemplating the trip to 
Mexico City are interesting and 

helpful. He includes such points as 
the following:

Entering Foreign Country
Detailed information should be

secured from the Laredo Chamber 
of Commerce. Border regulations 
are nuniei’ous and varied and the 
Laredo organization can give cus- 
rent information regarding both 
entry into Mexico and re-entry into 
the United States.

Condition of Automobile 
Car and tires should be in gc oJ 

condition with one or two extra 
tubes and a tire gauge carried. Oil 
and gasoline, Mr. Allen says, “need 
not cause the tourist any more con­
cern than in the United States.” 
Oil and gas are available “thruout 
the entire distance.”

Lodging Accommodations 
Most desirable overnight conven­

iences, Mr. Allen says, are at Mon­
terrey, Victoria, Villa Juarez and 
Tamazunchalo. Desirable tou’ ist 
cabins were being built at Valles 
in June.

Texans Ask For Part 
of 300 Million PWA 

Funds Allotment
Proposed Waterworks For Sonora 

Among Public Works Which 
Would Benefit

Representing the city of Sonora  ̂
cf which he is mayor, W. C. Gimore 
went to Dallas Tuesday night to 
attend a meeting there Wednesday 
relative to the recent allotments 
of Public Works Administration 
funds which completely “overlook­
ed” Texas.

Mr. Gilmore’s at'iendance at the 
meeting was in the interest of So­
nora’s application for a grant for 
a municipal waterworks system.

Although 23 million dollars waa 
allotted for Public Works projects 
July 28, Texas was left “high an4 
dry” as far as having funds pro­
vided for any of its works. Reason

At the Dallas meeting offi­
cials of 120 Texas ci ies told 
the federal government by 
resolution that their works 
projects should be included >n 
the money allotted for use in 
the United States. Senatcr 
Tom Connally expressed the 
opinion that the President did 
not understand the situation in 
Texas wherc  ̂ it is said many 
thousands of skilled and semi­
skilled workmen are unemploy­
ed but not “on relief.”

given was that lack of sufficient 
skilled labor in Texas prevented 
the securing of 100 per cent of the 
labor from relief rolls. Last year 
ten per cent of the skilled labor 
could be secured outside of the re­
lief rolls.

City Encouraged in Efforts
The Dallas meeting of city offi­

cials and others interested con­
vened Wednesday at ten o’clock ins 
the auditorium of the city hall. The 
conference was colled by P. D. 
Renfro of Beaumont who is preii- 
dent of the League cf Texas Mu­
nicipalities.

Encouragement was gi.en city 
officials in their efforts to .secure 
a city-owned water S3 rstem in a  
letter written recently by G. E. 
Ramsej'’, Jr., chief expediter. Pro­
jects Division, Federal Emergency 
Administration of Pubiic Works. 
Mr. Ramsey’s letter read, in pa:t:

“RE Waterworks Projects — 
JFM-PJG:

“—The study of this application 
has been completed by the exam­
ining divisions and it has received 
their favorable recommendations.

“However, no allotments can b« 
considered until funds recently aU'̂  
thorized by Congress are made 
available to the Public Works Ad  ̂
ministration for allotment to non- 
Federal projects.”

Congressman Interested
Mr. Ramsey’s letter was written 

to Charles L. South, representative 
in Congress, who wrote Mr. Gil­
more in this manner when he sent 
Mr. Ramsey’s letter:

“I am hopeful that the money 
will soon be available, in order that 
you may be able to procee_d in the 
construction of this project, which 
is doubtless one in which the peo­
ple of your little city are keenly 
interested.”

Sonora’s most recent efforts to? 
secure funds with which to build 
a municipal waterworks system 
have been based on the securing of 
a federal grant to use in connec­
tion with, obligation bonds to be 
retired by the revenues of the city- 
owned system.

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Texans Will Vote On These Amendments November 2
S. J. R. No. 3-a 

A JOINT RESOLUTION
proposing an Amendment to Arti­
cle XVI of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas by striking out Sec­
tion 20 thereof; providing for local 
option on the question of the sale 
of intoxicating liquors for beverage 
purposes; providing that spirituous 
liquors, or liquors composed in 
whole or in part of the products of 
distillation shall not be sold for 
private profit, except to the State; 
providing that the Legislature shall 
pass laws relative to the sale, pos­
session, transportation and manu­
facture of such spirituous liquors; 
providing for the establishment of 
State dispensaries; providing for 
the manufacture, sale, transporta­
tion, and possession of all liquors 
which are exclusively products of 
the fermentation process; provid­
ing that intoxicating liquors shall 
not be manufactured, sold, barter­
ed, or exchanged for beverage pur­
poses in any county or political 
subdivision wherein the sale of in­
toxicating liquors had been prohi­
bited by local option elections held 
under the laws in force at the time 
of the taking effect of Section 20, 
Article XVI of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, until a majority 
of the qualified voters of such 
county or political subdivision shall 
del ermine such to be lawful at an 
election held for that purpose; pro­
viding for an election oh the ques­
tion of the adoption or rejection of

I this subsection shall not prohibit 
I the sale of alcoholic beverages con­
taining not more than 3.2 per cent 
alcohol by weight in cities, coun­
ties or political subdivisions there­
of in which the qualified voters 
have voted to legalize such sale un­
der the provisons of Chapter 116, 
Acts of the Regular Ses'ion of the 
43rd Legislatiu’e.”

Sec. 2. Such p”oposed Constitu­
tional Amendment shall be sub­
mitted to a vote of the qualified 
electors of this State at a special 
election to be held throughout the 
State of Texas, on the third day of 
November, 1936, at which election 
all voters favoring said proposed 
Amendment, shall write, or have 
printed on their ballots the words: 

“For the Amendment to the 
State Constitution providing for 
the establishment of a State dis­
pensary system having the exclu­
sive sale of distilled liquors, and 
providing for local option.”

And those voters opposed to said 
proposed Amendment shall write or 
have printed on their ballots the 
words:

“Aganst the Amendment to thn 
State Constitution providing for 
the establishment of a State dis­
pensary system having the exclu­
sive sale of distilled liquors, and 
previding for local option.”

If it appears from the returns of 
said election that a majority of the 
votes cast are in favor of said

such amendment and making an ! Amendment, the same shall become 
appropriation therefor; providing
for the proclamation and publica­
tion thereof; and prescribing the 
fo-m of ballot.
Be It Resolved by the Legislature 

of the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Article XVI of 

the Constitution of the State of 
T«xas be amended by striking out 
Section 20 thereof and substituting 
tn lieu thereof the fob owing; 

“Article XVI. Section 20:
“(a) It is hereby declared to be 

the policy of this State that the 
open saloon shall not be reestab­
lished. The sale of spirituous 
liquors, manufactured in whole or 
iu part by means of the process of 
distillation and|or liquors com­
pounded and j or composed in part 
of such spirituous distilled liquors, 
for private {profit, is prohibited 

within this State except when such 
sale is made to the State. The 
State of Texas shall have the ex­
clusive right to purchase at whole­
sale and to sell at retail such dis-* 
tilled spirituous liquors. Such sale 
shall be made only in unbroken 
packages and no such liquors shall 
he consumed on the premises where 
sold. The Legislature shall pass 
laws to prescribe regulations rela­
tive to the manufacture, sale, 
trsmsportation, and possession of 
such spirituous liquors and relative 
to the establishment of Sta^ dis­
pensaries; provided, however, the 
Legislature shall have the power 
to regulate the sale for private 
profit and possession of distilled 
liquors for medicinal, scientific and 
mechanical purposes.

“The manufacture, sale, trans- 
poi’tation, and possession cf all 
liquors, the alcoholic content of 
which is entirely and exclusively 
the result of the fermentation pro­
cess is hereby authorized under 

such restrictions as may be autho’.'- 
ized by law.

“(b) The Legislature shall enact 
a law or laws whereby the quali­
fied voters of any county, justice's 
precinct or incorporated town or 
city, may, by a majo'-ity vote of 
those voting, determine from time 
to time whether the sale of intox­
icating liquors for beverage.' pur­
poses shall be prohibited or legal­
ized within the prescribed limits; 
such laws shall contain provisions 
for voting on the sale of intoxicat­
ing liquors of various types and 
various alcoholic content.

“(c) In all counties, justice’s 
precincts or incorporated towns or 
cities wherein the sale of intoxi­

ACCIDENT PROBLEM

The Gods of recklessness a e de­
vouring thousands of lives each 
month on American highways •— 

 ̂ 'and there is no limit to their ap­
petite.

During the Fourth of July week­
end, close to 500 people met ac­
cidental deaths—the largest num­
ber for that period since 1931. 
Fireworks were responsible for a 
smaller number of fatalities than 
usual—'but that greatest destroy- ; 
er of all, the carelessly operated 
motor car, chalked up a grisly 
record. And every week-end wit­
nesses similar occurrences. If, in a 
single disaster such as an earth­
quake or a fire, as many people 
were to be killed as have been 
killed in accidents in the last 
fuenth, the world 'would be aghast. 
But we seem to regard acciden s 
as being inevitable, and look upon 
them with equanimity.

But the great tragedy is that ac­
cidents are not inevitable. Nine 
cut of ten are preventable, and ea- 
eily preventable. Carelessness, 
recklessness, ignorance and stupid­
ity are the principal causes of ac­
cidental injury and death, and. 
surely they can be cured—through 
law, through force of public opin­
ion and, perhaps most important 
of all, through education of the in­
dividual.

Death walks the highway. He 
strides through our homes. He is 
an unseen visitor at every place of 
amusement. He is apt to put in his 
■appearance in the happiest hou: s. 
The deaths that follow accidents 
can be eliminated almost 100 per 
cent if we will only make a small 
effort, and learn that a foolish act 
that saves a minute or p' ovid.es a 
brief, futile thrill can send us or 
others into eternity. No graver 
problem faces the American people 
than the accident problem—and i'.s 
solution is entix’ely up to the peo­
ple.—Kerrvilie Mountain Sun.

REFUTES IDEA THAT 
GIRAFFES ARE MUTE

Game Warden Says Young 
Bawl, Low Like Calf

Washington, D. C.—Some natural­
ists long have held that giraffes are 
voiceless animals, unable to make a 
sound even when in agony. A re­
cent challenge of this occurs in the 
annual report of the Kenya (Afri­
ca) game warden, which avers 
that a young giraffe, separated 
fom its mother, will bawl, and low 
like a hungry calf.

“Whether mute or not, the giraffe 
is one of the world’s most peculiar 
animals,” says the National Geo­
graphic society. “It has at least 
two other claims to distinction. It 
is the world’s tallest mammal and 
one of the most expensive animals 
found in menageries.

“A giraffe’s neck, long as it is, 
contains no more vertebrae than 
does the neck of a man. It is mere­
ly elongation of the vertebrae that 
elevates the giraffe’s head among 
the treetops.

Thorns No Bother.
“Possessing few means of de­

fense, giraffes are protected by 
their coloration. Their irregularly 
marked coats blend so perfectly 
with the dappled sunlight and sha­
dows of the trees on which they 
feed that at a distance they are dif­
ficult to detect. Thorny acacias do 
not prove a trial to them, for the 
animals’ tough hides protect them 
from long thorns, and their elastic 
tongues taper to pluck leaves with­
out including the trees’ piercing 
armor.

“When feeding among the tree 
tops, 16 or 18 feet above the ground, 
the giraffe’s long-lashed eyes can 
scan a wide range for menacing 
enemies. When grazing, however, or 
drinking from a water hole, the an­
imal cannot see lions prowling in 
the surrounding grasses. Since a 
springing lion could break a gi­
raffe’s neck, it is fortunate that the 
giraffe can survive a long time be­
tween drinks. Dew on leaves helps 
to quench its thirst.

“Lions usually stalk a giraffe in 
pairs. Attacked by a single lion, a 
giraffe might be able to fend it off 
by kicking viciously, or, if able to 
shake the lion off its back, it could 
escape by running.

“Giraffes usually seek safety in 
flight. Hunters pursuing them on 
horseback do not have an easy time 
catching up. Given a few minutes’ 
lead, especially over uneven ground, 
they, traveling more than 30 miles 
an hour, can outrun a fleet Sudan 
horse. Young giraffes begin gallop­
ing shortly after they are born, and 
usually keep up with the herd.

Use for Tough Hides.
“Africans hunt these animals for 

food, and for their tough hides out of 
W'hich they make shields and san­
dals. They often strip the hide off in 
pieces 30 feet long. Although indis­
criminate hunting has rapidly de­
creased the number of giraffes, 
many herds still roam the heart of 
Africa.

“Giraffes are among the most 
costly animals in captivity, not so 
much because they are scarce, but 
because they are temperamental. 
They are delicate and nervous. 
Necessary surgical operations can 
be performed on many wild ani­
mals, but seldom on giraffes. They 
are so timid that they shô w alarm 
at the least cause. They even have 
been known to drop dead when their 
keepers approached to give them 
medicine.

“Catching them in pitfalls or traps 
is out of the question because of in­
jury that would result to their necks 
and legs. The usual method of cap­
turing them is to pursue a herd un­
til the young drop out exhausted, 
or to drive a herd into a corral.

“The joke of the giraffe with a 
sore throat is not humorous to zoo 
keepers. Fogs give them sore 
throats and colds. Legs of the young 
frequently swell, become crooked 
and too weak to support them. Gi­
raffes find unusual ways to hurt 
themselves. In the Calcutta zoo one 
hanged himself by catching his neck 
in a forked branch.”

DEWDROP ANGEL FOOD CAKE 
8 egg yolks 

teaspoon salt
1 teaspoonful cream of tartar 
Vi cup water 
114 sups sugar 
1 cup flour
grata rind of one lemon 
Add salt to egg yolk and beat 

rapidly for 10 minutes (remember 
the beating counts in the success of 
this cake, so beat it well then add 
water and beat for another ten 
minutes).

CARAMEL CAKE 
IV2 cups white sugar 
3 cups flour
1 teaspoon mapeline 
3-4 cup butter
2 cups milk
3 teaspoons baking powder
1 teaspoon vanilla
4 eggs
In a heavy skillet melt one cup 

of the sugar over a low flame. The 
syrup should be a light golden 
brown by the time the sugar is 
thoroughly melted. Remove skiFec 
from fire and add the boiling hot 
milk. Blend together until mixture 
is smooth returning to heat if nec­
essary. Set aside to cool. Cream the 
remaining sugar with the butter. 
Add well beaten egg yolks. Mix 
well. Add caramelized liquid alter­
nately with the flour which has 
been sifted with the baking powde; 
4 times. Dming this process add 
mapeline and vanilla. Fold in stiff­
ly beaten egg whites and bake in 
a greased stemmed loaf pan 55 
minutes in a moderate oven 375 
degress P.

APPLE CAKE (GERMAN)
2 cups flour
V2 teaspoon salt 
2 egg yolks 
2 apples
% teaspoon cinnamon 
2 teaspoons baking powder 
1-3 cup shortening 
3-4 cup milk 
3-4 cup sugar 
1 grated lemon rind 
Mix and sift all dry ingredients 

together. Cut in shortening and 
add egg yolks which have been 
mixed with milk. Add lemon rind 
and pour into shallow cake pan and 
top with apples which have been 
cut into eighths. Sprinkle top with 
sugar, cinnamon and lemon rind. 
Bake in moderate oven 45 minutes. 
Cut in squares and serve with 
whipped cream.

They found New Orleans Very 
fascinating. A friend of Mr. Stokes 
showed them through a cemetery 
at New Orleans. The caskets are in 
tombs and the tombs are small 
houses of marble which are used 
because of the danger of flood 
waters. Huey Long, the Texans 
discovered, is idolized by the work­
ing people of Louisiana.

The Huey Long bridge, a thi-'- 
teen-million dollar structure, was 
interesting to the Sonora people. 
After a trip to a New 0; leans 
museum and airport, they contin­
ued their trip through Mississippi, 
Alabama, South Carolina and 
North Carolina, “a beautiful state.” 

Capital the Prettiest
A visit to Mount Vernon was an 

outstanding pleasure of theii’ visit 
to Washington. Especially fond of 
plants and flowers, Mrs. Stokes 
found the natural beauty of Mount 
Vernon unusually appealing. An 
average of 300,000 tourists visit 
Mount Vernon yearly. Interesting, 
too, was the trip through the Cap­
itol where they saw the Senate 
chamber and that of the House of 
Representatives. “The city plan of 
Washington, is the mosl: perfect in 
the world,” Mrs. Stokes said. “The 
magnificent buildings, made it the 
prettiest town we sa .v.”

Boats and ships of eveiy size 
and description were seen on 'the

pretty Potomac river. To Mrs. 
Stokes, New Jersey, Rhode Islaed, 
New York and Connecticut, were 
the prbt'tiest states. The gent y 
rolling hills, the fii% maple, ash and 
pine trees, as well as the flowers 
were especially interesting.

“Sights” cf New York Seen
The heaviest traffic in the Uni­

ted States is from Washing'Oji to 
the New England states. At New­
port, they saw the summer homes 
of “the four hundred.”

They also 
saw Greenwich Vil’age, Radio City, 
Chinatown, the Statue of Liberty, 
and the largest aquarium in the 
world. From the Empire State 
Building, 1(̂ 2 stories high, the tall­
est building in the v/orid, they had 
a panoramic view of New York 
City. Central Park, the new tri­
borough bridge and Coney Island 
were entertaining.

Coney Island Unattractive
Their trip to Coney Islind on a 

subway was “dirty, hot, dusty.” 
Peculiarly interesting to the Tex­
ans was the sight of children up 
to the age of seven or eight years 
being pushed around in baby car­
riage-. A “loathsome sight” w s 
the view on the bsach “at Coney,” 
as the New Yorker says it. The 
people were “young, little, old, fat, 
black, white and brown.” Some 
were eating, some covered by sand, 
some sitting, some swimming. This 
was the working class of people.

They crossed the Hudson river 
and went to Ithaca, in northern 
New York, where they saw Cornell 
University. From there they drove 
to Niagra Falls and then 250 miles 
along the Lake Erie shore into 
Canada, and on to Detroit,

In Indiana the sand dunes inter­
ested. At South Bend, Indiana, they 
saw Notre Dame University. After 
driving through Illinois, Missouri 
and Arkansas they arrived in Dal­
las and attended the Centennial 
Exposition. “The Cavalcade of Tex­
as, a marvelous pageant, is wo’-rth 
a trip to the Centennial,” as Mrs. 
Stokes expresses it.

Chicago.—Tlie Amef-can public, 
always the loser in the game of 

i “Safety versus Accidents,” heaped 
I 100,000 lives on the altar of care- 
i lessness during 1935, declares the 
I National Safety council.
1 In its 1936 edition of “Accident 
' Facts,” the Council reported that 
i an additional 9,340,000 persons suf­

fered non-fatal injuries in accidents 
1 of one sort or another and that to 
pay the economic cost of their dis- 

i regard for rules of safety, Ameri­
cans dug into their wallets for at 
least $3,450,000,000—about $27.05 for 
each of the nation’s 127,521,000 men, 
women and children.

The Council’s averages showed 
that accidents killed 274 persons 
every day of the year and that the 
estimated daily bill for lost income, 
doctor and hospital fees and the 
overhead cost of insurance alone 
was $9,500,000.

The Council credited to automo­
biles the largest block of accident 
deaths, which it said rose to a new 
all-time high of 37,000 in 1935. The 
year’s totals also showed 105,000 
persons were permanently disabled 
and 1,180,000 temporarily disabled 
in motor vehicle accidents.

Fatalities in Home.
Another set of totals indicated, 

the Council said, that members of 
American families, without appar­
ent concern for loss of life, moved 
blithely about their .lomes—tum­
bling down stairs, falling out of win­
dows, drowning themselves, getting 
cut and burned, dying by the thou­
sands. The year’s report listed 31,- 
500 deaths in accidents that oc­
curred in homes, placed at 140,000 
the number of persons permanently 
disabled and at 4,460,000 the num­
ber temporarily disabled.

The third largest number of per­
sons, 18,000, died in public accidents 
—drowning, burns, falls, heat pros­
trations, deaths by freezing railroad 
accidents, firearms accidents, poi­
sonings, etc.—that occurred outside 
the home but not in occupational 
pursuits and that did not involve 
motor vehicles. This type of acci­
dent, the Council said, was respon­
sible for permanently disabling in­
juries to 60,000 persons and for tem­
porarily disabling injuries to 2,100,- 
000.

Occupational accidents, those suf­
fered while engaged in gainful em­
ployment, claimed 16,500 lives, 500 
more than in 1934, the Council’s 
statistics showed, and inflicted 
permanent disability upon 63,000. 
Less serious injuries were suffered 
by 1,340,000.

Of the total number killed in 
accidents during 1935, 47,800 were 
between twenty-five and sixty-four 
years of age. Other age groups and 
the number of accidental deaths 
which occurred in them, were: less 
than five years, 6,600; five to four­
teen years of age, 7,600; fifteen to 
twenty-four years, 13,400; sixty-five 
years or more, 24,600.

Motor vehicle accidents were the 
greatest cause of accidental death 
in each age group except the “less 
than five years” and “sixty-five 
years or more” classifications. Au­
tomobile accidents as a cause of 
death were second to “burns” in the 
former group and second to “falls” 
in the latter group.

Fire, which the Council said an­
nually takes an average of 8,000 
lives, caused $250,000,000 property 
damage during 1935. Matches and 
the fire hazard connected with smok­
ing cigars, pipes and cigarettes; de­
fective chimneys and flues, petro­
leum fires, and defective stoves, 
furnaces and boilers, were given as 
the principal causes of the year’s 
conflagrations.

Hazards on the Farm.
Of the total of occupational deaths 

the Council said agricultural pur­
suits, work on the farm, caused 
more accidental deaths, 4,400, than 
any other classification of gainful 
employment. Trade and service in­
dustries were next with 4,000 fatali­
ties. Construction operations with 
2,500 deaths was third on the list, 
while about 1,600 deaths were suf­
fered by workers in mining, quarry­
ing and other extractive industries. 
In the transportation and public 
utilities industries there were 2,100 
accidental deaths and manufactur­
ing accounted for 1,900 fatal acci­
dents.

In relation to compensation insur­
ance the Council said the largest 
slice of the total paid for industrial 
accidents, 28 per cent, went to acci­
dent victims injured in falls. How­
ever, falls caused but 22 per cent 
of all industrial accident cases.

The handling of objects—tools 
and material—caused 29 per cent of 
all industrial cases, the victims of 
which received, 17 per cent of the 
compensation.

However, the Council said proof 
of the progress in industrial safety 
in the United States is offered in 
statistics for 1935 that show the ac­
cident frequency rate (disabling in­
juries per million man-hours of ex­
posure) 61 per cent below the rate 
for 1926. These figures, it was ex­
plained, were taken from reports of 
only those companies which have 
been carrying on continuous pro­
grams of accident prevention. This 
select group, said the Council, also 
has a 1935 accident severity rate 
(days lost per 1,000 man-hours 
woi'ked) that is 43 per cent below 
1926.

I Like an exclamation point used 
[to punctuate a $10,000,000 building 
I program, the tower of the new Ad­
ministration-Library Building at 
the University of Texas juts up 
into the sky and its cariilon chimes 
a paean of Texas pride.

Erected at a total cost of $2,- 
800,0000, this building is the final 
unit of a vast construction program 
which has been under way on the 
university campus for more than a 
decade and which is being com­
pleted, opportunely, this centennial 
year. It affords Texas students a 
group of eighteen new buildings 
whose facilities equal those of any 
educational institution in the coun­
try, and increases the value of the 
entire physical plant to more than 
$14,000,000.

The Administration - Library 
Building occupies, appropriately 
enough, the crown of College Hill. 
Despite its height, 308 feet, it 
spreads over almost a city block. 
A broad arcade supported by clas­
sic pillars stretches between the 
two front wings, to be U3̂ d as of­
fice suites for administrative au 
thorities. Above the entrance are 
engraved the words, “Ye sh 11 
know the truth, and the truth shah 
make you free.”

Topped by Set of Chimes
The tower is an extension of the 

book stack levels in the b ck por­
tion of the building, and emtains 
thirty-tv/o stack levels. It is sur­
mounted by a belfry with a set of 
chimes. An observation deck and a 
clock room are also provided atep 
the tower.

Finishing touches to this building 
will be added in the fall, when the 
university holds it Texas centennia’ 
celebration. All buildings W ill be 
thrown open to visitors f:om June 

|1 to Dec. 31.
One of the largest universities 

buildings, Gregory Gymnasium, 
has been turned over to the uni­
versity centennial officials, headed 
by William L. McGill, and will 

serve as a temporary museum. Con­
struction is expected to be started 
during the summer on the first 
unit of a university museum.

The history of the university is 
closely allied with that of Texas, 
and in a sense the university as 
well as the state is celebrating its 
100th anniversary. In 1835 and 
1836, when founders of the Repub­
lic of Texas were voicing their pro­
tests against Mexican rule, they 
laid down as one of the charges 
against the Mexican Government 
failure to provide an adequate pub 
lie school system.

University Opened in 1883
The first constitution of Texas 

declared one of the duties of the 
Texas Congress was to provide a 
general system of educatio'n. Leg- 
islatui-e after legislature enacted 
bills directed toward the founding 
of a state university, and in 1883 
the University of Texas opened its 
doors, with an enrollment of some 
200 to 300 students.

Formerly, a mere handful of 
buildings sprawled over the “Forty 
Acres” and grotesque wooden

shacks speckled the open spaces 
between the permanent structures. 
These were used not only for class­
rooms but for laboratories and of­
fices. Occasionally, a new building 
was ejected. The institution owned, 
by endowment of the Texas Con- 
stitutiop and the Texas Legislature, 
2,000,000 acres of West Texas land, 
but its value was only a few cants 
per acre, and the income from 
grazing leases was paltry.

Then, on May 17, 1923, a chance 
wildcat oil well blew in on a tract 
of university land in Reagan coun­
ty, and the famous Big- Lake o i 
field was born.

Money Pours In
A few years passed, and mone,/ 

from rentals and bonuses on oil 
leases and from royalties on oil and 
gas production began pouring into 
the permanent fund of the insticu - 
tion.

This oil revenue proved a bonan ­
za. The good sense of the forefath­
ers of Texas, who drafted the con­
stitution of 1876, caused them to 
incorporate in that document the 
provision that the university’s en­
dowment should constitute its per­
manent fund, and that that fund 
could not be touched for building, 
maintenance or other purposes.

It did permit the investment of 
that fund in approved seeurites, 
however, and through the interest 
on such investments the university 
has become a veritable Cinderella 
among educational institutions. 
Fortunately, its new furbishments 
have assumed such a substantial

nature that they are not expected 
to vanish at the waving of a wand. 
The permanent fund now totals 
more than $22,000,000,

The institution’s student body 
has likewise grown in full propor­
tion to the expansion of its physi­
cal plant. More than 7,000 students 
matriculated in 1935-36, and uni­
versity administrative officers al­
ready foresee the necessity of still 
further building plans.

TEXAS HISTORY
Week of August 2

1823—On August 4 Stephen P. 
Austin and Baron de Bastrop 
reached Sylvester Castleman’s and 
the settlements on the Colorado 
river. In a proclamation issued by 
Bastrop, he stated his position as 
commissioner and gave authorit;^ 
to Austin as supreme civil, judicial 
and military officer until constitu­
tional order could be devised.

1832—A battle was fought on 
August 2 at Nacogdoches between 
the Mexicans under Col. Piedraa 
and the Texans under Col. Bullock. 
The refusal of Piedras, commander 
of the garrison at Nacogdoches, to 
favor the constitution of 1824 led 
to the battle. He and his 310 men 
were taken prisoners.

1836—On August 4 Austin wrote 
to General Rusk in which he said 
that he consented to be a candidate 
for the presidency “for only one 
reason, which is that I believe I can 
be of material service in procuring 
the annexation of Texas to the 
United States.”

Visitor Tells About 
Road-Building Work

Pastor’s Son-in-law Employed in 
State Testing Division

Enjoying a vacation visit this 
week in Sonora was H. J. Skipwith 
of the division of materials and 
tests, state highway department, 
Austin, who joined Mrs. Skipwith 
who has been visiting her parents, 
the Rev. and Mrs. R. F. Davis.

Mr. Skipwith spoke interestingly 
of the state department with which 
he is associated.

The department, recognized as 
operating far more efficie,.tly 
than those of many other states, 
has the state divided into twenty- 
five separate divisions in order to 
carry on more effectively the high­
way work in a state having a land 
area of 262,398 square miles.

In Mr. Skipwith’s division at 
Austin materials are received from 
highway work being done in all sec- 
ions of the state. Concrete is re­
ceived in cylinders which are wrap­
ped in wet papers and bur’ap. Af­
ter the concrete has remained in 
a damp room for a specified tima 
it is broken apart and analyzed.

“Specimens” of grravel, cal ch ,̂ 
aiui road building materials of al’ 
types used in the state of Texas 
are examined and the extent of 
their efficiency as road building 
materials determined. The thor­
oughness used by the central

“laboratories” in Austin and those 
in other towns over the state is 
largely responsible for the system 
of worth while highways being de­
veloped in the Lone Star State.

A M E R IC A N  B E A U T Y

Texas RangereLtes called on 
John Honus Wagner, coach oc rhe 
Pittsburgn Pirates and for mar.v 
years a famous “big league” la  1 
player, when his team was in 
spring training in San Antonio.

Recently in the Chirstian Science 
Monitor this sketch of Wag­
ner’s career in the National League 
appeared:

Sti’i a member, although rot 
playing in any games, of the Pitts­
burgh National League Baseball 
Club, John Honus Wagner, is one 
of the holders of a gold life-lime 
baseball pass. For twenty-one years 
he was an active player in the 
National League, the first three 
with Louisville and the rest of the 
time with Pittsburgh, which took 
over the Louisville franchise and 
team in 1900.

Wagner first broke into the ma­
jors in 1897 and he has remained

with Louisville and Pittsburgh 
during his entire career. He played 
first base, third base and the out­
field during his stay in Louisville 
and started with Pittsburgh in the 
outfield, but was soon shifted to 
shortstop and it was in that posi­
tion that he made his greatest 
showing. He is generally regarded 
as one of the greatest players of 
.all time.

In seventeen of his twenty-one 
I years he batted for .300 or better, 
I and he left a life-time average of 
'329. He made 3,430 basehits and 
[scored 1,791 runs. He had a fielding 
a\erage of .941 for the seventeen 
years he played at short and that 
was a fine average considering the 
large amount of ground he cover­
ed. He engaged in two World Se­
ries. He failed to show up at his 
best in the first one but was his 
old self in the second in 1909.
