1942 Wheat Crop

Insurance
Explained

Instead of asking for the cash equ-
ivalent, approximatey 70 per cent

using their certificates of indemnity
as collateral for government loans,
according to P. C. Colgin, state loan
supervisor of the AAA.

In taking the loan, farmers are not
only receiving better prices, but by
retaining possession of the wheat
they will be able to take advantage
of the market in case prices advance,
Colgin explained.

Certificates of indemnity of the
cash equivalent are paid farmers at
the time the total or partial loss of
the insured wheat is determined.

To date, 3,340 claims have been
paid on 217,175 acres with an insur-
ed production of 1,063,947 bushels. A
total of 11,040 farms and 4,943,435
bushels were insured for the 1941
crop.

All-risk insurance policies for 1942
have already been made on 1,500
wheat farms representing 1,200 o'p—
erators and owners and covering
production of 84,000 acres. Applica-
tions will be taken until August 30
or until the time wheat is seeded,
whichever date earlier. Hazards

Payment for Cotton

Bagging Increased
Payment per pattern under the

cotton bagging for cotton bales pro-
gram has been increased from 15 to
35 cents per bale cover, the U. S.
department of agriculture has an-
nounced. The change in rate of pay-
ment will affect only patterns manu-
factured and sold after August 6
1941.

Increase in the payment is attri-
buted to higher cotton prices and
increased processing costs. A San
Antonio cotton mill was authorized
earlier in the year to manufacture
775,000 patterns for cotton bagging..

Plenty Cotton Hose
Designs Made

More than 150 different cotton
stocking designs now are available
to the hosiery industry as a result
of investigation by the bureau of
home economics at the Beltsville,
Maryland, research center. Three
years ago congress appropriated
funds to the department of agricul-
ture for investigating the use of cot-
ton for women'’s hosiery.

According to Dora R. Barnes, spec-
ialist in clothing for the A. & M.
College extension service, the de-
signs vary from cotton web mesh for
evening wear to plain knits in var-
ious weights for sports wear, and
for around the house and garden.
Several are in production and more
will be soon. They are produced on
a modern full fashioned knitting
machine and undergo severe labora-
tory and “field” tests for wearability,
washibility and appearance.

Surveys made in 1940 showed that
89 per cent of the 16,200 full fash-
ioned knitting machines in the U. S.
are suitable for knitting cotton as
well as silk, while only 47 per cent
can handle nylon yarns. Last year,
American women bought more than
43,000,000 dozen pairs of full fash-
ioned stockings. If these had been
made from cotton, it is estimated
that nearly 300,000 bales of long
staple fibre would have been used.

Lighter Tare on Cotton
Wrapped Bales

The marketing division of the Sur-
plus Marketing Administration is
asking approximately 5,500 buyers
of cotton to sign an agreement {o
make an allowance of seven pounds
for lighter tare on cotton wrapped
cotton bales. According to George F.
Adams, vice-director and state
agent of the Texas extension service,
county agricultural agents and coun-
ty AAA committeemen will cooper-
ate in obtaining the signatures.

The Surplus Marketing Adminis-
tration estimates that approximately
2,000,000 bales of the 1941 cottoa
crop will carry cotton wrapped. A
cotton pattern weighs 4% pounds
compared with about 12 pounds for
a pattern of jute. Due to gross weight

Unfortunately figs cannot be ship-
ped any great distance, so it is best
to can, preserve or dry them.

Wells Offers New

Plan for Peace

There are eleven basic rights of
men in the Declaration of Righte
that famed author H. G. Wells ¢f-
fers in the current Rotarian maga-
zine. These, pus the tried and testeqd
institution of a consolidated opposi-
tion, “dovetaiil into the plan of cre-
ative political action I am putting
before you,” he writes.

First is the right to live, “within
the measure of these (natural)
sources and without distinetion of
race, color, or professed belicis or
opinions, to the nourishments, cov-
ering and medical care needed 1o
realize his (man’s) full
ies.”

Second is the right of protection of
minors. The third “right” is a
duty—a man’s duty to the com-
munity within his beliefs and capa-
bilities. “To perform no social du'ly
whatsoever is to remain unfranch-
ised and under guardianship.”

The next five rights in the declara-
tion are the right to knowledge, fee-
dom of thought and worship, the
right to work, the right in personal
property, and freedom of movement.
“A man may move freely about the
world at his own expense—so long

re-

possibilit-

as by his movement he does not in-
trude upon the private domain of
any other citizen—he shall have the
right to come and go wherever he
chooses.”

Personal liberty,
does not forfeit it by illegal actions
under the other rights, is another
inalienable right under this declara-
tion. So is freedom from violence.
And lastly man is the right of law-
making.

“The fount of legislation,” con-
cludes Wells, “in a free world is the
whole people, and since life flows
on constantly to new citizens, no
generation can, in whole or in part,
surrender or delegate this legisla-
tive power which is inalienably in-
herent in mankind.”

Cotton Stamps
Into Circr:lation

About one-half million Texas cot-
ton growers will exchange an esti-
mated $8,000,000 of cotton stamps
this year if they use all they qualify
for, B. F. Vance, administrative of-
ficer of the state AAA, has an-
nounced.

Cotton growers, who reduce be-
low the smaller of their 1940 plant-
ed acres or 1941 cotton allotment,
are eligile to receive stamps at 10c¢
per pound times the normal yield
on the acres voluntarily reduced.
The stamps may be exchanged for
cotton goods at stores cooperating in
this program.

The supplementary cotton pro-
gram, for which $25,000,000 was
alloted, is designated to reduce cot-
ton acreage still further than is pro-
vided under the 1941 agricultural
conservation program. Participation
in the program is optional with cot-
ton farmers. The final date for in-
dicating participation in the volun-
tary program was June 14, and the
first stamps were distributed July
21.

Due to excessives rains at plant-
ing time, and floods over the state|
after cotton had been planted, a lar-
ger per cent of Texas cotton grow-

ers are qualifying for stamps than
had been anticipated, Vance said.

Already many counties in the|
state are issuing stamps to cotton!
growers to be used for the cxchangol
of cotton goods with the maximum
peak expected to be reached in =
few days since 1941 farm compli-
ance checking in the state is about
50 per cent completed. Cotton acre-
age on individual farms must have
been measured and approved before
the stamps are issued as this is the
only manner possible to determine
the amount of voluntary reduction.

Provisions under the supplemen-
tary program limited the amount .-
stamps to $25 for producers inter-
ested in one cotton crop, and $50 fo
farmers interested in more than one
cotton crop, AAA officials said.

Car Crashes Claims'

Many Soldiers

ha:v';";;"“ the beginning of 1941,
sl Xas sold.ler been killed
ty three days in an automobile
collision?
. A survey of military personnel
Involved in accidents showed that
69 soldiers, sailors and marines were
killed and 433 injured from January
1 to June 30 State Police Director
Homer Garrison, Jr., announced. In
these same collisions, 14 civilians
were killed and 109 injured.

Boiling the accidents down to com-
mon factors, Garrison found that
the typical soldier accident occurs
this way: The soldier driver ‘s rush-
ing back to camp between 11 p. m.
and 2 a. m. on Sunday night after a
week-end leave, driving a car in
mechanicially safe condi‘icn over a
straight, level drv 2sphalt road.
Suddenly he either hits an oncoming
car head-on, runs off the road and
turns over, or strikes a bridge or
other fixed object, killing one or
more persons, perhaps injuring sev-
eral.

There were no obstructions to the
driver’s vision. He was not passing
another car. Conditions of the road
was entirely favorable. His lights,
horns, brakes and steering were all
right. Furthermore, the driver had
between six and ten years' driving
experience.

Then why a collision?

Was he speeding? Maybe not, leg-
ally, but nearly always he was driv-
ing too fast for conditions. Some of
those conditions were:

He was fatigued by lack of sleep
and hard driving, so that his reflexes
were slow, his alertness dimmed.

Though not necessarily drunk, he
had been drinking, again with the
result of slowing the reflexes and
dulling his power of concentration.

Talking and laughing with his
companions, his attention was di-
verted from the serious responsi-
bility of driving.

Or, despite his driving experience,
he may have been one of those all
too numerous individuals who never
develop any particular skill in hand-
ling a car, one of those “human
wrecks just waiting for a chance to
happen.”

“This approximation of an ‘aver-
age’ accident is of course not strictly
accurate,” Colonel Garrison said,
“because many varying factors are
present. But it does show forcily and
accurately that the driver, and not
the car, causes most of these acci-
dents, and that the driver’s errors
of omission or commission are al-
most entirely within his control.”

More military accidents occur in
large cities than on the open high-
way, but highway deaths are nearly
six times as great because highway
speed makes for greater, more fatal
impact.

“No law, no Highway Patrolman,
can make a man use his judgment
or keep his mind and eyes on the
road, or keep him from becoming
fatigued or going to sleep.” Garrison
observed. “There’s some hope for the
flagrant speeder and the drunken
driver, because we can apprehend
and perhaps reform him. But the law
provides no remedy for automotive

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Cautions
In Case of Burns

Medical science often takes time
out to explain some of the less in-
tricate curatives to the general pub-
lic—curatives which anyone can
safely use in case of emergency.
Arlie L. Moon, M. D., tells in a re-
cent article in Life & Health, the
proper treatment for burns: “In the
early treatment of mild burns a
snoothing burn ointment may be
quickly applied on gauze dressing
and placed over the affected part
and held in place with a bandage.
One of the newer remedies which
is being applied to burns, with ap-
parently very excellent results, is
cod liver oil. The vitamins present
in this preparation seem to have
some effect op the skin, which hast-
ens the he g process.

baking soda should be placed on a
gauze dressing and applied to the of-
fected area. This will give con-
siderable relief. If the burned area
covers a considerable portion of the
body, the person may be placed in a
tub of warm water, which will give
great relief as an emergency meas-
ure.”

In very recent years, the medical
prfession has made remarkable pro-
gress in the treatment of burns—
many severe cases would have
profession has made remarkable pro-
saved, and disfiguring scars are
largely prevented.

The national refer-
endum which will be voted on before
June 10, 1942, must be approved by
two-thirds of the farmers voting
before quotas will be in effect on
that year’s crop.

“Since marketing quotas on wheat
serve to protect loan collateral, gov-
emment loans would not be made on
the 1942 crop if marketing quotas
were voted down,” the AAA official
explained.

Wheat quotas are in effect for the
first time on the 1941 crop as a re-

sult of the 81 per cent favorable
vole in the national referenduin
May 31. Texas farmers approved

quotas by 94 per cent. Approval of
guoias made loans 2t 85 per cent of
parity possible.

The 1942 national wheat acreage
allotment of 55 million acres was an-
nounced May 22, and Texas farmers
have been issued allotments total-
ing 3,748,141 acres.

A total of 32 counties have sub-
mitted 5,212 cotton parity applica-
tions to the state AAA office to date.
Vance estimated that 342,000 appli-
cations for $22,250,000 would be
made in 1941 cotton parity payments
to Texas farmers.

The rate of payment for 1941 is
1.38 cents per pound as compared
with 1.55 cents per pound last year,
however, the averaage normal yield
of lint per acre for the state is 167
pounds for 1941 as compared to 161
pounds for 1940.

Cotton parity payments are made
to farmers who plant within their
cotton acreage allottments as set up
under the agricultural conservation
program and are made in addition to
regular conservation payments.
