Fire Prevention
And Life Saving

Fire prevention deals with the |
avoidance of fires. Fire is one of
the greatest hazards the world
has ever known. It is also one
cf the greatest discoveries the
world has ever known. Some fires
cannot be avoided. There does-
n’'t seem to be any reason for
them. Other s are caused by
spontaneous combustion and es-
caping gases.

Statistics show that in 1929, the
fire losses of the United States
and Canada amounted to $332,426,-
600. The loss of lives and prop--
erty have been heavy in recent
years. When people think about
what caused a fire that has de-
stroyed property and maybe
lives, they usually find it was
carelessness cf some person who
didn’t think.

One of the first steps in cut-
ting down the nation’s fire haz-
ard is to educate people. We must
teach them how to use their elec-
tric, gasoline, and kerosene ap-
pliances. Complete instructions
should come with each article the
consumer buys that will be used
for heat in any way. The per-
son should read the instructions
very carefuily and follow them
step by step.

Always see that all fires are
cut when the whole family is go-
ing to be away from home. Many
homes have been destroyed by
people being careless about leav-
ing stoves burning when they
were not there to watch them.

Matches are a fire hazard if
they are not used properly. Most
matches we have now are safety
matches, but there is still dan-
ger of fire if they are not put out

Every household should have
some sort of fire extinguisher in
case there is a fire in the home.
Every member of the household
should know what to do and
pieces of furniture and

In the event of fire in a build-

we are on the outside, we should
see that each person escapes safe-
ly if possible. If a person’s cloth-
ing is on fire, caution him not to
run. Put a rug or heavy blanket
around him if possible. The best
way to extinguish the flames is
to lie down and roll over.

Sometimes people are trapped
in tall buildings. They should
come down the fire escape if pos-
sible. Usually the firemen are
there with nets in which to catch
a person if he has to jump.

Everyone should be just as
careful as he knows how with
fire of any kind. If each person
would watch himself and make
his motto “be careful”, our world
would be almost free of fire haz-
ards.

The Proclamation of the Pres-
ident establishes the dates for the
Sixth Registration as follows:

“The registration of male citi-
zens of the United States and oth-
er male persons, who shall have
attained the eighteenth anniver-
sary of the day of their birth dur-
ing the periods indicated below,
below, shall take place in the
United States and the Territories
of Alaska and Hawaii, and in
Puerto Rico between the hours
of 9:00 a. m. and 5:00 p. m. on
the days hereinafter designated
for their registration as follows:

(a) Those who were born on
or after July 1, 1924, but not af-
ter August 31, 1924, shall be reg-
istered on any day during the
week commencing Friday, Dec.
11, 1942, and ending Thursday,
Dec. 17, 1942:

(b) Those who were born on or

after Sept. 1, 1924 but not after |

Oct. 31, 1924, shall be registered
on any day during the week com-

mencing Friday, Dec. 18, 1942,
and ending Thursday, Dec. 24,
1942:

(¢) Those who were born on
or after Nov. 1, 1924, but not af-
ter Dec. 31, 1924, shall be reg-
istered on any day during the
period commencing Saturday,
Dec. 26, 1942, and ending Thurs-
day, Dec. 31, 1942:

(d) During the continuance of
the present war, those who were
born on or after January 1, 1925,
shall be registered on the day
they attain the eighteenth anni-
versary of the day of their birth;
provided, that if such anniversary
falls on a Sunday or a legal holi-
day, their regiwration shall take
place on the following day that
is not a Sunday or a legal holi-
day.”

Pay Now $50-$138

President Roosevelt has author-
ized the Women’s Auxiliary Corps
to recruit to the full strength of
150,000 as passed by Congress.
This is an increase of six times
the number originally planned.

New facilities and enlarged op-
portunities for training have been
set up and will begin operations
at once. The new training cen-
ter at Daytona Beach, Fla. will
commence operations on Dec. 1.

Valuable service to the Army
is being performed by the WAAC.
The list of essential duties it is
performing and will perform is |
growing constantly. Never be- |
fore in the history of the nationf
have there been such opportuni- |
ties for alert, patriotic women—
opportunities to serve America in
her time of need; opportunities
for training, experience and ad- |
vancement which will be helpful |
in a world at peace.

Every member of the WAAC is
helping the nation directly, per-
sonally, her work behind the
lines, both at home and abroad,
releases a soldier for duty at the
battlefront.

Lieutenant Colonel Marvin B.
Durette, commander of the West
Texas recruiting and induction
district, states that only half =as|
many soldiers can be released for |
combat duty by Dec. 1 as was
originaly hoped for. Too few wo-
men have entered the Auxiliaries
ranks to make this possible.
‘“However,” Colonel Durette add-
ed, “we anticipate a greater re- |
sponse from the women of this
area since the need is so great.”

Women in the WAAC now re-
ceive the same pay as soldiers in |
the Army. Non-coms receive
from $50 to $138 per month plus |
clothes, food and lodging, medi- |
cal care and hospitalization. Each |
woman now has an opportunity
