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HOME NOT .^BOVE THE WAR
There is the prospect that the 

Germans will attempt to defend 
JhMne and that the Anglo-Amer­
ican army will have to move up­
on the Italian city, or call off 
tfae w’ar.

No intelligent man looks for­
ward to tne destruction of an­
cient and revered relics, whether 
IB Rome or Rotterdam, but the 
dty of Rome has no claim to ex­
emption from the fate of other 
capitals. If the ravages of war 
yisit Rome the people can thank 
Premier Benito Mussolini, who 
took the Italians into a war for 
profit and waged unmerciful W'ar- 
fare upon the Ethiopians.

It is perfectly natural for Pope 
Pius XII. a native Italian, to be 
concerned over the suffering of 
Italians and the possible destruc­
tion of church property but few 
citizens of the snited States and 
Great Britain- would endorse any 
policy that sacrificed the lives 
of our soldiers in order to give 
a special immunity to Rome.

Right-thinking people every­
where regret the devastation and 
Buffering produced by war, whe­
ther in Rome, Berlin, London or 
elsewhere. It is deplorable. Just 
the same, we did not ask for this 
war and we would much prefer 
to have our boys at home, if it 
was safe in the face of the pow­
er and evil of the .-\xis aggres- 
aors.

The present war must be 
lought to a conclusion, cither 
with Germany triumphant or the 
United Nations. There is no place 
In the world for neutrality when 
civilization faces barbarism of the 
Nazi type. We must conquer or 
be conquered; become free or be­
come sla\es.

Secretary Hull makes it per- 
pectly plain that this country 
does not accept responsibility for 
events dictated by “military ne­
cessity.” The Allied forces will 
spare historic places and the 
property of the Catholic church 
‘to  the extent humanly possible,” 
says the Secretary, but if the 
roads of war lead to Rome the 
blame will be upon Germany.

The power of the courts, ex­
ercised by fearless judges, has 
often preserved the liberties of 
individuals. We should appre­
ciate this benefaction and be 
thankful for it. At the same 
time, we should not overlook the 
use of this same power to create 
vested rights for privileged 
groups.

Imagine, for example, by what 
reasoning the high court decreed 
a corporation a “person,” and 
therefore endowed with all the 
rights, liberties and protection 
that the law throws around citi­
zens. Obviously, no corporation 
is a person in the sense that it 
can perform the duties that a 
citizen owes to a government but 
the judicial decisions say that it 
is entitled to the rights and im­
munities granted to citizens.

ROME AND ADDIS ABABA
On May 9, 1936, Premier Be­

nito Mussolini proclaimed to the 
world that “Ethiopia is Italian.” 

The Fascist leader was enthu­
siastic about the success of the 
seven-months war, the aggres­
sion which led Italy to her pres­
ent predicament.

Conditions have changed great­
ly since Haile Selassie fled from 
his capital and his people cring­
ed under the merciless bombing 
of the strutting Italians. Musso­
lini has also been compelled to 
leave his capital which now, in 
enemy hands, seeks exemption 
from the fate of war by an ap­
peal to “civilization.”

It would, no doubt, be a mis­
fortune if the capital of Rome 
the fate of Addis Ababa but 
when a nation appeals to the 
sword there are no immunities. 
The lives of our fighting men 
are worth more than the “glories” 
of Rome and unless the Ger­
mans decide to abandon Rome 
the ancient city is certain to feel 
the impact of Mussolini’s war.

No scheme has ever been de­
vised to please everybody; so 
quit trying.

It is easy for arm-chair war­
riors to say, “Let’s get on with 
the attack.”

JUDGES OFTEN M.4KE LAW
A minority opinion of the U. S. 

Supreme Court recently suggest­
ed that the high tribunal was 
“competing with Congress” in 
a field “peculiarly within legis­
lative rather than judicial com­
petence.”

There is nothing new about 
the situation. Courts in this 
country, for many years, have 
been extending the power of the 
judiciary. By interpretation of 
laws and regulations and by for­
mulating theories as to proce­
dures, the judges, in their opin­
ions, make about as much law 
as Congress.

Few nations permit judges to 
pet aside laws on the ground of 
unconstitutionality. Fewer yet 
permit the judiciary to set aside 
laws because, in the opinion of 
the judges, they are “unreason­
able.” This last unsurpation of 
the courts, if logically extended, 
would make all laws conform to 
the mental processes of the 
judges.

Confidentially, the Winter is 
over and we hope the weather 
remembers it.

The German people ought to 
suspect, by this time, that Herr 
Hitler lied.

If the Russians keep trying, 
sooner or later, they will bag a 
few hundred thousand Nazi sol­
diers.

If Rome is bombed the Italian 
people can give the blame to 
Mussolini. He led them into war 
and was given considerable ap­
plause.

The Japanese positions in the 
Marshall islands were not as 
strong as we thought they were; 
the same thing may be true of 
fortress Europe.

Turkey expects to get in the 
war but, apparently, is trying to 
pull a last-minute entrance, del­
icately timed to get a seat at the 
peace conference.

What we can’t understand, in 
connection with those who shed 
pious tears over the bombing of 
Germany, is where the brothers 
were when Hitler began his dev­
ilment.

The proposed amendment to 
the federal constitution, limiting 
federal income taxes to twenty- 
five per cent, would be one of 
the greatest bonanzas ever pre­
sented our millionaires.

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PEACE WITHOUT PANIC
Business depression is not the 

price of peace. If peace could be 
bought with agreements to un­
dergo severe financial reverses 
and give up many things we 
have now, the American people 
would accept the terms bravely, 
almost unanimously.

If war should end tomorrow, 
practically everybody in the 
United States would meet a sud­
den setback in money matters.

M. Hancock and others whose 
profound knowledge of economies 
is nowhere disputed.

Demonstrated Wisdom

The recently published Baruch 
report, of which Mr. Hancock 
is co-author and in which many 
distinguished students of busi­
ness had a hand, is too big and 
important to cover in a one col­
umn discussion. It sets up pro­
visions absolutely necessary to 
post-war prosperity, essential to 
the life of Democracy and Pri­
vate Enterprise. It proposes 
things this column has upheld as 
principles for two years.

At present America has pros­
perity. Factories of this country 
have never been busier than now; 
get; jobs were never easier to 
get; workers were never better 
paid. Many people are living 
well, dressing well, setting good 
tables. Workers always manage 
to live somehow but now, when 
they live well, rural people pros­
per. Farmers get good prices for 
as much as they can grow be­
cause factories are busy.

Recent Scare Copy

This scares many people; Two- 
thirds of what American factor­
ies are making these days, 66 2/3 
per cent measured by dollar vol­
ume (call it 50 billion dollars a 
year) consists of war goods—stuff 
nobody needs in time of peace. 
It is a staggering figure. But 
why be guessing how many jobs 
peace will destroy if, as the re­
port implies, peace can create an 
equal number of jobs or more?

To save our way of life, we 
Americans must be kept busy, 
but how? The report says by 
making it possible for factory 
owners to keep their plants busy. 
The program has two main fea­
tures: (1) To get government out 
of business and (2) to facilitate 
the reconversion of war plants to 
p>eace-time production.

•  •
Hope and Assurance

All manufacturers of war goods 
will be anxious to switch quickly 
into peace-time pursuits if pos­
sible. Government can help (a) 
by terminating war contracts^ 
promptly and paying plant own­
ers for most of their war work' 
before finishing all the tedious 
details of final settlement, (b) by 
moving government-owned ma­
chinery from privately-owned 
plants, clearing decks for peace­
time production, and (c) by cash 
loans.

Moral support can come from 
Washington also. (a) By get­
ting entirely out business, gov­
ernment can encourage private 
competition most effectively, (b) 
By systematic disposal of excess 
war materials, government can 
save many markets from ruin, 
(c) By fixing a ceiling on taxes, 
government can keep many busi­
nesses going that otherwise would 
die. Sound economy, hard work 
and good sense will save Democ­
racy and guarantee prosperity. 
Coming chapters of L ik ing  
Ahead will discuss some of these 
provisions, one at a time.

LIEUT. MARSHALL FORMBY WRITES 
INTERESTING LETTER TO PARENTS

p iT O R ’S NOTE: The toU 
lowing letter, written by 
Marsahll Formby to his par­
ents, contains much interest­
ing information about the 
British people and their form 
of government:

Somewhere in England, 
Engineer Service, Hqs. ETO, 
APO 871, % Postmaster,
New York, N. Y„
February 23, 1944.

Dear Folks:
I have been doing a lot of stu­

dying about England and the 
British empire since I came over 
here and have finally learned 
enough to write you a little about 
it. Have read a lot and the oth­
er night had a two-hour talk 
with a good solicitor (lawyer) 
and he gave me a lot of facts 
about it. Am sending a copy of 
this letter to my good friend, L. 
p . Ratliff of Spur, who is always 
interested in courts, government, 
etc.

As you know the British em­
pire consists of all its dominions, 
colonies, etc, the United King­
dom. which I shall write mostly 
about in this letter, consists of 
England, Wales, Scotland and 
Northern Ireland. Most of Ire­
land belongs to the Free State 
of Ireland and is a neutral coun­

try in this war. It is also known 
as Erie.

Now England, Wales, Scotland 
and Northern Ireland, which I 
shall refer to in the future as the 
United Kingdom, or the UK, are 
all about the size of the state 
of Minnesota or perhaps not half 
as big as the state of Texas.Pop- 
ulation is 45 million.

The British people are a little 
reserved, a little hard at times, 
but pretty friendly and exceed­
ingly nice. They treat me and 
all of us extra nice and take 
every opportunity to make us 
feel welcome and to help us. 
They have gone through four 
and a half years of war and know 
what rationing is. Yet you nev­
er hear any complaints. They 
know how to take it. They know 
very little about the history of 
the USA, but in recent years 
have taken to making a study of 
it and are now issuing books 
about us. I am highly pleased 
with the people, admire them a 
lot. Of course, there is no one 
ftiat takes the place of a good 
Texan, but that’s another story.

The UK is ruled over by a 
king, who has little power, but 
is somewhat of a symbol and 
HIGHLY respected. Mr. Church­
ill, the prime minister, .really is

head of the government, and is 
very popular here, especially the 
way he is dealing with the war. 
The legislative branch consists 
of a house of lords, about 400 or 
500 of them, appointed for life, 
who have little legislative f>o w -  
er but who really just confirm 
what has been passed in the 
house of commons. The com­
mons is similar to our lower 
house of congress and has over 
600 members elected about ev­
ery five years. During the war 
they are having no elections ex­
cept by elections which are the 
same as our special elections, to 
fill vacancies caused by the death 
or resignation of some member. 
There is no state government as 
we have the Texas gov'ernment, 
but a strong federal government 
with its seat in London and coun­
ty or shire government. England 
and Wales are more closely con­
nected than England is with 
Scotland and Northern Ireland, 
but there i.<; little difference. Eng­
land has 40 shires ( a shire is a 
county) and Wales 12 .$hires. 
The three main parties. Labor, 
Liberal and Conservative parties, 
sele^ their candidates to run for 
parliament. The party in power 
selects the prime minister. If a 
man fails to be selected to run 
by either of the parties, he can 
run as an independent and some­
times is elected. Salary for the 
house of commons is 600 pounds 
or $2,400 a year, but the mem­
ber of the house of commons os- 
ually is help>ed out financially by 
funds from his party. Lords draw 
no salary.

Counties or shires are run by 
a county council composed of 
many members who draw no pay. 
This council is divided into va­
rious committees such as a road 
committee, school committet, etc. 
Cities, likewise, are run by coun­
cils much the same way. High­
est law enforcement officer in 
the shire is the chief constable 
who is head of the city and coun­
ty police. The high sheriff is ap­
pointed mostly b^ause he is a 
big land owner or stands high in 
the shire and he draws no salary 
and has no duties much except 
to see that the circuit judges 
have means of travel from coun­
ty to county. If a town is of a 
certain size and has a cathedral 
in it, it is a city, otherwise it is 
a corporation. Senior members 
of a city council are called alder 
men.

England has no federal consti- 
sution as we have one, although 
they have somewhat of a tradi 
tional constitution established over 
a period of hundreds of years 
Thus they have no supreme court 
to rule legislation unconstitution­
al. l^ere  is no universal sys­
tem of recording deeds, etc., as 
we have in our county clerk’s of­
fice. If the title of land looks 
good for the past 30 years it is 
approved, the* new owner gets 
the deed, but it is not recorded 
at the county clerk's office as we 
do. They do have a registrar’s 
office, however, in every town

of any size. This office records 
deaths, births, etc. Mortgages are 
recorded at a central place in 
London. I forgot to tell you, 
but the chief constable works 
in cooperation with the home 
secretary’s iffice at London. The 
Registrar can marry people under 
certain conditions.

They have a varied system of 
schools, grammar school, council 
school, high school, public school 
preparatory school. You have to 
pay to go to a public school, 
however.

If a guy gets drunk he is tried 
by the magistrate, similar to our 
JP’s. He earris no salary. Next 
highest court is the court of ses­
sions, presided over by a paid 
barrister, with magistrates sit­
ting in with him. The high court 
is similar to our district court 
known as the ASSIZES The 
judge, a barrister appointed for 
life with a salary, goes from 
county seat to county seat as 
they do in our country, A man 
is tried here by a petit jury like 
ours, but a few years aigo they

jury.
Now the states attorneys or the 
Crown  ̂ in LfOndon decides (3fter 
a preliminary hearing before the 
magistrate) whether there is a 
case or not. From high court you 
can appeal to the court of crim­
inal appeals in London. Civil 
courts are similar, the smaller 
cases being tried before the mag­
istrate, second highest is the 
county court and then the high 
coui% and then you can appeal 
to the court of civil appeals.
. ® fellow who hasstudied law and served five years 

apprenticeship under another so­
licitor. He can practice only in 
minor courts. If a case is large, 
he takes it to a barrister. A bar­
rister seryw an apprenticeship 
like a solicitor, but is supposed 
to know a little more law. He 
can take ONLY those cases 
brought to him by a solicitor, but 
he can practice before the high 
courts. All fees are set here by 
the government. These fees were 
fixed in 1882 and were not rais­
ed until after the last war and 
on March 1 will be raised a little 
more. Charges are based on the 
client’s salary. A man making 
35 dollars per week would have 
to pay attorney fees of perhaps 
$100 or $120 for adiVorce, part 
of these fees to the solicitor and 
part to the barrister. It’s hard 
to get a divorce here. The po­
lice checkup system here is good. 
Courts are pretty strict. Tradi­
tion means a lot here and cus­
toms have been handed down for 
centuries. Taxes are pretty high, 
also. But it’s a democracy and 
the people are free just as they 
are in the USA. Many times 
their way of doing things would­
n’t work with us, neither would 
our way work \^th them, our 
customs and traditions being so 
differoit. Hope you have en­
joyed this because I worked hard 
getting all these facts together.

SUNDAY SCHOOL

th e  sacredness o f
LIFE

(Temperance Lesson)

International Sunday School 
*̂ «*son for March 26, 1944.
GOLDEN TEXAT: “Know ye 
that your body is a temple of 
the Holy Spiril?”—I Corin­
thians 6: 19.

Lesson Text: Genesis 1: 27, 
28; I Corinthians 6; 19, 29.

This lesson brings to a close a 
quarter’s studies of the “Gospel 
of Mark and while the scriptural 
background is not taken from 
this gospel, it is certainly proper 
that this series of lessons be 
closed with a discussion of the 
“Sacredness of Life” or God’s 
estimate of the worth of the in­
dividual soul.

At the time of Jesus’ ministry 
on earth, human life was very 
lightly held, so lightly, in fact, 
that slaves w’ere hack^ to piec­
es to feed the fish of wealthy 
Romans and thousands were 
slaughtered in areans to .‘enter­
tain” wealthy Roman crowds. 
There w’as no recognition of the 
fact that a human soul was of 
value to God, who created it.

However, by his words and 
deeds, Jesus revealed to the 
world the worth of the indi­
vidual and gave to the world a 
conception of the value of each 
and every soul, however humble, 
however sinful. Much of his 
ministry was to individuals, like 
the rich young ruler, Nicodemus, 
the sinful woman of Samaria; 
his healing power was bestowed 
on individuals; and several times 
he raised individuals from the 
dead. He taught that God had 
regard to individuals—that the 
very hairs of their heads were 
numbered—and that he valued 
human souls above material pos­
sessions.

If every man, woman and child 
in the world could get into his 
mind and heart the realization 
that he, or she, was made in the 
image of God, we believe the 
moral and spiritual plane of the 
whole world would be greatly 
elevated.

they represent the same power? 
How sad it is to think that ev­
ery hardened criminal whose sin­
ister face looks out through iron 
bars was once an innocent child 
reposing in a mother’s arms, her 
pride, the object of her finest 
hopes. The bloated face of the 
drunkard who goes reeling by 
us on the street once was fair 
and pure, clear-eyed and smil­
ing.”

Paul declares, in I Cor. 6; 19- 
20, that our physical bodies are 
a temple of the Holy Spirit, re­
ceived from God. 'These bodies 
are not our own to do as we will 
with them, to desecrate if we 
want to, but they are God’s, hav­
ing been bought with the great­
est price ever paid for anything
