The overseas service m ay be 
obtained by filing messages a t 
any Red Cross chapter, o r by 
sending them  d irect to M arine 
Corps headquarters, W ashington. 
I t  was stressed, how ever, th a t 
mesasges m ust : be  confined to 
m atters of a  defin ite em ergency 
nature.

For exam ple should the  m oth­
e r  or sister of a M arine who is 
overseas become dangerously ill, 
the  fam ily m ight advise the M a­
rine of her state  by filing a m es­
sage to him w ith the Red Cross 
or w ith M arine Corps headquar­
ters a t W ashington. The m es­
sage should be addressed the 
sam e as his plain le tters are  ad ­
dressed.

The opinions expressed in the  le t­
te r  to the soldiers’ home tow n pp - 
per seem to be general am ong 
service m en in th e  w ar th ea te r, 
according to re tu rned  w ar cor­
respondents. The le tter:

“Som ewhere in the Southw est 
Pacific—Dear Mom and Dad: P a r­
don m y mood, bu t I get th is w ay 
once in a w hile and I guess you 
folks will have to suffer the  con­
sequences.

“Mom and Dad, ju s t w hat in  th e
h------ am I fighting for any w ay?
Is it for these people w ho s it 
back on th e ir pants and g ripe  a t  
the food and gas rationing?

“Anybody th a t would sit back 
in  th e  sta tes safe and sound and  
have guts enough to beef about 
the conditions he has to pu t u p  
w ith should be shot. I t isn’t  w h a t 
I ’ve been through th a t m akes m e 
feel like this. I t’s the guys th a t 
are now doing all the  fighting th a t 
I ’m talk ing for. I w onder if some 
of the people back there  realize 
th a t approxim ately every  hour 
they  are  griping one good fight­
ing m an dies for th e ir very  cause.

“W hen I hear of the people th a t 
are  strik ing for $1.50 an hour in ­
stead of 1.48— t̂he people w ho 
have no consideration for w h a t 
the ir boys are  out fighting for— 
it m akes me boil. I im agine th a t 
none of those people ever had a 
good buddy shot down righ t be­
side them  or seen blood or guts 
spread all around them  or have 
all hell break loose before th e ir 
very eyes. If they had w itnessed 
this, probably they would have a 
d ifferent idea about the w hole 
affair.

“This (U.S.) is a country  of 
free speech, otherw ise I couldn’t  
be w riting  this way. It seem s a 
sham e th a t these m en should 
have to come back (those who 
do come back) and live am ong 
the people who unknow ingly have 
been fighting against them —all 
the tim e he was fighting fo r 
them.

The W est Texas in ter-county  
A gricultural & Livestock con­
test is m aking m arked progress 
in its first m onth of activites, 
said an announcem ent th is week 
by the West Texas cham ber of 
commerce, which is sponsoring 
the  tw o-year production and im ­
provem ent plan.

The contest was officially in­
augurated  in M arch, following a 
referendum  vote by WTCC af­
filiates to put in on. O bjectives 
a re  to contribute to the w ar ef­
fort in stim uating increased pro­
duction on West Texas farm s and 
ranches of food and feed crops, 
and to carry  the  plan into the 
post-w ar in m ore fully  develop­
ing the  area’s na tu ra l resources 
from the  soil together w ith  soil 
and w ater conservation and u til­
ization.

As of A pril 1, 43 area cham ­
bers of commerce, or agencies 
functioning as such, had pro­
gressed sufficiently in th e ir con­
test participation to have earned 
certificates of aw ard, and these 
w ere in  the  mail to  them  last 
week end.

Now is the  tim e to plan to stop 
the  w ind erosion on your farm  
nex t w in ter and spring by p lan­
ning your s trip  cropping program  
for th is year. S trip  cropping is 
the planting of erosion-perm it­
ting  and erosion-resisting  crops 
in a lte rnating  strips. The best 
practice is ro ta ting  these w ind 
resisting strips w ith in  fields ra th ­
er than  betw een en tire  fields. In 
addtion, th is practice w ill facil­
ita te  good soil conservation crop 
successions. S trip  cropping in ­
creases the soil saving value of 
erosion-resisting crops by  lact- 
ing these crop-grow ing, soil­
holding and im proving c r o p  
w here they  a re  m ost effective in 
controlling soil erosion.

The place to use s trip  crops 
a re  on new ly constructed te r ­
races. The en tire  te rrace  ridge 
and the w ater channel of the te r ­
race should be p lan ted  to some 
kind of sm all grain, feed crop, or 
a legum e such as peas.

S tr ip  crops can be p lan ted  by 
terrace  in tervals—one terrace  
and the  in terval below planted  
to sm all grain  or feed crop and  
the  n ex t te rrace  in terval planted 
to cotton. If  th is practice is used 
then  cotton m ay be p lan ted  the 
next y ear w here sm all g ra in  or 
feed crops w ere planted.

The nex t m ethod of p lanting 
strip  crops is w here the  land 

not terraced. On the  loose

sandy soils subject to wind and 
w ater erosion but where wind 
erosion is most destructive it is 
recom m ended th a t low-growing 
crops such as cotton should be 
p lan ted  in  a lternate  even-width 
s trips w ith  g rain  surghum or Su­
dan. These even-wTdth strips 
facilita te  the  following of a two 
year ro tation . G rain sorghum 
heads should be harvested or a 
high stubble should be left undis­
tu rbed  as long as possible before 
p reparing  land for another crop. 
These s trips should vary in width 
from  75 to 150 feet, depending on 
how  sandy the  land is.

★  To speed the settling oj the West, 
our nation wanted railroads pushed 
across great unsettled areas to de­
velop rich hut distant regions and to 
bind the country together for military 
and other reasons.

In thel85Q'sandI860’s, to encour- 
railroads to push their tracks 
the undeveloped territory, Con- 

,, .A j granted the odd sections on each

side oj the track to the railroads, 
with certain “strings" attached, and  
these grants varied in depth up to 
several miles.

The even sections retained by the 
government were for the most part 
sold to settlers at a substantial in­
crease in price.

The Land Grant policy was very 
help fu l in getting  the railroads 
started in those early days. B U T . . .

Isn't it out of date today?
In return for their Land Grants, 
the railroads originally were re­
quired, and are still required to  
d o  so  in  respect o f m ilitary and 
naval property and personnel, to  
h tn l g o v ern m en t p a sse n g e r s , 
freight, and m ail at rates far below  
those applicable to  ordinary traffic.

S in ce  th e  Land G rants w ere  
made, railroads have paid out in  
reduced rates on governm ent traf­
fic many tim es the amount they have 
received from these Land Grants.

In the case o f the Santa Fe, here 
are the figures: In more than 80 
years which have elapsed since the

Land Grants were made, Santa Fe’s 
net realization from these lands has 
been about $23,000,000. In 1943 
alone, the government received from  
Santa Fe, in the form of rate reduc^ 
tiens, approximately $^,000,000.

Many governm ental agencies as 
w ell as private shipper groups are 
convinced that the tim e has arrived 
for the entire repeal o f these bur­
densome Land G ran' r<— irements.

Potato Tarts with Sausage Filling

There are few meals as time-re­
leasing and fuel saving as oven 
meals. They are a boon to the busy 
housewife, who can put food in the 
oven and leave it for a specified 
length of time, confident that the 
controlled heat of modem ovens will 
stay constant.
, The fuel saving aspect helps not 

only the budget, but the war effort 
as well. All kitchen fuels, particu­
larly “bottled” or “ tank” gas, the 
convenient fuel for homes beyond 
city gas mains, are needed in war 
industries and the government ap­
preciates any savings the “arm y in 
aprons” can make.

This “Wash Day Oven Meal” 
takes only 45 minutes in the oven 
and serves six. It is complete, ex­
cept for the beverage, a raw vege­
table or fruit salad ahd a cold 
dessert.

The meal consists of potato tarts  
with sausage filling and Spanish 
beans.

These two dishes can be baked in 
vthe same oven, setting the tem pera­

ture control to hold the oven heat 
to 375 degrees.
Potato Tarts with Sausage Filling
Mix an egg with mashed potatoes 

that have been prepared with milk, 
butter and seasoning. Leftovers will 
do. Silt a half teaspoon of baking 
powder for each cup of mashed po­
tatoes into enough fiour to m ake a 
dough when it is worked into the 
potatoes. Roll out and cut in six 
inch squares. Place two tablespoons 
of sausage meat that has been 
browned for ten minutes in the cen­
te r of each square. Fold dough over 
diagonally and pinch edges together. 
Brush with top milk and bake for 45 
minutes.

Spanish Beans 
1 pound green beans 
% green pepper 
1 cup canned tomatoes 
4 slices bacon

Cut beans in one inch pieces, add 
green pepper and bacon, both cut 
fine. Pour tomatoes over and bake, 
covered, for 45 minutes.

Foretelling bad news fo r the 
Japs, bomb fuses of th is  type 
have secretly been in mass pro­
duction by Nash-Kelvinator Cor­
poration since March, 1942, it was 
recently disclosed in a Navy ap­
p r o v e d  statem ent announcing 
completion of the big contract 
“on schedule”.

came one o f the world’s la rgest 
m anufacturers o f bomb fuses, 
.producing three t 3T>es fo r Navy 
bombs rang ing  from  100 pound­
e rs  up  to  A toll-Buster size.

M anufacture o f these bomb 
fuses has been proceeding along 
w ith the company’s m ass produc­
tion of 2000 H P a irc ra ft engines, 
hydrom atic propellers, propeller 
governors, and large scale m anu­
fac tu re  of essential p a rts  fo r 
jeeps, seeps, tanks and trucks, 
and p arts  fo r subm arines and 
ships.

The bomb fuses, none of which 
have been seen by the  public, 
have established an outstanding 
record in the Pacific.^ L arger size 
N avy bombs carry  two of these 
propeller - tsrpe fuses to  make 
doubly sure a  bomb will explode 
—one in the nose and one in the 
ta il. None of these bombs has 
ever been knowm to fall on the 
ta rg e t a  “dad”.

Chester Bowles, head of the 
OPA, criticizes attem pts to com­
pel the OPA to fix a price p rof­
itab le to each of the  nation’s 
th ree m illion business firm s.

Mr. Bowles points out th a t in 
ord inary  years a substantial per­
centage 6f business firm s oper­
ate  in the  red  and tha t, under 
w artim e control, the  num ber of 
firm s suffering hardship  or loss­
es is a t the  lowest point in m od­
ern  business history.

To compel the  OPA to fix  
prices th a t would guaran tee ev­
ery  individual business a profit, 
regardless of its efficiency, would 
be a disastrous blow to controll­
ing prices, asserts Mr. Bowles, 
who adds th a t w hen th is is done, 
“priva te  en terp rise  in Am erica 
w ill be dead.”

A dm itting th a t some persons 
w ill advocate price-fix ing  th a t 
is p rofitab le to all elem ents in 
an industry  w hile feeling sincere­
ly th a t they  believe in w ar-tim e 
control prices, M r. Bowles says 
th a t o thers w ill be moved by a 
desire, for selfish reasons, to 
b reak  down the  effort of OPA 
to p ro tect the  p>eople against a 
rise  in the  cost of living and to 
lessen the  cost of fighting the 
w ar.

Despite these fears, however, 

we th ink th a t some form of la ­
bor d ra ft is ii^evitable, unless the 
w ar suddenly collapses. As no 
early  collapse can be reasonably 
accepted as a fact upon w hich to 
p lan a w ar program and the 
d ra ft of labor will become im ­
perative as working m en are 
d rafted  into combat service, there  
is little  wisdom in perm itting 
the  issue to d rift until a serious 
shortage of production forces a 
crisis.

Along w ith th is legislation, the 
Congress should seriously under­
take to curb and restrain  the  ex - 
horb itan t profits which some in ­
dividuals and corporations a re  
m aking out of w ar contracts. I t 
is u tte rly  indefensible to d ra ft 
men to fight and to work, b reak ­
ing up  th e ir individual and fam ­
ily lives, and then  perm it huge 
profits to be m ade out of w ar 
necessities.

If congress fails to pass legisla­
tion to restra in  profits, it w ill 
still be necessary to d ra ft men 
to fight and work. Thoughtful 
A m ericans should be concerned 
over the  a fterm ath  of such a con­
dition. A lready, there are  re ­
ports of b itterness felt by fight- 
:ir>g ,m en  tow ard  civilians at 
home.

To th is  w ill be  added the re ­
sentm ent of millions of w orkers 
who feel, w hether justified  or 
not, th a t they  have been blam ed 
unduly  for alleged shortcomings 
in connection w ith  w ar produc­
tion. In  fact, correspondents re ­
port the  b itte r comment of ser­
vicem en, who, in  the opinion of 
labor leaders, have been misled 
by vicious an ti-labor propagan­
da.

These reactions will undoubt­
edly continue into the post-w ar 
period and to them  m ust be add­
ed a w ave of angry resentm ent 
th a t w ill be directed against w ar 
profiteers w hen the ex ten t of 
th e ir profits becomes clearly re ­
vealed.

TETANUS OR LOCKJAW
Most people know bu t little  

about tetanus, though they have 
a wholesome dread of it. In  1914 
the  subject mae up in  a large 
m edical association.

A case was mentioned in which 
a m an fifty-tw o years old, w hile 
building a shed out of old lum ­
ber stuck a rusty nail into the 
ball of his left great toe. The 
toe swelled, became red  and 
pained him  a little. He contin­
ued his w ork until the  eighth 
day, w hen the muscles of his 
back on the injured side, becam e 
painful. The th roat and neck 
grew  sore, and his jaw s stiff. He 
becam e uneasy and sent for his 
physician. However, it w as too 
la te  for the  doctor to help him, 
and he died in g rea t agony on 
the eleventh  day a fte r sustaining 
the  in jury .

T etanus is an old disease. H ip­
pocrates described it m any cen­
turies ago. It is an acute in ­
fectious disease, caused by  the  
en trance of the tetanus germ  into 
an op>en wound.

Most of these wounds are  acci­
dental. It is estim ated th a t 80 
per cent of them  occur on farm s, 
gardens, stables and even in the 
street. I t is most ap t to occur in 
penetrating  wounds th a t a re  clos­
ed, as the  germ grows best w ith ­
out a ir. The germs live in dam p 
soil.

A common method of con tract­
ing th e  disease is by receiving an 
in ju ry  from  a nail, th a t has come 
in contact w ith contam inated soil. 
By scratching w ith d irty  finger 
nails, the  germs m ay be im plan t­
ed in the  skin, especially around 
a sore or wound.

T etanus is often caused by 
pow der burns from  firew orks, 
w hich leave raw  exposed su r­
faces into which the germ s find 
ready entrance. I t is said th a t 
the  fu llers earth  used in m aking 
shotgun powder, frequently , con­
tains the  tetanus bacilli. M any 
children in cities have died, as a 
resu lt of tetanus caused from  
firew orks e x p l o s i o n s  during  
C hristm as or Fourth of Ju ly . 
M any cases of tetanus have de­
veloped from  gunshot wounds.

The first symptoms of tetanus 
are  restlessnes sand irritab ility , 
som etim es headaches and chilli­
ness. A very  definite sym ptom  
is stiffness of the neck, and d if- 
iculty  in chewing and swallow ­
ing. Then convulsions appear, 
w ith the  characteirstic lockjaw  
and ever. Some of the  patients 
recover w ithout the teanus an ti­
toxin.

A fter a suspicious wound, it is 
w ell to give a prophylactic dose 
of the  serum . This often p re­
vents the  developm ent of the  
disease. In  act, “the a n ti- te ­
tanus serum  is the most im por­
tan t factor in the  successful tre a t­
m ent of tetanus,” though it some­
tim es fails. It is alw ays safe to 
see your doctor at once, if you 
in ju re  yourself.

B arnabas and John  M ark sail­
ed to Cyprus, the  native island 
of the  form er, and although we 
have no fu rth e r record of his ac­
tiv ity , we can be assured th a t 
he  perform ed valian tly  in  the 
cause of th e ir  faith . Paul se­
lected Silas, who had come back 
from  Jerusalem  w ith  him  from 
the  Council, and h ereafter these 
tw o w ere associated together in 
m issionary activ ity . W hile the 
dissension w hich had separated  
B arnabas and  Paul appeared u n ­
fortunate , th e  resu lt w as th a t 
tw o m issionary parties w ent from 
Antioch thereby  doubling the 
num ber of w orkers in the  field. 
Each of the  original p a rtn e rs  was 
probably  free r to pursue th e ir 
ow n m ethods under the  new.

Paul and Silas followed an 
overland  rou te  to v isit the 
churches in  Asia M inor. P ass­
ing th rough  the  Cilician G ates 
in  the  T aurus M ountains they  
visited D erbe, L ystra , Iconium 
and Antioch in Pisidia. P au l 
w anted  to  carry  the  gospel d irec t­
ly  tow ards Ephesus, bu t w as de­
te rred  by  th e  Holy Spirit. T here­
fore he w ent, th rough Phygia and 
G alatia, tw o regions in the  in ­
te n o r. A t th a t tim e P au l w an t­
ed to go in to  B ithynia to  the  
north , th e  region ju s t south of

to a “prayer-p lace” of Jew ish 
proselytes and on the  Sabbath 
m ade his first European convert. 
She w as Lydia, a seller of pu r- 
pledyed cloth, who had come 
from  T hyatira  in  the  little  pro­
vince of Lydia on the  w estern 
coast of Asia Minor.

Paul had a special affection 
for the  church he founded a t 
Philippi and, w hile he w as a 
prisoner in Rome, he w rote them  
a beautifu l le tte r. In  it he told 
w hat C hrist m eant to him. The 
things w hich he had once thought 
im portan t and held m ost highly, 
he now considered of less than  
nothing in com parison w ith the 
im portance of his know ledge of 
C hrist.

P au l was not satisfied w ith his 
C hristian  atta inm ent. He knew  
he was not perfect and, therefore, 
he  w as eagerly  advancing to­
w ard the  goal of perfection. B an­
ishing from  his m ind all the  
past, w ith  the  eventual goal up­
perm ost in his m ind, he, like a 
racer, was sira in ing  every  nerve 
to reach the  highest prize — 
heavenly  life w ith  C hrist Jesus.
