Y et th is  frosty Y uletide a ir 
finds the  sam e roguish sp irit of 
S an ta  C laus peering out of a l­
m ost every display window m 
tow n, lending th a t intangible 
glow from w ithin  the  h eart th a t 
IS  the  sp irit of St. Nicholas. In 
sp ite  of everything tha t has hap­
pened to th is strange old world, 
th e re  is still love and cheer and 
friendship—yes, and hope, out of 
w hich can be fashioned another 
blessed Christm as season.

Each display window in town, 
along w ith the m any lovely gifts  ̂
to  tan ta lize  the eye and gladden, 
the  heart, features the  trad itio n - 
al C hristm as snow banked in | 
p ic tu resque settings. And as one 
w atches the  sm all children gaze ■ 
longingly, w ith each tiny  noses 
pressed against the  w indow 
glass a t the  toys designed to 
brigh ten  th e ir young hearts, a 
feeling of aw e and tru s t en ters 
th e  heart. Yes, th a t sam e tru st 
of little  children, th a t w ins w ars 
fills stockings and brings happi­
ness lend on ever hum ble m ean- 
th a t m akes Santa C laus not a 
Ing th a t m akes Santa Claus not a 
sery  folklore, b u t someone* very j
rea l. '

A tw o-foot Santa w ith  eyes of 
gold bulbs is standing in a bank 
of snow in the  F a ir  Store w in­
dow. A red holly spray centers 
th e  display w hich is draped w ith  
Tipples of cellophane ice. The 
Red F ron t D rug S tore features 
th e  p a trio tic  b lue and w hite  crepe 
rope  extending  from  the  ceiling 
o f th e  window. A cluster of 
C hristm as bells hangs from  the  
center.

A few steps fa rth e r up the  
s tree t, in P rocto r’s, one sees 
again  th e  fam iliar red  and g r ^ n  
holly  leave, th is tim e form ing 
four colum n posts extending from i 
the  ceiling to the  floor. On en - j 
te ring  the  door, as th e  eyes d rift i 
to the  ledge at the  left, they catch | 
the  tw o four foot C hristm as can- i 
dies bordered  w ith  patrio tic  co­
lors of red, w hite  and blue.

At M ilam ’s V ariety  the  C hrist­
m as w reaths are  incircled w ith 
tinseled lights. A jolly, fat. k n e e - | 
high Santa beam s approval as j 
k no tty  p ine cones colored w ith 
red  and green, vie for chief a t­
traction . Schw artz’s display is 
C hrstm as icycles in a m ountain­
ous bank of snow w ith  ladders 
com pleting a snow w hite  a r ­
rangem ent. G rubens fea tu re  a 
bank  of snow w ith Santa on a 
sleigh d raw n  by reindeer.

L ike  a cool, refreshing thought 
is the  C hristm as w reath  in H en­
ry  A lexander’s. Exending cross­
w ise, the  spray  encloses the  en­
tire  w all of the  d isplay window. 
C hristm as bells of silver, circling 
th e  center of the  silver w reath , 
contain  bulbs of icy blue, so real 
th a t  one half expects to h ear a 
crystal clear tink le  in the  fa r 
distance.

A t B ryan t L ink’s a tiny  snow 
m an  sits atop a m ound of snow 
as a m in ia tu re  Santa sails 
th rough  snow covered ground 
on a sleigh d raw n by m ina tu re  
re indeer. A Christm as tree  w ith  
colored tw inklers centers the 
scene. Two C hristm as w reaths 
hang  from  the  double doors.

A likeness of a fa t Santa p e r­
ched on a brick  chim nev w ith  
h is  bulging assortm ent of toys, 
g rins from  R ite r’s H ardw are. 
Snow -covered boxes, resem bling 
snow  m ounds, com plete the  a r­
rangem ent. A bank of snow, 
lieh ts, tovs and icycles shine from  
W ackers V ariety. At M axor D rug 
one again sees C hristm as snow 
banked  about a tinseled red  and 
green  tree.

K enneth  Dopson, F  1/c, su r­

vivor of the  escort carrie r USS 
G am bier B ay which the Nips 
sank in the second battle  of the 
San B ernardino stra its  in Ph ili­
ppine w«aters, is spending a leave 
w ith  his parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
J . C. Dopson of Spur.

Dopson w ent overseas as a 
crew  m em ber on the  G am bier 
Bay last May 14. The tiny A m eri­
can force w ith the G am bier Bay, 
which included only th ree des­
troyers, six a ir-c ra ft carriers and 
four destroyers escorts, sailed in 
to the Philippines area on Oct. 20 
and, according to Dopson, the 
first four days w ere uneventful.

In his own words, Dopson des­
cribes the action which took 
place Oct. 25.

Visual contact was m ade v/ith 
enemy w arships in the early 
m orning of Oct. 25. N ear misses 
on our ships w ere seen a t this 
time. The Japs, having faster 
ships and much g reater fire po­
w er rapidly closed in and re ­
corded hits. O ur guns answ ered 
back w ith good m arkm anship, 
bu t w ith little  effect.

“O ur Destroyers and Destroyer 
escorts m ade valiant torpedo runs 
and inflicted serious dam age on a 
sm all num ber of the enem y 
ships.

“A t about this tim e the  G am ­
bier Bay received terrific  blows 
and the order was given to aban­
don ship. Rafts w ere launched 
and debarking lines cast out.

“Rafts and lone swim m ers 
pulled aw ay from the  ship. A fter 
clearing the ship, the  swim m ers 
swam to rafts  and debris form ­
ing groups. By th is tim e, due to 
the  speed of the ships in battle, 
sound of gunfire was fa in t in the 
distance.

“The wounded was m ade as 
com fortable as possible. No w ater 
and very  little  food was available. 
The sun was very  hot. b u t got 
cooler in the  late afternoon and 
cold a t night. The men kept 
w arm  by  huddling together. The 
w ater w as ' rough, b u t a bright 
moon was out. Short naps w ere 
taken, bu t not m any of them.

“On the 26th, lone friendly 
planes came over, bu t showed no 
recognition. We w ere picked up 
tha t night.”

Dopson, along w ith the other 
sundvors of the G am bier Bay, 
re tu rned  to the  United States 
aboard a form er luxury  liner 
Doc. 1.

Dopson is a 1941 graduate of 
Spur hi eh school, and attended 
Texas Tech before enli.sting in 
the Navy Nov. 1943. He received 
his naval tra in ing  a San Diego, 
Cailf.

Some of the 
ancients d idn’t m ind knocking 
people about anyw ay.

T he old C haldeans had a cus­
tom of k illing the  w ives and a t­
tendan ts of g rea t dignitaries, 
who had ju s t died by  crushing 
th e ir skulls. This w as in order 
th a t they  m ight be buried  w ith 
him , and a ttend  him  in  the  land 
of spirits.

When baby is served his first semi- 
solid foods — th a t’s an event. With 
some babies, cereal is the first of 
these. Whole grain cereals, such 
as^ prepared strained oatmeal or 
cereal food, contain minerals and 
vitamins, while highly refined cer­
eals have little of either minerals 
or vitamins. While nutritive sub­
stances in whole grains are of 
value, they contain coarse fiber, 
which is not suitable for the sen­
sitive digestive tract of a baby, so 
the problem of preparing cereals 
for baby is one of using whole 
grain cereals but putting them in­
to suitable form.
^ou can obtain those cereals spe­
cially prepared for young infants. 
They are fine in texture, taste  
good, and babies like them and 
thrive on them.
For instance, ready-to-serve cereal 
food — a thoroughly cooked mix­
tu re  of finely ground whole wheat, 
farina and corn meal to which 
wheat germ, malt, dried yeast and 
calcium, phosphorus and iron salts 
have been added.
Another is prepared strained oat- 
^ e a l — wheat-free, a mixture of 
finely ground oatmeal, dried yeast, 
plus calcium, phosphorus and iron 
salts. I t is thoroughly cooked, 
strained, dried and a ll. ready to 
serve by adding milk or baby’s for­
mula.
A’ou may also want to try  a two- 
cereal plan. By alternating oatmeal 
and cereal food a t each feeding, 
baby will eat better because he 
likes variety too! Many Doctors 
think the two-cereal idea so good 
th a t they’re recommending i t  to  
Mothers.

or of a full set of beautiful teeth.
In  those days the  surgeons

The prom inence given to  m eat 
dishes in  the  ancient Y ule feast 
was typical of the  eating habits 
of the  English, who have alw ays 
been strong m eat eaters. Eng­
land is ju stly  fam ous for its 
York hams, its  roast beef w ith 
Y orkshire pudding, and roast 
saddle of Southdow n m utton.

T here a re  m any national “side 
dishes,” which a re  often used as 
the m eat course of a dinner. 
Among the most typical are  
broiled kidtieys, sw eetbreads, 
liver and bacon, tripe  and 
onions,—all featuring  w hat we 
in Am erica today call “variety  
m eats.” Two dishes , w ith very 
picturesque nam es are  “bubble 
and squeak,” a com bination of 
cold boiled m eat and fried cab­
bage— and “toad in a hole,” 
which consists of pieces of m eat 
baked in a b a tte r pudding.

O ther foods for w hich the  
English are  known a re  certain  
cheeses, Som erset straw berries 
and English apples. Although 
the  apple has been called the 
m ost typical English fru it, 
native production has not been 
able to m eet the  dem and, and 
apples have been im ported in 
g rea t num bers.

Plum Pudding
6 cups sitfed flour
2 teaspoons soda
2 teaspoons salt
2 teaspoons cinnam on
2 teaspoons nutm eg
1 teaspoon cloves
2 cups raisins
^  cup choppied citron, lemon 

and orange peel
V-i, pound lard
1 cup molasses 

1 cup m ilk
Sift flour, soda, salt and spices 

together. Add raisins, citron, 
orange and lemon peel. Cream 
lard: add molasses. Add dry in­
gredients and liquid a lternately . 
Fill w ell-oiled mold or pudding 
pan 2-3 full. Tie w axed or oiled 
paper over top of pan; steam  
about 3 hours, depending on 
size of mold.

Will W right, Supervisor of 
Zone 1 of the  Duck Creek Soil 
Conservation D istrict, G arza 
county, a ttended the annual 
m eeting of the  Texas Soil Conser­
vation D istrist Supervisors held 
a t College Station, December 6. 
He reported  on the  progress of 
the  Duck Creek D istrict and 
heard  some of the  leading soil 
conservationists speak on soil 
and w ater enservation and the 
general possibilitiese and accom­
plishm ents of the conservation 
districts.

Dr. H. H. B ennett rem inded the 
D istrist Supervisors th a t we will 
obtain genuine and fierm anent 
consrvation of our soil and w ater 
resources only by the use of each 
acre acording to its individual

capabilities and by the  trea tm en t 
of each acre according to its in ­
dividual needs.

The Duck Creek Supervisors 
who m eet Thursday of this week 
will have ten new  applications 
for assistance to pass on. These 
applications m ust be approved 
by the  supervisors before p lan­
ning operations can be started .

The Lost Lake G roup, w ith  Mr. 
Alton C lark as group leader, 
seems to be a little  m ore active 
than  some groups. Terraces are  
being built and m aintained and 
o ther conservation practices are  
being carried out. Mr. F. H. Mc- 
G aha of th is group is very  
anxious to get a  p lan and some 
execution started  on the  place he 
has on Duck Creek.

SEIZURE
W ars resu lt from  th irs t for 

pow er. Men try  to gain sway 
over o ther men.

The Farmer and 
War Bonds
by Mr. A. S. Goss

Master of the National Grange

W E FREQUENTLY hear farm- 
ers raise the question as to 

whether or not they should buy 
War Bonds as long as they are in 
debt. The answer to this question 
should depend in large measure 
upon the nature of the debt and 
whether or not it is current. If part 
of it is past due, and the borrower 
expects to experience difficulty in 
meeting past due payments, he 
probably should bring his debt into 
current position before investing 
in Bonds. If, however, his pay­
ments are current, there seems to 
be no reason why farm ers should 
not buy as many Bonds as they 
are  able. Most individual invest­
ors in government Bonds are car­
rying debt in one form or an­
other, a t rates higher than the 
Bonds will yield. This is as it 
should be if the purchaser is in an 
earning position which permits the 
accumulation of some surplus, for 
we all owe it  to our government 
to do our utm ost in the financing 
of the war, even though the trans­
action m ay result in our paying 
some extra interest on outstand­
ing debts.

When a farm er owes money, he 
is always concerned as to whether 
his crops will sell a t prices which 
will enable him  to repay his debt. 
When prices are high it is good 
business and conservative finance 
to reduce the debt as rapidly as 
possible because when prices are 
low, it takes more crops and more 
efforts to make the payments.

W e should not forget, how­
ever, that a government Bond 
will pay off an equal amount 
of dollars of debt, no m atter 
whether prices are high or 
whether prices arc low. It is, 
therefore, a  sound and con­
servative practice to buy gov­
ernment Bonds and lay them

aside to make payments on 
existing debts when they fall 
due. In fart, quite aside from 
the patriotic appeal, it is good 
business to buy Bonds rather 
than make pre-payments on 
debt, because the time m ay 
come when the ready cash is 
needed and the money tied np 
in pre-payments cannot be re­
turned. If this money is in­
vested in Bonds, it can be con­
verted into cash to meet any 
needs which may arise.
If everyone followed the policy 

of buying no War Bonds until their 
debts were paid, few Bonds would 
be sold to the public. We have an 
obligation to help finance this war 
which is vastly more important 
than the income we may receive 
on the investment of money in 
War Bonds.

Farm ers are  finding it impossi­
ble to maintain their machinery 
and buildings in a satisfactory 
state of repair. They are finding 
that they cannot replace worn-out 
equipment except at excessively 
high cost.

It would seem to be sound 
and conservative business 
practice to lay aside money 
to mak# the repairs and re­
place w o rn -o u t e q u ip m e n t 
when m aterial and machines 
are  again available. No safer 
place can be found to lay aside 
money for such purposes than 
in govevnment Bonds.
Every time we buy a Bond we 

are not only assisting in financing 
the war, but we are also doing our 
bit to prevent that most dreaded 
economic disaster called inflation. 
If each one of us would invest as 
much as we could in government 
Bonds, the danger of inflation 
would be greatly reduced.

1. Bew are of strangers—insist 

on adequate identification. A l- 
w’ays refuse to cash a check for 
a  stranger w ithout prtx>f of iden­
tity . C redit cards of hotels, m em ­
bersh ip  cards of social clubs, lod­
ges, business cards. Social Se­
cu rity  cards, are  not alw ays posi­
tive  prcKjf of identification. They 
m ay have been lost or stolen.

2. C ar ow ner’s registration, or  ̂
d r iv e r’s license—Always exam -  ̂
jn e  closely. See th a t no change 
have  been m ade in descrip tions.' 
Be su re  tha t the authentic  stam p , 
o f the  issuing office or bureau | 
iippears on the card, and tha t no 
signs of tam pering or m ulitation 
a re  indicated. W rite the license 
and  S ta te  of issue on the check 
itself. This makes a follow up 
m uch easier.

3. Insist tha t all checks be 
cm iorsed in your presence. The 
lx)gus check passes is always 
im patien t, has to m ake a ‘rain, 
o r  acts in an im portant m anner. 
He prc.‘=ents the check a te r bank­
ing hours and just before your 
rinsing hour, and is most always 
active  before holidays.

4. Always take tim e to m ake 
carefu l compari.son of signatures 
— handw riting. Compare the new 
siim ature  on the check w’ith the 
signatu re  on the identification. 
Be careful to com pare w ith 
payee’s nam e on face of check to 
see if check lias been endorsed 
e.xactly as d raw n—if it is not, 
y o u r suspicion should be arou.sed.

5. Bew are of printe<i company 
checks—watch any and all rubber 
stam ped items. The b ’d check 
passer is skilled in cashing bogus 
com p an y checks printed in ad­
vance. It a local company, check 
th e  telephone book, and m ake an 
aU em pt to verify the i.s.suing of 
th e  check. If it is an out-of-tow n 
c h f : k, be doubly careful to 
v e rify  th a t such company actu ­
a lly  exists.

Do not accept social security 
cards as identification under any 
circum stances. The Social Se­
cu rity  Board has cautioned m er­
chan ts  against counterfeit social 
S ecurity  cards being u.sed for 
cashing  checks. Rem em ber th a t 
upw ards of 50,000 w orn ou t or 
lost cards are being replaced per 
m onth . Also rem em ber th a t no 
check can be m ade of Sosial 
S ecurity  records, not even by 
police authorities.

7. Bank Pass book or check 
book—No proof of authentic ac­
count or funds. The fxissession 
o f the  above should not be ac­
cented s definite identifications 
of the  presenter, nor as au thority  
to  draw  checks on the bank. 
T here  ay be m any fake de­
posits entered in the pa.ss book; 
the:. igh; have gotten the check 
bv  -ne subterfuge.

?>. B ew are of unidentified S er­
vice m en—.vuthcntic service men 
have credenti Is. .\sk  to see the 
m 'n ’s identification tag, it gives 
hi< name, address. Army serial 
num ber. W rite tho‘‘.c on the 
check. Also ask him  to w rite  
u n d er the endorsem ent any other 
id rn tifv ing  inform ation as to nd- 
dresv; ‘h;>t can be given.

9. Be absolutely sure of iden- 
tifiention before cashing allo t­
m en t checks. .\rm y  and Navy 
dependency checks and o thers 
a re  being stolen. Know your 
endoTser absolutely before cash­
ing chec’KS for strangers, requ ire  
p roper and adecpiate identifica­
tion. Make notation on back of 
check as to identification p re­
sented. This m ay help you later.

10. Report all bad checks to 
S p u r Retail M erchants Associa­
tion. By doing so you m ay save 
th e  nex t inquiring m em ber from 
a sim ilar loss. We cooperate 
fu lly  and com pletely w ith police 
au thorities.

11. W’rite  all im portant iden­
tify in g  data on back of checks. 
W e again  resta te  th is .suggestion 
as  it is to very  im portan t in 
try in g  to trace  check passers. 
W hen you look a t a license card 
be  carefu l to  note th a t num ber 
and S ta te  on the  back of check. 
Should  th a t check bounce back, 
you then  have som ething very  
de fin ite  to use in tracing and in 
rem em bering  the  ca.se. This is 
m ost im portan t—instruct all p er­
sons cashing checks to  follow 
th is  procedure.

12. Don’t be suckers for pro­
fessional check pa.ssers and 
crooks. Take your time. G et real 
Yonafide identification before 
cashing checks for strangers. R e­
v iew  all of the  above points and 
if properly  followed you w ill not 
be  the  victim of m any check 
passers. M oney saved in th is 
m an n er is ju st the  same as p ro ­
fits  earned. Don’t be too sales 
b u n g ry  to be careul.

Does C hristm as joy depend 
absolutely and w holly on holiday 
gift o r food? H aven’t we, through 
our observance of Christm as, 
gone som ew hat astray  and lost, 
along the  way, the  rea l m ean­
ing of Christm as?

The scrip tu re  passage from

Luke, giving us the  story of the 
b irth  of the Savior, is one of the 
most beautifu l pasages in the  Bi­
ble and one we have know n since 
early  chidhood. Luke, the  phy­
sician, gives m any of the  in ti­
m ate details of his b irth ; the 
crowded inn, the  swaddling cloth­
es, the  m anger, the  shepherds in 
the field, the  angel’s announce­
m ent, the angelic chorus, and the 
v isit of the  shepherds. The story 
is so fam iliar th a t w e are  ap t to 
overlook its real signiicance—the 
message the  angel brought to 
the world.

W hat was the angel’s message? 
“For unto you is born this day in 
the  city of David, a Savior, which 
is C hrist the  Lord.” T here could 
be no C hristm as had there  been 
no Savior sent. And w hat is a 
Savior? He is one who saves or 
delivers.

The Jew s, captives of the Ro­
m an G overnm ent, had been look­
ing and longing for one who 
would free them  from  th e ir bond­
age. A M essiah had been prom is­
ed and the  fa ith fu l w ere still ex­
pecting th a t prom ise to be fu lfill­
ed. T heir conception of a Sav­
iour, how ever, was a so rt of poli­
tical em ancipator, not the  sort of 
savior th a t M atthew , in M at­
thew  1: 21, describes: ‘'Thou
Shalt call his nam e JESUS: for he 
shall save people from  their

should th ink  of God, the  Father, 
a t C hristm as tim e, for it w as be­
cause of his love for us th a t he 
sent His Son, Jesus, into the 
world. The b irth  of the  child in 
Bethlehem  m arked the  beginning 
o God’s suprem e effort to m ake 
him self understood by man. John  
3 :16 should have an especial 
m eaning for us a t C hristm as time. 
I t should rem ind us of the  good­
ness and m ercy of our Heavenly 
Father, portrayed to us in the 
flesh by His Son, Jesus Christ.

“C harlie’ has been giving us a 

bad tim e the  past tw enty-four 
hours. Planes w ere overhead all 
hours of the night. Some of them  
had me just a b it w orried. I 
have seen all th e  Jap  planes I 
w ant to see for a while.

“A t last we a re  out of the 
jungles. H ere on Leyte there  is 
lots of open country. In  fact there  
is quite  a b it of agriculture. 
Rice is the principle crop, bu t 
there  are  a few vegetables and 
few er bananas. B ananas would 
be plentiful, b u t typhoons keep 
the trees uprooted.

“Of course since the  Japs have 
been here, very few vegetables 
w ere raised, and w hat there  w ere 
w nt to the  Japs. The people here 
w ere forced to raise vegetables 
and w hen they w ere ready to 
eat, a Jap  came around taking 
all of them , giving the  fam ilies 
a sm all portion of rice, not 
enough to live on, ju s t to keep 
them  a day or so.

“The p>eople w ere paid w ith 
invasion money. Ju s t a few pesos 
a week. When they w ent to  buy 
clothes they had to pay from  fifty 
to th ree  hundred p>esos a g ar­
m ent. So you can see ju s t how 
well they w ere dressed w hen we 
got here.

‘Their clothes w ere m ade from 
burlap  bags and any o ther kind 
of cloth they could get the ir 
hands on (w hich w asn’t m uch). 
The factories w ere m aking cloth 
all the tim e but you know  w here 
th a t w ent.’’
