A Texas Farm and Home Dem­
onstration train will be operated 
by the Santa Fe railway in co­
operation with the Texas A  &  
M. College in January and Feb­
ruary next, announce R. H. Al­
lison,vice president and general 
manager, and T. B. Gallaher, 
general freight and passenger 
agent with headquarters in Am­
arillo.

This train will begin a six 
weeks tour of Santa Fe railway 
lines in Texas at Navasota Jan­
uary 16th. The first meeting

northwest Texas will be held 
at Snyder February 10th and the 
closing meeting at Follett Feb­
ruary 25th. About fifty meet­
ings will be held on the Plains.

J. F. Jarrell, manager of the 
agricultural department will be 
in charge of the enterprise.

E. Tinsley, general agricultural 
agent, will handle the program 
and details of the local meetings.

The A. & M. College will send 
its star men and women speak­
ers.

Algeria, a New Grain
Makes Good Yield

Algeria, a new grain which ii 
a cross between maize and kaffir 
corn, which has been developed 
at Lubbock during the past few 
years, has been tried in this 
vicinity and found to be success 
in that it yields more to the acre 
and by analysis has been found 
to have 98 per cent of the food 
value of Indian corn.

Ed McDonald, who lives near 
Levelland, raised two acres this 
season and with only about a 
half stand on the ground raised 
about 5000 pounds of the heads 
on the plot. 4000 pounds of th# 
heads threshed 3100 pounds of 
grain. Aside from the 
which Mr. McDonald kept for 
another year, the entire output 
was bought by the Major H, 
Rodgers Produce House to be 
sold for seed purposes next year.

The heads o f Algeria are much 
longer than either maize or kaffir 
corn and the feed value of the 
grain is superior to either. This 
new plant will be watched with 
interest by our v farmers, as it 
bids fair to beanother desirable 
feed crop for the South Plains.

The results 
arc not permanent, therefore, al 
thought plant growth nitty be killed 
for a season by u single strong ap- 
plicntion. None of these chemicals, 
should l>e .employed In n garden or 
around a dwelling. There elbow 
grease Is stilt the only satisfactory 
agent for discouraging weeds,

SUPERSTITIONS
By H. IRVJNQ K1NQ

GERANIUMS

THERE Is a rather common belief 
in the rural districts o f the Unit­

ed States that snakes will not go 
where geraniums are growing nnd 
geraniums growing in a window box 
will prevent flies from entering the 
window. Thin superstition attaches 
to the plants cultivated in gardens 
and as house plants, which are not 
geraniums ut all, hut belong to the 
genus pelargonium of South Africa. 
The magical qualities of this plant 
were transferred to It along with the 
name from the true geranium, the 
word geranium being a Greek word 
meaning crane's-bill, a name given to 
the true geranium because o f  the 
long, projecting beak of the seed cap­
sule. In fact, crnne's-ldll Is the com­
mon name for the true geranium.

Now the crane was for long ages 
a bird of mystery. At a certain sea­
son the crane disappeared and at a 
certain season he reappeared, always 
flying in a V shape. This mystery as 
to the crane's place and manner of 
breeding, nnd the weird dances they 
Indulge in at (be time o f their love- 
making caused a wealth of mythology 
and folklore to grow up around them. 
It was not until 18M that It was dis­
covered that the crane sought tho 
shores of the Arctic sea to lay Its eggs 
nnd rear its young.

Among the ancients there was a be­
lief that forms of plant life were in 
some enses transformed Into forms 
of nnlinnl life. In the mystery which 
bung over Hi*. propagation of the 
crone the peculiar form of tl.e soed- 
capstile o f Hie geranium caused It to 
lie looked upon with suspicion, and to 
the plant were assigned some of the 
mystic attributes which pertained to 
the crane which was known to he 
antagonistic to snakes and flics. 
When the pelargonium came to be 
called In popular imrlHtiee ‘‘geranium" 
— crane’s bill -Hie superstition went 
with the name. This Is a curious ex­
ample of a superstition surviving by 
means o f a name though the name is 
im v given to «n entirely different ob­
ject from that by ’'loans o f which tile 
super*!Hlon had lilrtli.

.leer, wildcats, an occasional mountain 
lion, and practically all known species 
-if smaller game.

A few wolves and many foxes also 
are to lie fouud in the thousands of 
MCien of forest land scattered ever 
■iy parts of the state.

I Due to s rigid game law which for­
bids the shooting of does, deer have 
hecon*e< so- numerous iu the last few 
years that the state game commission 
this year was forced to take ac;lon 
to reduce the number. Special depu­
ties of the department were sent Into 
(he various game districts into which 
the atale is divided and large numbers 
of doe* were killed.

ID many instances (he deer became 
ao bold during the winter and num- 
mer months that they broke down 
farm fences, tore down hay. and straw 
:-tacks, looted gardenr, and did Oliver 
damage.

In some cases the deer have been'' 
klllad hy automobiles bn the highways, 

— and not long ago a member of the 
state forestry commission was at­
tacked by" a huge mountain lion wlillo 
driving through a forest section at 
tdght. The animal leti{ieil at the auto­
mobile, plunged through the wind- 
(dilvld, and later escaped into the 
luouiiinins.

Wheu the deer season opens in No­
vember thousands upon thousands of 
hunters, not only from Pennsylvania 
but from other states, enter the woods 
to remain until they have killed their 
luotu. or until the 15-day open sea- 
son ends.

Members of the stute forestry coni- 
nisaiou estimate that there are more 

elk and bear in Pennsylvania than in 
suy slate east of the Itocky moun­
ts Isa.

B M W  likeable place at Christmas 
time is the making o f the 
pretty, colorful candies to 

decorate the table, or fill sinull boxes 
and baskets for neighbors and friends 
to whom one wishes to give a little 
something more than a card.

A cold wintry evening is Just the 
time to indulge in this festivity, and 
if  a neighbor or two should bo invited 
in to help, so much the Jollier. Tie 
bright eheekered aprons on the men 
nnd make them do the preparatory 
work, such as cracking the nuts and 
getting tlie meats out whole, chopping 
citron, squeezing lemons, cutting an­
gelica into strips, nnd halving red 
candied cherries.

Meanwhile at one side-table sits the 
lady with the fondant—that base of all 
the cream candies—stirring the confec­
tioner’s sugar, moistening it to tlie 
right consistency so that it will make 
round soft balls, and then either dip­
ping it in boiling chocolate or stuff­
ing it with nuts, cherries, citron, or 
bits o f fig paste. It can be used to 
stuff dates, taking the place o f the 
stone, the dntes then being rolled in 
granulated sugar. Oh, there is no end 
to the deeorntive, luscious goodies 
that can be made from this cream 
foundation.

To make these candles look like 
Christmas, the liberal use o f green 
and red is advised, either in the fond­
ant itself or In the trimming. A  bor 
of coloring matter can be obtained at 
any grocery, the colors being green, 
pink, violet and orange. You can 
put a bunch o f holly on a white 
cream by cutting wee leaves of green 
angelica and tiny bits o f  candied cher­

ries, pressing them Into the cream be­
fore it hardens. A tiny green pine 
tree can be cut and pressed into tha 
top of a cream.

When these pretty Christmas can­
dies are packed into little gay baskets 
or painted tin boxes, they make tha 
most attractive sort o f gift to send 
around the neighborhood to nearby 
friends, or to give the Christmas 
caller.

The method of review must always 
be determined by the genius of the 
teacher, the aptitude of the pupils 
and the particular grade in the school. 
For the adult classes three methods 
are suggested.

I. Biographical.
During the quarter six great 

prophets have been under review, 
namely, Elijah, Elisha, Amos, Hosea, 
Haggai and Isaiah. Assignments of 
these characters to representative 
members of the class should be made 
the week before so that they may 
come prepared to present the vital 
characteristics of these men.

II. Application of the Prophetic 
Messages to Modern Life.

Assignments should be made trfe 
preceding Sunday so that the members 
of the class may come prepared to 
make application of the vital mes­
sages of the prophets to the affairs 
of modern life. The following ques­
tions may be considered as represent­
ative :

What application can be made of 
the prophets’ teachings as to: (1) 
The land question in the United 
States, (2) tiie problem of pauperism.
(3) the problem of capital and labor,
(4) light on the theological contro­
versies of the present time, (5) a 
message for the modern woman, (6) 
the cause of prohibition, (7) modern 
amusements, (8) modern church life.

III. A. Summary of Facts and 
Teachings.

Lesson for October 2.
The basis of decision as between 

Baal and Jehovah was that the true 
God should answer by fire. The lead­
ing lesson is that accepted service is 
the supreme test, enabling men to 
choose between Christ and heathen 
gods.

Lesson for October 9.
Elijah, who was brave before Baal’s 

prophets, was frightened by Jezebel’s 
threat and ran away. He failed at 
what had been his strong point. 

Lesson for October 16.
Ahab coveted Naboth’s vineyard. 

Jezebel schemed to destroy Naboth 
so that Allah’s petulant desire might 
be gratified. Judgment fell upon both 
Ahab and Jezebel.

Lesson for October 23.
A prophet is one who speaks forth 

God’s message. When Isaiah had a 
vision of the Lord and was cleansed 
from sin, he was ready to go at 
divine bidding.

Lesson for October 30.
Amos was called from the humble 

occupation of a shepherd and trades­
man to fill the prophetic office. God 
Is not dependent upon any school 
system of training for the supply of 
His workers.

Lesson for November 6.
Though the nation had grievously 

sinned by worshiping Idols, oppress 
ing their fellow men and persecuting 
the prophets who spake against them, 
God invited them to return to Him. 

Lesson for November 13.
Israel’s apostasy was Illustrated by 

Hosea’s unfaithful wife. In spite of 
their wickedness God loved them and 
pled with them to return unto Him. 

Lesson for November 20.
Isaiah pointed out the moral state 

of the people, exposing their Ingrati­
tude, stupidity, and habits of evil, and 
showed them that although God had 
severely chastised them, their cast 
was not hopeless.

Lesson for December 4.
Isaiah reminded Israel of God’s pe 

culiar favor under the figure of i 
favorite vineyard. He pointed ou 
the sins which brought their ruin 
The outstanding sins were oppressloi 
of the poor, drunkenness, proud self 
conceit and perversion of Justice. 

Lesson for December 11.
Through Isaiah’s tong ministry ho 

was privileged to give counsel to 
eral kings. Sometimes It was c 
sel of encouragement, sometimes of 
rebuke. To Ahaz he gave counsel of 
assurance, pointing to a day of de 
llverance and blessing through Im­
manuel. When Hezeklah faced the 
crisis of Invasion by the Assyrians, he 
resorted to the house o f the Lord and 
sent for Isaiah.
