NEXT TWO WEEKS
WILL DETERMINE COTTON
PRODUCTION IN TEXAS

Cotton farmers of Texas have exper
ienced one of the most peculiar sea-
sons on record in this state, according
to reports compiled by the Depart-
ment of Public Relations of the South
land Life Insurance Company for the
month of August.

The outstanding features of the re-
port are deterioration of the crop in
many sections and the rather sudden
influx of insect infestation and root
rot. The weather for the next two
or three weeks will tell the story of
what cotton production for Texas will
be, although no one can tell at this
time at what rate of deterioration will
continue.

One of the most peculiar things a-
bout the whole thing it that while cot-
ton fh most sections is suffering from
drought, it is actually in bad shape in
other sections from too much rain al-
though these are far less numerous
than those in which the cotton is be-
ing damaged by dry weather.

The most encouraging aspect is the
splendid outlook for cotton and other
with unusually good reports from the
North Central part. The latter re-
ports are especially good omens since
practiccally without a crop for two
years.

In spite of pessimistic reports, how-
ever, there is every reason to believe
that the cotton crop of Texas will
bring slightly better than the aver-
age in money, regardless of fwhether
the crop is smaller or larger than is
now expected.  Agricultural authori-
ties, county agents and a number of
other close observers agree on this,
with extremely few exceptions.

Business conditions, with the excep-
tion of territory around and south of
San Antonio, are regarded as “above
normal”.

About sixty per cent of the grain
crops have been harvested and proba-
bly responsible for the bettet outlook
for business at this time since they
are generally regarded as being above
normal.

Will Be 14,439,000
Bales—U. S. Report

a cotton crop of 14,439,000 bales, 148~
000 more than the estimate a month
ago, the department of agriculture
last Saturday placed the condition of
the crop at 60.3 per cent of normal,
well above the 10-year September 1
average of 57.1 per cent,

The indicated yield is for 1539
pounds of lint per acre, the depart-
ment reported which is a slight gain
over the report as of August 1, of
1522 pounds, but below last year's
yield of 1545 pounds and the 10-year
average of 156.3 pounds.

Except for Louisiana, the depart-
ment noted improved conditions in
the central portion of the cotton belt
but along portions of the Atlantic
coast “there has been too much rain”
and in Western Oklahoma the crop
has deteriorated as a result of
drought,

The weevil infestation is quite
general and severe in most of the belt.
In practically the entire coastal plains
area and well up into the ‘piedmont
they hive punctured a large propor-
tion of: the small bolls, so that in these
regions little can be expected beyond
the moderate crop of practically ma-
ture bolls already set.

Put in u mixing. bowl
one-half cupful of sugar, two cupfuls
of boiling water, four level table-
spounfuls of shortening, one teaspoon-
ful of salt. Cool until luke warm, add
the yeast and (wo well-beaten eggs;
add four ul]itulu of flour and beat
well, then ndd three and one-halt
niore, stirring well with a large spoou ;
do ot knead. Set into the ice chest
over night, or 18 hwurs, then take out
as much as will be necied for rolls;
handle with as little flour a8 possible,
greasing the hands well with butter,
place well spaced to rise, spread with
melted butter und cover to rise. When
double In bulk put te bake in a hot
oven. The dough will keep for sev-
eral days if it is oot all used. This
recipe makes ubout three dozen good
sized rolls.

When any member of your family
refuses to eat cerinln vegetables, take
an Inward look and try to discover
why. Are you guilty of any of the
above misdemeanors, which are all too
common among cooks?

There are certain rules which apply
to the cooking of all fresh vegetables.
These rules if followed will give you
vegetables with nearly all their orig-
inal properties retained

First see that the vegetbles are well
cleaned, crisp and  fresh—wilted
greens are often made fresh by souk
ing in cold wuter. Now put them to
cook in rapidly boiling water—if the
wuter is simply hot they will stew and
cook, losing much flavor before they
have u chance fto boil. Use just
enough water to keep the vegetables
from boiling dry, use salt after they
are purtly cooked and boil only until
tender—not u moment longer.

Do you put
in cold water?

Placing a cold vegetable Into boil
ing water chills the water, o thut i1
is necessary to cover the saucepan
and get the water quickly to the boil
ing point. Now if the vegetable is &
green one like peas, spinach or as
paragus leave uncovered, after the
bolling is resumed; this keeps them
from losing their color and they are
more attractive in appearance.

The length of tipe for cooking vege
tables depends somewhat upon the age
of the vegetuble. For vegetables that
are us fresh as can be bought in the
market the following table will make
A fair rate:

Asparagus 15 to 20 minutes, whethe:
served In stalks or cut into pleces.

String heans, 23; beets, young, 45;

r shredded, 10; corn on cob, 8;
enulifiower, whole, 15 minutes,

Much of wineral salts, vitamines
and soluable matter Is dissolved In
the boiling water while cooking, so
this should be saved to serve with the
vegetable itself in a sauce or used in
soup.. Never discard the water In
which vegetables are, boiled; Instead
plan to use it In making gravies,
suses, or In soups. If one has more
vegetuble water than can be used.
pour It oft and save 1t untll the next
dny. Many use it chilled as a drink,

Burt C. Blanton, consulting indus-
trial engineer of Dallas, has been
making an exhaustive study of Texas
lignite. Based on figures of the
United States Geological Survey, he
finds that Texas has a potential ton-
nage of eight billion tons of bitumin-

of lignite. North Dakota and Mon-
tana are the only two states that
have more lignite than there is in
Texas. Bituminous coal is mined
principally in Erath, Maverick, Palo
Pinto, Webb, Wise and Young coun-
ties, while lignite is mined largely in
‘Bastrop, Bexar, Henderson, Hopkins,
Houston, Leon, Milan, Nacogdoches,
Shelby, Titus, and Wood counties.
Geologists say that a great part of
Texas extending from Texarkana to
Laredo is rich in undeveloped lignite.

Blanton, there is probably the greatest
body of cannel coal of bituminous
rank in the United States, if not in
‘the world.

wery large vote. If an administration
48 to function well and to decide
.wisely on important issues, it should
[be governed by public opinion. We
‘certalnly do mot get the public opin
don of the Inited States when only
Mitty per cent of the qualified voters
appear at the polls. The time to
irecord either satistaction or disap
proval of officials is on Election Day.
/Grambling about our public servants
on other days of the year is largely
/a waste of time.
Minority Government

We do not want to see here a gov
ernment of all the people by fity per
cent of the people. We have been
faving a government by only a ma
fority within the fifty per cent, which

far less than the actual majority
of the qualified voters.

This coming election will afford the
people an opportunity to regi:
their views fn no uncertain way
some fundamental issues. Noither
elected, would
feel primed for aoting as Chiel Exec-
utive if only a portion of fiity per
cent of the voters Is responsible for
his certificate of election.

Forty-five of the forty-
eight states have made provisions so
that absentees from these states may
cast their ballots.

For every one hundred votes cast
for President in 1920, there were
ninety-six who could vote but did not.
This is no way to elect a President of
the United States, who, under our
Constitution, is given more power
than any one human being in the
world,

Remember, this campaign will be
the most stirring in the history of
American politics. There is no Amer-
ican who does not waut to take part
in it. In many lastances heretofore
the race has been very close. Undgr
our Electoral College system of
selecting a president, one state may
decide the result. In that state, a
few votes either way may determine
lhe entire election. One man’s vote

“Aerovane” Uséd To
Aid Air Travelers

Austin, Texas—A device called the
‘acrovane’ to_identify cities and towns |
from the air for the promotion and
aid of air travel has been introduced
in Austin with the arrival of R.
Perry from the New York office of
the Aerovane Utilities Corporation.

The aerovane is a steel structure,
twenty-five feet high, with a wind-
sock at the tip ‘to give the flyer wind
direction and velocity and has a large
in black letters on a chrome and yel-
low background. On the tail of
the large arrow is a smaller arrow,
pointing to the true north, enabling
the flyer to check his compass bear-
ings.

The structure is placed on the lead-
ing two or three miles from the city
with the large arrow pointing in a
fixed position to the center of the
city, thus enabling the cross country
flyer, to locate himself without the
necessity of flying around over the
city to find its name.

Ancient fossil ivory valued at
