FORTY-THIRD ANNUAL
STATE FAIR OF TEXAS
OCTOBER 12 TO 27

The dates for the 43rd annual State
Fair of Texas at Dallas are from Oc-
tober 12 to 27, inclusive.

The 1929 State Fair will offer more
attractions to visitors_than were ever
offered. Among many other major
events, there will be “The Red Robe”
in the Auditorium, Hagenbeck-Wallace
Circus in front of the Grand Stand,
a world champion rodeo in the new
Livestock Coliseum, Morris and Cas-
tle Shows on the Midway, new rides
and amusement devices on the perma-
nent amusement area, an Aviation Ex-
position, and six days of running
races.

The new Livestock Coliseum, now
under construction at the State Fair
grounds, will be one of the largest
buildings of its kind in America, hav-
ing an arena space of 100 by 168 feet
and a seating capacity yl six thousand.
© More than 200 bands from various
sections of the State are expected to
be entered in the $10,000 band con-
test, according to officers of the Texas

.Band Teachers Association.

Numerous free attractions for vis-
itors to the 1929 Exposition are being
planned by President T. E. Jackson
and Secretary Roy Rupard. President
Jackson also plans on having special
days for every section of the State, as
well as many fraternal bodies.

Texas counties have been given the
privilege of selecting their own crops
for exhibition at the, State Fair this
year. New score cards for agriculture
at the 1929 exposition which have re-
cently been adopted puts every county
in the State on an equal footing. A
third more space is being added to the
Agriculture building.

More than half the 254 counties of
Texas were represented in the agri-
cultural exhibits of the 1928 State
Fair. It is expected that many more
than the 1928 number will exhibit at
the 1929 exposition.

A horse show and style revue will be
presented in the new livestock coli-
seum during the last of the 1929 expo-
sition.

WAR TROPHIES
BEING DISTRIBUTED

- Camp Mabry, near Austin, where
some thirty car loads of captured
German an@ Austrian War Trophies
have been stored for the past year,
is the scene of considerable activity
just now in connection with the sort-
ing, boxing and shipping of these
trophies under the direction of the
Adjutant General of Texas.

The War Department in Washing-
ton so far as possible sent trophies
to the various states according to
the war sector in which troops of that
state operated during the World War,
The war material now being distrib-
uted over Texas was actually used in
armed conflict against the Thirty-
sixth and Ninetieth Divisions made up
largely of Texas men. This distribu-
tion is being made with the aid of the
State Department of American Le-
gion to the three hundred and fifty
Legion Posts, over the state, who are
directed to see that the trophies are
placed permanently in each city where
the public will have an opportunity
of seeing them. In those cities that
do not hgve suitable Legion homes or
quarters for'this purpose, the trophies
will be placed in municipal buildings
where they can forever be protected
and available to the public,

A noisy demonstration followed the
announcement in Raton, N. M. last
Friday night that the $85,000 bond
issue for the erection of a new school
building in that city had failed by a
vote of 667 to 381.

LIVESTOCK FEEDING
RAISES ACRE INCOME

College Station.—Acre income from
feedstuff can often be doubled and
sometimes trebled by using livestock
to market home-grown feed, accord-
ing to G. W. Barnes, beef cattle spe-
cialist in the Extension Service.
“Farmers are fast realizing this as
evidenced by the fact that in the last
six years, exclusive of club boys, 5,000
farmers have demonstrated the feed-
ing of beef cattle; 10,000 the feeding of
hogs, and 20,000 the feeding of dairy
cattle. Based on a spread of influ-
ence of five neighbors working out
in their own ways an idea they have
seen demonstrated, there \are now
probably 100,000 farms in Texas where
crop ‘and livestock production are fit-
ted together to raise the farm income.

“What can be accomplished may be
judged by the story of W. D. Willlams
in Dawisog County. He own$ a square
mile of farm land half in cultivation,
of which half is in cotton and half in
teed. The 400 acres of grass land
keep up 35 good Hereford cows. He
has recently completed a demonstra-
tion in co-operation with his county
agent, W. W. Evans, in feeding out a
car of farm-produced calves on farm-
grown feed.

“At 11 months old they were eating
17% pounds of ground milo and 2%
pounds of cottonseed meal per day a-
piece, together with seven bundles of
sorghum. When sold in Fort Worth
at 12 cents per pound they weighed
800 pounds each. After deducting
$50 per head as the worth of the
calves at the beginning of the feeding
period. Mr. Williams found that he
had”netted $48 per ton on his milo
maize instead of the '$17 the market
offered.”

CONSUMPTION OF COTTON
SAID TO BE INCREASING

Austin, Texas.—On May 1 the indi-
cated supply of cotton in the United
States totaled 4,846,000 bales, com-
pared to 5,583,000 bales on May 1,
1928, according to Bervard Nichols,
editor of the Texas Business Review,
issued monthly by the Bureau of Bus-
iness Research at the University of
Texas.

“Supplies are the smallest since
1925 and cotton is disappearing at a
rapid rate” Mr. Nichols said. “In
April, 632,000 bales were consumed in
the United States and 454,000 bales
were exported, making a total disap-
pearance of 1088000 bales. If the
same ratio between disappearance and
carryover is preserved as last year,
the carryover on August 1 will be re-
duced to about 1,875,000 bales. More-
over, this estimate is conservative,
since consumption and exports are on
a larger scale than last year.”

LIVESTOCK FEEDING

RAISES ACRE INCOME

College Station.—Acre Income from
feedstuff can often be doubled and
sometime$ trebled by using livestock |
to market home-grown feed, accord- |
ing to G. W. Barnes, beef cattle spe-
cialist in the Extension Service.
“Farmers are fast realizing this as
evidenced by the fact that in the last
six years, exclusive of club boys, 5,000
farmers have demonstrated the feed-
ing of beef cattle; 10,000 the feeding of
hogs, and 20,000 the feeding of dairy
cattle. Based on a spread of influ-
ence of five neighbors working out
in their own ways an idea they have
seen demonstrated, there are now
probably 100,000 farms in Texas where
crop and livestock production are fit-
ted together to raise the farm income.
“What can be accomplished may be
judged by the story of W. D¢ Williams
in Dawson County. He owns a square
mile of farm land half in cultivation,
of which half is in cotton and half in
feed. The 400 acres of grass land
keep up 35 good Hereford .cows. He
has recently completed a demonstra-
tion in co-operation with his county
agent, W. W. Evans, in feeding out a
car of farm-praduced calves on farm-
grown feed.

‘At 1 mcmhs old they were eating
17%" pounds of ground milo and 2%
pounds of cottonseed meal per day a-
plece, together with seven bundles of
sorghum. When sold in Fort Worth
at 12 cents per pound they weighed
800 pounds. each. After deducting

CONSUMPTION OF COTTON
A SAID TO BE INCREASING

Austin, Texas.—On May 1 the indi-
cated supply of cotton in the United
States totaled 4,846,000 bales, com-
pared to 5,583,000 bales on May I,
1928, according to Bervard Nichols,
editor of the Texas Business Review,
issued monthly by the Bureau of Bus-
iness Research at the UnivéFsity of
Texas.

“Supplies are the smallest since
1925 and cotton is -dfsappearing at a
rapid rate,” Mr. Nichols said. “In
April, 632,000 bales were consumed in
the United States and 454,000 bales
were exported, making a total disap-
pearance of 1,088,000 bales. If the
same ratio between disagpearance and
carryover is preserved as last year,
the carryover on August 1 will be re-
duced to about 1,875,000 bales. More-
over, this estimate is conservative,
ince consumption and exports are on
a larger scale than last year.”

Budded Pecans
Increase Revenue

Fredericksburg. — In proportion to
the time and labor spent, five acres
of top-worked ‘pecans made Charles
Meurer, & farmer who lives near here,
more money than any other five acres
on his farm. Five years ago he be-
gan budding native trees to paper
shell varieties and last year, accord-
ing to H. F. Grote, county agent, he
sold 1000 pounds pf pecans at 35 cents
per pound. Native nuts brought only
nine to ten cents per pound.

De-Horning Calves
a Growing Practice

Menard.—“We want you to come out
to the ranch and de-horn some calves
for us,” Martin Brothers told the new
county | agent here five years ago.
The county agent, W. R. Nisbet,
promptly replied, “Yes, sir! T'll be out
in the morning.” But there were no
suitable de-horners available, so that
afternoon he went to a blacksmith
shop and made by hand the first pair
of de-horners widely used in this
county. Since that time scores of de-
horning demonstrations have been
held each spring and several ranches
will soon be free of horned herds. The
reason for the rapid spread of this
practice is that de-horning gives cat-
tle greater market value, léss screw
worm trouble, fewer sheep and goats
fatally gored, and more uniform herds.
