PLAN TO DESTRICT
UTLITIES FAVORED

Oklahoma Governor Is Given Bill 
to Limit Retail Merchandising

State of Oklahoma;
Oklahoma City, Mar. 11,

The House on Mar. 10 passed the 
bill (S. 96), prohibiting public ser­

vice corporations from sfelling 
merchandise, utensils and chattels 
not directly connected with the gen 
eral business of the utility.

The measure which was passed 
by the Senate on March 3. was ap­
proved by the House without a- 
mendment and now goes to Gov­
ernor William H. Murray, who had 
advocated such legislation. It pro­
vides that a public utility corpora­
tion shall not engage in the mer­
chandising business directly or in­
directly. It is provided that the 
utilities may dispose of merchan­
dise on hand, and to this end the 
law will not become effective un­
til 90 days after adjournment of 
the present session of the Legisla­
ture. —U. S. Daily. —Adv.

According to reports sent out 
! by the Bureau of Agricultuirial 
Economics as of March 1st, the u- 

1 mount of poultry in cold storage 
! at this time is much less than the 
j amount one year ago. On March 
1st 1930 statistics showed there 
were 133,172,000 pounds o f , poul­
try in cold storage in the United 

! States. On March 1, 1931, the Bu­
reau of Economics reported 95,196. 
000 pounds. This shows here were
37.976.000 pounds of poultry less in 
cold . storage than there was one 
year ago.

In regard to crda'mery butter 
the report for March 1, 1930 wos
46.530.000 pounds, and for March 
1, 1931, the report showed 30,595, 
000 pounds in storage. This shows 
a' decrease of storage butter of
15.635.000 pounds, or approximate- 
ly34 percent in one year.

The amount of eggs in cold stor 
age at present exceeds that of one 
year ago, but even with that, the 
price of eggs is gradually soaring 
upward.

Indication are that the farmers 
will get much better market for 
their chickens, eggs and butter fat 
during the year of 1931 than they 
received in 1930.

Hundreds of farmers 
saw the picture and were delighted 
with the progress of farming and 
probably developed a greater appre 
ciation for their business. The pic 
ture was shown again at 3:00 o’­
clock in the afternoon in order that 
school children might see it and 
get the historical setting of the 
reaper.

COUNTY OPTIMISTIC AS MONEY 
IS BEING DSTRIBIUTED FOR SEED

The local com'mittee on Federal 
Loans* reported Tuesday morning 
that there had been returns made 
by check on 100 federal loans in 
Dickens County. The farmers are 
asking for reasonable Vlmounts, 

there being but two that have 
reached the maximum amount of 
$600.00, and -the authorities are 
sending checks back without ques­
tion where the applcatons have 
been filled out properly.

These loans are helping our far­
mers very materially. Most of the 
people have planted gardens and 
have chickens and cows which was 
about enough to furnish food, but 
it has been taking all their surplus 
cash to buy feed for their woi*k 
stock. Now they will have money 
with which to buy the feed and the 
cream and egg money will supply 
the family with other needs. Far­
mers are trying to get by on just 
as little amount this year as pos­
sible.
