The 
kitchen will be located in the va­
cant room to the rear of the Cham 
ber of Commerce office within 
talking distance to the office of 
Miss Pratt, the county home dem­
onstrator, who will be a great deal 
of help to those using the kitchen 
to can their products.

The kitchen will be equipped 
with two 25 quart steam pressure 
cookers, stoves, electric hot plates, 
sealer, running water, and tables 
sufficient to work on with the 
same ease and conveniences as at 
home. The public is invited to use 
it to their hearts content. The only 
conditions being that it must be 
kept clean and each person desir­
ing to use it must get a date as­
signed them and then' use it upon 
that date.. Applicants will be sign­
ed up in the order in which they 
come.. It is open and free to peo­
ple in town, out of town, and from 
anywhere in the trade territory 
just so long as they meet the few 
simple requirements. Lets use it. 
Keep it hot day an dnight.

Just back and adjacent the of­
fice is the consultation room where 
the doctor takes care of all pa­
tients who are able to go and re­
turn for treattnent. This room is 
equipped about as the regular work 
room of any physician. A bed 

room is equipped next to this room 
where patients can rest for a time 
after treatments.

Another interestirig repartment 
!s the X-ray room which is next to 
the consultation room. Here we 
find orie of the best equipped X- 
ray machines used by any sanitar­
ium or clinic. This equipment has 
been very valuable to the people 
of this country and has been a 
great aid to many cases in surgery

Another department found on 
this floor is the chemical; and 

Analytical laboratory. Here are 
made the blood tests and other 
tests esseritial to anal3rzing disea- 
*es and determining their causes. 
This department is well equipped 
and is adequate to take care of 
tnost any case.

The second floor is strictly for 
sanitarium patients.  ̂Hehe we find 
several rooms equipped for pa­
tients who need time to build up 
after operations. In addition to 
the rooms there is a ward contain­
ing several beds where patients 
who do riot need so much quiet­
ness may be placed, and where they 
may visit and talk to each other 
during their periods of convales­
cence. This is one of the most 
comfortable places in the sani­

tarium. At the front ■ftere iŝ  a 
large sleeping porch equipped with 
beds where patients requiring open

air life may be placed.
All the rooms ,the w’̂ ard and 

sleeping porch are finished very 
neatly, giving an! environment 
pleasing to those who are in the in 

, stitution.
i The operating room is finished 
j in white ivory and light green, a

combination affording the best 
light obtainable. Here is found a 
complete sterilizing system of the 
American elecrical type. The great 
est possible care is taken with the 
instruments used in an operation, 
and all gauze and bandages are 
placed under a hot steam pressure 
sterilization for a long time before 
being used. People witnessing an 
operation are not supposed to be 
in the operating room, but remain 
in a room adjacent the operating 
room where they may see the work 
It realy is dangerous for people 
to be near a patient undergoing 
an operation. No one knows when 
an object may drop from their 
clothing, a hair may fall from their 
head during the operation and 

create an infection that might 
cause death. For this reason the 
surgeon and nurses wear sterilized 
white linen robes and aprons cover 
ing their clothing and have head 
coverings t̂hat completely cover 
their hair. Just precaution and sani 
tation.

Then there is the dirug room 
where aU antiseptics and drugs 
are kept. The sanitarium coopera­
tes with the drug stores in toym, 
but should an emiergency arise, 
they are adequately prepared to 
take care of it without relying ori 
the drug stores. Gauze, bandage, 
etc., are kept prepared in advance 
and where speed is needed they 
are prepared all the time to give 
it. The instrument case contains 
volatile disinfectants and should a 
germ by chance get into this case 
its chance to exist could not be 
considered.

The Nichols Sanitarium riow is 
one of the neatest places found in 
all West Texas. Its equipment is 
adequate in every respect. It has 
a corps of capable, incessant work­
ing nurses, and the surgeon is one 
of the most capable found in the 
Southwest. The patients receive 
good attention iri every respect,

ARE YOU CANNING?
If you are not canning some of 

the summer vegetables for use this 
winter you are not in STYLE, for 
people all over the state are doing 
that very thing. There is probably 
more interest in canning and mor 
people iri Dickens County busy con 
serving the vegetables this sum­
mer than at any other time in the 
history of the country. We are just 
realizing the value of living at 
some; some of us had to have a 
drought to teach us that we should 
take care of the surplus. It will 
be possible for any one needing 
cans to secure them and with the 
hardware merchants equiping can­
ning kitchens there will be rio ex­
cuse for not filling the pantry 
shelves with health and vitality for 
the winter months.

The home demonstration agent 
or home demonstration club wom­
en will give canning demonstra­
tions wherever needed. It is not ne­
cessary that the community have 
an organized club to secure this 
help. The club women in several 
communities are taking their can 
ning equipment and helping those 
who have the vegetables to can 
and do not have the canner. That 
is showing the true spirit of Ex­
tension Service.

Think how good those home can­
ned vegetables will taste this win­
ter! Let’s make Mr. Lee’s slogan 
ours and work to have a well filled 
ty. Yes, it will take work; but 
pantry in every home in the coun- 
gloriously hard work. What do you 
say? * * *

THAT FALL GARDEN
Now is the time to begin that 

fall garden. This fine rain is all 
some of us have been waiting for; 
let’s get busy at oncej. Plant cab­
bage and collards now so they will 
be ready to set about the first of 
September. The following vegeta­
bles with the named varieties may 
be planted at this time: spinach. 
New Zealand; Swiss chard, Lucul- 
lus; Turnips, white globe; kale, Em 
erald Isle; mustard, southern cur­
led; lettuce, iceberg; collards, 

Georgia; rape, Essex; cucumber, 
Davis perfect; beets, Crosby Egyp 
tian; pinto beans; beans, bush, boun 
tiful; carrots, half long; radishes, 
white icycle; onions, Australian 
brown.

Most of the .greens mentioned 
above will withstand heavy frosts 
and can be used from the garden 
until December or later. By plant­
ing the fall garden now there will 
he plenty of time to finish filling 
that 4-H pantry burget by can­
ning beans and greens. Each pan­
try should contain some canned 
greens.

In order to secure all the mois­
ture supply the ground should be 
free of all weeds and plants left 
from the spring and summer gar­
dens. Plowing this rmder at this 
time is poor policy, because it will 
prevent the moisture from rising 
to the upper surface and the seeds 
will not germinate. The soil for the , 
fall garden should be plowed shal­
low to a depth of four or five in­
ches or thoroughly disced. After 
breaking the soil it should be har­
rowed and the seed bed made as 
firm as possible to re-establish cap 
illary attraction to bring the mois­
ture up to the seeds .

Dear Sir:
Receipt is acknowledged of your 

letter of August 1st, requesting 
information Relative to allowing 
farmers a portion of the proceeds 
of the sale of their crops to cover 
expense of harvesting.

We wish to advise that the De­
partment is willing to allow farm­
ers such an amount which may be 
necessary to take care of their 
grain and hay crops. In addition to 
this, the Department is willing for 
farmers to use $5.00 from the pro­
ceeds of each bale of cotton, and 
the seed, for the payment of the 
expense of pickng and ginning, be­
lieving that this should be suf­
ficient to cover the expense men­
tioned.

We thank you for calling this 
matter to our attention and will 
appreciate your informing the in­
terested farmers the amount which 
will be allowed for harvesting their 
crops.

Joe Ericson Passes
On To The Great 

Roundup Friday
Joe Ericson, 72, one of the most 

widely known citizens and cattle 
men of all West Texas, died very 
suddenly last, Friday. He was at 

: work in a round up at Clairemont 
Mill in Kent County, and while 
working the herd he was suddenly 
stricken with heart trouble.

The body was cared for by 
Campbell Undertaking Parlor here 
Funeral services were held at Spur 
Cemetery Saturday afternoon a- 
bout 4:00. Rev. H. L. Bumam, of 
Whiteflat, one of the early minis­
ters of West Texas, and Rev. Hari 
tus, of the Lutheran Church at 
Stamford, joined in conducting the 
funeral rites.

Mr. Ericson was a native of 
Sweden and was bom January 7, 
1859. He immigrated to America 
in his early childhood. He came 
from Williamson county, Texas, to 
Jones county with S. M. Swenson 
just after. he had taken over the 
large Swenson interests in West 
Texas. On this trip Mr. Ericson 
and Mr. Swenson were hauling the 
first load of posts for fencing the 
ranch holdings they brought to 
West Texas. He began working for 
the Swenson interests in 1882 and 
had been in their employ ever 
since. In 1912 he came to Spur as 
foreman of the old Spur Ranch 
which at that time was owned- by 
S. M. Swenson & Sons. He was 
the oldest man in point of service 
working for the Swenson Ranch.

Mr. Ericson married in an early 
day but for 4nany years he had 
been alone. He had one son, Lester 
Ericson, who has been with the 
Spot Cash Grocery here for a num­
ber of years, and is loved by all 
who know him. He had one sister, 
Mrs. Minnie Gambill of Abilene, 
a nephew, Eric Gambill, a niece, 
Mrs. Brown and her two “sons, 
Joe and Eric Brown.

Mr. Ericson did riot take any in­
terest in church work, but by 
those who knew him best he was 
credited of being one of the kindest 
men ever known. All the employees 
who worked with him and who 
took orders from him give him 
credit of being the best man who 
ever had others under his charge. 
Also, he held the r^pect, love and 
confidence of his employers and 
there see'med to be no work within 
his range that he did not take a 
personal interest in it and perform 
ed his task satisfactorily.

I heard one par­
ty living riot ten miles from Spur 
who said recently, “ I don’t know 
whether to go ahead and buy cer­
tain things I need in this work or 
wait and let the Red Cross furnish 
them.” A person with such an at­
titude should starve to death. For 
those of us who haven’t all the 
money we need to buy the neces­
sities of life this Winter and Fall 
there are just two routes left open' 
to us: Get busy and can every­
thing We can use for food or let 
our families go hungry.

When the fire 
company entered the building they 
were unable to see anything on 
account of the smoke and heat. 
They did good efficient work and 
soon had the flames under control.

The stairway leading to Dr. 
Grace’s office, and both offices of 
Dr. Hale and Dr. Grace wex'e burn 
ed out. The prescription case was 
mostly destroyed. Stock all over 
the building was badly damaged. 
The fixtures seem to be ruined.. 
Probably a conservative estimate 
of the loss to stock and fixtures 
will run about 75 to 80 per cent. 
However, it is difficult to estimate 
the loss in every respect until af­
ter the stock is put in proper cwi- 
^tion and the fixtures replaced.

There was some insurance on 
both stock and fixtures.

PETROLEUM PRODUCTION IN 
TEXAS SHOWS DECREASE

Austin—Production of peti-oleum 
in Texas during the first half of 
1931 averaged 808,879 barrels 
daily, according to the ureau of 
Busiriess Research of The Univ­
ersity of Texas. This is a decrease 
oi 3 per cent from the 834,210-bar 
rel average for the same period of 
1930. Daily average production in 
the entire United States declined 
12 per cent during the same period. 
Imports amounted to 15 per cent 
less than during the first half of 
1930.

“June production averaged 973,- 
047 barrels daily in Texas and 2,- 
465,487 in the United States as a 
whole, represeriting declines of 6 
per cent and .7 per cent respective 
ly as compared to May,”  the Bu­
reau’s stat€toient showed. “ Texas 
output was 14 per cent greater 
and that of the United States 4.9 
per cent less than during June, 
1930.

“Pi’oduction bysections during 
the first half of the year was as 
follows: Panhandle, 56,817 barrels 
in 1931 and 96,604 barrels iri 1930; 
North Texas, 58,399 barrels in 1931 
and 81,553 bavi-els in 1930; West 
Central Texas, 26,041 barrels in 
1931 and 55,977 barrels in 1930; 
East Central Texas, 216,174 barrels 
in 1981 and 30,318 barrels in 1930; 
Southwest Texas, 68,837 barrels in 

1931 and 68,962 in 1930; Coastal 
Texas, 154,694 barrels in 1931 and

117,778 barrels iri 1930; West Tex­
as, 228,417 barrels in 1931 and 
323,018 barrels in 1930.”
