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Cream Took 
Another Upward 

Trend Monday
The future begins to look bright 

^  to the farmers of our country 
who have been engaged in the 
dairy business. Cream took another 
rise Monday, the (market opening 
^wo cents higher than the close 
Saturday evening. Cream is selling 
at 23 cents in Spur this week with 
the demand gradually increasing 
and the supply standing at a low­
er mark than the previous weeks.

It has not been long since cream 
was selling at 13 cents. With a 
general rise of 10 cents per pound 
for butterfat within a short time, 
and considering the low prices for 
feedstuffs, groceries and other ex­
penses, the farmer with his dairy 
cows probably is making about 
as much clear profit on cream now 
as he has ever done in his ex­
perience. The buying power of a 
pound of butter fat today is great­
er than it was when it was selling 
around 33 cents to 40 cents per 
pound.] With an increase of a few 
cents per pound more the dairy­
man will be in a position to make 
good profit from the products of 
his cows.

STATE TAX RATE  
IS RAISED

At a meeting of the Automatic 
Tax Board last week the state tax 
rate was placed at 74 cents. This 
is five cents higher than it has 
been the past two years. The state 
rate includes three divisions: viz. 
for schools 35 cents, for pensions 
7 cents, for general purposes 32 
cents.

The county rate for Dickens 
County is $1.77. This is quite an 
increase over last year and is due 
to the reduced rendition caused 
from he deflation in prices of 
property.

The Board of Education of Spur 
Independent School District has 
placed the rate for schools at 90 
cents. This is a 10 per cent reduc­
tion in rate, and at the same time 
the Board of Equalization has re­
duced property values about 10 
per cent more, making in all about 
20 per cent reduction in taxes for 
Spur school this year.

The City Commission has set the 
city tax rate at $1.00. This is a 
20 per cent reduction in rate while 
property values for city purposes 
has been reduced 8.3 per cent. This 
makes a total reduction in city 
taxes of 28.3 per cent.

Locally speaking the people of 
Spur and community will fare 
much better in tax rate this year 
than in a long time. However, the 
state and county rate raise will 
overco*me the reduction in local 
rate to some ertent. Just why the 
State Tax Board made the increase 
in rate has not been explained. It 
was thought for a time that the 
State Legislature might fix the 
rate by law at 69 cents, but this 
failed to materialize.

CANNING EQUIPMENT
The following data will be inter­

esting in comparing the economic 
situation of the county at this time 
with last fall. In 1930 the hard­
ware merchants of the county soldi 
10500 tin cans; whereas, to date 
they have sold 64,600 in 1931. In 
1930 they sold 6176 glass jars 
against 17996 in 1931. Fifteen cook 
ers and 8 sealers were purchased 
in 1930 while 88 cookers and 41 
sealers (have b«ten purchased in 
1931.

The above figures prove that the 
people are better prepared to face 
the winter than' they were last 
year. One merchant reported hav­
ing sold 3000 lids for cans to be

War Is Expensive
No Doubt

The following is a few facts sent 
out by the National Council for 
the prevention of war:

The cost of a modem, battleship 
is roughly $40,000,000—perhaps a 
little more eactly $37,000,000 or 
$38,000,000. The McKinley High 
School in Washington, finished com 
plete in September, 1928, cost $2,- 
022,301.91. It is notable that the 
cost of one battleship is equivalent 
to 19 or 20 high schools.

The aircraft carrier that is now 
being built is estimated to cost 
$19,000,000 with armor and arma­
ment. The 10,000-town cruisers 
now building are to cost $17,000,- 
000. The destroyers authorized in 
the last session of Congress are to 
cost $4,700,000 each. The new air­
craft carrier proposed in the new 
bill which* failed of action in the 
last Congress was to have cost 
$27,500,000. It is interesting to 
compare these figures with the en­
dowments of several great univer­
sities, as listed in the World Al­
manac for 1928. The endowment 
for Princeton University is exact­
ly the amount which one of these 
10,000 ton-cruisers will cost—$17,- 
000,000. The endowment for Rad- 
cliffe College would not quite pay 
for the new submarine. The en­
dowment for Smith College is just 
enough to cover the cost of a de­
stroyer. The endowment of Duke 
Unversity would just build the pro 
posed new aircraft carrier. The en 
dowment for Chicago University 
would just build a modem battle­
ship, or two of the aircraft carriers 
now building. The endowment of 
Yale University is two million dol­
lars short of the cost of the 11 de­
stroyers appropriated for in the 
last Congress. The endowment of 
Columbia University would not be 
sufficient to build a modern battle­
ship and one Of the proposed air­
craft carriers. The endowment of 
Harvard University, the most rich 
ly endowed university, is just 
enough to have paid for the 6 8- 
inch gun cruisers which have been 
completed within the last year. j

According to Dr. Abraham Flex- 
ner, internationally renowned edu­
cational authority, in a letter to 
the New York Times, the endow­
ment of all privately endowed in­
stitutions of higher learning in the 
United States is less than $815,- 
000,000. This is only about $100,- 
000,000 more than the expenditure 
for national defense during the 
year 1930.

President Hoover in his Federal 
“Budget at a Glance” gave the pub 
lie a summary of our national ex­
penditures. His statement showed 
that approximately 72 cents of ev­
ery dollar to be spent by the Fed­
eral Govem*ment during the next

Of the $3,840,445,231 which Con­
gress has been asked to appropriate 
for the fiscal year beginning July 
1, the sum of $2,733,213,823 must 
provide payment of principal and
