FISHER GUILD
*OFFERS $75,000

Second Coach-Building Competi-
tion Extended to In-
clude Canada

Every boy of high school age in the
United States and Canada is eligible
to enter the second annual Napoleonic
coach-building competition of the
Fisher Body Craftsman’s Guild and
compete for the $75,000 in awards
which will be distributed next summer
&t the conclusion of the Quild’s
second year.

Announcement that the Fisher
Body Craftsman’s Guild program was

) be repeated was made by W. A.
Fisher, president of the Guild, during
the recent four-day meeting of state
winners in Detroit at which four uni-
versity scholarships of four years each
were presented as national awards.
Full details of the second year's
activity have now been made public.

The sole activity of the Guild will
again consgist of the construction of
the miniature Napoleonic coach, for
which plans and instructions will be
furnished free by the Fisher Body
Craftsman’s Guild. The awards for
the coming year total 50 per cent
more than last year’s, and the exten-
sion of the program té Canada will
give the organization an international
character.

Two Age Divisions

As was the caselast year, there will
be two age divisions, with identical
lists of awards. Boys who were not
younger than 12 but who were not
yet 16 on September 1, 1931, will be
enrolled as juniors, and boys not
younger than 16 on that date, nor yet
as old as 20, being enrolled as seniors.
Boys need not be attending school,
and there are no other restrictions
whatever.

In order to cnroll, it is necessary
only to fill out an enroliment card,
obtainable free from any dealer in
General Motors cars.

team of horses and a chariot, vis-

ited more states than some Presi-
dents have in automobiles,” smiled
Congressman Daniel A. Reed, of
New York, while lunching with a
group of newspapermen at the Na-
tional Press Club at Washington.

“What a traveler he would have
been if he had had an auto!”’

Representative Reed is the man
who gained fame some years ago
as the coach of the Cornell foot-
ball team, and also as the champion
heavyweight amateur wrestler of
the United States.

“All of this newspaper material
sent throughout the land by the
United States George Washington
Bicentennial Commission telling a-
bout the Celebration of Washing-
ton’s Two Hundredth Birthday next
year, from February 22 to Thanks
giving Day, has aroused my inter-
est in that great man,” continued
Reed. “I’ve been reading every-
thing I can find about him. Yester-
day I found this letter written by
him in 1768, ordering a cahriot
from London:

To Robert Cary & Co.

Gentlemen: My old chariot hav-
ing run its race, and gone through
as many stages as I could conven-
iently make it travel, is now ren-
dered incapable of further service.
The intent of this letter, therefore,
is to desire you will bespeak me a
inew one, time enough to come out
with the goods (I shall hereafter
write for) by Captn. Johnston, or
some other ship.

“As these are kind of articles
that last with care against number
of years’ I would willingly have the
chariot you may now send me
made in the newest taste, hand-
some, genteel and light; yet not
slight, and consequently unservce-
able; to be made of the best seas-
oned wood, and by a celebrated
workman. The last importation
which I have seen, besides the cus-
tomary steel springs, have others
that play in a brass barrel and
contribute at one and the same
time to the ease and ornament of
the carriage. One of this kind,
therefore, would be my choice; and
green being a color little apt, as
I apprehend, to fade, and grateful
to the eye, I would give it the pre-
ference, unless any other [color
more in vogue and equally lasting
is entitled to precedency. In that
case I would be governed by fash-
ion. A light gilding on the mould-
ings (that is, round the panels)
and any other ornaments, that may
not have a heavy and tawdry look
(together with my arms agreeable
to the impression here sent) might
be added, by way-of decoration. A
lining of handsome, lively colored
leather of good quality I should
also prefer, such as green, blue,
&c.., as may best suit the color
of the outside. Let the box that
slips under the seat be as large as
it conveniently can be ‘made( for
the benefit of storage upon a jour-
