LEARN TO PLAN WARDROBES 
The combined report of the eight

Besides keeping a record of her cloth­
ing expenses each demonstrator made 
an inventory of her clothes the first 
of August and planned her fall and 
winter and spring and summer cos­
tumes keeping her inventory in mind 
and selecting new clothes that would 
harmoize with the things she already 
had.

With three other meetings sched­
uled during the week a very interest­
ing educational rally was held at Crot­
on school Monday night. The object 
of the meeting is the plan of group­
ing five schools into one district for 
high school purposes.

“There is not much use to go a- 
long with a lot of announcements, we 
are here for a common good,”  said J. 
L. Karr, chairman of the County 
Board of Education. He introduced 
Mrs. Twaddell, county school super­
intendent, who explained the plan and 
showed wherein the five districts 
could join in a great school program 
and save money and lower taxes. Mrs. 
Twaddell gave out some circular let­
ters which included valuable informa­
tion or the project.

“ It just looks like a great oppor­
tunity for a great school,”  said Char­
lie McLaughlin a member of the Coun­
ty Board of Education and former 
County Judge. Then he gave the ex­
periences which his home school at 
McAdoo had enjoyed the past few 
years and stated that the proposition 
that is being qffered these five schools 
to group was much better _than Mc­
Adoo had enjoyed. He stated that the 
school building at McAdoo cost $35,- 
000 when built under high priced 
times. He stated that the same build­
ing now could be constructed at about 
half the cost, or a building of twice 
the size could be built for the same 
money. Then he related that the state 
of Texas offers $1000 for each school 
which would be $5000 for the five 
schools. Then if the $35,000 is bor­
rowed from the federal government, 
that the government donates 30 per 
cent to the project which is $10,500. 
He then related that the people of 
the iive districts would have to make 
up the difference of about $19,500 
by way of a loan from the govern­
ment on long time at very low rate 
of interest. Then he explained that 
the state promised trasnportation for 
the children up to $2.00 per child per 
month. He related that it had not 
cost that much for McAdoo children 
to be transported to school.

Prof. Groner was asked to speak. 
He related how the new group would 
enable the children to be taught home 
economics, agriculture, manual train­
ing and those subjects which they 
would be able use in daily life. He 
related that the state and federal gov­
ernment would pay on these tlfings 
up to as much as 75 per cent of the 
cost the first year.

The five schools for the proposed 
group, are: Afton, Prairie Chapel, 
Midwey, Croton and Duncan Ê t̂. The 
total area of the five schools is 260 
square miles with a taxable valua­
tion of $1,147,464. There are 550 
scholastics in the proposed new dis­
trict. Extra state money that could 
be secured to support the school an­
nually would be $13,320 from the 
general fund and teachers aid. High 
school tuition would amount to $7.50 
per child for those going into high 
school. The state and federal govern­
ment pays up to 75 per cent of the 
salaries for teaching home economics 
and vocational trairjing. The state 
and federal government pays 50 per 
cent of the salary for teaching voca-

j An order was entered by the Com-

ing last week calling for a stock law 
election in Dickens County, August 
26th. The election was call^  at the 
time in order to save the county the 
expense of another election as the a- 
bove date has been set by the State 
to vote on four amendments to the 
Constitution of Texas and elect dele­
gates to the convention to vote for or 
against the repeal of the 18th Amend­
ment.

The Supreme Court of Texas re­
cently ruled that the stock law in Dick 
ens County was illegal forcing the 
matter to be voted on again if this 
county is to continue to have this law. 
Several thousand miles of fences .have 
been torn down in this county and 
these would have to be replaced if 
stock were again allowed to roam at 
large.

Tuesday Raymond Putman, son of 
Mr. and Mrs. S. L. Putman of Dick­
ens, was asked by the County Court 
to be treated in a state hospital. 
Young Putman is in his early twenties.

It appears the young man became 
interested in a discussion about the 
Bible the last of the week. He remain­
ed up all night Saturday reading the 
Bible, and Sunday morning went to 
a pasture north of his home where 
he put in the day reading. He return­
ed home Sunday evening.

Monday he exhibited peculiar ac 
tions and was brought to Spur where 
his condition was examined. He was 
remanded to the county jail Monday 
as a means of precaution and safety 
and was given a hearing before the 
County Court Tuesday morning.
_ Young Putman is said to be a very 

fine young man, having lived an ex­
emplary life and is a descendant of 
a very fine family. His father is en­
gaged in the blacksmith business at 
Dickens and is pronounced a very 
fine citizen.

With 986 applications for cotton 
acreage reduction totaling more than 
30,000 acres is very good evidence 
that the farmers of Dickens County 
are with the government program. 
There are fewer than 20 applications 
out of line of production.

The county qommittee has approved 
961 applications covering an acreage 
of 29,308 acres. The average 3Ti^d 
estimated per acre is 137 1-2 pounds 
of lint cotton. These 961 farmers have 
planted 82,113 acres to cotton and 
now are willing to destroy more than 
35 per cent of it in order to assist the 
government in the reduction plan.

Farmers were more favorable to 
optional plan than the cash plan. 
Those who signed up on the strictly 
cash plan, if their contracts are ap­
proved by the Secretarj^ of Agricid- 
ture as recommended by the county 
committee, will receive $106,977. Those 
who signed with the optional plan, if 
contracts are aj^proved as recommend­
ed, will receive in cash $137,774. In 
addition there is an estimate of 5,047 
bales of cotton in which they will 
share in the price above six cents per 
pound. If cotton should sell at 10 
cents this fall it will mean these far­
mers will receive around $20.00 per 
bale more which will total about 
$100,940 additional.

The following is about the routine 
of the application. It is first ap­
proved by the county committee. A f­
ter that it is sent to the Department 
of Agriculture at Washington where 
it must have the approval of the Sec­
retary of Agriculture. If the Secre­
tary feels the application is out of 
line, it will be sent back to the coun­
ty committee for modification, and 
this will cause delay. If the Secre­
tary approves the application, the 
county agent is furnished a list of 
these approved applications and he 
notifies the farmers to begin plowing 
up cotton. This will be done by let­
ter. Then the farmer can start de­
stroying the crop. After the crop has 
been destroyed it is inspected again 
to see if the farmer has complied 
with his contract. This means as to 
acreage and location. If the farmer 
has complied with his contract, then 
the Department is notified and the 
check for the acreage is issued.

The Magical Lens Of The Eye

- - y  h

'T ’HE reason for a lens both in 
a camera and in the human 

eye, is to focus the light from an 
object, bend it so that it forms a 
clear pattern upon a sensitive 
receiving area—the film in the 
case of the former and the retina 
in the case of the latter. That is, 
a lens is necessary in order to 
reduce the image to a size suit­
able for the small space within 
the eyeball.

Roughly, an object one inch 
high, seen at a distance of one 
foot, will produce an image on 
the retina one-twelfth of an inch 
high. An inch-high object seen 
at ten feet will produce an image 
on the retina one one-hundred 
and twentieth of an inch high; 
similarly, if seen at one himdred 
feet it would produce an image 
onfi-twelve hundredth of an inch 
higix

The cemarkable quality of the 
lens of thft human eye is that it 
has the power to adjust its own 
thickness according to the focus 
required for the distance of the 
object from the eye. When you 
look at an object about fifteen

L . _______ i ___

feet away, the lens Is practically 
at rest, and the muscles controll­
ing it are relaxed. If the object 
is at the normal reading dis­
tance, twelve to fourteen inches, 
some of the muscles contract, 
making the lens thicker. Focus­
ing on distant objects causes the 
lens to fiatten out.

The act of accommodation of 
the lens becomes more difficult 
with advancing age, and at forty 
years or over the majority of 
people require bifocal or double 
vision glasses to assist the lens 
to do its work.

The lens would act like the 
ordinary burning glass if the 
rays of light which it focuses 
were not “stopped down” by the 
contraction of the iris, the circu­
lar band of muscles immediately 
in front of the lens, colorê ’* 
green, gray, blue, or black, or t 
other protective agencies. The. 
are cases on record of children 
who have actually burned small 
spots on the retina by trying to 
stare directly at the sun; the 
lens focused the rays to burning 
intensity on the delicate retina

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Ice to Revolutionize 
Shipping o f Foodstuffs

rHE expanding use of dry ice in 
the shipment of perishable food- 
tuffs will, by reducing the expense 

f  transportation, reduce the costs 
any commodities to the public, 
•ding to a statement by the solid 
)n dioxide division of the Michi- 
Alkali Company. At the pres- 
;ime the shipping of less than 
>ad lots of vegetables, fish and 
r foods, is very costly, requiring 
ially refrigerated cars, or ex- 

sive express shipment. In the

freight container shown below, fro­
zen fish are being packed for ship­
ment. A small quantity of dry ice is 
put in a compartment in the con­
tainer which will keep the fish fro­
zen for several days. This container 
can be put in the freight car with 
dry merchandise, because the dry ice 
does not become wet as it melts, but 
passes into a dry vapor directly 
from the solid piece. Thus there is 
no leakage. The fish are packed in 
cardboard boxes.

Refrigerated containers like that 
shown in the picture, are now being 
used by several railroads and it is 
expected that their use will rapidly 
develop in the next few years, con­
tinues the statement of the Michi­
gan Alkali Company, largest maker 
of dry ice in the United States. 
These shipping containers are per­
manent railroad equipment and are 
made of such size as to fit com­
pactly into freight cars. By eliminat­
ing the expense of heavy wood pack­
ing boxes and the great weight of 
water ice, the containers bring 
about substantial economies in 
transportation and handling costs 
due to the facility in moving and the 
compactness of the merchandise in 
them.

Hunter, the
“ People’s Lobbyist”

(INS)—Something new in lobby­
ists was developed in the Forty-third 
legislature— t̂he “people’s lobbyist.”

Two years ago Tom F. Hunter of 
Wichita Falls surprised political Tex­
as with an extraordinary race for 
governor. Encouraged, Hunter pro­
bably will be a candidate again next 
year. His presence in Austin, there­
fore, was generally regarded as an 
effort to improve his political plat­
form.

But, regardless of motive. Hunter 
became one of the most familiar fig­
ures around the legislature, his rath­
er battered “ten gallon”  hat stuck on 
the back of his head, a wheat straw 
cigarette between his lips. Particular­
ly he attended committee sessions 
where utility legislation was brew­
ing, for Hunter was the avowed ene­
my of utilities.

Once, he was asked who he repre­
sented. “ I’m the people’s lobbyist,”  he 
answered. The nâ we stuck.

Corporation Bill Killed
Whether he helped kill any bills, or 

helped pass any, is a matter of specu­
lation. He did, however, oppose in 
committee a number of measures 
which subsequently were dealt the 
death blow.

His first target was a bill allowing 
corporations to incorporate for all gen 
eral purposes. This, he argued, was 
a dangerous extension of corporate 
powers. Corporations, he said, are 
potentially deathless, while an inj- 
dividual’s business life is about 30 
years. He urged legislators to fight 
the bill and it was killed.

A bill to create a public utilities

commission ^brought from the “peo­
ple’s lobbyist” a charge that the bill 
bartered away a city’s legal right to 
compete for lower rates. The bill was 
re-written in committee to eliminate 
this provision, and the re-writing was 
a reversal of policy by the committee.

mittee by Representative Tennyson 
of Wichita Falls to urge abolition of 
the so-called “ service charge” or 
“ready-to-serve” charge of gas utili­
ties. This bill was passed in the house 
but was killed in the senate.

The stock gentleman from Wichita 
Falls was less successful with the 
bills he sponsored. Among these were: 
The Graves bill, to reorganize the 
state gavernment, which surprised ev­
eryone when it passed the lower 
house only to be killed in the senate; 
an income tax upon the higher brack­
ets; a bill designed to cure unfair 
competition by utilities, such compe­
tition being defined as price-cutting 
to destroy competition, passed by the 
house but killed in the senate; an in­
crease in the tax on sulphur; abolition 
of the state ad valorem tax; divorc­
ing of pipe lines and filling stations 
from integrated companies on the 
ground that their ownership created a 
monopoly, and a levy on natural gas 
produced for transportation.

He opposed the sales tax—which 
may yet be submitted to a special ses­
sion—unless receipts from the tax 
were applied to reduce county and 
school ad valorem taxes. He thought

the state should derive its rever 
rather from a tax on gas compai 
arguing that in Texas their propi 
are valued at $388,000,000, ana g: 
receipts at $67,000,000, while t 
paid only $446,000 in state ad vala 
taxes. —San Antonio Light.

COMMENTS BY 
MADGE D. TWADDELL

The State Board met at Lubbock, 
June 16th and 16th in the Lubbock 
Hotel. As they held an open meeting 
I had the privilege of listening in. 
Among other things the State Super­
intendent L. A. Woods, and the State 
Board gave their interpretation of the 
new State Aid Law.

Under the provisions of this law 
every school in the county with the 
possible exception of one small one- 
teacher school will be eligible for aid. 
Under the old law Spur had been pre­
vented from getting teacher aid be­
cause of property valuation and schol­
astics. Under the new law the Spur 
school will qualify in both respects. 
Of course, heretofore Spur has had 
much help from the State in the form 
of bus and high school tuition aid. 
Those of us in Dickens County who 
have been working ojx the school prob­
lem of trying to get all of our schools 
eligible for teacher and are very 
thankful to Senator Arthhr P. Dug­
gan for his ever responsiveness to 
our requests and for the splendid work 
he did along that line.

This year all State aid schodls in 
Texas will run at least eight months. 
The State last year paid our teachers 
salaries for six months where we kept 
On the schedule as prescribed by the 
State, if we could prove that all of 
our tax money was needed for operat­
ing- expenses. This year it proposes to 
run us eight months. This is one of 
the very finest things that has ever 
happened to our rural children.

Another good feature of this law

is that we must have an average daily 
attendance of at least 70% of our net 
scholastics to be able to qualify for 
aid. Half of our scholastics in Texas 
have not been attending school. West 
Texas has been much higher in per 
cent of attendance than South and 
East Texas. This will necessitate our 
running our schools when the child­
ren can attend. Also, it may make us 
a little more humanitarian. Each 
community should have a committee 
that would investigate cases of ab­
sence. A little bit of interest and en­
couragement will often cause people 
to attend school. This year we are 
planning to do Junior Red Cross work 
in the schools of the county. The 
children can bring and turn over to a 
committee in each school outgrown 
clothes that can be spared from the 
family contributing.

This section of the law will probab­
ly mean a divided school term. Last 
year we had the approval of the 
State on our summer sessions. The 
summer months had the best per cent 
of attendance of any months of the 
year. Some of the schools reported 
almost a hundred per cent. Last Aug­
ust was cool due to rains and the 
gulf storm. Some of the states have 
been resorting to summer school ses­
sions for a long time. If we begin 
our schools in August this year as 
late as cotton is we can get in a good 
term before the cotton picking period. 
We can , examine the students on the 
work passed over at the end of the 
summer term and definitely finish that 
part of the work.

The State has further helped us 
this year by saying that the high 
school tuition children—those attend­
ing a high school which teaches 
grades above those taught in the home 
school—will draw up to $2.00 per 
month per child for transportation. 
In addition to this the school to which 
these children go will draw up to 
$7.50 per month for tuition. This law 
was designed for the purpose of mak­
ing it possible for all high school child 
len to be in a good high school. We 
have a few counties in Texas where 
all of the high school work taught is 
accredited.

We owe it to our children to at 
least give them a high school chance 
in life, an opportunity to attend a 
school where the periods are long, 
equipment sufficient, and teaching is 
done by specialists. The State has 
now made it possible for us to fulfill 
this duty. Too, in many cases it seems 
that as poor as we now are college 
attendance is almost prohibitive but I 
have noticed that many times if the 
college entrance requirements are met 
the children find a way to attend 
college. There are not very many who 
have the nerve to find a way of'both 
working themselves through college 
and working off their college entrance 
requirements at the same time.

In districts of less than one hundred 
square miles where transportation is 
necessary the State will pay one dol­
lar per child up to a two mile limit. 
In districts of more than one hundred 
square miles the State will pay two 
dollars per child per month. At the 
present the only school that can get 
the advantage of this point of the 
law is Dickeos. It is thought that 
this $2.00 will take care of the trans­
portation.

The new salary schedule ranges 
from $75.00 to $125.00 per month. 
The salaries on the State Aid schedule 
were lowered from five to thirty dol­
lars per month. The heads of schools 
suffered a greater reduction than the 
assistants.

After this year all teachers in State 
Aid schools must have had two years 
in college in addition to a good high 
school course.

Whenever a system of taxation is 
framed with a view to raising the 
largest possible revenue, the heaviest 
burden falls on the necessaries of 
life. From time immemorial salt has 
had to bear a disproportionate share of 
this load. Salt has always been either 
a government monopoly or has had a 
heavy tax placed upon it, even down 
to the dawn of the twentieth century.

It is safe to say that no article of 
food has been so ruthlessly exploited 
by governments to the detriment of 
their subpects as this one. Taking ad­
vantage of the fact that it is neces­
sary to man and beast, they have 
made it an important source of reve­
nue because its payment could not be 
evaded if life was to be endured.

In France, under the ancient regime 
its manufacture was limited, and the 
price was enormous. The vast major­
ity of citizens were not allowed to 
buy the quantity they wished even if 
they could pay for this extortion. Nev­
ertheless, certain privileged persons 
received all the salt they wanted free; 
or, if they preferred, had the preroga­
tive of receiving money lieu thereof. 
The king did not directly control the 
salt monopoly but acted through an 
association of revenue farmers who 
paid a fixed sum into his tre!isury, 
after which they had the legal right 
to exploit their helpless victims to 
the iltmost. They possessed police 
powers and abused them unmercifully. 
Evasions of the salt laws were rigor­
ously punished by the judges. For 
nearly two centuries, every year, 
there were from 2,000 to 3,000 ar­
rests. Those found guilty were sub­
jected to terrific fines, to the lash, the 
rack, or sent to the galleys. In case of 
a second conviction they could be 
hanged.

SAVED FROM FIRE;
AWAKENED BY DOG

when she was awakened by her dog 
to find her home in flames.

Among the prominent causes of 
leath in the middle aged group and old 
er is the malady knov/n as diabetes. 
Like many other diseases, it’s power 
as a cause of death can be traced to 
the lack of early diagnosis, or in other 
words, to the carelessness of its vic­
tims. In Texas about five hundred citi­
zens die of this disease each year and 
the number is steadily mounting.

The periodic physical examination 
will disclose the unsuspected facts at 
a time when diabetes is most suscepti­
ble to scientific attack. Why should 
one refuse this great weapon of prov­
en power against diabetes and other 
diseases is diffcult to understand. The 
three first noticeable symptoms are 
thirst, hunger, and excessive elimina­
tion of urine. These are accompanied 
by loss of vitality, strength and 
weight. In middle aged persons boils 
and carbuncles are quite common.

The immediate cause of diabetes is 
a lack of a secretion of the pancreas, 
known as insulin. The main thing is 
to guard against the disease. Three 
simple rules, if reasonably applied, 
will go far toward that end:

1. If overweight, one should reduce 
by restricting the diet and by exer­
cise, though both should be under the 
direction of a physician.

2. Infections of tonsils, teeth and 
other organs should receive profession­
al attention.

3. Make the health examination an 
annual habit.

The reason the death rate from dia­
betes is rising is due to the fact that 
more people are living to middle age 
and beyond than has been .true in the 
past and it is a disease of middle 
life. It is not contagious, it can be 
controlled by diet and insulin, along 
with common sense and exercise..

Chevrolet Completes
