ON BONDS
Dickens County is receiving some 

assistance from the State in liquidat­
ing road bonds which have been voted 
in former years. This is assisting the 
county greatly at this time.

According to records in the County 
Judge’s office the following amounts 
were paid on interest and sinking 
funds in 1933:

Dickens County District No. 1, road 
bonds; State paid $168.75; county 
paid $101.25. Total $270.00.

Dickens County Special Road Re­
funding Bonds: State Paid $5,302.78; 
County paid $12,122.22. Total $17,425.

Dickens County Road and Bridge 
Refunding Warrants: State paid 
$515.80; county paid $2,154.20. Total 
$2,670.00.

For the year 1934 the state has ap­
proved to pay the following amounts, 
and to this is stated the amount the 
county will have to pay:

Dickens County District No. 1 
Road Bonds: State to pay $112.50; 
County to pay $157.50.

Dickens County Special Road Re­
funding Bonds: State to pay $8,391.63; 
County to pay $15,633.37.

Dickens County Road and Bridge 
Refunding Warrants: State to pay 
$944.46; County to pay $4,705.54.

As the approval now stands the 
state will pay all interest maturing 
and will pay 30 per cent of the re­
quired principal. The county has to 
make up the difference. However, the 
county is fortunate in being able to 
secure the assistance stated abov^ 
This year the state paid $5,987.33 of 
our county road bonds and warrants m 
eluding interest.

E. Coombes, gen­
eral attorney of the West Texas Cham 
her of Commerce,

Purpose in calling them to Spur, 
Jones explanied to the regional cham­
ber officials, was to procure from 
them information on the work the 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce 
has done, and is doing, in assembling 
applications from political subdivis­
ions in its territory for their partici­
pation in the loan for public works 
projects under pertinent provisons of 
the Act of 1932 and the National Re­
covery Act of 1933. under which Jones 
was appointed.

W. D. Cline being unable to go Mr. 
Bandeen and Mr. Coombes brought 
with them to Spur full data, including 
comprehensive information assembled 
by the West Texas Chamber, and its 
experience of expediting the servicing 
of applications that have been found 
to be eligible. At the conclusion of 
the confeence Jones handed newspaper 
men the following typed statement: 

“ In view of the familiarity of the 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce 
with the National Industrial Recovery 
Act, and the possibilities it offers to 
the territory sefved and to West Tex­
as projects eligible to federal loans 
gained from several months Vork 
with the many hundred applications 
on file and in process of completion, 
Regional Administrator Clifford B.

or through chosen agencies for loans, 
upon being interviewed by long dis­
tance telephone said:

“ We are delighted with the ap­
pointment of a West Texan, Clifford 
B. Jones, as public works administra­
tor for the seventh zone. Mr. Jones 
proven integrity and ability is surety 
that so far as the seventh zone is con­
cerned, every community soliciting 

participation in the public works pro­
gram will be treated strictly accord­
ing to the merits of its projects, and 
that every community, large _ and 
small, will have equal opportunity to 
share in this fund.

“ The appointment of a regijpnal 
director and establishing of a state 
committee free from Texas politics 
carries out in full the recommenda­
tions of the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce made to the responsible 
authorities in Washington. These were 
first, that an administration respon­
sible* to Washington be set up free 
fiom local influences, -and second, that 
ail political subdivisions have equal 
right to apply to this administration 
direct, or use some chosen agency.”

G, W. McDaniel 
Spoke to School 

Officials Tuesday
G. W. McDaniel, of the State De­

partment of Education, spoke to a 
representative crowd of teachers and 
school trustees at the First Methodist 
Church here Tuesday evening.

The meeting was presided over by 
Mrs. Madge I Twaddell, County Sup­
erintendent of Schools. She introduc­
ed Sam Z Hall, head of Spur schools, 
who spoke on the NRA work and 
stressed the importance of the at­
titude of the teachers, school officers 
and students in assisting the Presi­
dent in carrying out the plan.

Mrs. Twaddell gave a brief outline 
of school work in the county enum­
erating what has been done in the 
past and stated briefly what is ex­
pected to be commplished this year.

She introduced Mr. McDaniel who 
first explained the idea of district 
supervisors. He said that West Texas 
is a long way from the state capitol 
and traveling expenses for school su­
pervisors became great when they had 
to make four or five trips per year 
here to inspect school work. The State 
Department has outlined the state 
into districts composed of several 
counties and a supervisor is placed 
in each district where they will be in 
close touch with the work and where 
teachers may be privileged to confer 
with them. By this method a great 
saving in expense is being made.

Mr. McDaniel directed most of his 
attention to the new aid law passed 
by the last legislature. He stated the 
people had elected persons to direct 
their school woi'k in the state and 
wanted them to give the best schools 
for the least possible expense. For 
this reason the State Department had 
placed certain requirements on schools 
in order that these schools receive 
state aid. He said it had been found 
expensive for the small high school 
to operate, and for this reason the 
county boards are being asked to 
classify schools and to transfer as 
many of the high school students to 
a certified high school. For this work 
the state has agreed to pay two dol­
lars per pupil per month for trans­
portation of pupils across district 
lines to another school, and for ele­
mentary grades they offer to pay one 
dollar. He said it is the object to give 
the pupils the best school advantages 
possible and at the same time to keep 
ents having to send them- away and 
them in the homes and prevent par- 
pay board.

He discussed the transfer law and 
the aid law as the two are related. He 
did not attempt a speech for he said 
he wanted to just talk and explain 
and answer questions.

In comparing the expense of teach­
ing in the small high school with that 
of the average high school, he said it 
was found that the cost in the small 
high school ran as much as $28.00 
per month per pupil while in the lar­
ger schools the cost was as low as 
$7.50 per month per pupil. He did 
not seem to favor the grouping of 
grade schools so much but stressed 
the idea of taking those of the high 
school to the larger schools, and for 
the rural school teachers not to at­
tempt too much high school work in 
the rural sections.

Mr. and Mrs. Myers, of Henrietta, 
were present. Mrs. Myers is connected 
with the State Department of Child 
Welfare and spoke to the people a- 
bout her work. She said it is the 
purpose of the department to get a 
child welfare board in each county 
and that Judge Jim Cloud had ap­
pointed that board and they would 
meet in Dickens Thursday morning 
at ten o’cloc. She related how many 
children are being cared for and oper­
ations being performed on those who 
were thought incurable, restoring to 
them their health and much happi­
ness. Her work seems valuable.

Austin, Texas—Lieutenant Gover­
nor Edgar Witt of Waco, an original 
opponent of the proposed constitution 
al amendment permitting the elgis- 
lature to issue relief bonds, has an­
nounced that after acquainting him­
self with the relief situation he be­
lieves it would be a tragedy not to 
adopt the proposal.

“ When the legislature submitted 
the proposed amendment last spring,” 
said the lieutenant governor, “ I was 
hopeful that we would not need Fed­
eral aid in Texas. But there has been 
development since then, and I have 
ieai'ned the true and dark picture of 
suffering in Texas and I now believe 
it would be sheer tragedy to defeat 
the relief bonds.

“In the first place the drouth and 
crop failures in certain sections 
change the picture from what it was 
three months ago. I am told author­
itatively that before the end of this 
winter there may be as high as 80 
per cent of all the inhabitants of some 
Panhandle counties who will have to 
be publicly fed. So much Texas cot­
ton has been plowed up and crops 
are so short that the usually depend­
able labor of cotton picking will be 
reduced by more than half of normal.

“ Twenty per cent of our popula­
tion is now on relief rolls, but that is 
only a part of the picture. More than 
that proportion are unemployed, using 
the last of their reserves or savings, 
but not yet on relief rolls. This class 
will be the first absorbed in the re­
employment provided by the National 
Recovery Act, leaving those on the 
rolls still to be publicly maintained.

“ Some people don’t like what they 
term setting a precedent in voting 
bonds. I don’t like it either, but we 
are confronted vuth a condition and 
not a theory. Tŵ o years ago the peo­
ple, by a direct vote, authorized the 
legislature to spend money on a Cen­
tennial Celebration but it has taken 
cognizance of the depression and has 
not appropriated any money for that 
purpose. I am certain that if the peo­
ple vote to trust the issue of relief 
bends to the legislature, not one dol­
lar more than needed will be issued 
and the whole issue cvill be thoroughly 
safogua’̂ ded against waste, extrava­
gance and corruption.”

August 26 the voters of Texas are 
asked to vote on the adoption of four 
proposed amendments to the State 
Constitution. This is a privilege the 
Constitution grants to the citizens— 
the right to amend by popular vote.

One of these amendments specifies 
for the right of individuals and cor­
porations to manufacture and sell 3.2 
beer and wine. It seems at present 
that it is a violation of the Consti­
tution of Texas to make and sell beer 
or wine at this time. This is House | 
Joint Resolution No. 43.

Another proposed amendment pro­
vides for the form of government in 
counties that have a population of 
62,000 or more. Dickens County will 
not be affected by this amendment 
should it be voted favorably by the 
people. We lack close to 54,000 people 
coming under its provisions. This is 
Senate Joint Resolution No. 3.

Another proposed amendment is an 
addition to the amendment passed last 
year which exempted homesteads from 
taxation up to The amount of $3,000. 
This proposed amendment which is 
Senate Joint Resolution No. 32, ex­
cludes certain counties where all state 
taxes have been exempted. In other 
words some counties in Texas have 
had the state taxes refunded, in which 
event it will do no good to exempt 
homesteads for taxation. This amend­
ment provides for the exemption from 
taxation of residence homesteads up to 
$3,000.

The fourth amendment is Senate 
Joint Resolution No. 30, and if it is 
voted favorable the State Legislature 
will have authority to issue and sell 
state bonds to the amount of $20,000,- 
000 to provide work for unemployed 
in the state. The Constitution as it 
now stands does not provide for any 
state bonds to be issued  ̂ and as a re­
sult Texas has no state bonds at this 
time. However, if this amendment 
passes, it will open the way for state 
bonds, and then it is difficult to tell

The W. O. W. Hospital at San Antonio

Nationally Known Sanitarium Cele­
brates Tenth Anniversary

The tenth anniversary of the 
Woodmen of the World War Me­
morial Hospital at San Antonio, 
Texas, is being observed this 
month by the hundreds of camps 
of the organization in many sec­
tions of the United States, accord­
ing to De E. Bradshaw, president.

The hospital, which is a sanitar­
ium for those afflicted with tuber­
culosis has been a sanctuary for 
W. 0. W. policyholders since the 
first patient was received August 
1, 1923. Since that time about 
2,000 patients have been treated 
without cost to them and many of 
them restored to normal health. 
The capacity of the sanitarium is 
200. The daily average of patients 
is 127 which means that, as a rule, 
there always is additional space for 
those of the association who are 
eligible for admission.

Show Place in San Antonio.
The hospital is situated on a 

beautifully landscaped tract of

maintenance. Interest from 
these bonds is used in the 
purchase of all supplies need­
ed for its upkeep. The total 
value of the hospital plant 
and real estate is estimated 
at more than half a million 
dollars.

A jersey herd of more than 
100 head provides all of the 
milk for the patients while 
much of the meat comes from 
the hospital stock farm. Rab­
bits, chickens, turkeys, geese, 
and ducks also are raised.

Religious Services Broadcast.
A five-acre park adjoining the 

hospital with large beds of flowers 
provides an idgal recreational cen­
ter, supplemented by the William 
Alexander Fraser chapel where 
concerts, public meetings, lectures 
and religious services are held. A 
loud speaker located high in the 
chapel’s tower is used to broadcast 
the religious services to patients

Luncheon: Corn on cob, buttered car 
rots, daisy salad, graham bread, but­
ter, fresh peaches, ice tea.

Dinner: Baked trout with tartar 
sauce, mashed potatoes, fried okra, 
jellied chese salad, rolls, butter, grape 
juice sherbet, ice tea.

Breakfast: Cantaloupe, creamed 
eggs on toast, coffee, milk.

APRICOT PARFAIT: 1 c apricot 
juice, 3-4 c sugar, 2 egg whites, 1-2 
c apricot and pineapple marmalade,
1 1-2 c cream.

Hot Oil Law
Having It ŝ Effect

Members of the Texas Railroad 
Commission and other prominent Tex­
ans who are in Washington to confer 
with administration leaders regarding 
the oil situation have expressed grati­
fication at the reports of decreased 
production of illegal oil in Texas since 
the arrival of Federal agents in that 
state.

Colonel Earnest O. Thompson, of 
Amarillo, a member of the Commission 
said that since he had arrived in 
Washington he had been informed 
that the situation in East Texas had 
improved greatly. The Federal agents 
are enfoi'cing the Connally Amend­
ment which was put into effect by an 
executive order issued by President 
Franklin D. Roosevelt.

Senator Tom Connally of Texas, the 
author of the amendment prohibiting 
the interestate shipment of illegally 
produced oil, has been conferring with 
Secretary of the Interior Ickes and 
with L. R. Glavis, in charge of the 
Department of the Interior’s agen­
cies for enforcement.

In discussing the matter, Senator 
Connally said:

“ The President in an executive or­
der has placed in effect enforcement 
of the so-called ‘hot-oil’ amendment 
offered by myself and adopted by the 
Senate. Its enforcement has been vest 
ed in the Department of the Interior, 
and I am striving to secure hearty co­
operation between the Federal and 
state authoi’ities in bringing about ef­
fective and aggressive enforcement of 
its provisions. If Federal and state 
agencies can act harmoniously I be­
lieve that the oil situation will be 
greatly improved and that the laws of 
Texas will be adequately enforced.

“I have been greatly gratified at 
the distinct improvement in oil prices 
and in contditions in the oil fields of 
Texas since the enactment of the ‘hot- 
oil’ amendment, and I hope its en­
forcement may be of still greater 
benefit to the producers and land own­
ers of Texas.”

Eighteen thousand more men are 
at work in Chevrolet and Pontiac 
plants today than at the same time 
a year ago, W. S. Knudsen, president 
and general manager of the Chevro­
let Motor Company stated in discuss­
ing the employment situation.

In emphasizing this picture of ris­
ing employment, Mr. Knudsen also 
pointed out that payroll figures of 
the two companies are now at a higher 
stage than in any year since the boom 
period of 1929.

In the single week from July 8 to 
July 15, inclusive, the number of men 
employed increased by approximately
4.000 at the 20 plants throughout the 
United States and from the 15th to 
the present, approximately 2,000 more 
men had been added to the payrolls.

Since June 10, declared Mr. Knud­
sen, as he analyzed the figures, a 
small army of 11,000 men have found 
employment with Chevrolet and Pon­
tiac. Total employment today is above
46.000 persons.

Thousands had been added to the 
rolls before the proclamation of the 
President calling on the country to 
shorten hours and raise wages in or­
der that the workingmen, on whom he 
prosperity of the country depends, 
might have additional funds to main­
tain the American standard of living.

“ Statisticians tell us,”  said Mr* 
Knudsen, “ that the average family 
is composed of four persons. This 
means that approximately 164,000 
persons are benefitted by either wages 
or salaries from the Chevrolet and 
Pontiac plants. The addition of 11,000 
men alone has done much to spread 
the wave of employment in the cities 
where those men are employed.”

That his companies have whole­
heartedly participated in the pro­

gram of the President is showji by 
the fact that a salary raise of 15 per 
cent was gi'anted all factory wage 
earners effective August 1, making a 
total increase of 20 per cent over 
March, 1933, since a 5 per cent in­
crease was announced in May. In 
addition, Mr. Knudsen also raised the 
pay of all salaried workers receiving 
under $1,800 per year by 10 per cent.

It is estimated that these increases 
will place more than a million and a 
quarter dollars at the disposal of Chev 
rolet and Pontiac employes, for the 
balance of the year.

ceptible person to a definite paralyzed 
case, so it is the exposures to the un­
known case or acrrier which causes 
the greatest spreading of this disease.

Dodging infantile paralysis infec­
tion is a Mind game for no one knows 
where the infection exists. Sometimes 
it appears as if the infection spreads 
as readily as that of influenza, but 
owing to the longer period between ex 
posure and illness, cases do not ap­
pear in such rapid succession and be­
cause of extensive natural immunity, 
at least to its paralytic effects,^ the 
recognized cases are many times 
fewer. The best plan to follow to 
avoid this disease as well as many 
others is for the individual to follow 
the rules of personal hygiene. .

INFANTILE PARALYSIS 
VERY TREACHEROUS DISEASE

The month of August usually shows 
an increase in the number of infantile 
paralysis cases in Texas, according to 
Dr. John W. Brown, State Health Of­
ficer. It is not only a serious disease 
but also one of the most treacherous 
with which the medical profession has 
to deal. The death rate is very high 
and also the number of cripples. It is 
estimated that one third to one half 
of all the cripples in the United Stat­
es can trace their handicap to infan­
tile paralysis.

Suspicion should be aroused when 
an illness begins with headache, drow­
siness, fever, irritability, vomiting, 
diarrhea, or constipation and with 
stiffness in the back of the neck or 
spine. When such early symptoms ap­
pear, parents are urged to obtain medi 
cal advice without delay, and not as­
sume the condition to be of temporary 
or trivial importance. Treatment at 
this stage of the disease is of the 
greatest importance and more effect­
ive than when delayed until after the 
appearance of paralysis. These acute 
symptoms rarely last more than a 
few days. 75 per cent of the cases 
developing paralysis on or before the 
fourth day.

The disease may be divided into 
two main groups, the paralyzed and 
the non-parlyzed. The latter, regard­
less as to how mild, is the greater 
danger in spreading the disease. No 
one would deliberately expase a sus-
