The Experiment Station near Chil-
licothe has developed a new cotton
variety known as Mebane 141 which
is particularly adapted to the North-
west Texas cotton producing region.
J. R. Quinby, Superintendent of this
Station, reports that this year 23 acres
planted to this cotton on the Station
produced 24 bales. Its average ac-
tual yield for four successive years in
tests on the Station there has been
380 pounds of lint cotton per acre,
leading all other varieties except Half
and Half by as much or more than 8
per cent. It is a bread and butter cot-
ton which will ordinarily produce 15-
16 inch staple. In 1930, one of the
'driest yvears on record, this variety
| produced 7-8 inch staple and for the
‘last two more favorable seasons it has
produced 15-16 inch and 1 inch wide
'staple. The lint percentage is ordi-
'narily between 37 and 38 and about
160 bolls will make a pound of seed
'cotton. The variety is quite storm-
| proof but pickers say picks well, and
'this feature is one that, along with
lits good producing ability, will make
this variety popular in the region
to which it is adapted.

cause of chlorosis is an excess of lime
in certain soils which prevents the
iron in the soil from being available !
to the plant. Other causes inciude the '
deficiency of potash or nitrogen, ex-'
icess of alkali, or defective condition
‘of the roote or of the whole tree.
Chlorosis becomes apparent when the
production of green chlorophyll or
‘coloring matter in the leaves has been :
disturbed. These chlorophyll bodies

when acted upon by sunlight manu-

facture the feed for the noursihment
of the plant and the production of
ithese chlorophyll bodies depends up-
on the availability of nitrogen, mag-
nesium and iron. There are two meth-
'ods of attacking chlorosis, (1) the'
‘actual mechanical application of iron
‘into or on the plant and (2) soil treat-'
‘ment to render the iron Iready in the

Pulverized
sulphur with manure should be work-
ed into the top soil about the plant
and allowed to undergo oxidation for
several months after which the iron |
sulphate-super phosphate mixture is
applied.

Treatment of the plants with iron is
quite successful. A generous spraying
of leaves, leaving no spots unsprayed,
with a solution of 1 pound of coppe-
vas to 3 or 4 gallons of water will
furnish the leaves with iron and cause |
them to take on green color. When the |
foilage is tender this may be too
strong. Tender citrus foilage was 1n-
jured by a 1 per cent solution but a |
.5 per cent solution was effective and |
did not harm the foilage. Only leaves |
touched by the spray will be restor- | §
ed therefore a good job must be done. |

phosphate should be inserted in these.
These iron salts in the form of flaky |
crystals can be obtained at any drug
store and should be ground into a
powder and inserted into the plant.
They are not poisonous. Copperas
should not be used in this type of
treatment. For small trees a single
hole will usually be sufficient, For
larger trees two or more injections
should be made and holes spaced
around the trunk at intervals of about
3 inches. When the hole is filled with
the iron citrate or phosphate it should
be sealed over with protective wax of
some sort. Some workers recommend
driving ordinary iron finishing nails,
a dozen or so, into the trunks of trees
affected with chlorosis being careful
not to injure the bark unnecessarily,
using a nail set to drive the head of
'a nail beyond the bark. The iron sup-
Iplied to the trees by these nails is
'more slowly available than the pow-
{dered forms, but has been found ef-
fective.
