Mr. Hall has been very successful 
in securing the cooperation of the 
State Department in getting our 
schools financed. Other schools over 
West Texas had to close before the 
end of the allotted terra, and have 
had to give teachers time warrants 
but Spur schools have gone forward 
on a cash basis, teachers paid and 
other obligations taken care of.

“Viva Villa” Opens 
At Palace Today

‘ *Viva Villa!” Metro-Goldwyn-May- 
2ps spectacular epic which opens to­
day at the Palace Theatre, is the fic ­
tional story of Pancho Villa, the great 
Mexican revolutionary leader who was 
the outstandincr figure in the world’s 
history in the Jecade preceding the 
World War.

Opening in the hills of Chihauhua, 
it shows young Villa watching his 
father flogged to death. He stabs the 
hacendado who holds the peons in vir­
tual slavery, and flees to the moun­
tains.

Pillage tAie Rich
When he emerges some years later, 

ae is leading a band of wild savages 
who amuse themselves by pillaging 
the great haciendas, robbing the rich 
befriending the poor.

Villa’s career of banditry ends when 
ne meets Francisco Madero, a gentle 
visionary who gives Villa his “ great 
dream” of a free Mexico. Villa or­
ganizes an army and begins the spec­
tacular conquest of the country. He 
drives the tjTant, Diaz, from the 
Lhrone and proclaims his friend, Ma­
dero, President.

Returning to a life of peace, he is 
involved in a bank robbery and mur­
der and is almost executed by the 
enemy. General Pascal. Madero saves 
Villa, but exiles him. He goes to El 
Paso, Texas.

One night his friend, Johnny Sykes, 
American newspaper correspondent^ 
brings word that Madero has been

murdered by Pascal. Enraged, Villa 
crosses the Rio Grande into Mexico 
and begins to organize another army. 
Within a few months he begins the 
second revolution—a triumphant 
march through the country from the 
border to the capital, driving the fed­
eral forces before him.

En route he pauses at the hacienda 
of Don Felipe, who introduced him to 
Madero. He tries to make love to Fe­
lipe’s daughter, is repulsed and shot, 
and whips the girl to death. He goes 
on, showing no mercy to the rich or 
to those who oppose him.

At the end of his spectacular cam­
paign he marches into Mexico City at 
the head of 60,000 men and proclaims 
himself provisional President. But he 
knows that he doesn’t belong in a pal­
ace; he has none of the social graces, 
no knowledge o f world events, or of 
economic problems. He fears that, in­
stead of saving Mexico, he will ruin 
her.

How be meets this problem, his dra­
matic renunciation of power and his 
ultimate tragic death at the hands of 
Don Felipe, constitutes a human docu­
ment without parallel in screen history
