F. C. Gipson Dies In 
Lubbock Sanitarium

PVIix C. Gipson, 62, died in the 
Wesc Tcxns .Sanitarium at Lubbock 
about noon Krida ’̂ . Mr. (Jinson, who 
operated a <ii ug store at Dickens, was 
in Spur Tue.Mlay of last week and 
talked with friends on the streets. 
Wednesday he wont to the .sanitarium 
in I .ubbock for a clinical examination 
and various things were f  und wrong 
with his physical condition, among 
which was an impaction of the intes­
tines and adhesions.

Thursday morning he underwent 
an operation and lived only about 28 
to 30 hours after it. Friends report 
that he seemed to know he would not 
recover, and even before he went* to 
the sanitarium he remarked that he 
would not be here much longer.

The body was prepared for burial 
by a Lubbock undertaker and was 
brought to Dickens by ambulance. 
Funeral services were held at Dickens 
at five o’clock Saturday afternoon. 
Talks were made by John T. Smith, 
minister at Lubbock; Guy N. Wood, 
minister at Kirkland; and Albert 
Smith, minister o f  the Church o f 
Christ at Spur. Intennent followed 
in Dickens cemetery.

Mr. Gipson was born in Hunt 
County March 9, 1872. He came to 
Dickens County in 1899 and did tank 
ing work for J. C. McNeill on his 
ranch. He then operated freight 
lines from Dickens to Quaiu h and to 
Seymour. This work re<iuired a great 
deal of exposure and after about five 
years he quit the business, selling liis 
teams in 1904. *

After this he became engaged in 
the drug business, and in 1914 he add­
ed groceries and hardware to his line 
of merchandise. In addition to his 
mercantile business he was engaged 
in stock farming and agriculture. It 
is stated that he made a crop every 
year after he moved to Dickens 
County. This is a fine record for 
nearly thirty five years. At the time 
of his death he was the oldest drug­
gist in service in Dickens County and 
operated the oldest drug store in the 
county.

In 1895 he was married to Miss 
Mary Elizabeth Clay at Boone 
Prairie. Her father, H. F. Clay, still 
lives at Dickens. Six children were 
born into the home four of whom 
survive, and three were in the family 
when Mr. Gipson moved to Dickens. 
Mrs. Gipson passed away in 1920 
which brought the first great sor­
row to the home. Mr. Gipson married 
Miss Ada Darby July 7, 1923, and 
she assumed the care of the home 
and tried to be the mother to the 
children in w»hich she was very suc­
cessful.

Mr. Gipson made a profession of 
religion when a young man and be­
came affiliated with the Church of 
Christ. He w’as very devoted to his 
church work and spent much time 
studying the Bible and talking of 
Christianity to his friends. He was 
honest in every respect and did all 
he could to make those about him 
happy.

He is survived by his widow and 
four children: Mrs. Selma Watson of 
Los Angeles, Calif.; Mrs. Mildred 
Bailey o f Alvord, Texas; Foy Gipson 
of Dimmitt and Jack Gipson o f Dick­
ens. Two children had passed away, 
one in infancy, and Mrs. Lora Steph­
ens who died in 1932. Two brothers 
John H. Gipson, o f Turkey, and Jim 
Gipson of California, still survive; 
and two sisters: Mrs. Joe Clay and 
Mrs. Mike M. Young, of Colorado 
Springs, Colo., are living.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 
NO. 14

?E  IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS- 
l.ATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS:

Section 1. That there be added to 
A-.tide IX of the Constitution of the 
State of Texa.s a new section to be 
numbered Sections 2-A and to have 
(5) lettered subdivisions and which 
section shall read as follows:

“ Section 2-A.
“ (a) General management and con­

trol o f the affairs of the County 
shall hereafter be vested in the Com­
missioners Court, provided that in the 
exercise of powers not specifically 
srranted to the Commissioners Court 
by the Constitution and Amendments 
thereto, the Court shall be subject to 
the authority of the Legislature of 
the State, and the Court shall also 
he subject to all general laws of the 
State now in force not in conflict 
with the pro\*isions of this .Amend­
ment until such laws are modified or 
repealed.

“ (b) All duties heretofore perfor­
med by the Clerk of the District 
Court and the Countv Clerk shall 
hereafter be peiTonned by an officer 
to be known as Record Clerk; all 
duties heretofore performed by the 
County Tax As.sessor and the County 
Tax Collector shall hereafter be per­
formed by one officer kn wn as Tax 
Clerk; and in the counties where the 
sheriff perfoniis the duties of the 
Tax Collector he may hereafter per­
form the duties of the Tax Clerk. 
The Recoi’d Clerk and the Tax Clerk 
shall be elected to hold office for a 
term of two (2) years and until their 
successors shall be elected and quali­
fied. The Commissioners Court shall 
hav’e authority to combine the office 
of County Treasurer and the office 
of ( l̂ounty Surveyor, or to combine 
either, or both, o f said offices with 
any county office. Within the maxi­
mum and minimum limits prescribed 
by the Legislature the Commission­
ers Court shall have authority to fix 
the compensation of all county and 
precinct officers except County Audi­
tor, County Judge and County Com­
missioners. The Legislature shall fix 
the compensation of District Judges, 
District Attorneys, County Judges 
and the County Commssioners and 
may provide for a County auditor 
and prescribe his duties and fix his 
compensation and the number and 
compensation of his assistants. The 
Commissioners Court shall fix the 
compensation of and determine the 
number of deputies, assistants and 
clerical personnel of all precinct o f­
ficers and county officers except the 
county auditor.

“ (c) City and county officers and 
employees may, in addition to their 
duties as such city and county officers 
or employees, be required to perform 
such other similar duties for cities, 
towns and districts within the county,

for the county, as may be mutual­
ly agreed upon and contracted for be­
tween the Commissioners Court of 
said county and the governing board, 
or boards, of such cities, towns and 
districts; and the cost of such ser­
vice shall be provided for in said 
contracts and paid by such county, 
cities, toiwns or districts into the 
Treasury o f the county or city, tô wn 
or district, as provided for in said 
contract. All such contracts shall be 
approved by the Attorney General of 
this State and such contracts shall 
not cover a period longer than two 
(2) years.

“ (d) The Legislature shall have au­
thority, by general law, to provide 
for complete forms of county gov­
ernment and organizations different 
from that provided for in this Con­
stitution to become effective in any 
county when submitted in such man­
ner as may be prescribed by the 
Legislature to the qualified voters bf 
such county in an election hteld for 
such purpose and approved by a ma­
jority o f the qualified voters voting 
in said election. Provided, however, 
that no such law shall impair the 
right of the Commissioners Court to 
determine the compensation of coun­
ty and precinct officers other than 
the County Auditor, to fix the num­
ber of assistants, deputies, and cler­
ical personnel which said officers may 
employ; nor shall such general law 
change the present constitutional 
limitations as to particular and total 
tax levies for any or all county pur- 

< poses; nor shall such general law 
j change the present constitutional lim­
itations on counties to incur public 
debts.

“ (e) In any and all cases where 
provisions of the Constitution of this 
State are in conflict with the pro­
visions of this Amendment, the pro­
vision of this Amendment (Section 
2-A, Article IX) shall control; pro­
vided, however, .should any county 
adopt a Home Rule Charter under 
authority of any provisions of the 
State Constitulbi'on o<r Amendmemt 

thereto, this Amendment shall not be 
applicable to such county.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitution­
al Amendment shall be submitted to 
the electors o f this State, qualified 
to vote on Constitutional Amend­
ments, at an election to be held 
•throughout the State on the first 
Tuesday after the first Monday in 
November A. D. 1934, at which 
election each ballot shall have printed 
thereon the words:

“ For the Amendment of Article IX 
o f the State Constitution by adding 
Swtion 2-A thereto, giving the Com­
missioners Court general manage­
ment and control of County affairs, 
and authorizing the Legislature to 
provide more economical forms of 
county government and different than 
as now provided by law.”

“ Again.st the Amendment of Article 
IX of the State Constitution by add­
ing .Section 2-A thereto, giving the 
Commissioners Court general man­
agement and control of county a f­
fairs, and authorizing the Legislature 
to rmovide more economical forms of 
county government, and different 
than as now provided by law.”

Each voter shall scratch out •with 
pen or pencil the clause which he de 
.Mires to vote against so as to indi­
cate whctjher he is voting for or 
against said prt>posed amendment.

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CLUB HAS DEMONSTRATION
ON BRINING CUCUMBERS

“ I have 15 gallons o f cucumbers in 
brine now,”  Mrs. Paul Braddock, told 
the Prairie Chapel home demonstra­
tion club women when the club met in 
her home Wednesday for a demonstra 
tion on brining cucumbers. “ I made 
the brine according to instructions 
from the Extension Service, using 1 
lb. salt to 9 pints of water. Tihe cu­
cumbers should be weighted down in 
order to keep them well undeir the 
brine. I f cucumbers are above the 
bme that will cause mold to form. 
The cucumbers will need to remain 
in the brine at least 10 weeks to cure, 
or until the cucumbers are a clear 
olive green throughout. In order to 
keep the brine o f the same density 
salt is added each week for fSfve 
weeks, adding one-half cup for each 
10 pounds of cucumbers in the brine.”

At the 
end of each week for five weeks one- 
fourth pound of salt, for each 10 
pounds of cucumbers used, should be 
added to the brine by placing it on 
the cover rather than pouring direct­
ly to the brine.”

Pratt discussed the food budget and 
helped each one fill out a budget for

“ Our wardrobe demonsti*ator clas.s 
I has helped me with a number of 
demonstrations. Some of the coop­
erators have helped too, I have en­
couraged them to help for they learn 
so much from fitting others. I can 
truly say that if the home demon­
stration agents and Mrs. Barnes sret 
as much pleasure out o f helping the 
women as I have their time is hap­
pily spent,”  she added.
