The American people, as a whole,
have always prided themselves upon
their congeniality, upon their hospi-
tality and upon their friendliness, es-
pecially those sections of the West and
Middle West.

Years ago, when the only mode of
transportation from one community to
another wag by means of the animal-
drawn vehicle or on horseback, a
greater feeling of friendliness and un-
gelfish interest prevailed among our
people.

Even in the short span of twenty-
five years, the old-time Sunday visit
with the neighbor has been practically
dispensed with. The people congregat-
ed in the community church house for
Sunday School and Church and went
home with his neighbor for dinner, and
the children played together in the af-
ternoon while the older folks talked
about things in their local community
that interested them.

That same spirit prevailed at that
time in the smallér towns, but the
thing that happens today is that we
jump into our automobile at the last
minute and rush frantically to the
church house—much larger than the
old church house—in order to hear a
germon, and then rush madly back
home in order that we may have a
quick dinner so that the children may
go to town to,see a movie or entertain
themselves in some other manner—

robably just “joy-riding”—while the
awrents sit at home reading the pap-
€rs, :

In the past twenty-five years, we
certainly have developed a mania for
speed, fast living, rushing, rushing
toward we know not what, and care
less. We have forsaken the slow, de-
liberate way of our forefathers; hence
our friendliness and our hospitality
and our unselfish interest in our neigh
bor’s welfare have diminished.

The only time the wurban citizen
visits the rural citizen is when he
wants to collect a bill or when he
wants the rural citizen to make a
bill. Thinking in terms of the al-
mighty dollar has caused the destruct-
ion of the most worthwhile principle
of our American citizenship—that of
unselfish interests.
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Social intercourse in the rural sec-
tion heretofore has been localized to
a certain location that is centered in
the school and the local church. With
the advent of the automobile and the
good roads, the community has become
consolidated with other communities
and the center of that community is
now the trading center.

The trading center of the commun-
ity is the small town that serves the
needs of the rural folks. The businesg
man is the man who can consolidate
the interest of the rural folks in an
ultimate goal of unselfish service for
the betterment of the community as
& whole.

We no longer think in terms of the
local post office and its immediate
gurrounding population ag a commun-
ity, but we think of the community
as the population in a surrounding
territory of the larger trading center.
The interest of the business man locat-
ed in that trading center should be
the welfare and the happiness and the
success of the surrounding population.
He can manifest this interest only
by visiting, whether he go to call on
the people of the rural district in a
gocial way; whether he may attend
their church or their Sunday School;
or whether he may take a part in the
yural entertainment.

The business man of this, or any
other municipality, must again as-
sume the respomsibility of paving the
way for a more friendly relationship
between the people of the rural com-
munities, ag well as between the peo-
ple of the rural communities and the
business man, This program can and
should be worked out by civie clubs;
namely, Rotary; Lions; Kiwanis;
Women’s Clubs; American Legion;
Boy Secouts; and any number of other
like organizations.

The spirit of co-operation in the
minds of our American people should
again be the paramount issue between
_the people of the town and ‘ he people

PAY POLL
TAXES TODAY

This is the last day in which citi-
zens of Texas may pay their poll
taxes and enjoy the full rights of citi-
zenship for 1935. If possible, people
should pay their poll taxes since prac-
tically all of this money goes to the
support of the schools, and again, no
one knows when they are going to .
need the right to vote. It pays always
to be ready because voting is the only
sovereignty the people of this coun-
try enjoy. 2

Delinquent Taxes
Can Be Paid Now
Without Penalty

For one week the taxpayer who has
been unable to pay his taxes in the
past and who had suffered the humil~
iation of being fined a ten per cent
penalty for his short coming, has had
an opportunity to pay his back taxes
without the penalty of hurr’m%l.i’,.
The Texas Senate last week passed a
resolution which was signed by the
Governor which gave the delinquent
tax bill the required two-thirds ma-
jority making it a law at once.

This bill had been passed by the
fourth special session. of the 43rd
Legislature, but at that time the State
Senate failed to give it the two-third
majority vote which made it a law as
soon as signed by the Governor, and
forced it to ride the ninety day period
from the adjournment of the Legisla-
ture in order to become a law. The
State Senate last week took a new
vote on the bill sufficient to make it
a law at once. The time it becomes ef-
fective was set up from February 8
to January 24, and all delinquent
taxes can now be paid without any
penalty attached, The law is effective

bout 50 days for taxpayers to meet
their delinquent taxes without the
penalty.

A Good Resolution
Our State Legislature did a wise
thing in passing the above mentioned
law. There are some who say it is
not right since probably some tax-
payers have paid delinquent taxes in-
cluding the penalty. That could be
possible, but at the same time in order
for taxing bodies to carry the delin-
quent tax load they probably have
hiked a ten to fifteen per cent hun-
dred rate on current taxes in order
to get enough money from those who
have always paid their taxes. It is
far better to take off the penalty and
even the interest on all delinquent
taxes and get them paid, for by so
doing the taxing bodies can reduce
the rate for another year enough to'
more than make up for the penalties
ochers have paid, and everybody will
get the advantage of the rate reduct-
ion. It will pay greatly for every tax-
ing body—cities, schools, counties and
state—to take off the penalties and
enable the citizens to get even with
the government without the idea of
being punished for not being able to
take care of their obligations to the
government under times much out of
the ordinary.
Many people in order to collect a
note or account will cut off all interest
at times. Many merchants when they
find they have a certain type of mer-
chandise which is not moving, the
merchant will put a greatly reduced
price on that merchandise in order to
riove it and get it replaced by newer
and better merchandise. Some of his
customers have paid the full price for
that same merchandise, but no doubt
the goods was worth the price then
and he could pay it easily. No doubt
the taxpayer was in a position to pay
the penalty when he paid delinquent
taxes, but now he may be in a great
financial strain- and probably would
be glad to see the tax penalty remov-
ed from his neighbor in order to get
in back taxes and by so doing have
the rate reduced on his current taxes.
The wisdom of the State Legisla-
ture should be commended by the citi-
zens of our state, and all taxing bod-
ies should cooperate to the fullest in
order to assist people to get their de-
iinquent taxes paid.

As T view the transition of our ed-
ucational facilities in this section
since I was a boy, up to and including
the present time, I am amazed beyond
measure and really cannot express my
appreciation for the efforts on the
part of the trustees and on the part of
the Educational Department of this
section for the wonderful progress
brought about for the benefit of the
rising generation.

I can remember when I attended one
of the first five schools in this Coun-
ty, at Afton, in 1907. It was without

parative educational neglect, and as I
view the particular condition of educa-
tional efficiency as we have it now in
this section,, made manifest by the
splendid efforts of the leaders in their
respective communities, I am remind-
ed of the negro who was in the front
line trenches during the World War.

At the zero hour one morning, the
Germans launched an attack and
George, the negro private soldier, im-
mediately decided that his health
would be better if he were some place
farther back on the lines, so as a re-
sult, his feet began to move and his
body promptly followed, and as he
went running through a very dilapi-
dated village, he heard a command to
halt. Having been trained to be very
military in all his activities, he im-
mediately came to a halt at attention;
facing another soldier. He wag asked
this question, “Why are you running
that way? Why don’t you go back into
the front lines and fight for your
Country like the brave, strong soldier
that you are.” The negro replied, “I,
I—T’se skeered of them front lines and
them devils that jest came over.” He
was commanded to return at once to
the front lines and take up his duties
as a soldier, fighting for his Country.
He then asked in a rather impudent
manner, “Who are you?” He receiv-
ed the reply, “I am the General in
command of this Division.” The negro,
in a dejected way, murmured—per-
haps more to himself than to the
General—“I had no idea I was so far
back.”

America is at the crossroads, and
America is going to take the road that
this generation takes, and this gen-
eration is going to take the road that
it has been trained to travel and the
road that you are going to point out.

The parents, the trustees, the
teachers, the principals, the superin-
tendents, the district supervisors, and
the State Department of Public In-
struction have the future and the des-
tiny of America in the hollow of their
hands, =

The responsibility is great, and no
greater public service can be given by
any individual than that of training
young minds in order that they may
become efficient and constructive citi-
zens of this Nation,

I think I voice the sentiment of the
average business man in this section
when I say that we are very much
pleased with your efforts in the past
and at present, but we wish to caution
that the responsibility is going to
bear down on your shoulders in the
future much heavier than it ever has
in the past, but the way in which your
duties have been acquitted in the past,
makes.us feel secure in your ability
to handle the problems as they may
arise.

Resolved: That the Government

should own and operate all elec-

tric light and power utilities.

“Thig question,” according to Tom
Porter, who has been elected Director
of Debate in this county, “has the
great advantage of being a very
timely one. Under the New Deal one
of the great problems concerns gen-
eration and distribution of electric
power. The TVA is undertaking to
furnish a measuring stick by which
the-justice of rates may he judged over
the entire country. The Federal Pow-
er Commission is now engaged in a
most exhaustive inquiry -into  this
great industry which efects the daily
life ‘of millions of our.people, ;
“The question to be debated is, of
course, one of public policy. There is
much argunfent on either side. A
great- many authorities believe that
an industry of this nature cannot be
conducted efficiently by.any govern-
ment agency. Other authorities just
as competent and just as sincere be-
lieve there should be a shift from pri-

to subserve the interests of the peo-
ple as a whole. Thus the question as
stated makes an almost ideal one for
