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C. Brown Trial 
Postponed Until 

April Term Court
The trial of Clarence Brown, indicte“  

by the Dickens County Grand Jury 
in December, has been postponed 
until the April term of court. Brown’s 
case was transferred from the 110th 
District to the 99th District at Lub­
bock along with Virgil Stalcup, who 
was given the electric chair by a 99th 
District Court jury at Lubbock last 
week for the murder of Sheriff W. B. 
Arthur, the same charge upon which 
Brown was indicted. The case was post 
poned because of some alleged irregru- 
larities in the selection of jurymen for 
this term of court. The State did not 
desire to take any chances on the case 
being remanded for re-trial in the 
event of a conviction.

District Attorney Alton B. Chapman 
returned the last of the week from 
Lubbock where he had been leading the 
prosecution of the indicted murderers. 
Brown, who has been held in Lubbock 
since his capture last November, is 
being kept under heavy guard at Lub­
bock, pending the trial.

Stalcup is being held at Lubbock 
pending an appeal from his conviction, 
but according to newspaper reports 
will be transferred to the state peni­
tentiary soon to await the action of 
the higher courts.

Mrs. Clarence Brown, who was ar­
rested at Snyder about three weeks 
ago for conspiracy in the murder of 
Sheriff Arthur, was held in Lubbock 
until Saturday, February 9, when she 
was transferred to Dickens ja-il 
Sheriff J. L. Koonsman. Mrs. Brown 
was given a preliminary-trial in Jus­
tice Court and bound over to wait 
action of the grand jury of Dickens 
County when it meets in April. Bond 
was set at $5,000 which had not been 
made at last reports. Sheriff Koons­
man stated that the only weapons 
found on Mrs. Brown at the time of 
her arrest was a pair of knucks.

Bob Warren, recently arrested at 
Plainview on a charge of forgery, is 
also held in jail at Dickens, waiting 
for the grand jury to act.

Supt. Hall To

Supt. Sam Z. Hall of the Spur 
school system, has been asked to 
address the Curriculum Conference for 
Colleges at Denton March 15-16. The 
conference is a meeting of college 
teachers, interested in school curricu­
lum.

Hall stated that the subject of 
his address would be “ What Superin­
tendents of Schools in Texas Expect 
the Teacher’s Training Departments 
in Colleges to do in Training Teach­
ers for Commercial Arts Curriculum.”

E. W. Mars, Resident Engineer of 
Spur, stated this work should get un­
der way sometime between the 15th 
and 25th of March. The county has all 
the right o f way with the exception 
of about four small tracts at the pre­
sent time, and it is expected the re­
mainder of this right of way will be 
secured by the time the contract is 
awarded.

This project should give consider­
able employment to the people of 
Dickens County. The little job built 
on Highway No. 24 last winter gave 
emplyoment to approximately 200 
Dickens County citizens for an aver­
age period of approximately two 
months. This present project should 
give employment to at least the same 
number of men for a longer period.

Our unemployment situation is very 
acute, and it is hoped this project will 
greatly relieve the men needing work, 
as well as putting considerable money 
into circulation.

It is also 
an important link in the newly propo­
sed highway from Del Rio to Perry- 
ton, and it is hoped the Kent County 
end of this highway from the Dickens 
County line to ajyton will soon be 
contracted.

District Attorney Chapman Worked
Hard For Conviction Of Stalcup

To send a man to the electric chair 
for murder, or even get a conviction 
for life sentence, must require a lot 
of work on the part of somebody. An 
example close to home is the recent 
trial of Virgil Stalcup, given by a 
jury the electric chair for the murder 
of Sheriff W. B. Arthur, October 27, 
1934.

The man who did the big end of the 
work in securing evidence in this case 
and then seeing that this was present­
ed to the court in the right manner 
was District Attorney Alton B. Chap- 
m.an of Spur, who spared neither time 
nor expense on this case.

Mr. Chapman was County Attorney 
of Dickens County last year when the 
sheriff was murdered. He conducted 
a detailed investigation o f the murder 
at the time it happened. He question­
ed all the inmates of the jail and se­
cured a detailed story of the murder 
and jail break from the men who were 
in jail with Stalcup and Brown. Fol­
lowing this he did everything in his 

I power to assist the officers of the law 
to recapture the men in order that 
they might be brought to trial. He 
made a trip to other towns, at his own 
expense, to secure evidence to be used 
later.

When the culprits were apprehended 
at Houston, the District Attorney, then 
County Attorney, went to Houston 
at his own expense, not the state’s, 
spent two days securing evidence from 
the women that had harbored Brown 
and Stalcup. This evidence was of vital

importance as was shown in the 
trial of Stalcup. Mr. Chapman return­
ed by way of Calvert, recovered the 
automobile o f the sheriff’s that had 
been driven into the river there, and 
obtained possession o f the automo­
bile’s contents, including the dead 
sherif’s badge. More items for evi­
dence!

At the preliminary hearing held at 
Dickens Mr. Chapman represented the 
State when the men were' bound over 
to the grand jury without bail. Later 
he assisted the prosecution in getting 
a change of venue to the 99th district.

On January 1st Mr. Chapman was 
sworn in as District Attorney of the 
noth Judicial District. From then un­
til February he devoted all the time 
he possibly could to arranging and se­
curing evidence against Stalcup and 
Brown. When Stalcup was brought to 
trial in Judge Mullican’s court. Dis­
trict Attorney Chapman was the lea­
der in the prosecution. He had some 
able assistants, but the evidence he 
had worked so hard to collect now pro­
ved invaluable and was the State’s 
case that sent a man who laughed at 
penal sentences to what 12 men de­
cided was the proper place, death in 
the electric chair for taking the life 
of another human being.

We present the above facts to show 
the remarkably fine work that Mr. 
Chapman is doing as District Attor­
ney. The trouble and expense he does­
n’t mind if  he can render the people 
of this district the service they de­
serve.

Collection o f school taxes for the 
year 1934 were 56% up to February 
1, according to a report of the Spur 
School Board. This is lower than col­
lections for the last several years 
and is short when it is realized that 
the tax money is used altogether for 
bond payments and upkeep of the 
physical property. The teachers’ sal­
aries and other items o f expense are 
paid out of state appropriations.

Delinquent taxes prior to 1934 can 
be paid until in March without pen­
alty. This waiving of penalties on de­
linquent taxes is by a recent act of 
the Legislature. H. P. Gibson is as­
sessor and collector for the Spur In­
dependent School District.

Cotton Parity 
Checks Received

The County Agent’s office has re­
ceived 943 o f the 1934 cotton parity 
payments in the last few days. The 
checks have been given to the farm­
ers upon their calling for them. A 
total of $34,427.18 has been received 
to date.

These checks were all given to far­
mers signing up Volunteer Contracts 
for the reduction of cotton acreage in 
1934. There are between fifty  and 
sixty more second rental and parity 
payment checks to be received. The 
Agent stated that they expected these 
checks within a few days completing 
the 1934 program, except for payment 
of cotton exemption certificates sold 
in the pool.

The 1935 program is the same as
1934 with a few minor changes. The 
Secretary of Agriculture has set the
1935 production at 10,500,000 bales 
of tax exempt cotton.

THE BRAZOS PROJECT
The relationship o f the Brazos pro­

ject to the western counties in the 
watershed was outlined in a statement 
issued by John W. Norris, chairman 
of the state board of water engineers. 
Norris drew particular attention to 
the series of small dams that would 
be built in addition to the major proj­
ects, in West Texas. These would num 
ber more than 25 over the watershed, 
and it is likely that two thirds of the 
number would be constructed in the 
western counties, on the small 
streams that feed the Brazos. Already 
eight of these have been plotted. They 
will cost from $100,000 to a million 
dollars, and will offer vast facilities 
for irrigation, and municipal water 
supplies.

In addition, the underground water 
supply is expected to be o f unusual 
benefit to West Texas, in the locat­
ing of the water bearing strata, the 
points where the outcroppings are 
most prevalent, the quantity of water 
carried in the strata, and the amount 
that can be" taken out during drought 
periods without endangering the sup­
ply.

The state board of water engineer­
ing has appealed to residents of the 
watershed to write in to it the loca­
tion of prospective sites for small 
dams. These will be investigated later 
with the idea of incorporating them 
into the main project.

Some Changes
In Relief Work

The question of how serious removal 
of unemployable persons from federal 
relief rolls will be was being answer­
ed last week as county administrators 
completed an anlysis of caseloads over 
the state. Results of the count were 
due in the state administrative office 
by January 10.

The following regulations were 
adopted for the guidance of adminis­
trators in determining classifications 
under the new federal orders:

Women eligible for mothers’ aid un­
der act of the 42nd legislature are not 
eligible for F. E. R. A. relief.

Persons more than 65 years old are 
not eligible for federal relief except­
ing at the request of the client and 
then only after physical certification 
by a physician recommended by the

Sees Texas
Agriculture Improving
Texas farmers and stockmen are in 

better spirits now than they were a 
year ago, notwithstanding the drought, 
A. C. Williams, General Agent of the 
Farm Credit Administration of Hous­
ton, said last week.

Mr. Williams was attending a con­
ference of General Agent at the Farm 
Credit Administration offices in 
Washington.

Texas agriculture obtained more 
than $161,000,000 in credit during 
1934 from the Farm Credit Adminis­
tration at Houston, according to Mr. 
Williams. “The refinancing program 
played an important part in helping 
the farmers and stockmen to get their 
business financed on a sound basis in 
the year just closed,”  he said.

“ Texas farmers and stockmen ap­
preciate the assistance they have been 
given under the refinancing program 
of the Farm Credit Administration 
and are putting forth their best ef­
forts to pay the interest on their 
loans as they mature,” he said.

“ During the year the Federal Land 
Bank of Houston acting for itself and 
as agent for the Land Bank Commis­
sioner closed 31,361 loans totaling 
$94,551,200 to Texas farmers and 
ranchmen, consisting of 11,330 land 
bank loans amounting to $56,848,300

county administrator and approved by 
the Texas Relief Commission.

Persons regardless of age who as a 
result of an examination by a physi­
cian recommended by the administra­
tor and approved by the Texas Relief 
Commission are found incapable of 
performing a full day’s work at their 
normal occupation or any other worth­
while work are not eligible.

Persons receiving allowances under 
the pauper fund are not eligible to F.
E. R. A. relief, and F. E. R. A. funds 
can not be used to supplement relief 
given by the city, county and state.

Persons suffering from chronic ill­
nesses who, as a result of examination 
by a physician recommended by the 
administrator and approved by the 
Texas Relief Commission, are declar­
ed able to perform a full day’s work, 
are eligible for federal relief.

A  temporarily disabled person who 
is otherwise normally employable 
shall be considered the responsibility 
of the F. E. R. A. and shall receive 
direct relief from federal funds pend­
ing his recovery.

If within the ho;^sehold of an un­
employed person eligible for federal 
relief there is an aged, infirm or 
otherwise unemployable person or any 
dependent who normally was support­
ed by the wage earner, work certifi­
cates should be sufficient to provide 
for such person’s care.

Physical examinations were con­
templated for only two groups as 
follows:

Administrators were cautioned that 
examinations should be sufficiently 
thorough to insure soundness of con­
stitution so that F. E. R. A. will not 
put persons more than 65 years old or 
those suffering from chronic illnesses 
to work if work would jeopardize life 
or health.

Results of the analysis will show 
the number of women eligible to moth­
ers’ aid, the number of persons more 
than 65 years old who have not been 
regularly employed and who can not 
receive a physician’s certificate, num­
ber of persons less than 65 years old 
physically or mentally incapable or 
working, and all others not eligible to
F. E. R. A. funds.

Texas Cream Quality Improvement 
Program

On June 1, of last year a State­
wide Cream Quality Improvement 
program was inaugurated by the 
State Department of Agriculture in 
conjunction with a nation-wide move­
ment, and in cooperation with the 
Texas A. & M. College, the Texas 
Technological College, the Agidcul- 
tural Extension Service and the Dairy 
Industry itself. This campaign became 
n'ecessary because of seizures which 
were made by the Federal Food and 
Drug Administration, of several car­
loads o f butter which had been ship­
ped in interstate commerce. The Fed­
eral Bureau of Food and Drugs had 
made spasmodic attempts before this 
time to control the interstate ship­
ment of butter, but their activities 
^ d  been directed mainly toward see- 

'in g  that the butter-fat content of the 
butter was up to standard and that 
the butter was properly labeled. These 
seizures in the spring of last year 
however, were made because of the 
amount of foreign material, such as 
dirt, etc., which this butter contained. 
This was determined by the laboratory 
and the butter condemned and dumped 
in the soap vat. Mr. W. G. Campbell, 
chief of the Federal Food and Drug 
Administration, has taken the atti­
tude that the dirt which the butter 
contained was due to the cream which 
was used in its manufactui’e, as evi­
denced by the following quotation 
which was taken from “Notice To 
The Dairy and Butter Industry,”  
which was sent out by that Depart­
ment: “ and that the condition of the 
butter itself is traceable to the unfit 
character of the cream used in its 
manufacture. This meant that some 
means of contacting the cream pro­
ducers of the country, and instilling 
in them the necessity for, and the 
importance of, producing a good clean 
product, had to be worked out. The 
problem was presented to different 
states of the union and there are at 
the present time 38 states working on 
some kind of program similar to the 
one going on in our state. The Texas 
Department of Agriculture, working 
in conjunction with the Texas A. & 
M. College, the Texas Technological 
College, the Agricultural Extension 
Service and the Dairy Industry itself, 
desiring to see the standards of Texas 
cream and butter raised to a higher 
plane, so that our butter could be sold 
on the market without discrimination, 
undertook the administration of this 
program and I am glad to say that 
Texas was among the first of the 
states to enter into this Nation­
wide campaign.

Rules and regulations for the pur­
chase of cream on a graded basis have 
been promulgated by the Department 
of Agriculture, the Texas A. &. M. 
College, the Texas Technological Col­
lege, the Agfricultural Extension Ser­
vice and the Dairy Industry, and are 
being adhered to throughout the 
state. These ruleg for grading cream 
were necessary to insure the produc­
er o f a high quality product, a pre­
mium for the extra labor expended in 
producing and marketing that prod­
uct. Before the program started, no 
matter how careful the producer was 
in handling his cream or milk, he re­
ceived no more than the producer who 
was careless and used unclean meth­
ods of production and handling. On 
the face of it, this was unfair to the

person striving to raise the quality of 
his product: there was no incentive 
for him to market a good product be­
cause he received no more money 
from the sale, and 9 times out of 10 
his good cream was mixed in the 
station with someoneelse’s bad cream 
thereby ruining the whole lot; but at 
the present such things are not hap­
pening: the farmer who produces 
good, clean, sound cream and handles 
it properly is drawing a premium be­
cause of that fact; he also knows that 
his good cream is not being mixed 
with someone else’s bad cream in the 
station, because the cream is being 
graded and segregated by the station 
operator. The stations and plants are 
also being controlled through regu­
latory measures as to their general 
cleanliness and sanitation thereby as­
suring the good producers that his 
cream will not become contaminated 
while holding in the station for ship­
ment to the plant.

The primary intent of this program 
is to see that your product is bought 
on a quality basis. Practically every­
thing that is bought or sold at the 
present time is on a quality basis; 
your farm products are bought on the 
same basis as witness: you receive 
more for your straight breasted young 
hen turkeys than you do for your 
crooked breasted old toms: you also 
receive more for your long staple cot­
ton than you do for fair short staple 
cotton; and so it is with practically 
everything which you sell. The logical 
question then is: “why not cream and 
milk be sold on this same basis?” 
And that is exactly what we are try­
ing to do in the administration of this 
program: to insure those who want to 
market a high quality product, a pre­
mium for their extra time and labor 
and to see that those who do not 
want to market a high quality prod­
uct receive a price which is in line 
with the kind of product which they 
market. Thus far results have been 
very satisfactory—the producers of 
the state have increased the volume 
of No. 1 cream by 15% since the pro­
gram was instituted and at the pre­
sent time around 85% o f the cream 
being graded is No. 1, as compared 
with 70% at the start of the program. 
That means producers of the state 
are drawing a premium of 1 l-4c per 
pound butter bat closer to the Chi­
cago standard market than they did 
before the program was started. These 
fa-cts speak for themselves as to 
whether our program is fundamental­
ly sound and as to whether or not it 
is worth while. The program has al­
ready proven of enormous benefit to 
the dairy industry as a whole and one 
which will contribute largely in the 
future to the building up and stabili­
zation of that great industry.

This is the first o f a series of arti­
cles put out by the State Department 
o f Agriculture. The next article of 
this series will appear in this paper 
in the near future and will deal with, 
“ Ways and Means of Producing Qual­
ity Cream.”

14 Lose Blue
Eagles In District

Dallas, Feb. 18—During the thirty- 
day period just ended, fourteen NRA 
Blue Eagles in this region, emblemat­
ic of obsei-vance of the National In- 
dutsrial Recovery Law, have fluttered 
down from their high perches over the 
front doors of as many industries and 
business establishments in Arkansas, 
New Mexico, Oklahoma and Texas. 
These removals, according to the NRA 
Regional Office, which is located here, 
resulted from violations determined by 
searching government investigations.

In his summarization of cases in 
process, it was disclosed by Ernest L. 
Tutt, director, ranking NRA execu­
tive officer of this four-state region; 
that other Blue Eagles are roosting 
insecurely in perhaps twice as many 
other business houses and commercial 
establishments in this district.

The fourteen NRA Eagles which 
have been plucked away by the long 
arm of Uncip Sam were removed from 
establishments in Little Rock, Ark.; 
Las Vegas, N. M.; Oklahoma City, 
Tulsa, Shawnee, Henrietta and Po- 
teau, Okla.; and Dallas, Greenville, 
Denison and Smithland, Texas.

Businesses deprived of the right to 
display the Blue Eagle or any NRA 
insignia 'vyhatsoever, because of viola­
tions of the law, fall into the follow­
ing classes: motor vehicle retailing 
trade, 2; trucking industry, 3; bitumi­
nous coal industry, 2; retail food and 
grocery trade, 1; graphic arts indus­
try, 1; soft drinks bottling industry, 
1; lumber and lumber products indus­
try, 1; ice industry, 1; photographic 
and photographic finishing industry, 
1; construction industry, 1.

“ In a number of the Eagle removal 
cases which have been heard by the 
Regional Compliance Council and have 
gone up to the director’s office for 
final action, restitution or back pay 
because of wage and hour violations 
will be due,”  Mr. Tutt pointed out.

“ In their final disposition,”  he add­
ed, “ some of these cases have been re­
ferred to the litigation division for 
prosecution in the federal courts.”

Warns Against 
Changing Highway Tax

Texas, which needs highways more 
than any other type of public work, 
will lose millions of dollars yearly in 
Federal Aid for roads if any of sever­
al bills now before the state legisla­
ture is enacted into law, Colonel Ike 
Ashburn, executive head of the Texas 
Good Roads Association, warned to­
day. He has just returned from a con­
ference in Washington with T. H. 
MacDonald, chief o f the Bureau of 
Public Roads.

The Federal highway bill enacted 
by Congress last June states the prin­
ciple, “ it is unfair and unjust to tax 
motor vehicle transportation unless 
the proceeds are applied to highways” , 
Ashburn explained. It then provides 
that any state which reduces its own 
outlay of state money for roads, after 
passage of the law, will be penalized 
by loss o f one-third of its federal 
money allotment.

“ In other words, Washington isn’t 
going to build roads in states which 
don’t care to spend their own state 
funds on them,”  the road leader ex­
plained.

“ Texas’ yearly Federal Aid is $7,- 
700,000. Passage of any one o f several 
bills now before the legislature at 
Austin will automatically deprive 
Texas of $2,500,000 per year in fed­
eral road money.

“ These bills seek (1) gasoline tax 
refunds on municipally-owned autos, 
(2) lower license fees, (3) to divert 
license fees to fight soil erosion, (4) 
to divert more gas tax to assume more 
local road bonds, and even to increase 
the gas tax for this purpose.

“ I don’t think any one o f these 
state bills is worth the $2,500,000 
yearly loss in Federal Aid which it 
would cost. And I hope every citizen 
who feels the same way will tell his
