i{ State Board Cotton

Division Offers Tax
Exemption Advice

There has been a demand from
-creditors- and others for information
‘relative to their obtaining producers’
surplus ' tax-exemption certificates,
pooling them in the name of the pro-
«ducer and receipting for the govern-
ment check.

We have taken this matter up with
the Division of Cotton and they again
remind us that it is the duty of the
county agent or assistant in cotton
adjustment to deliver government
«checks to the payee designated there-
on, unless otherwise  instructed by
the Secretary.

Tax-exemption certificates are for
the purpose of paying the ginning tax
on cotton and are not to be used as
collateral. Surplus certificates may be
pooled or transferred at the rate of
five cents per pound to another pro-
ducer in an amount necessary to pay

. the ginning tax on his cotton, pro-

duced by or for him, in excess of his
Bankhead allotment. 'They are not
for speculation, Your regulations are
wery clear concerning speculation in
tax-exemption certificates.

‘We quote you as follows from the
Division of Cotton:

‘“Reference request opinion on
‘assignment pool proceeds. We ad-
‘vise that the manager of the pool
‘has no authority to recognize any

_ transfer or assignment and that the

- ‘assistant in cotton adjustment is
authorized to deliver a check issued
‘by the pool or a certificate issued
rom upon the liquidation of
‘the pool only to the person named
-as payee on the check or named on
'such certificate.”

The State Board admonishes you to
follow the regulations and the inter-
pretations thereof from this office to
the letter. This is the best way to
‘keep out of trouble.

Proposed Gas Tax
Hike Unsound Says
Good Roads Manager

A million and a quarter Texas mot
orists will be penalized for the prin-
cipal benefit of a relatively  small
group of bondholders if the proposed
‘one cent per gallon increase in the
state gasoline tax is approved by the
legislature, Col. Ike Ashburn, execu-
tive manager of the Texas Good Roads
Association, declared this week.

The present state gas tax is four
cents per gallon, of which one eent
goes to the common school fund and
another cent to refund the outstanding
bonds of the various counties spent on
construction of state highways.

The new proposal, House Bill 89 by
Alsup, would raise the state tax to
five cents per gallon, using the ad-
ditional cent to refund all oustanding
county securities for lateral and sec-
ondary roads as well.

_ Colonel Ashburn, whose organiza-
tion is composed of 25,000 motorists
in all sections of the state, said,* We
do not think it right to redeem bonds,
many of them heavily depreciated,
for the profit of the bondholder and
at the expense of the motoring pub-
lic.” He named a Dallas bond attor-
ney who is in Austin actively spon-
soring the bill.

“We further believe,” Colonel Ash-
burn continued, “that to tax provident
counties, which have not had the bene-
fit of large road programs, to:pay off
the bonds of counties which have vot-
ed large programs, is unsound and
unfair.” :

Moreover, .a higher tax does not
assure greater revenue, he explained,
pointing to Oklahoma, which suffered
a 17 per cent decrease in revenue and
a 12 per cent drop in auto registra-
tions the year after its state gas tax
was raised from four to five cents.
The Oklahoma legislature reduced the

tax to four cents the following year.

Cross Plains Right
To Cancel Revenue
Warrants Upheld

A decision handed down yesterday
by the supreme court of Texas in the
case of the City of Cross Plains and
others vs. J. M. Radford Grocery Com-
pany and others may affect vitally
the municipal bond market, said sev-
eral local attorneys Wednesday upon
being informed of the court’s decis-
ion. L7 SN

The supreme court upheld the right
of the City of Cross Plains to cancel
$67,000 in revenue bonds issued for
improvements to the water and sewer
system. The court said the bonds, held
by Radford and the Republic National
Bank & Trust company of Dallas,
were invalid because issued without
authority of an election.

Dallas Scarborough of the plain-
tiff’s counsel said more than $50,000,-
000 in revenue warrants issued by
Texas towns and other governmental
subdivisions will be affected by the
decision.

The city attacked wvalidity of the
securities on the contention that they
were illegally issued because the peo-
ple of the city had not approved them
by their votes,

Local attorneys figuring in the liti-
gation are Scarborough and Ely for
the plaintiff and Smith and Eplen
for the Radford company. X

The case was tried in 104th district
court here in December, 1933, with
judgment entered for the defendants.
Later, the case was reversed and ren-
dered in the court of civil appeals at
Eastland. —Abilene Morning News.

Austin.—The first called session of
the 44th legislature wrote finis to its
inglorious record of final enactment
of only one major piece of legislation,
and was promptly recalled by the
governor for a second 30-day try at
the job at a cost of another $100,000
to the taxpayers. The chain store tax
bill—virtually the sole accomplish-
ment of the solons in a month of
“work”—is so badly patched up that
it is full of legal holes, and must be
fought out all over again, as amend-
nments to make it proof against court
attacks are submitted.

Some value doubtless attaches to
the long-drawn-out debate and com-
mittee wrangles over liquor regula-
tion, fee officers’ salaries, and old
age pensions. Whether the legislators
can capitalize this and utilize it to
speed enactment of these and import-
ant tax measures to finance the pen-
sions during the second special sess-
ion remains to be seen.

*

Three significant developments oc-
curred last week in the Texas oil sit-
uation. They were:

3. The house hot oil investigating
committee weathered a stormy three-
hour debate and came out with its life
prolonged to April 1, 1936, and a $10,-
000 fund to make a thorough probe of
reported abuses in the industry. The
house flatly instructed its probers to
make its futile hearings fair by per-
mitted witnesses to be represented by
counsel with the right o f cross-exami-
nation and with a warning to go after
major companies and not confine its
probe to a few small operators.

2. General improvement in market
conditions of the oil industry whose
normal prosperity means millions of
dollars weekly to thousands of Tex-
ans. War activity in Europe is credit-
ed with increasing foreign demand
which has firmed American crude
markets.

3., Holding of second successful
session of interstate oil states compact
commission, where further unanimous
steps were taken by representatives
of the oil producing states to regulate
their oil business under their own con-
stitutional powers. This significant
statement was made by Tom Anglin,
representing Oklahoma on the com-
mission:

“Qther oil producing states are a-
mazed at the wonderful achievements
of Texas in'its fair, patriotic efficient
and honest regulation of oil product-
ion. All of us can well emulate the
example set by Texas, which is a trib-
ute to that state’s railroad commission
and especially its chairman, Col. E.
‘0. Thompson. We all look to him as
the ablest oil regulation administra-
tor in the land.”

Thousands of unemployed citizens
and dozens of communities in Texas,
are looking squarely to the engineers
department of the Texas highway
commission to see that Texas does not
lose any of the $23,000,000 allotted
for extra highway and grade cross-
ing elimination in the state. To get
all these job giving millions, the high
way engineers must complete plans
and let contracts by July 1, 1936. A
howl of protest will go up from every
community that fails to realize its
share if the time limit is permitted to
cheat them of their part of this high-
way work.

Realizing they are “on the spot” the
engineering field forces of the high-
way department last week launched
the first of a series of four meetings
with road-building contractors thru-
out the state, at which B. W. Coulter,
of the headquarters engineering staff
and C. H. Newell, representative of
the contractors, are interpretating the
complicated irregularities with which

The aim of the modern housewife

| should be to make the most of her

time, and at the same time save ef-

fort, materials and fuel by cooking-

in larger quantity, utilizing the heat
of one oven for more than one prod-
uct, or making one recipe serve more

.than one purpose.

If, for example, baked potatoes are
to be served, why not use the same
heat for one or more cooking process-
es? Or when. stirring up acake.why
not bake portions of it in such a way
as to give an entirely different ef-
fect?

A plain cake recipe could be divid-
ed so as to give cup cakes for one
meal, a layer cake for another, a loaf
cake iced and sliced for a third, and a
cottage pudding would make a fourth
classification. The batter could be div-
ided, placed in pans ready for baking,

-stored in the refrigerator and baked

as needed. The only precaution is to
cover the pans to prevent drying of
the product before baking.

Pastry can be baked into pie shells
and stored to be used as needed or it

'can be canned and stored in the re-

frigerator and baked as required.
There is almost no limit to this prin-
ciple. Cooked vegetables can be used
in many ways, cooked meats find a
variety of uses, while batters and
doughs can be saved until they are
needed and but one preparation has
gone into each product.

Breakfast: Fresh stewed fruit,
cooked cereal, cream and sugar,
wheat muffins and butter, coffee,

milk.
Lunch: Meat pie, baked sweet po-

tatoes, escalloped cabbage, brown
bread and butter, cup cakes, hot choc-
olate.

Supper: Swiss steak, hot potato sal-
ad, stewed green tomatoes, rye brea
and butter, peach salad, snow pud-
ding, drop cookies,

Breakfast: Fruit juice or tomato
juice, cooked cereal with cream and
sugar, poached egg on toast, straw-
berry preserves, coffee.

Lunch: Macaroni and . cheese, can-
ned corn, sliced tomatoes, white bread
and butter, cottage pudding.

Supper: Meat pie, baked potatoes,
bread and butter, moulded vegetable
salad, apple pie. :

Stewed Green Tomatoes: Slice 6
medium sized green tomatoes and one
‘or two good sized onionse’ into a
sauce pan, add 1 ¢ boiling water to 2
T butter, salt, pepper to taste. Stew
slowly until onions are tender. The
tomatoes will be done as soon as the
onions are. This can be modified by
adding a little thickening to the juice
if desired. Serve hot.

Escalloped Cabbage: Select the ten-
der green cabbage, slice fairly thin.
Cook about 10 min. in plenty of wat-
er. Place in a butered baking dish,
cover with medium white sauce. Add
buttered crumbs to cover top, bake in
hot oven until crumbs are brown.

Plain Cake: 8 c¢ flour, 3 t baking
powder, 8-4 ¢ fat, 1-2 t salt, 1 1-2 co
sugar, 1 ¢ milk, 3 eggs, 1 t vanilla.
Cream fat, add sugar gradually; add
unbeaten eggs. Sift together dry in-
gredients, add alternating with lig-
uid: ‘Divide in three parts; bake 1-3
as cup cakes, 1-3 as loaf, and 1-3 as
layer cake.

THE COCOANUT COW

- CHEATS THE FARMER

The continued importation of co-
coanut oil and other vegetable oils in-

. to the United States is having a great

effect on the price of farm products
of the South. The oils are being used
for the manufacture of oleomargarine
while cottonseed oils produced on
Southern farms take a back seat and
are gradually being pushed off the
market. To give an idea of the in-

creased use of cocoanut oils in this

country, we quote from the U. S. De-

partment of Commerce which shows

that in August of 1934 there was 7,-

- 765,154 pounds of cocanut oil used in

this country, while duting August of
1935 there was 13,056,034 pounds used.

This is an increase of 68 per cent.

During the same months cottonseed
oil used increased less than two per
cent.

Cottonseed oils have been proved to
be more beneficial as foed product
and can be used to produce a much
better product. The only difference is
that the manufacturers of oleomar-
garine can secure the cocoanut and
other vegetable oils imported into this
country at much lower prices, and
they seem not to be interested in the
food values and quality of the prod-
ucts they place on American markets.

Their chief aim is to make a long

profit irrespective of service.
Congressman Kleberg, of Texas,
tried to get a bill through the last
session of Congress which would have
forced the manufacturers of oleomar-
garine to use only oils produced on

\ American farms. The bill was lost.

“Myr. Hal J. Yakey, president of the

Texas Cotton Ginners’ Association re-
cently said, “The increased use of
foreign vegetable oils is not confined
to the oleomargarine industry, but
these oils produced by cheap foreign
labor, are hogging the shortening
market as well, and are replacing

_cottonseed oil in other important food
‘products being sold to the American

publie.”

This means that our Farmer friends
are going to suffer a much decreased
price in the sale of their cotton seed,
and in addition the cooking fats pro-
duced from the hog industry is going
to suffer a decrease in price along
with cotion seed. Any produce produc-
ed on the {arm is valuable only to the
extent of its demand, and if the de-
mand for farm products is decreased,
then the price is going down to the
extent.

The various gins in Texas are cir-
cula@ing & petition and asking farmers
to sign this petition which requests

. the next Congress to pass some kind

' of laws to protect American oil prod-

ucts. Every farmer chould be willing
to sign this petition, and it should have

/the support of ginners, chambers of
.commerce, and other

¢ organizations
loyal to American industry. The only

. reason cottonseed at this time is com-
. manding a good price is because of 1t

being Ilimited by the cotton acrcage
reduction. If its use is pushed off the
market, the farmers will suffer a
great loss along with other industries.

DO THE JOB NOW

A short  time ago a guest in al
western hotel was enjoying a last
smoke in bed before going to sleep.
Result: A fire which destgoyed the
hotel, a grocery store, a sHoe store,
a clothing store and a restaurant, for
a total loss of $50,000. Whether the
smoker eseaped with his life is not
reported. In a hundred similar in-
stances, however, he hasn’t.

About the same time a housewife
in New England left her ironing with-
out disconnecting the electric iron.
Result: Destruction of a home valued
at $15,000.

These are two incidents out of
many. And they indicate a very sig-
nificant fact: The smallest, most min-
or fires, under “favorable” circum-
stances, can become serious ones. As
a rule, a cigarette fire is noticed be-
fore it has gotten out of control and
is easily extinguished. But very of-
ten the exception to the rule ap-
pears—and a conflagration follows.
The famous incident of Mrs. O’Leary’s
kicking cow, which is supposed to
have started the great Chicago fire,
may be fiction—Dbut the message in-
volved is well worth while. A cow kick
ing over a stove could have started
such a disastrous fire, whether it did
or not!

At least eighty per cent of fires
can be prevented if the simplest pre-
cautions are taken. Ordinary ecare
with smoking materials and .inflam-
mable liquids will do away with two
of the worst causes of fire. Regular
ingpection of heating plants and elec-
trie wiring will do away with others.
Periodic cleaning of attics and base-
ments to dispose of piles of rags and
waste—prime source of internal com-

“There is a lunatic fringe of driv-
ers who create hazards, for themsel-
ves and everyone else, as they rush
on their heedless way,” said an ar-
ticle in the Ladies’ Home Journal re-
cently. “They are the 5 to 10 per
cent of drivers who are responsible
for 90 per cent of all accidents.”

This “lunatic fringe” has so far
shown itself to be 100 per cent deaf
to the most elementary principles of
reason. Its members know that excess-
ive speed is the most prolific of all
causes of serious accidents, and that
a collision that would be unimportant
at 20 miles an hour  will probably
prove fatal at sixty—yet they continue
to push the throttle- through  the
floorboards. They know. that passing
on hills and curves is an invitation
to the coroner—yet so important does
time seem to them that they are
perfectly willing to risk their necks
and the necks of other drivers to save
a few usually unimportant minutes.
They know that weaving in and out
of traffie, driving on the wrong side
of the road and similar stupid prac-
tices, may mean sudden death in one
of its most horrible forms—yet they
persist in these practices. They know
that many accidents, fatal and minor
alike, can be attributed to ecars in
faulty mechanical condition—yet they
continue driving many an “old heap”
when its horn is silent, its lights are
either glaring or inadequate, its steer-
ing shimmies, and its brakes are about
as valuable a stopping device, as the

During the past year the inspectors
of the Department have condemned
and destroyed many thousands of
packages of patent medicines, total-
ing more than 30,000 pounds in weight,
These drugs were condemned for a

variety of reasons; chiefly due to un-| @

true claims as to their value, old,
worthless, and in some cases danger-
ous ingredients.

Some of the claims for remedies

destroyed-were so impossible that it
is wondered that anyone would believe
them. One medicine claimed that it
would positively cure thirty-seven dif-
ferent diseases, including hookworm
in humans and screw worms in stock.
