Many farmers are furnishing chick­
ens and turkeys for the coyotes that 
could be sold for cash or consumed at 
home. Establishment of state game 
preserves on the Pitchfork and other 
ranches in this general vicinity very 
recently is a conservation measure 
that should interest everyone. That 
in connection with systematic preda­
tory animal control will add much to 
the economic welfare o f our com­
munity.

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Texas Keeps Growing
The State bureau of vital statistics announced on Wed­

nesday that there were 118,666 births in Texas during 1935 
and 64,603 deaths, an excess of births over deaths of 54,- 
063. This, we think, will turn out to be the largest increase 
in population through an excess of births over deaths in the 
United States. In 1934 two States, New York and Pennsyl­
vania, had more births than Texas, but the proportion of 
deaths to births in those States was so much greater than 
in Texas that this State led all others in the increase of 
population through this means. Moreover, the records of 
the 1930 census show that only 15 per cent of native-born 
Texans move away from the State.— “ Texas Weekly.”
