Work Progresses On 
All-Weather Hiway 
From Spur to Turkey
Surfacing of only remaining 

gap on Highway 18 to be 
completed by April first.

Work on highway No. 18, north of 
Matador, o f placing a gravel and cal­
iche base on the one and three fourths 
mile incomplete surface ia progres­
sing nicely, according to reports from 
the Motley County capital this week.

Approximately twenty-two men are 
working on the project, which will 
close the only un-surfaced gap be­
tween Matador and Turkey. A  total 
of 7,000 yards o f gravel and calishe 
are to be used.

Work is expected to require about 
four more weeks before completion 
and the opening of an all-weather 
highway between Spur and Turkey 
will be resulted.

Total dollar volume of sales during 
January averaged 13.9 per cent more 
than last year, in the Spur district 
of the Federal Reserve Bank, a month­
ly business publication reveals. This 
was a cnsiderably larger increase, as 
a comparison, than was evidenced by 
any month since last July.

Retail trade in Spur was active du­
ring the month of January, with con­
structive activity in other parth of 
the district likewise on the increase. 
There was perhaps a slight decline in 
business here for the average month 
of February, due largely to the weath­
er and the usual downward trends be­
tween the first second months.

Reports made by both the Govern­
ment and the Federal Reserve Bank 
claim a continued upward movement 
of trade for 1936 on the foundation 
of proceeding years’ record. And, the 
year 1935 showed a 14 per cent in­
crease in retail trade over 1934, or 66 
per cent better than 1933, and the 
largest since 1931, when retail activi­
ty was 72 per cent of the 1929 rec- 
oids,

A study of the.«*e figures will reveal 
that business in Spui-, and the country, 
at large, for 1936 shows promise ofj 
breaking all records since 1929. Am-i 
erican rural retail sales have thus 
far averaged 10 per cent better than 
1935, w'ith the F’arwestern and South­
ern areas boasting 18 and 15 per cent 
gains, respectively.

Business firms in Spur already are 
reporting evidencing increases in re- 
tai-1 trade for the first two weeks of 
March.

The amount of money the state 
turns over for school aid, on the basis 
of $17.50 per capita, will be deter­
mined by the number of children, 
within the school age, whose names 
are reported to census takers.

“ Names, not only of pupils between 
the age of six and eighteen now at­
tending school, but all eligible to at­
tend, should be included in the par­
ent’s report to the census taker,”  the 
directors pointed out This is neces­
sary before the state can grant aid 
upon the fairest count of scholastics, 
and one name unreported represents 
a loss of $17.50 for some school in 
Dickens County. '

Parents are urged to comply with 
this request for a more complete cen­
sus. Any child, of school age, whose 
name has not already been reported 
to the scholastic takers should be 
turned in to the county superintendent, 
or, if the child is living within the 
Spur independent district the parent 
should see Mr. J. R. I.ain at the Red 
Front drug store at any hour Sat­
urday.

He spent his freshman year 
at John Tarleton college, where he 
lettered in four sports.

Spearman’s Cubs, of Olney where 
he coached the past years, w'on the 
district championship in 1936 and 
were defeated in 1933 by only the 
Crowell Wildcats, champions for that 
year. In 1934 Crowell and the Sey­
mour Panthers were the only schools 
able to defeat Spearman’s charges.

Spur Bulldog fans and other dis­
trict 4-B football lovers, in review­
ing Spearman’s record at Olney must 
remember that 9-B is a district com­
posed of much stronger competition 
than our own. The Crowell Wildcats, 
a runner-up in 1935, held Matador, 
4-B and regional champions, to a 
scoreless tie. Due to the number of 
strong teams in district 9-B Olney 
last month asked to be elevated to 
class A and was received by the dis­
trict composed of Wichita Falls, Ver­
non, Childress and other class A 
schools.

The coming o f Spearman into our

Are Spur Renters Doomed?
This country may still need a good five cent cigar, but 

just at the present time what Spur needs is more good rent 
houses and apartments.

There is scarcely a day passes that some new arrival does­
n't call this office seeking a home or apartment, furnished, un­
furnished. It is a request the Times can seldom fill because of 
actual lack of rentals in this city.

It is a problem, however, that could be solved through 
the aid of the Federal Housing Act and our local financiers 
. . .  .it must be solved for Spur to prosper soundly.

A few weeks ago a number of large corporation workers 
and their families arrived in our city to establish abode for at 
least the next six or eight months and they were greeted with 
open arms, but no available houses. What was the result? They 
at once gathered the idea that Spur must be an “ individual" 
town. We couldnt' resent it, because we would reach the same 
conclusion under like conditions.

There is an opening here for a veteran who has bonus 
money coming, or any individual with capital, to go into a 
profitable business. The business of being a landlord. Spur is 
crying for modern rent houses and apartments, not uncomfort­
able shanties. The prospective landlord can consider that there 
are at least ten teachers in the local schools who are living in 
cramped one-room quarters and dreaming of modern, nicely 
furnished three or four room apai'tments. It could be ventured 
to estimate thirty “ batchelors" working in and out of the city, 
who would gladly consider a change of “ hatracks." The Times 
wouldn’t dare estimate the number of couples and families con­
tinually in need of larger or more modern quarters.

A city under such an uncomfortable housing problem can 
never hope to grow substantially. People must be as contented 
in a rent house or apartment as you are in your own-owned 
home. It is their home, just as yours is yours. If your home 
wasn't pleasing in looks and modem comfort, would you be 
content? No, you would be no more contented than the average 
renter is. We argee there are some nice rent houses in Spur, 
but most of them are already rented under long leases, leaving 
little or nothing for the new arrival.

Without cost to the tax-payers, the mutual mortgage plan, 
established in the natinal housing act, is bringing about a 
transformation in the residential mortgage business of com­
mercial banks and other large financial institutions through 
its provisions for a sound, conservative method of installment 
buying in other parts of the country. The Times hastens to re­
mind the prospective landlord, however, that the federal 
housing administration does not lend money, but it does insure 
loans made by private financial institutions operating under 
the provisions of the national housing act.

Under the act the builder must own his lot first. After 
that actual construction financing is simple to arrange and pay 
for like rent. Example; On a $1,000 lot you erect a $4,000 
house, in securing a mortgage loan to cover the structure you 
can pay over a period of twenty years at the monthly rate of 
approximately $40. This includes interest, principal, charges,^ 
insurance premiums and each year’s taxes. Porperty with an 
appraised value of $10,000, including the lot and structure, 
could be paid at the rate of $58.17 per month.

We need little convincing to say that the housing problem 
here is serious, and lest some capable, fair-minded, individual 
men come to the rescue soon, then our social and economic 
structure is in grave danger of tumbling.

FAT STOCK SHOW HELD SATURD AY
McAdoo, Patton Springs, Spur Schools and County 4-H Club

The Dickens County Fat Stock Show held in Spur Friday 
and Saturday was much larger than in any previous year.

Everybody who saw this animal had 
very favorable comment to make.

Prof. Mowery, of the Animal Hus­
bandry Department of the Texas 
Technological College, and his judg­
ing team selected the various winners 
and gave the reason why such sel­
ections were made.

Earl Van Meter, Jr., showed 1st 
prize winning calf. Young Van Me­
ter is a 4-H Club boy, and was judged 
a Gold Star Winner at the Short 
Course last year. There was only a 
hundred in the state.
