No Contamination, Department Reports

The Texas department of health laboratories this week com-
pleted a special analysis of the City of Spur water and an-

l_

nounced it “Good. No Contamination” following a request of |
the Times early last week after that department had issued|

special warnings regarding the harboring of typhoid fever

germs in various cities’ water supply.

“It is the responsibility of each
community to establish adequate safe-
guards against the consumption of
contaminated products at all times,”
Dr. John W. Brown, state health of-
ficer stated in his warning. “The

fact that we know the source of in-|.

fection and the means by which in-
fection may be controlled, empha-
sizes the importance to all commun-
ities of providing water and malk of
the highest quality.”

It was upon the reminder by the
state department, that Texas is being
host to many visitors this year, and
that all communities should put
forth every effort to see that no epi-
demics occurs which will put an un-
necessary blot on the health record
of this state, that the action of call-
ing for the special analysis was made
by this publication.

Two such analysis were made by
3. M, Bohls, M. D., director of the la-
boratories at Austin and both reports,
numbers 44308 and 44309, gave an
interpreted analysis showing the Spur
water supply free of all germs. Dr.
Bohls’ remark was, “It is good water,
showing no contamination.”

The fact that Spur city water is
highly apprved meeting with much
satisfaction from local
frightened by recent reports that
there is no efficient system of water
purification, and that typhoid fever
was greatly increasing. This re-
port, however, is contrary to the
statcment of Dr. Brown: “Where
there is an efficient system of water
purification, typhoid fever has great-
ly decreased.”

morning and that their addresses had
been reached before the day had
closed.

The money was reported going in
many chanels, as soon as checks were
returned from the Dallas office where
honds must be sent from this country
for transfering into check form.

The $50 bonds
may not be turned into cash bhefore
they are returned to the federal of-
fice in Dallas, which is expected to
require a week or ten days, or handl-
ed through the local bank.

The Fruit Has Been Plucked!

OR approximately eighteen years the Doughboys of Dickens

county, along with those of the nation, have been watching
the fruitless growth of the ‘“Bonus Flower”. On several oc-
casions, during those years, a bud has appeared on the stem
of hopes, but each time conditions prevented the bloom from
producing fruit.

Early this year, however, both Houses or Congress com-
bined their influences to aid the ex-service men in their ef-
forts to cultivate the fruit of the promised, nine years before
the seed salesman said it would bear.

This week the fruit was declared ripe and the Dickens
county crop has been gathered with a total income of $127,-
105.58. The crop has produced and died. It will produce no
more. The open market price is being paid for the yield.

Those who do not protect at least a per centage of the
net from this crop, which required undescribed hardships
in planting and years of patient waiting for the gathering,
will likely never live for another harvest time.

Not one service man has reported a profit from this crop.
The planting cost was too high. May this and the coming
generations never attempt a like harvest, is the prayer of the
ex-service men of this county ‘and nation.

Saturday morning, May 29, at 11 o'-

coming from all parts of Erath coun-

joining counties. He spoke for 45
minutes and following that a citizen
«ommittee served a barbecue lunch to
one of the largest public gatherings
here in years.

Senator Hardin has been in public
service for the past 12 years, two
years in the legislature and eight
years in the senate, and since the day
he graduated from John Tarleton Col-
lege has been active in business and
eivic circles. He has the reputation
in his home city of rendering more
aid and assistance to the people than
any other one individual citizen.
During the last term in the senate
Hardin introduced and successfully
passed the homestead tax exemption
relieving homesteads from taxation
up to and including $3,000.00.
Changes he proposes in the opera-
tion of the Texas Railroad Commis-
sion in the event of his election were
discussed freely in the opening ad-
dress, among them being a policy of
attending to the duties every day in
the year.
