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DEMONSTRATORS ARE
PROUD OF YARD

“After working two years as a co-
operator in yard work I was anxious
to be a demonstrator in my club to
learn more about foundation shrubs,
the kind to use and when to plant
them. We do not have water to irri-
gate so we left the shrub beds about
two inches lower than the yard and
threw up terraces for the trees in or-
der to hold all the rainfall,” says
Mrs. J. R, McArthur of the Red Top
home demonstration club.

“When I got my work plan last fall

the first work we did was to remove

a large mulberry tree from the south

~ side of the yard to make room for

a rose bed. We then dug the shrub
beds using top soil and sand contain-
ing leaf mold to refill them. The
foundation shrubs were set the latter
part of November. We used native
shrubs such as wild currants, purple
leaf plum, saga and yucca. The nur-
sery shrubs used were Pfitzer, Juni-
per, Nandina, lantana, spirea, crepe
myrtle, lilac and Armoor River privet.

“We had laid flag stone walks and
set about twenty Chinese elms sever-
al years ago. The lawn was sown to
We have set grass
roots in the places not covered with
turf.”

“In my tree setting demonstration
this spring we set a group of five

* Chinese elms for which the holes were

dug deep and large and refilled with

top soil and leaf mold.
seedlings we set are eight and ten
feet high now and have not had any
water except the rainfall. This group
of trees screen the house from the
barn and lots. An unsightly build-
ing was torn down and rebuilt for a
smecke house locating it to the back
of the house for convenience.

“The large gate and fence to the
north were moved and the driveway
io the garage left open.
the
place. Farm implements were stored.
We feel that we have been repaid for

all the work when neighbors stop in|

passing to tell us how much better
the place looks. So often they have
said, ‘You surely have improved the
appearance of your place!” My hus-
band has helped with all the work and
really I believe he is enjoying it more

than I am. I hope everyone who sets
trees from now on will learn as we
have the advantage og group plant-
ing rather than in straight rows. The
total cost of my plants has been
$5.69.”

Shall We Buy From American Farmers
oY ?m’e on Markets?

D YOU know t‘»at you are buymgf—m

Meat from South America? Cheese from Can
Butter from Europe? Eggs from Japan?

DO YOU KNOW that America is so short of all
kinds of food that enormous quantities of wheat to make
flour, corn, to make meal and breakfast foods, pork,
lamb, beef, chickens and ducks are being shipped into
the United States from all parts of the world?

DO YOU KNOW that foreign nations are cashing
in on this food shortage in America?

DO YOU KNOW where a little country called Es-
tonia is located or another little country called Latvia?
Well, most people don’t, not off-hand. But they are
up in the north-east corner of Europe, and Latvia is not
quite as large as West Virginia, while Estonia is about
the size of Maryland.

In the month of January, 1936, Estonia shipped in-
to the United States Seventy-five Thousand, Six Hundred
pounds of Butter. In the same month, January, 1936,
Latvia shipped into this country one hundred and eighty-
nine thousand, eight hundred and forty pounds of butter.

DO YOU KNOW that these little countries are only
two of many countries that shipped eight hundred and
fifty-nine thousand, six hundred and forty-four pounds
of butter into the United States during the single month
of January, 19367

DO YOU KNOW that butter is now being shipped
in from foreign countries every month to make up the
AMERICAN SHORTAGE and that the end of every 12
months this amount\ to millions of pounds?

DO YOU KNOW that this has been going on ever
since President Roosevelt ordered killed eight million,
two hundred and eighty thousand cattle and then in-
structed his New Deal Congress to lower the tariff on
all dairy and food products, so that it would be cheaper
for foreign countries to ship their goods into this country?

Do vou thing this is fair to vou, who must buyv but-
ter today (xt ,n‘fces higher than yvou paid when our coun-
try was at War in 1917? Or fair to the American farm-
er, a part of whose living must be earned by keeping
(‘0‘!\‘;“ .,

DO YOU KNOW that President Roosevelt has asked
for and been granted by his NEW DEAL Congress
ority to make secretly agreements with foreign countries
as to the duty on imported food?

This practice, originated by Mr. Roosevelt and his
Brain Trust, is part of what is called the “Planned Econ-
omy of Scarcity”. How does it hit YOUR pocketbook
and YOUR sense of fair play?

DO YOU SEE either economy or fairness in killing
off our cattle, robbing our own farmers of the Ameri-
can market while our butter shortage is supplied by
foreign countries—butter for which we must pay higher
and higher prices?

NOW TAKE EGGS—Do vou suppose for one minute
that enough hens can’t be raised in America to supply
our country with all the eggs we need? Yet last year,
1935, 432,076 dozen fresh eggs plus 4,035,000 lbs. of
dried eggs were brought into this country from Japan at
a loss of more than a million and a half dollars to Amer-
ican chicken owners. Who uses “dried” eggs? The
bakeries.

DO YOU REMEMBER the more than six million
little pigs and the 222,149 breeding sows killed by the
Roosevelt Administration? How does the killing of this
American stock effect you?

YOU ARE PAYING as high as 45¢ a pound for first-
class pork chops and 35¢ a pound for the best bacon,
while foreign hog-raisers—farmers in Canada and
South America and Europe who never spend a penny of

' Tech Needs Your Help

DR. BRADFORD KNAPP, president of Texas Tech College,
addressing a body of West Texas newspaper editors at
a luncheon in Lubbock last Saturday said, in so many words,
“Tech needs your help.”

Preceding Dr. Knapp was Dr. W. C. Holden who outlined
the major part played by West Texas editors in securing Texas
Technological College for Lubbock and this area. He ex-
plained that it was the work of the newspapers, through their
avalanche of editors, that resulted in the state’s proposal and
approval of a state institution for this section. The pioneer
dream had begun. :

President Knapp pictured the answer to the dream as—
“Tech in 1936.” Opening October 1, 1925, with proviSions
for an enrollment of approximately 400, the college officials
found themselves faced with a serious problem at the very
first when 1043 reported for registration. The present stu-

dent body numbers 2,701 or almost three times the count in
1925.

More than 175 counties of Texas are represented by stu-
dents. Fifty per cent of the student body live within a radius
of one hundred miles of Lubbock. Of the total enrollment,
1,675 are men and 1,062 are women. Figures show near 100
per cent growth in ten years.

With such a rate of growth Texas Tech is forever faced
with the problem of a need for additional accommodations.
Needs for additional living quarters, need of a larger library,
needs for more equipment. The pioneer dream has been real-
ized many times more than was ever expected—it will continue
to grow as Tech grows.

With these facts and figures in mind, a tour of the college
campus is all that is needed to further prove the needs, which
must be supplied by the State. The aid must come without in-

terruption lest the growth of Texas’ most ambitious collegel
be stunned.

For 'Em All Except One

X-GOVERNOR JIM FERGUSON last week announced that
he would vote for all the six constitutional amendments on
the November ballot except one. Ferguson will vote “no”
for the unwholesome and un-American proposal which would
establish a state dispensary system, having the exclusive sale
of distilled liquors and providing for local option.

The voter who has made a study of the provisions of the
first proposed amendment knows that it is another way ofl
establishing the State of Texas in the liquor business and:
agrees with the ex-Governor of Texas. Such should never!
become the case.

Political scandals have grown out of such experiments in
other states where graft and corruption are rife in nearly all
the machines which are placed in control. |

The monopoly plan would materially reduce the available
income for the old-age pension fund which would necessitate
still higher state taxes to maintain the assistance. !

The plan is opposed materialy because it would place
the state of Texas in a “private’’ business. :

Towns and counties which are now receiving considerable
revenues from their share of the State license fee, will oppose
the amendment because it would deprive them of that source
of income. |

Because of higher prices it would be a boost to bootleg-'
gers, who, without fees or taxes to pay, would operate at lower '
cost and make exorbitant profits. No customer’s permit would
be needed to purchase liquors from the bootleggers, while from '
the state, under the monopoly plan, the consumer would have |
to purchase a permit. The permits in various monopoly states
range from $1 to $2 per person.

Under the present plan the industry is striving to obey
the law. The racketeers and bootleggers are fast losing ground
under the tonvenience of the present system of legitimate op-
erations. ‘

Such considerations might indicate that ex-Governor Jim
