Agricultural Meet 
Thursday, Nov. 12

County agricultural and home dem­
onstration councils are being called 
for a joint meeting on Thursday, No­
vember 12th, at 9:00 o’clock in the 
basement of Bryant-Link’s, according 
to announcements made here by Miss 
Clara Pratt, home demonstration 
agent, and G. J. Lane, county agricul­
tural agent.

The purpose of this meeting will be 
to plan for a county-wide series of 
community meetings where farmers 
and farm home makers will be asked 
to make estimates on the land use on 
their own farms. These estimates 
from individual farms in Dickens 
County will be compiled here and for­
warded to College Station where they 
will be assembled together with the 
estimates from all other Texas coun- 
tie.s and sent on to Washington, D. C.

A joint committee from the two 
councils will be selected at the com­
ing meeting to have charge of the 
work in Dickens County.

The county planning committee act­
ing on information developefl in the 
meeting and from the farm plan 
sheets will cooperate with the county 
agricultural conservation committee 
i:i making recommendations for the 
1937 agricilltuial conservation pro- 
gi*am in the county; formulate pro- 
.'luction goals for a sound, long-time 
land use program; and later make 
lecomrnendations for the 1937 agri­
cultural program in the light of the 
goals developed.

Agricultural practices suitable to 
the county and in a genera! way to 
the State and administrative maehln- 
eiy will also be the subj'ct of consid- 
eration and recommendation for coun- 
■:y planning committees.

The end toward which this activity 
is working is to secure from farmers 
themselves estimates of what land use 
would be in Texas if all farms were 
operated so as to maintain soil fer­
tility and prevent soil erosion.

Tue.sday at 0:30 p. m. All teachers 
of the County are modern and have 
bad cuniculum courses. This e:<ten- 

course out of Texas Technologi­
cal College, repiesenis the third year 
course and is designed to make the 
teacher better and moie efficient. 
I hese exceptionally fine college pro­
fessors come here to our count.v, see 
and understand our problems, and 
help us to .solve them. Each week 
they are to give us information aids, 
and helps that we can take into the 
class room and use all that week.

The course is taugrt by a high 
scffool specialist, Di’'. Jackson, one 
Tuesday and an intermediate special­
ist, Miss Bonnie K. Dycert, the next 
Tuesday. When the primary group 
meets, the high school section goes 
with them for one hour, at the end 
of which time they retire to discuss 
their needs which the.v send to the 
high school instructor by their inter­
mediate teacher. The next week the 
same procedure is repeated but for 
the elementary class. This is one of 
the most progressive steps that this 
county has ever taken in an educa­
tional way.

The trustees and other school peo­
ple should be thankful to the teachers 
for spending their money and time 
in this excellent method of preparing 
for the carrying out of a better school 
program in Dickens County.

Court House To Be 
Remodeled Soon

The contract was given W. P. Nu­
gent and Son for the remodeling of 
the county court house Monday, when 
the Commissioners’ Court convenien- 
ed.

Report on Schools 
of Dickens County

Deputy State Superintndent

I have visited fifteen schools in 
Dickens County this week. It has 
been a pleasure for me to meet the 
teachers and tru.stees of Dickens 
County. I have found a fine spirit of 
cooperation existing in the schools. 
The teachers are well trained and 
modern. Most of them attend school 
every summer. Apparently there is 
not a mediocre or di.sinterested teach­
er in the group. The trustees are en­
thusiastic. They all have regular 
board meetings and keep minutes in 
bounjl books. I wdsh to commend the 
trustees, local superintendents, teach­
ers and the county school superinten­
dent for running the schools on a 
business-like basis. The Dickens 
County School Superintendent is very 
efficient, capable, thorough, inter­
ested, industrious and a financier of 
no mean ability. We found her re­
cords in a most excellent condition. 
The intelligent interest and the en­
thusiasm that she has put into the 
schools of this county should be and 
are approved and appreciated.

In visiting the schools I have found 
in some instances poor attendance. 
However, I realize that is partially 
duo to cotton picking. I would sug­
gest t'l# the teachers and tvuste<*s 
that they encourage increased and 
more regulcir attendance.

Since the State Depariment of Edu- 
cati'-n is asking the s-hool people of 
Texas to give much tlioupht and at- i 
Lontion to the study of the revision j 
of tlie school curriculum, I wish to I 
state that we want in every school,; 
where possible, sf»me vocational, in- i 
dustrial, and business training. We | 
bclevc that every high school student 
should have some practical business 
knowledge to enable him to reac.'i j 
sound judgment. We want the boys 
and girls to be taught in school some­
thing that they can u.se in life. We 
need to offer this type of eduiation 
in order tojiold  the boys and girls in 
school. The youth of today requires 
greater training in vocational and 
TTaue *« and busi­
ness technique.

We want every school in Texas to 
teach music, especially we want every 
.̂ ĥild to be taught how' to sing and 
to enjoy singing. By including mu­
sic within the curriculum we hope to 
build up a happier citizepship. We 
congratulate you on last year’ s pro- 
g»am and on your music plans for 
his year. We believe, too, that writ­

ing should be taught in every school.
I was glad to find a number of 

teacherages in Dickens county. If 
i teacher is provided with a comfort- 
ible home, he identifies himself with 
I he interests of the people in the com­
munity, stays a longer time and us­
ually does better work.

The teachers and superintendents 
of the schools of Dickens County 
should be commended for the curri­
culum work they are doing. At least 
78 out of the 84 teachers of the coun­
ty have signed up for an extension 
course out of Texas Technological 
College, in the applied curriculum 
w’ork. This course w’ill be led by spec­
ialists in this field. Miss Bonnie K. 
Dycert will stress the intermediate 
and primary subjects and Dr. Jackson, 
also of Tech, the high school subjects. 
The new State Course o f study will be 
used and each week the teachers will 
learn the thing that will make them 
teach more successfully the next 
week.

We approve very highly the school 
organization in Dickens County, only 
seven and eleven grade schools are 
taughL I have visited in thirty-two 
counties in Texas and find the Dick­
ens County Schools with respect to 
organization and other things, being 
well equal to the best

I am recommending to the State 
Department of Education the follow­
ing schools for Standardization: Wil­
son Draw, Wichita, Espeula, High­
way, Red Mud, Twin Wells, Spring 
Creek, Steel Hill, Dry Lake, Peace- 
ul Hill, Prairie Chapel, Pitch Fork. 

This means all o f the schools with 
the exception of high schools which 
are all classified and fully accredited 
In checking the.se schools, I have 
found the financial conditon of nearly 
every one to be good. This county 
has weathered the depression, has had

World War veterans and school 
children of three counties and more 
will start the big parade formation 
at nine -o’clock this morning.

The .schools o f Cottle, 
Motley, Dickens and Kent counties 
have been giver a place in the parade 
and probably the Spur school band 
will furnish the music at the head of 
the pai-ade unless some visiting band 
is present. Barbecue will be served 
at the park after the program.

Bulldogs w’ill play their conference 
game of football starting about two 
o’clock in the afternoon. This is ex­
pected to be one of the best games 
that has ever been at the local stad­
ium The Dragons are saying they 
must ].«ve the game in order to be 
district chamuions anrl the Bulldogs 
aie vowing it shall not be done that 
way.

Th e  W IC H ITA FALLS RECORD NEWS editorially points out 

that high taxes is no excuse for argument for or against the 
re-election of Roosevelt, but points out that figures compiled 

by the National Industrial Conference shows America much 
under the rate of other countries.

The conference report showed that the United States tax 
collections— national, state, county* and city— for 1934-35  
amounted to approximately $9,650,000,000. For Great Britain 
collections during the same period were $4,347,000,000; for 
Germany $4,674,000,000; for France, $2,566,000,000. These 
figures show the dark side of the tax business in our country.

But there is another side to the question. Taxes collected 
in the United States amount to 18 per cent of the national in­
come. In Britain, the tax was 24.4 per cent of the national 
income; in Germany 22.7 per cent of the national income; in 
France 27.4 per cent.

► These figures show that our tax load is much lighter than 
that of other countries.

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CLUB N E W S.
STYLES IN YARDS 
HAVE CHANGED

iJ

“ When I becp.m« yard improvement 
demonstrator I discovered that ideas 
and styles in yard decoration had 
changed very much since my younger 
days when it was quite the thing to 
have border* o f ‘old maids’, ‘bachelor 
buttons’, marigolds, phlox, and so on 
along either side of the walk and tri­
angles, circles, equates and star shap­
ed beds scattered around wherever 
our fancy prompted us to dig and set 
one of just any kind of flower or 
shrub we could get,”  said Mrs. J. J. 
Griffin in her story of her work as 
yard improvement demonstrator for 
the McAdoo home demonstration 
club.

“ Our home demonstration agent 
gave us some bulletins to study while 
she prepared a planting plan for our 
yard. In the first place, she suggest­
ed that we enlarge our yard on the 
east side as it was too narrow in pro­
portion to the house and the rest of 
the yard. That meant a little mor<̂  
wire and a post or two but it was 
worth it.

“ When the club met with me for the 
foundation planting demonstration in 
January Miss Pratt supervised the 
setting of six native cedars,, two ag- 
aritas, ten clumps o f purple^ Daley, 
ten wild currants and two clumps of 
sage. The cedars and one agarita 
died but the others are growing nice­
ly. Later we set nine Chinese elms, 
three butterfly bushes, four crepe 
myrtles, two Pfitzer junipers, one Ar­
izona cypress, and one column type 
red cedar, tw’o yuccas, two lilacs, two 
vitex, one Japanese quince and nine 
roses. We lost the cedar and the 
roses.

The latter part of March we plant­
ed one and a half pounds of Bermuda 
grass seed but it did not come up 
until after the rain in May. We have 
watered it some and kept it closely 
mowed and it had made*a solid turf 
by September.”

My husband and son made a trip to 
the breaks with the' wagon and team 
and got big flat rocks and made step- 
ing stone walks to the back gate and 
to the cellar and oil barrel. This is 
certainly a help in wet weather.”

“ Our boys have been interested and 
have taken a real pride in keeping 
the lawn mow’ed and the shrub beds 
neatly outlined and worked. We are 
enjoying the lawn so much and some-
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times have Sunday supper picnic 
style on the lawn east of the house 
where we plan to add fuinishings for 
an out door living room,”  adds Mrs. 
Griffin.

“ Reports from our club show that 
that six lawns were sodded; 1>1 shrubs 
were planted and living; 269 trees 
are living; 9 roses are living, 10 
plants were rooted from cuttings; 11 
walks were laid of native rocks.”

RED TOP AVOMAN 
WINS YARD CONTEST

Mrs. J. R. McArthur, yard improve­
ment demonstrator in the Red Top 
home demonstration club won first 
place in the county in yard improve­
ment work this year. Mrs. J. J. Grif­
fin, in the McAdoo club placed second. 
Mrs. McArthur will receive a trip to 
the Farmers’ Short Course next sum­
mer from the county home demon­
stration council.

The demonstration was judged by 
the following score card: general ap­
pearance of the place, 15 per cent; 
planting plan completed, 25 per cent; 
report of cooperators reaching goals, 
25 per cent; demonstrator’s story, 15 
per cent; plant exchange table, 10 per 
cent; number names in guest book, 
10 per cent.

Mrs. McArthur's* total score was 
83.5 per cent and Mrs. Griffin’s 67.3 
per cent. In both score the report of 
the cooperators reaching goals count­
ed o ff most. In Red Top fifty per 
cent of the members reached the goals 
and in McAdoo only twelve per cent 
reached the cooperator goals.

The goals for the cooperators, that 
is, every member in the club except 
the demonstrator, were to set a group 
of three or five trees, set ten founda­
tion shrubs and smooth and sod the 
lawn.

A great character has joined the 
last round-up and a good citizen has 
left our ranks, one who did much in 
laying the foundation of civilization 
in West Texas. “ Uncle”  Isum Lynn 
passed away at his home near Guthrie 
Tuesday morning of last week. The 
funeral rites were conducted at the 
ranch home at two o’clock Wednes­
day afternoon with the Rev. Howell G. 
Verner in charge. Interment was on 
a plot of ground selected near the 
residence. A few weeks ago “ Uncle”  
Isum picked out the spot and showed 
it to his son, stating his desires since 
he had roamed the country since 1879.

“ Uncle”  Isum was the first settler 
in King County, and he and his wife 
were there several years before any 
neighbors moved into the territory. 
There were a few settlers in Cottle 
County at that time and a few scat­
tered settlers in Dickens County. 
Over the wide open space the buffalo 
and the coyote roamed and the whoop 
of the Comanches could be heard in 
sections. However, there being so 
few white people in this country, the 
Indians did not visit it much, choos­
ing- to carry on their depredations 
where they could secure greater loot.

He came to King County from Jack 
County where he served as an Indian 
scout many years, assisting the sol­
diers stationed at Fort Jacksboro. 
lie took part in a number of Indian 
fights in Jack County and rendered 
valiant service, but never fought the 
Ind ans after moving to King Coun­
ty in 1879. The 57 years he lived in 
King County he devoted his time to 
the cattle business, owning a nice 
ranch of his own. At the time of 
}i!s demise he lived near the place he 
first settled and during his long resi­
dence as a pioneer citizen he held 
out to all who came his way that 
grand old western hospitality. He was 
very reserved in his manner, but a 
truer, more loyal, warm-hearted 
friend never rode the western range 
than he waes. His long life of more 
than 88 vears was filled with kindly
