‘AS MAINE GOES— ”

Maine is certainly pointing the way for traffic accident con­
trol, in at least one respect. That is, curtailing the activities of 
tl^  drunken driver.

A survey recently completed by the Maine Highway Safety 
Campaign revealed that one-fifth of motor vehicle fatalities in 
Maine in 1936 had liquor associated with them. Even in 1936 
Maine had effectively reduced traffic fatalities as compared 
with the preceding year. However, not satisfied with partial 
success, she is now setting out to beter her own record with 
special emphasis placed on drunken driving. The motor vehicle 
division urged better cooperation by the courts in handling 
cases involving drunkenness, and held certain “ legal loopholes” 
and technicalities to be inimical to effective law enforcement.

Public officials, as well as the citizens of Maine, realize that 
the drunken driver is a criminal to be handled the same way as 
any other criminal. Both menace society. There is absolutely no 
excuse for driving while under the influence of liquor. Every 
person doing so is a potential murderer. In some respects the 
drunken driver is even worse than the average murdere~r be­
cause the murderer usually commits his crime in the heat of 
passion. The drunken driver blunders along with callous indif­
ference toward all who are unfortunate enough to be in his 
path of death.

Maine is to be congratulated, as are all other states that take 
a determined stand to “ wipe out” the drunken driver.

NEUTRALITY ACT A COMPROMISE

The other day an army plane winged southward from Wash­
ington, bearing a document that finally reached the President 
at sea, was quickly signed by him. This was the new neutrality 
act, hurried through House and Senate by congressmen with 
an anxious eye on the turbid European war situation.

The act is a compromise between the advocates of mandatory 
neutrality and discretionary neutrality— that is, a law which 
forces the President to forbid trade with belligérant nations, 

,and one which permits him to use his judgment in the light of 
circumstances.

The new act is not perfect— but it is regarded as being about 
as good as could be had, and great hopes for keeping America 
out of war are bound up in it. It places an embargo on arms 
shipments to fighting nations, and, in the event of war, it gives 
the President discretionary power to list goods that cannot be 
exported by belligerents ; to deny belligerents use of our ports, 
and other phases of neutrality.

“ War in Europe this summer, perhaps; this fall, sure,’,’ is be­
ing talked by some. But there has been much talk of that kind 

'i o r  several years, and no general war has broken out yet. It 
looks as if the Powers are uncertain of their relative strengths, 
and are doing a considerable amount of blustery bluffing.

700 Farmers Have 
Signed Work Sheets 
In Federal Program
Approximately 700 -work sheets 

have been signed to date and with the 
extension of time to the closing date 
set by the state, the 15th of May, in­
dications are that the number of 
work sheet signers for 1937 will ex­
ceed that of 1936 by possibly ten per 
cent. Everyone farming in 1937 
should sign a work sheet. Anyone 
having farm lands or interest in farm 
lands should get in touch with their 
operators and insist on their signing 
work sheets.

Those who signed applications for 
ploughing under wheat should attend 
to this matter before the wheat has 
reached the dough stage, and the 
land on which the wheat was plowed 
under should be protected by con­
tour listing or cover crops. Assist­
ance will be given those desiring that 
contour. lines be run on this wheat 
land.

From the inquiries and the com­
ment made by farmers, regarding the 
1937 program, common practices for 
compliance will consist of diversion 
by planting two rows of feed 40 in­
ches in width and leaving two rows 
blank, or in planting of Sudan on 
these blank rows and leaving the Su­
dan as protection for the more sandy 
soils; while some of the farmers have 
indicated that’ they would sef aside 
their diverted acres in a block and 
plant Sudan or grain sorghum and 
leave it on the land or graze the Su­
dan, which of course is permitted but 
does no team full payment where 
Sudan is grazed. In the event that 
grain, maize and hegari, sorghum is 
used, it must be planted broadcast, 
that is, as you would sow millet or 
wheat.

THE PRESS COUNSELS AMERICA

The May issue of the Industrial News Review contains a num 
ber of brief excerpts from editorials commenting on the Su­
preme Court packing proposal, taken largely from newspa, 
pers, largely country weeklies, throughout the United States.

In making up this compendium of editorial opinion on an 
issue that has justly been described as the most vital faced by 
the American people since the Civil War, the staff of the In­
dustrial News Review examined thousands of newspapers. It 
was found that' the press was overwhelmingly opposed to the 
plan, on grounds of principle, not partisanship.

Most heartening of all, the quality of comment shows that 
the editors of smaller papers with circulations from a few hun­
dred to several thousand, have studied and deliberated the is­
sue as deeply and patriotically as the editors of great dailies.

The editors of America are steeped in the American tradi­
tion. And they see the Supreme Court proposal as a measure 
that can easily lead to dictatorship. They realize that if one 
President can pack a court for liberal ends; another can pack 
it again for reactionary ends. They know that this tool of pow­
er could be used to abrogate freedom of speech, freedom of as­
sembly and all other civil liberties— by placing in the highest 
judicial positions controlled judges who could evade the spirit 
of the Constitution by interpretations that would be completely 
alien to the ideals and intentions of its great authors.

The press of America is counselling the people to consider 
basic principles underlying the unequalled personal liberties 
given to American citizens 150 years ago, and not to be misled 
by programs which do not let the people vote on measures that 
might destroy those liberties and substitute dictatorship for 
free government.

quilt blocks for a quilt, using the 
scrap material about the home which 
would have been wasted. Also, she 
made a nice dress at a cost of only 
76 cents. For a project a girl made 
a hook ru g ,o f old material and also 
prepared a book, case of an orange 
crate, nicely painted, which could be 
placed by the side of her bed for stu­
dy or reading.

It would be impossible to describe 
all the work even of the first year 
class. However, there were luncheon 
sets hand embrodiered, kintted sweat­
ers, nice dresses and blouses, smocks, 
quilt tops of star shaped designs and 
others, nice garments made from old 
garments, quilt squares made of 
scraps, hand embroidered dresser 
scarfs, window curtains, tufted bed­
spreads, and many other articles 
nedeed in the home have been made 
by the first year class.

One girl made a complete luncheon 
set at a cost of only 40 cents, and it 
is beautiful. A girl prepared a quilt 
top with each square representing a 
state flower and every state in the 
union is represented in that quilt. 
Another girl prepared enough quilt 
squares with bird designs to make a 
quilt. A member of the class made a 
pair of pillow cases with her mono­
gram at a cost of only 40 cents. 
There was a house coat of green and 
brown nicely trimmed which was 
made at a cost of $1.10. The above ar­
ticles were made by th first and sec­
ond year students.

In the third year work various pro­
jects were used. One girl had a faded 
blue suit which she altered, dyed it 
white and used for a time and then 
converted into a beautiful grey suit. 
She had a coat which she could no 
longer use, and she converted it into 
a nice dress./Also, a white dress that 
was too small was worked over with 
the addition of a small amount of ma­
terial and then dyed it a beautiful^ 
green. Looks like new material.

In the collection of '■ work were 
monograms on pillow cases, napkins, 
and other articles, the monograms 
being designed by the pupil. One 
girl made a complete suit of wool 
sack material, at a cost of 80 cents. 
The material was dyed a ru^t color 
and is beautiful.

One girl used sugar sacks and 
from these made some beautiful arti­
cles, such as luncheon sets, pillow 
cases and others. Another girl picked 
up an old discarded chair and built 
new upholstering on it, and then add­
ed a rug to go around it. One mem­
ber took an ordinary cane bottom 
chair and with a box and board made 
a nice reclining chair of it, making a 
cover for it out of old discarded ma­
terial by plaiting it together and 
then uniting the strands.

THE TAX EXEMPT PARASITES

P. E. Hagins, of Duck Creek com­
munity, was attending to business 
matters in our city the first of the 
week.

“ There is growing up a new class which, by the ownership of 
government securities, has more privileges and IbSs responsi­
bility than any royalty the world has ever known. They live 
on the taxes of the people, while they themselves enjoy many 
tax exemptions,” says Arthur Huntington in Public 'Utilities 
Fortnightly.

It IS probable that not one person out of ten realizes that 
government borrowings are exempt from taxation. In other 
words, the man who buys $1,000 worth or $10,000 worth of 
government bonds, is in the privileged class that is not taxed on 
the income he derives from those bonds, jfflso, the businesses 
which the government develops with the money derived from 
the privileged, tax exempt bonds, are wholly or largely tax 
free.
' In the state of Oregon, for instance, if private electric com­

panies had gross incomes o^$20,000,000 a year, the total taxes 
they would pay today in support of schools, roads, police pro­
tection, army, navy, etc., would be nearly 20 per cent of that 
sum, or $4,000,000 annually. If the government’s hydro-elec­
tric projects now being developed on the Columbia River 
should earn $20,000.000 from the sale of electricity, this in­
come would be practically tax exempt under existing policies.

The privileged holder of tax-exempt bonds dodges his tax 
obligations, which the masses have to pay. The government’s 
subsidized tax-exempt industries dodge the taxes which all 
other business has to pay.

Overcrowded conditions in the 
professions are causing high school 
graduates to take to the steady em­
ployment offered by the skilled 
crafts. This is confirmed by Frank 
Cushman, of the Trade and Indus­
trial Education Service of the United 
States OfBce of Education, who say? 
there is an actual need to “do some­
thing to direct boys away from 
■white collar’ jobs.”

So widespread has the movement 
toward vocational training become 
that Congress, last session, passed a 
resolution recommending an in­
crease of $5,000,000 for the work. 
The swing of the American boy to 
vocational training promises further 
to lessen the relief load being car­
ried by the Works Progress Admin­
istration.

Shorter hours have increased the 
appeal that skilled crafts hold for 
the robust, he-man student type. 
Particularly is this said to be true of 
the out-of-door occupations such as 
those of building trades, due to the 
building boom that is being induced 
through th . nation-wido activities 
of the Federal Housing Administra­
tion and other government agencies.

Among the first of the nation’s in­
dustrial organizations to appreciate 
the nee ' of vocational courses is the 
Structural Clay Products Institute, 
with headquarters in Washington, 
D. C. The institute has just an­
nounced plans for assisting in the 
establishment of vocational schools 
to train apprentices for the mason 
trades.

Masonry has proven to be one of 
the most popular courses. Vocational 
experts say this is due doubtless to 
the opportunity for work in the
